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Citizen of the Month: Paul Frederlck McCue

What forms do heroism take?

Some heroes take to the fields, the
air, or the oceans to fight for their
country and freedom.

Some heroes enter law enforcement,
protecting the community from those
who would steal, do violence, or
worse.

Some heroes passionately devote
themselves to a cause of justice and
see it through.

And some other heroes treat life as
an adventure to be enjoyed, thrills to
feel and share in stories and pictures
with others, inspiring all through
their example.

In a century of life and service,
Paul Frederick McCue has done all
of the above. He explained that “I’ve
always been active in things.”

Mr. Paul, as his friends know him,
led a life that never strayed far from
the 20th century history in which he
lived. As a small child, he experienced
quite a dark introduction to that
history. Five years after his May 1926
birth came the most chilling news a

Dell, Harry Powers had transformed
a typical rural farm into a deadly
destination for women that he lured
to the area from New England.

McCue’s family got to the farm
before the media and he saw with his
own eyes the corpses emerging from
the cold earth.

Those eyes, 99 years young until
his May birthday, still burn with the
fierce spark that has driven McCue all
his life, whatever his activity or his
vocation. As his expansive memory
accesses more and more of the mental
archives of his past, McCue becomes
more animated, not less, with passion
and energy more that of a man in his
20s than one looking back at a storied
life and also ahead at whatever new
adventure awaits.

McCue defines his life at its
foundation by his military service
in the Second World War, proudly
announcing “I joined the Navy. [ was
not drafted.”

As per usual in his life, McCue
went straight to the heart of the action.
He served on a landing ship, tank, a
warship specifically designed to take

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Notice To Shinnston Water Customers
= Of Hydrant & Blow Off Flushings =

As a courtesy to Shinnston water customers,
Shinnston’s City Manager is posting the following
schedule for Hydrant & Blow-Off Flushings that
will be taking place soon, beginning the end
of April and ending the end of May. This is a
routine maintenance process where fire hydrants
are opened to allow water to flow through pipes at
high velocity, which cleans the water distribution
system, removing sediment and buildup of mineral
deposits, thus ensuring adequate fire flow pressure.
This verifies that hydrants are fully operational
for firefighting and helps to confirm that there
is adequate water pressure for any emergency
responses.

Mrs. Drainer explained that this process may
cause your water to be temporarily discolored
and perhaps lower water pressure for a brief time.
“Please don’t be alarmed if your water seems
cloudy or brownish after flushing in your area
has been done; this is common. However, it is
advisable that you flush your lines on the inside of
your residence to get rid of any dirt or discoloration
that may get stirred up ... and wait for this to

disappear before using your washing machine or
dishwasher.” She added, “Also run cold water
through an outside faucet and even your bathtub
for a few minutes until it clears as well. Avoid
using hot water until your water is clear.”

e Week 4 (5/18-5/22) All of Pleasant Hill
area, Morris Street, Park Street, Van Rufus,
Dufty, and Oakwood, and Rt. 19 leading
up to Haywood, including all of Haywood
Road.

*  Week 5(5/25-5/27) All of Gypsy and Gypsy
Hollow.

Special Council Meeting To Lay The Levy Is
Followed By Regular Meeting & Work Session

A special meeting of Shinnston City Council
was held on Tuesday, April 21st to lay the levy. No
public comments were offered, so they reopened
the meeting from March 9th; a vote was taken, and
the vote was unanimous to approve the fiscal year
2027 budget. It was noted that it had been a LONG
time since the budget had been approved without
adjustments being needed. The City Manager
was thanked for her diligent work in handling the
budget preparation.

The second action item was to consider
appointing Ashley Dietzel, a new small business
owner in Shinnston, to serve on the Shinnston
Development Authority. This, too, was approved
unanimously. The final action item was to consider
approving Ferguson Memorial Park as the location
for the Dog Park funded by Arsenal Oil & Gas.

Mayor Kovalck reported that he had spoken to
both the SDA as well as the Park Board and both
groups were agreeable to it being located at the
Park on property purchased by the City for this
purpose. It was noted that the design has changed

to a square shape as opposed to a U-shape. The
Dog Park will also have a water tap on site as well
as trash depositories. Council members also voted
their approval for this project to carry on.

Before addressing items of discussion during
its work session and hearing executive reports,
one citizen — Bob Costelac, Jr., a resident of Hood
Avenue — asked to speak about difficulties people
were having with a sharp turn on Clement Street
and also reported a big hole that had been partially
patched but was still in need of better repair. Since
that street is handled by the state, they will be
advised to look at this problematic area.

In his Executive Report, Mayor Kovalck
announced that Bingo would be held at the Moose
at 6 p.m. on Saturday, April 25th as a fundraiser
for the Park.

He also stated that he had visited the new gym
in Shinnston located in the former Vincent Lumber
building. Itis called ‘Taste of Fitness’ and is owned
by Keith Barr. Filled with all new equipment, it is
open for business from 5 a.m. until 11 p.m. seven
days a week. A ribbon cutting is being planned for

A Chicken In Every Pot

The late, great Professor Robert Maddox of
Marshall University used to say of West Virginia’s
United States Senators, and sometimes also the
Representatives, that they served a vital purpose
in Congress. Most of the state’s roster of Senators
going back before Stephen Benton Elkins through
Harley Kilgore and Robert Byrd, he saw as the men
in the middle. Had he lived, he would probably
include Joe Manchin and Shelley Moore Capito in
the same club.

What he meant was that West Virginia’s Senators
were the ones quietly helping to forge compromises
and bringing sides together for practical work.

That legacy continued in the past week when
Senators Capito, Jim Justice, and John Fetterman
banded together to propose a simple measure with
a big potential impact, the hot rotisserie chicken
bill.

The SNAP program, traditionally known as food
stamps, was barred from payment for prepared
foods in grocery stores, and for good reason. A
number of grocery stores offer a wide selection
of prepared foods that can range from simple
fare to rather elaborate and pricey options. Since
purchasing many of these would tend to draw
down a SNAP card quickly, prepared foods were
struck off the list.

Then last year, sodas and other non nutritional
foods were removed as well. Removal of these
items came after years of rapidly rising cases of
juvenile type two diabetes and other problems
related to too much consumption of too many of
the wrong foods.

According to the United States Department of
Agriculture, which administers the food stamp
program, in 2023 55 percent of households with
children had earned income. This meant that at least
one individual in the household enjoyed gainful
employment. Working families with children find
most days a race between jobs, children’s school,
homework, and other activities, and often also
church.

Ideally, households would create proper meals
from options heavy on nutrition and light on
additives. When families get busy, however, the
time to prepare proper meals slips away quickly
on most days. This leaves too many parents with
the unpalatable option of overprocessed “heat and
eat” options.

Enter the Hot Rotisserie Chicken bill.

Senator Jim Justice and Senator Capito, along
with Senator John Fetterman of Pennsylvania,
came up with a common sense way to help
families in those kinds of binds. That meant simply
allowing hot rotisserie chickens to be placed back
on the approved list.

So why just chicken and not any other prepared
foods?

Most grocery stores offer this product at a cost
lower than most fast food “value” meals, usually
between $5 and $8.00. One can combine this with
quickly heated frozen vegetables, tossed salad,
or canned vegetables to create a healthy dinner
fairly rapidly. Additionally, chicken serves as the
lowest priced meat product that is acceptable to all

THis WEEK IN

West Virginia History

Charleston WV — The following events happened
on these dates in West Virginia history. To read more,
go to e-WV: The West Virginia Encyclopedia at www.
wvencyclopedia.org.

April 30, 1774: Relatives of Mingo Chief Logan were
murdered by settlers in present-day Hancock County.
Logan’s retaliation on settlements in the Upper Ohio and
Monongahela valleys led to Lord Dunmore’s War and
the Battle of Point Pleasant.

April 30, 1871: Coach Fielding “Hurry-Up” Yost
was born in Marion County. He was a tackle on West
Virginia University’s football team in 1895 and 1896,
while earning a law degree. In 1901, Yost’s first season
as coach at University of Michigan, the Wolverines
compiled an 11-0 record, including a 49-0 defeat of
Stanford in the first Rose Bowl.

April 30, 1927: An explosion roared through the
Federal No. 3 mine owned by New England Fuel and
Transportation Company of Everettville, Monongalia
County. The explosion, subsequent fire and gas in the
mine killed 97 men.

May 1, 1788: Pendleton County was created from
Rockingham, Augusta and Hardy counties. The county
was named for Virginia statesman Edmund Pendleton
(1721-1803).

May 1, 1930: Labor leader and child welfare activist
Mother Jones celebrated her birthday in Maryland.
Jones, who was 100 years old by her count, appeared
before newsreel cameras to condemn the Prohibition Act
“as a curse upon the nation” that violated her right to
have a beer instead of water.

May 2, 1738: Charles Washington, the founder of
Charles Town, was born at Hunting Creek, Virginia. He
was the youngest full brother of George Washington.
He began construction of his home Happy Retreat near
Charles Town but did not live to see it completed.

May 2, 1900: State founder Waitman Willey
died in Morgantown. He is remembered for the
Willey Amendment, which provided for the gradual
emancipation of enslaved people as a precondition for
creating West Virginia.

May 2, 1925: Flying saucer investigator Gray Barker
was born in Riffle, Braxton County. Barker became
interested in unidentified flying objects in the 1950s
after investigating sightings of the Flatwoods Monster.

May 2, 2002: The Tug Fork River in McDowell
County crested at a record 22.1 feet. The flood killed

four people and destroyed or damaged hundreds of
homes and businesses. The river reached this same level
again in 2025.

May 3, 1843: U.S. Postmaster General William Lyne
Wilson was born in Smithfield, Jefferson County. Wilson
joined President Cleveland’s cabinet as postmaster
general in 1895. The following year, he introduced
Rural Free Delivery in Jefferson County, an experiment
quickly instituted nationwide.

May 3, 1917: Fire destroyed the West Virginia
Preparatory School in Keyser. The school was rebuilt,
and it evolved into the institution now known as WVU
Potomac State College.

May 3, 1948: The plane of test pilot Howard “Tick”
Lilly, a Raleigh County native, crashed on takeoff in
California. Lilly was the first of many government test
pilots to die in the line of duty. Six weeks earlier, he
had become only the fourth person to break the sound
barrier.

May 4, 1896: The Children’s Home Society of West
Virginia was formed by a group of Charleston ministers.
Their goal was to place orphaned and neglected children
with caring families rather than crowd them into county
poorhouses.

May 4, 1865: Minister Adam Clayton Powell Sr. was
born a free person of color in Franklin County, Virginia.
He lived and worked many of his teenage years in
eastern Kanawha County and later became pastor of
Harlem’s Abyssinian Baptist Church, one of the nation’s
largest churches.

May 5, 1923: A fire started by welders working on a
new swimming pool destroyed most of Luna Park, an
amusement park in Charleston. Although Luna’s owners
announced they would rebuild, the park never reopened.

May 5, 1923: Golfer Bill Campbell was born in
Huntington. He won more than 30 championships over
a seven-decade career and is considered one of the best
amateur players in history.

May 6, 1812: Activist and physician Martin Robison
Delany was born in Charles Town. In February 1865,
he was commissioned as a major in the U.S. Colored
Troops. He was the only Black Civil War officer to be
given a field command.

May 6, 1968: A continuous miner machine at the
Gauley Coal &amp; Coke Saxsewell No. 8 mine at
Hominy Falls, Nicholas County, cut into an adjacent
mine, which was filled with water. The resulting flood
drowned four miners and trapped 21 others.

May 6, 1968: Newspaper publisher and Bluefield
native John S. Knight received the Pulitzer Prize for
his long record of service and his series of columns
opposing the Vietnam War.
