s I prepared this
column, I fondly

Library
Lines

arlier this year, my
wife and 1 began
watching the Apple

TV+ program, For All
Mankind.

The show explores what
might have happened had
the Soviet Union beaten the
United States to the moon.

I don’t want to give too
much away here, just in
case some of you out there
might want to watch it.
(You should! It’s really
good!) But I think it’s not
too spoilery to say that one
big change from reality is
that the space race of the
1950s and ‘60s continues
well into the 21st century.

In our world, spending
on NASA peaked in 1966.
That year, about 4.41% of
the entire federal budget
went to the space agency.

That is a very large per-
centage!

For context, all federal
spending on education,
training, employment and
social services last year
amounted to around 3% of
the budget.

All that spending on the
space program generated a
few tangible side benefits
(e.g., memory foam and
Tang) But mostly, it in-
creased human knowledge.
I think we’d all agree that
knowledge is important.
But its importance is tricky
to measure in purely mone-
tary terms.

Economists have a name
for things that are impor-
tant but not really measura-

ble in market terms.
They’re called “public
goods.” A public good is a

thing that can be accessed
by multiple people at once,
without getting used up.

There are lots of exam-
ples of public goods—es-
pecially here in Pocahontas
County. Over half of our
county is public land,
mostly in the form of parks
and state and national
forests. Parks are a quintes-
sential public good—how
can one possibly put a price
on seeing the Falls at Hills
Creek for the first time?
The same goes for educa-
tion. Going to school does-
n’t use up schooling. Lots
of people can go.

The United States has
generally been very good

about
goods.

In fact, there’s a good
case to be made that the US
won the race to the moon at
least in part because NASA
could draw from a huge
pool of college graduates —
a pool that existed thanks to
the GI Bill, a federal pro-
gram that paid for college
for around eight million
World War II veterans.

To put the point a differ-
ent way, much of Amer-
ica’s standing as a
superpower—one that has
enjoyed a nearly unprece-
dented period of domi-
nance militarily,
economically and techno-
logically —rests upon its
commitment to actively
support public goods.

Libraries are also public
goods.

In West Virginia, a pub-
lic library must have a
“governing authority” —
ours is the county commis-
sion—and must be at least
partially funded by tax rev-
enue.

In exchange for that tax
revenue, we provide intel-
lectual stimulation and cul-
tural enrichment, enable
lifelong learning and foster
recreational reading. Are
those things hard to meas-
ure in dollar terms? Yep.
Are they valuable? Also
yes.

Recently, we’ve seen an
erosion in the provision of
public goods. State funding
of colleges and universities
has cratered in the years
since the Great Recession.
Libraries across the country
have weathered funding
cuts in the wake of
COVID. Parks are charging
entrance fees.

This week, as we cele-
brate our country’s 248th
birthday, we will—quite
rightly—take pride in the
United States’ continued
economic, military and
technological dominance.

I'll be right there with
you! (The cannon fire at the
end of the 1812 Overture
gives me chills Every. Sin-
gle. Time.)

But I'll also take a few
moments to appreciate liv-
ing in a country that has al-
ways prioritized public
goods. I hope you’ll be
there with me, too.

The Local Paper:
Why we need it now
more than ever — Redux

“The freedom of press is
one of the great bulwarks
of liberty, and can never be
restrained but by despotic
governments.”

~ George Mason

he first issue of The
Pocahontas Times
came hot off the press

in 1883.In the 141 years that
followed, residents of Poca-
hontas County have never
missed even one week with-
out our Pocahontas Times,
even during the devastating
floods of 1985 and 1996.
Talk about commitment to
its readers.

Local print newspapers,
the lifeblood of our commu-
nities, face a unique and
pressing threat from technol-
ogy. The internet’s power
and presence are pushing
these smaller papers to the
brink, forcing them to find
innovative ways to survive.

A recent story in the New |

York State Bar Association’s
journal about the decline of
print newspapers, both large
and small, found that there
are now fewer than 7,000
newspapers in the U.S., most
of which have a circulation
of under 15,000 subscribers.

Newspapers, in general,
but specifically local papers,
are clearly in an existential
crisis. Social media, dwin-
dling advertising income,
and Artificial Intelligence
(AI) threaten smaller news-
papers.

Yet, I am happy and proud
to state that our Pocahontas
Times 1is still healthy and
provides the only focused
and in-depth coverage of
local news, sports, activities,
and politics in this region. As
is often said, “All politics is
local.”

You’ll not drive by the
Time’s office without seeing
the crew of women who craft
our paper always, and I
mean always, hard at work.

One significant difference
between large-city newspa-
pers and The Pocahontas
Times is that writers and ed-
itors face their readers daily.

Small-town newspapers
must maintain a specific sen-
sitivity not generally exer-
cised by larger metropolitan
papers and tabloids. As one
reporter for a community
paper in Wyoming said,
“You have to remember that

the person you are talking to
is probably related to the

person you are talking
about.”
Another distinction of

local papers is that the scope
and breadth of what is re-
ported vary considerably
from those of big city news-
papers.

“I really love that The
Pocahontas Times will put a
picture of a third-grader in
the paper who was named
“Student of the Month.”
Imagine the positive effect
that may have on that young
student. That single experi-
ence could influence the en-
tire course of his or her life.”
~ Mary Dawson.

Of course, the most im-
portant job of any local
paper is building and main-
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taining the community’s
trust, something I feel the
Times has done quite ad-
mirably for over a hundred
years.

To survive, many small
newspapers have gone to a
digital-only status. Others
lose critical advertising rev-
enue when the big chain
stores come into the area,
causing small businesses to
close their doors.

Additionally, the loss of
local newspapers dispropor-
tionately affects rural and
low-income areas because
access to reliable high-speed
internet is often absent.

Areas with aging popula-
tions show a greater prefer-
ence for print over digital
news. These people are less
likely to utilize the internet
or cell phone to obtain local
news, making them even
more marginalized.

More than 2,000 local or
regional newspapers have
closed their doors for good
in the past 20 years. When
this happens, the community
suffers on several fronts. Not
only are citizens deprived of
local news and events, but
public oversight of local of-
ficials and politicians is con-

siderably diminished.

The historical content of
columns like Preserving
Pocahontas, 50 years, 75
years, and 100 years ago,
would be far less accessible
to the public without The
Pocahontas  Times. Our
weekly newspaper helps to
maintain our ties to the past
and the traditions of our re-
gion in Appalachia.

National and international
news is ubiquitous and just a
click away on our cell
phones, laptops and TV.
And, of course, we have Al-
legheny Mountain Radio as
a provider of local news and
events.

However, some people
look forward to the heft and
smell of printed news.

Local news is unique and
something we should take
seriously in these times of
diminishing  newspapers.
The national news is often
biased, and I wonder how, or
even if, unfiltered news

Blueberry
Buckle

3/4 cup white sugar

1/4 cup (1/2 stick) butter,
softened

1 egg

2 tsp. lemon zest

1 1/2 cup all purpose flour

2 tsp. baking powder

1/2 tsp. salt

1/2 cup milk

1 Tbsp. flour

1 1/2 cup fresh blueber-
ries

Topping

1/4 cup butter plus 1
Tbsp., cold, cut into small
pieces

1/4 cup brown sugar

1/4 cup white sugar

1/3 cup flour

1/2 tsp. ground cinnamon

Grease an 8x8 inch pan.
Heat oven to 350 degrees. In
a large bowl, cream butter,
sugar, egg and lemon zest
until fluffy. In a separate
bowl, combine flour, baking
powder and salt. Add to
creamed mixture alternately
with milk until just com-
bined.

Toss blueberries with 1
Tbsp. flour. Fold into batter

and spread into prepared
pan.

Combine all topping in-
gredients in a small bowl
until crumbly. Sprinkle over
batter and bake 35-40 min-
utes or until toothpick comes
out clean. Let cool. Cut into
9 squares.

Blueberry Pecan
Crumble

Topping

1 cup pecan pieces

1 cup flour

1 1/4 cup old-fashioned
oats

1/2 cup packed dark
brown sugar

1 tsp. ground cinnamon

1/8 tsp. salt

8 Tbsp. butter, cut into
small pieces

Berries

2 pints fresh blueberries

Juice of 1/2 lemon

3 Tbsp. white sugar

2 Tbsp. flour

Preheat oven to 350 de-
grees

Put all topping ingredients
in a bowl and rub together
with your hands until mix-
ture sticks together in small
clumps.

Pour the blueberries into a
7x11 baking dish. Sprinkle
lemon juice over the berries,
then the sugar and flour.
Toss until berries are coated
with sugar.

Scatter the topping over
the berries in an even layer.
Bake until topping is golden
brown and berry juice is
bubbling up through the top-
ping, about 45-50 minutes.

Editor;

I noticed the little photo
article about the blacksnakes
in the Times yesterday. I'd
very much appreciate it if
you would read the enclosed
folder. I think that there is
much ignorance and super-
stition about snakes here in
Pocahontas County, perhaps
due to a large number of rat-
tlesnakes. But 99 percent of
the snakes here are useful
and beneficial creations of
nature that do mankind only

good. Particularly the black
snake.

In the midwestern corn
country, some farmers will
pay $10 for a blacksnake
pair to release in their barn.
It is the cheapest means of
rat control known, and the
snake can get to the rats
where poison and cats can’t
go. I have a pair in my barn,
which I rarely ever even see,
and despite large amounts of
exposed corn and grains, I
see no evidence at all of rat
or mouse troubles.

One day, about a year ago,
one of my blacksnakes was
sunning itself on the berm of
the road in front of the barn
when a man in a pickup driv-
ing by noticed it. This was a
Sunday, and he took a loaded
shotgun from next to him,
stuck it out the window and
blasted the snake. He then
drove back and forth over it
to finalize his deed, and
waved a friendly hand to
someone on the porch. He
really thought he had done
us a favor, and just did not
know what he had done
wrong — besides shooting
from a car on a Sunday with
aloaded gun kept in the car...

I just spent five years
teaching something like
25,000 ghetto trapped chil-
dren about nature and ani-
mals before coming to Poca-
hontas County. I believe that
all children should be taught
the importance of snakes in
controlling rat, mouse and
insect population, and be
made to know that snakes
are clean, tamable, important
works of God and that they
deserve as much respect in
our Earth’s chain of life as
anything else.

A newspaper editor has a
responsibility in educating
the public as well as just
printing news. I hope that
you will reconsider your ed-
itorial policy about the
killing of animals when it is
not actual hunting, but just
killing for the sake of creat-
ing death. That is a danger-
ous and immoral thing to
approve of, or encourage.

I hope that you aren’t mad
at me for writing you this let-
ter, as it iS meant in a
friendly way. I do enjoy your
paper and think that your
preservation of hand-set
print and old-time format is
an important contribution to
preserving America’s her-
itage.

A few days since, Eddie
Carter killed the big rat-
tlesnake whose trail has at-
tracted attention the past two
or three years, crossing the
road at the Jake Place. It was
between four and five feet in
length and nearly 12 inches
in circumference and had
eleven rattles and a button.

Three chicken thieves
were captured at Dunmore
last week. One owl, by
Swecker; one opossum, by

Taylor; one skunk, by
Moore.
Cornelius ~ McLaughlin

was lodged in jail for cutting
Willis Sheets in the abdomen
at the Stony Bottom picnic.
The wound is serious, pene-
trating to the abdominal cav-
ity. At Stony Bottom, a good
many coattails were trod on
that day, resulting in numer-
ous fights. Bud Burner, C. P.
C., carried a warrant for
Bernard Hamrick, and found
him at the picnic. Burner
presented a pistol but Ham-
rick refused to yield. The
trouble seemed likely to
grow. Hamrick had friends
who were disposed to aid
and abet him and the consta-
ble gathered a posse. The
two parties, 15 or more, left
the grounds together. We
learn that the matter was
submitted in arbitration, and
Hamrick gave bond to the
constable for his appearance.

The
height was reached in the
Shenandoah Valley three
years ago. It just takes time
for the plague of parasites to
catch up with and wipe
down the web worm pest to
the irreducible minimum,
where they will start up
again from scratch.

TRAVELING IN THE
ALLEGHANIES

It is a mistake to consider
that roads in the mountains
of West Virginia were inau-
gurated by the white man.
The Indians had a fine sys-
tem and network of roads as
could be desired for the
modes of travel in vogue at
that time. And it is pretty cer-
tain that these roads had
reached their highest degree
of perfection at the time that
the white people first settled
in Virginia in the year 1607.
After that time, as the Indi-
ans were driven back, their
roads were abandoned to a
great extent. But the earliest
explorers set forth on horse-

back from the Tidewater
country and rode westward
until they tired of the journey
and turned without ever
coming to the end of the
road...

Probably the most remark-
able road in America at the
earliest date that history cov-
ers was the Seneca Trail that
led from New York to Geor-
gia, paralleling the main Al-
leghany Mountain, some-
times on one side of it and
sometimes on the other. The
Indian called it the Warrior’s
Road. It passed through the
City of Elkins and turned
there to follow up the Ty-
garts Valley crossing over to
the waters of Elk River at
Mingo, over Elk mountain
near Edray, down Indian
Draft, and through Marlin-
ton, winding to the west of
Hillsboro, coming along
Droop Mountain to cross the
Greenbrier River near the
county line between Green-
brier and Pocahontas, down
Anthonys Creek to the White
Sulphur Springs, and from
there through Monroe coun-
ty to the Bluestone country
and from there on in a
southerly direction. It was
the military road of the Iro-
quois nation... The Iroquois
were the most powerful of
the northern native nations.
They attained a high state of
national life and were per-
haps superior to the mass of
European people at the first
white invasion in New York
state. For over 100 years, the
Iroquois occupied the moun-

2024 ASSESSMENT

July 1, 2024 is the beginning of the new assessment year. This assessment will make up the 2025
taxes (tax ticket).

Real estate — Real estate is valued by three methods; farmland, managed timberland and mar-
ket value.

Farmland — Farmland value is based on the income it produces. In order to have your land val-
ued as farm, you or someone else, must qualify it as a farm or part of a farm operation. If claimed
by someone else, you need to ensure that they have your property listed on their farm application.
We must have a competed form signed and on file before we can qualify your real estate as a farm.
This form must be completed on a yearly basis and is due no later than September 1, 2024. Any
applications received after this date will be denied in accordance with West Virginia Legislative Rule
110 C.S.R. 1A. In an effort to expedite the return of the farm form, we will mail an advance copy to
those who qualified last year. If you have any questions or need assistance, please call or stop by
the office and someone here will assist you. Failure to meet the September 1, 2024 deadline will
cause your property to be valued at market value which is a drastic increase over farm value. If you
are a new applicant, please contact us prior to this date. If you purchased new land or rented new
farm property, make sure it is added to your farm form. If you have been approved/qualified for the
farm rate and plan to timber/log your property, please contact our office. Land that is
timbered/logged and is part of a qualified farm, can result in your property being appraised at mar-
ket value and increasing your taxes on the property. If you contact this office, we can provide in-
formation and other options that may save you money.

Managed Timberland — The initial contract for Managed Timberland property must be applied
for by July 1. Once approved, you must submit an application annually, between March 1st and Sep-
tember 1st every year in order to remain in the program. The Assessor does not approve or deny
any Managed Timberland applications. All approvals or denials are done by the West Virginia Di-
vision of Forestry. If you have any questions, please call (304) 558-2788 option 2, or write the
West Virginia Division of Forestry, 7 Players Club Dr. Charleston, WV 25311. To ensure your ap-
plication was received, | recommend you call the West Virginia Division of Forestry prior to the
deadlines shown above. Applications for this program are available at the West Virginia Division
of Forestry website at www.wvforestry.com. Applications can also be obtained at the Assessor’s of-
fice.

Market Value - Market Value of real estate is the value your property would expect to bring, if sold.

Homestead Exemption - If you are 65 years of age or permanently and totally disabled and have
been a resident of West Virginia for two full calendar years, you can qualify. This exemption will give
you $20,000 assessed value exemption on your real estate. This exemption will save you at least
$135.00 or as much as $185.00 for those who live within corporations. In order to receive this ex-
emption, you must complete the application not later than December 1, 2024. This exemption once
approved, will remain in effect. To qualify for disability exemption, you must provide proof of dis-
ability in addition to completing the application. This office has the application and will assist you
in completing the required form.

Personal Property — The assessment of personal property, will be the same as last year. Ve-
hicles will be assessed at 60% of NADA loan value. The value is based on vehicle identification
numbers. Big trucks with non-apportioned license are to be reported on your assessment form.
Trucks with apportioned license plates will still be reported to the Public Service Commission. All
other property will be assessed at 60% of market value. We charge a $25.00 fee on all supplemental
tax tickets. These supplemental tax tickets are changes made because of incorrect information or
lack thereof. To avoid the additional charge, please help us make sure you are assessed correctly.
This can be done by contacting our office if you have not already been contacted by the Assessor,
or a Deputy Assessor.

Dogs - State law requires that a tax be collected on all dogs in the county, which are at least six
months old on July 1, or within ten days of the dog becoming six months of age during the as-
sessment year. The dog tax is $3.00 per dog for those who reside outside of corporations. If you
reside within the corporations of Marlinton, Hillsboro or Durbin the dog tax is $6.00 per dog. Dog
tags can also be paid/purchased on-line at our website pocahontascountyassessor.com.

Sheep & Goats - There is also a $1.00 per head assessment on all sheep and goats of breed-
ing age, for those electing to participate in this program. This assessment is to be collected by the
Assessor or deputies and submitted to the Department of Agriculture for the Coyote Control Pro-
gram.

If you have any questions, need assistance, or just feel more comfortable in person, please call
or stop by our office. We are here to assist you. We want your assessment to be as easy and as
convenient as possible for you to complete. The assessor and/or the deputy assessors, will at-
tempt to contact everyone at their residence, please understand that this is not always possible. We
appreciate your support and cooperation in ensuring we have a fair and accurate assessment of our
county.

tain portion of the country
and white people the sea-
coast as friendly correspon-
ding countries, and for many
years the English govern-
ment maintained an ambas-
sador at the capital of the
Iroquois nation.

After the subduing of the
Erles, they became amalga-
mated with the Iroquois,
being distributed among the
Senecas, the military branch
of the nation, and a law was
promulgated, setting aside

the country between the east
bank of the Ohio River and
the top of the Main Al-
leghany now called West
Virginia, as a reserve for the
Iroquois, used to from a
shield from the powerful
tribes in the south and for a
hunting ground. A great mil-
itary road was established,
and something like 50 garri-
son towns lined its 500 mile
length.

The one that was in opera-
tion in 1754 in this section
was at Mingo Flats, and it
was a party of warriors from
this fort that killed the family
of seven, Robert Files, his
wife, and five children, at the

mouth of Files Creek, where
Beverly is located...

There are signs of another
fort on this trail, 13 miles
south of Mingo Flats, just
opposite the church building
known as Mary’s Chapel, on
Elk in Pocahontas county. At
certain seasons of the year,
when the light is right, look-
ing down on the meadow,
two magic rings can be seen
plainly outlined in the grass.
This is the site of an old In-
dian fort. It is on the Old
Field Branch of Elk, so
called from an Indian clear-
ing at this place
