Schools

receives COPS
grant for
school safety

he Pocahontas
County  School
District  recently

announced it was awarded
a $408,631 grant from the
2024 COPS Office School
Violence Prevention Pro-
gram. This funding will be
used to enhance security
measures and safeguard the
well-being of students and
staff at all county schools.

The COPS Office re-
ceived more than 1,000 ap-
plications and awarded 203
nationwide, with a total of
$73,022,696 going toward
safety and security.

Pocahontas County
Schools will use the grant
for various security im-
provements including new
access controls for the en-
tries at all schools, rekeying
all doors in the schools and
upgrades to camera sys-
tems.

“We are incredibly grate-

ful to receive this generous
grant from the COPS
School Violence Preven-
tion Program,” superin-
tendent Lynne Bostic said.
“This funding will allow us
to significantly enhance the
security measures across all
our schools, creating a safer
environment for our stu-
dents and staff.”

The school system has an
additional local match of
$136,210 that will be added
to the grant to achieve the
upgrades needed.

“We will be able to im-
plement crucial steps in our
ongoing commitment to
school safety and violence
prevention,” Bostic said.
“We thank the COPS office
for its continued support an
investment in the safety of
our schools.”

t its February 4
meeting, the Poca-
hontas County

Commission discussed a
possible ordinance that
would establish a special
emergency ambulance fee.
Commission President John
Rebinski said that such a fee
is needed to fund the paid
Pocahontas County Ambu-
lance Service. He said the
Tucker County’s EMS tax
generates  $300,000 to
$400,000 per year.
Rebinski added that his
thoughts were to set the fee
as a sort of sales tax, per-
haps a 1% or 2% tax which
would be in addition to the
normal state sales tax. His
reasoning was that since
tourists and  travelers
through the county account
for a percentage of the am-
bulance calls, the ordinance
fees should also apply to
them, not just residents. He
also suggested that the tax
should not be imposed on
sales within the Snowshoe
Resort Area District (RAD)
— basically stores located in
the Snowshoe Village area
— since the RAD taxpayers
already pay the Shavers
Fork Fire and Rescue Serv-
ice to provide fire and am-
bulance service there.
Rebinski said this pro-
posed ordinance is still in
the discussion phase, and
asked for ideas from his fel-
low commissioners. Com-

missioner Thane Ryder said
he was not sure that people
will accept excluding the
RAD from this tax, but Re-
binski replied that only the
top of the mountain at
Snowshoe would be ex-
cluded as they are already
paying an ambulance fee, so
to charge them twice while
adding no extra service
would not be right.

Marlinton Mayor Sam
Felton reminded the com-
mission that the town’s
“Home Rule Tax,” which is
a 1% additional sales tax on
businesses in the Town of
Marlinton will become ef-
fective July 1. He said that
tax will be used to help re-
establish the town’s police
department.

Rebinski explained that
the revenue from this tax
could be reserved strictly
for ambulance service, or
could be set up to be used
for any emergency service,
such as fire service, but that
can be decided during a dis-
cussion on the ordinance at
a future meeting.

In a related matter, Re-
binski said that when he
met with the County Emer-
gency Medical Services
Board (EMS Board) last
month, there was agreement
that when that board takes
responsibility for the county
ambulance service there
should be a full-time Emer-
gency Medical Service Di-
rector running it. He added
that he would like to see the
director run ambulance

calls in addition to being an
administrator. After ex-
plaining that he intended to
put together a job descrip-
tion and run it by the com-
mission then by the EMS
Board, the other commis-
sioners suggested that he
turn the information he has
gathered over to the EMS
Board and let them develop
the job description and pres-
ent it to the commission for
approval. Rebinski agreed
with that approach.

The commission also ap-
proved to pay the Fertig
Family Farm $9,000 for six
months’ landfill rent that
was due on January 1, but
they specified that amount
would be subtracted from
the already-agreed upon
final purchase price of
$157,297.50 — taking the
actual purchase price down
to $148,297.50 — and that if
the settlement occurs after
July 1, when more rent be-
comes due, any additional
rent paid would also be sub-
tracted from the purchase
price. They said this offer
will need to be accepted
within the next 30 days or
the purchase offer expires.

In other actions the com-
mission approved:

¢ having Doss Electric re-
pair wiring and install a
baseboard heater in the
basement of the courthouse,
based on an estimated cost
of $2,116.20. Payment will
be from the Bricks and

ounties and cities
across West Virginia
filed lawsuits against

drug distributors, manufac-
turers and pharmacies, say-
ing they fueled the opioid
epidemic resulting in thou-
sands of lost lives, grieving
families and overwhelmed
law enforcement and treat-
ment providers.

But Cabell County and
Huntington have been fight-
ing one case on their own.

Opioid litigation cases
across the county were con-
solidated in a court oversee-
ing multi-district cases in the
Northern District of Ohio.

U.S. District Judge Dan
Polster selected the lawsuit
filed by Cabell County and
Huntington to serve as a
“bellwether” case, meaning
it could indicate how similar
cases might fare. He sent the
case back to federal court in
West Virginia.

Those municipalities al-
leged drug distributors

AmeriSource Bergen Drug
Corp., Cardinal Health, Inc.
and McKesson Corp. caused
a public nuisance by know-
ingly shipping an excessive
amount of pills to the area,
resulting in more than 700
deaths from opioid over-
doses in Cabell County be-
tween 2015 and 2020.

They said to abate the cri-
sis — abatement means rem-
edying a public nuisance —
companies should pay them
$2.5 billion dollars, which a
Johns Hopkins researcher
estimated it would take to
support their recovery.

Cabell County and Hunt-
ington lost their case when in
2022, U.S. District Judge
David Faber ruled in favor of
the companies, agreeing
with their argument that pub-
lic nuisances don’t include
lawful product distribution.

Soon after, more than 100
cities and counties settled
with the same companies for
$400 million, to be dispersed
throughout the state.

This meant while they re-
ceived money, companies

didn’t have to admit liability.

Cabell County and Hunt-
ington  appealed, and
they presented their case to
the 4th U.S. Circuit Court of
Appeals in Richmond, Vir-
ginia, last year.

A three-judge  panel
there decided that the West
Virginia Supreme Court
should determine if state law
considered drug distribution
as something that would be
found to be a public nui-
sance.

Why is the Supreme
Court’s decision important?

Huntington and Cabell
County say prescription drug
distributions are different
from other product distribu-
tions as federal law requires
companies to monitor and
report large prescription re-
quests, because these drugs
have potential for misuse.

Companies say applying
the law would result in a
flood of new nuisance cases.
In oral arguments last week,
an attorney for the compa-

Circuit Court

The following hearings
were recently held in Poca-
hontas County Circuit Court
before the Honorable Judges
Robert E. Richardson and
Patrick I. Via:

Randall Moore, 45, of Ar-
bovale, appeared by video
from the Tygart Valley Re-
gional Jail for a status hear-
ing wherein it was revealed
that the parties are dis-
cussing plea negotiations. A
pre-trial conference is set for
May 1, and a four-day jury
trial is set for May 20.
Moore was indicted on one
count, murder in the first de-
gree.

A plea offer has been ac-
cepted but not reduced to
writing in the case the State
vs Roy Lambert, Jr., 56, of
Bartow. A change of plea
hearing is set for February
19. Lambert was indicted on
one count, sexual abuse in
the first degree.

Jonathan Keith Bennett,
35, of Marlinton, appeared
by video from the Tygart
Valley Regional Jail for a
hearing to revoke his bond.
The court found probable
cause that the defendant had
violated the terms and condi-
tions of his bond, and an ev-
identiary hearing on revo-
cation is set for March 5.
Bennett was indicted on one
count, driving a vehicle
while impaired by alcohol
and/or a controlled sub-
stance, and such was the
cause of a crash which led to
the death of Josey W. Arm-
strong; one count, negligent
homicide; and one count, op-
erating a vehicle while li-
cense was suspended by the
Magistrate Court for failure
to appear for a hearing.

A status hearing was held
in the case the State vs Roy
Myers, 50, of Durbin,
wherein the special prosecu-
tor advised that they had re-
ceived the file but asked for
a continuance in the matter.
The defendant’s plea of
guilty was not accepted by
the previous judge. Myers
waived his right to a speedy
trial, and the matter is set for
a status hearing April 9.
Myers was indicted by the
April 2022 Grand Jury on
one count, child neglect re-
sulting in serious bodily in-
jury; and one count, child
neglect creating a substantial
risk of death.

Franklin Cook, 66, of
Caldwell, waived his right to
a speedy trial during this
term of court. Pre-trial con-
ference/motions hearing is

set for May 1. Four-day jury
trial is set for June 23. Cook
was indicted by the Decem-
ber 2022 Grand Jury on
three counts, sexual abuse in
the first degree; two counts,
sexual abuse by a custodian
of a child; and three counts,
sexual assault in the first de-
gree.

A hearing on petition to
revoke extended supervised
release was held in the case
the State vs David Ryan, 53,
of White Sulphur Springs,
wherein newly appointed de-
fense counsel asked for a
continuance. The hearing is
continued to March 5. An
evidentiary hearing was held
in this case February 18,
2022, wherein the defendant
agreed with the allegations
in the revocation petition.
The court revoked Ryan’s
extended supervised release.
He was ordered to serve two
consecutive 30-day periods
of monitored home incarcer-

ation, which was to be
served in Taylor County. He
was to pay all fees associated
with that program. Upon re-
lease, he would be reinstated
to the original period of ex-
tended supervised release
and may need to re-register
on the sex offender list.

A change of plea hearing
was held in the case the State
vs Dakota Aaron Beverage,
28, of Marlinton, wherein
the defendant entered a plea
of guilty to one count of the
misdemeanor offense of cru-
elty to animals and one count
of the misdemeanor offense
of shooting within 500 feet
of a dwelling. The matter
was referred to the probation
department for a presentence
investigation.  Sentencing
and disposition is set for
March 27.

Collecting the items is just
part of what the National
Archives does. Restoration,
digitization and cataloguing
of all items is also integral to
keeping all the history alive.

To get help with the items
that need catalogued and
transcribed, the National
Archives created the Citizen
Archivist program.

After creating a free user
account for the archives’
website, anyone can help
from the comfort of their
own home. All they need is
a computer and a few special
skills.

One skill in particular —
the ability to read cursive —
is at the top of that list. The
majority of the handwritten
documents in the collection
are in cursive and along with
digitizing the original ver-
sion of the document, the
Archives wants transcrip-
tions of all the documents to
make them easier to search.

In addition to needing
transcriptions, the Archives
also ask Citizen Archivists
to help with tagging items
and adding comments to
items in which they are
knowledgeable.

Tagging is a way to add
descriptive words to a docu-
ment that makes it pop up
during a search. For exam-
ple, if someone is searching
the Archives for the photog-
raphy of Dorothea Lange,

who took photos of the Dust
Bowl farmers, the tags for
those photographs would in-
clude Dorothea Lange, pho-
tography, Dust Bowl, far-
mers, 1920s, etc.

For transcribing, the
Archives asks that each doc-
ument be typed as it is writ-
ten, including misspellings,
abbreviations and words that
are capitalized although they
don’t need to be in the con-
text of the document.

After setting up a user ac-
count and logging in,
archivists can click on Citi-
zen Archivists Missions and
find a selection of featured
missions that need transcrip-
tions, tagging and com-
ments.

There are also “outside the
box missions” which feature
records that require special
work, including knowledge
of the court system and her-
itage of other countries.

Some of the current fea-
tured missions include:

e Awards Cards, 1942-
1963. Help transcribe index
cards for awards that include
the Purple Heart, Air Medal
Decoration, Commendation
Medal and Distinguished
Service Cross.

* Revolutionary War Prize
Cases, 1780-1787. Tran-
scribe files documenting the
hearings of appeals from
Colonial courts in cases of
ships captured and labeled
as prizes. These records are
mostly in cursive.

e Correspondence Relat-
ing to Public Comments and
Inquiries, November 30,

1963-September 24, 1964.
Transcribe correspondence,
newspaper clippings, tele-
grams, editorials, maga-
zines, publications, pam-
phlets, annual reports and
other files reflecting public
attitudes concerning the
work of the President’s
Commission on the Assassi-
nation of President Kennedy,
or unofficially the Warren
Commission, during its exis-
tence.

¢ U.S. Submarine War Pa-
trol Reports, 1941-1945.
Transcribe narrative reports
describing the activities of
individual submarines. A
typical report consists of a
daily narrative summary of
the location and activities of
the submarine, which is usu-
ally followed by additional
information relating to top-
ics such as meteorology, the
physical and mechanical
condition of the submarine
and any attacks made
against enemy ships by the
submarine.

e Carded Service Records
of Hospital Attendants, Ma-
trons and Nurses, 1861-
1865. Transcribe forms
filled out in cursive, con-
taining employment infor-
mation for military nurses
and matrons during the Civil
War.

those authors normally start
writing — it’s because they
love history so much, they
read about it and they’re
like, ‘I'm going to make
something that seems like
it’s non-fiction, but actually
it has a fantasy twist.””

In addition to serving the
community, the Hillsboro
Library is used as a school li-
brary by Hillsboro Elemen-
tary students. Three days a
week, all the students make
the short trek to the library
for a little enrichment and to
check out books.

“They get a story read to
them, they do a little craft,
and they pick out a book,”
she said. “It’s nice because it
shows them a little bit of re-
sponsibility whenever they
have to keep track of their
book.”

Castilleja said she also
likes to teach the students
that it’s important to always
introduce yourself, even if
the person they are talking to
is familiar with them.

When she is checking out
their books, she always asks,
“what’s your name?” They
reply with “you know my
name.” She acts confused
and says, “I don’t think I
do.”

It’s a fun little game that

has become a ritual with the
students.

While it’s obvious the li-
brary is a place for people to
find books, there is much
more to explore at Hillsboro
Library. Among the collec-
tions are items that people
can check out, including pro-
jectors, a sewing machine,
fishing poles and a tele-
scope.

There are also programs
and classes offered at the li-
brary for those interested in
enriching their minds and
improving their abilities.

“During the spring, we’ll
be starting up craft days,”
Castilleja said. “We’re going
to work with WVU Exten-
sion to get different garden-
ing and canning classes and
different things like that to
help people who homestead
or want to.”

As for what she is cur-
rently reading, it should be
no surprise that the book is
non-fiction and part of the li-
brary’s collection.

“I’m reading this book by
Han Kang,” Castilleja said.
“In October, she won the
Nobel Prize. I'm reading
Human Acts. It’s about how
after North Korea and South
Korea separated, South
Korea still had fascist dicta-
torship rolling around and
they were really swept under
the rug for a long time.

“I had heard about Han

Kang, and then we had a
lovely patron drop off four
of her books and as soon as |
got them catalogued, I was
like, ‘I’'m reading this!””

The book, which was orig-
inally written in Korean, was
translated to English and
Castilleja said the translator
did a great job of keeping the
tone and meaning behind the
words.

“It is a really good book,
and [Kang] is such an amaz-
ing writer,” she said. “I can’t
even imagine how hard that
translator had to work to
keep the same feel when
translating it.”

She adds that the book can
be a difficult read because of
its subject matter.

“It’s a really sad and terri-
ble book,” she said. “It’s
very well written and very
well translated, but, of
course, it’s one of those
books where you read and
you’re like ‘I’m going to sit
here and stare at the ceiling
for a little while.””

The love of books and li-
braries runs in the family —

Castilleja’s younger sister,
Jessica Walton, is the librar-
ian at Durbin Public Library.

“She’s  pretty great,”
Castilleja said.

The Hillsboro Library is
open Tuesdays through Fri-
days, 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. and
Saturdays, 10 a.m. to 4 p.m.

men were employed by the C&O Railroad to work on the crew constructing the Greenbrier Railway line. The
photograph was taken on March 7,1900. Much has been written about black railroad jobs following the Civil
War. According to the Southern Railway Museum ‘“‘Southern railroads were eager to hire black workers after
the war because they could pay them far less than white employees.” And from the National Park Service,
“African Americans made up the majority of workers whose sweat, muscle, and blood carved the C&O Rail-
way, its branch lines, and other railroads through the mountainous landscapes.” (Pocahontas County Histor-
ical Society Collection; ID: PHS002092)

Black History Month was first celebrated in 1970 at Kent State University. In 1976, President Gerald Ford
recognized Black History Month during the United States Bicentennial celebration. He urged Americans to
“seize the opportunity to honor the too-often neglected accomplishments of Black Americans in every area of
endeavor throughout our history”.

FIELD NOTES

Friend Johnie Keen writes
in from Chicago for the
know-how of the well-nigh
lost art of smoke curing meat
with hickory wood. It ap-
pears like store bought cre-
osote mixture — liquid smoke
to be daubed on with a brush
— had done out that labor of
love; the springtime chore of
smoking the year’s supply of
meat. The big idea behind
such processing was to dis-
courage the bugs and to
favor an acquired taste for a
flavor of creosote.

In this community of long
past generation, the older
colored men were past mas-
ters in the art of smoking
meat to a flavor disgusting to
bugs and pleasing to the taste
of men. Some held that
smoking should be a contin-

uous performance, day and
night, with smoke rolling all
the time, for best results. An-
other would run day shifts
only; to let the meat “sweat”
of night. They said this was
to give a good sticking sur-
face for more smoke...

The procedure in smoking
meat was to bring into the
smoke house one of the
heavy fifty-gallon iron ket-
tles from the sugar camp. Set
the pot on rocks and pour in
about three pecks of live
coals. Lay on your hickory
and whatever else and watch
it smoke.

Through long years of
using on meat cured against
bugs by daub and smear
treatment  with  factory
smoke juice, taste becomes
too perverted and depraved
to appreciate the delicate fla-
vor of homegrown, hand
cured, hickory smoked meat.

FISH AND GAME
By George Sharp, Chief
Deputy Game Protector

Within the memory of
men, who refuse to be called
old “log rollings,” were
grand social parties in the
mountains of West Virginia.
People would gather for
miles to assist a neighbor to
clear a spot of ground for
farming. The men would cut
and pile timber to be burned
while the women baked pies
and prepared elaborate meals
for the workmen. The even-
ing would see a platform
dance of the square variety
in which everybody had a
good time.

Millions of feet of the
finest timber was destroyed
in this manner. We realize
the mistake they made in
thus destroying valuable nat-
ural resources. Not only did
they destroy the timber, but
they destroyed the homes of
the wildlife of the State.

In addition to destroying
the habitat of the animals
they killed the game in the
forests at any season of the
year to supply the tables.
Fish were caught in streams

every month. Little or no
consideration was given to
the mating season or the en-
tire elimination of certain
species of wildlife.

We have entered a new
era. We have learned by ex-
perience that the destruction
of forests by burning or by
wasteful cutting of timber is
an irreparable loss. We have
also found that unless the
game in the woods and the
fish in the steams are given a
certain amount of protection,
they will soon be elimi-
nated...

The You Said It section of
the February issue of
TODAY, the United Metho-
dist magazine, contains a
brief article by Mrs. Richard
(Harriet J.) Ottaviano, of
Webster, New York. It is an
inspiring account of the suc-
cess of the West Africa
famine relief program in the
Webster United Methodist
Church, where she is a mem-
ber of the Social Concerns
Commission.

Mrs. Ottaviano is the for-
mer Harriet Johnson, daugh-
ter, of Mr. and Mrs. J. Z.
Johnson, of Marlinton.

The time of year has ar-
rived to get out the buckets
and spiles and get the old
evaporator ready. With the
coming of warm days and
cold nights, sap will start to
flow in the sugar maples.
Some spare time could be
used to turn a good profit by
producing maple syrup.

Pocahontas County has
many old sugar camps scat-
tered around. Most of them
have not been used for years.
The potential is here for a
profitable wintertime indus-
try, especially with the in-
creased price of cane sugar.
Many of these sugar camps
could be put back into pro-
duction by the owner or

leased to a neighbor. There is
also the possibility of leasing
sugar camps that are located
on public land. Maple syrup
made in Pocahontas County
can be just as good as Ver-
mont Maple Syrup. Poca-
hontas syrup was sold for
many years to Vermont deal-
ers.

All of the maples com-
monly found in West Vir-
ginia can be tapped for sap
collection; however, the
Sugar Maple and the Black
Maple are the most satisfac-
tory for syrup production.
Healthy trees of 10 inches or
more in diameter can be
tapped, using one tap for 10-
or 15-inch trees, two taps for
16-t0-20-inch trees, three
taps for 21 to 25 inch trees,
and not more than four taps
for larger trees.

In addition to maple
syrup, there are many other
products that can be made
from the sap of a maple tree
— maple sugar cakes, crumb
sugar, confections such as
maple cream, which is the
consistency of peanut butter,
and maple taffy.

An individual tap may
produce 10 to 12 gallons of
sap over an average season.
With an average concentra-
tion of two percent sugar, 43
gallons of sap would be re-
quired for each gallon of
syrup to be produced. Taps
should be made early in Feb-
ruary and the best runs usu-
ally occur in March.

Ifootsteps through Bistory

The cofferdam put in at
the railroad bridge at Knapps
Creek went out in the flood
entailing a serious loss on
the part of the contractors.
The rise was so sudden that
there was no time to move
the derrick or pump, and
these were washed out and
tangled up in the wreckage.
This work is located at a
very swift place in time of
flood.

The landings were broken
in on Knapps Creek Tues-
day. The first logs reached
Marlinton about 9 o’clock
and for a while they passed
at a rate of about fifty a
minute.

The roads between Lewis-
burg and Hillsboro are al-
most impassable for teams.
It is reported it requires six
horses to pull a two-horse
load in places.

A rumor of flood in
Swago creek kept the mail at
Academy two whole days,
Monday and Tuesday. In the
meantime, persons were
crossing as usual. The mail
carriers are a sadly discour-
aged lot. Better pay would
put new life in them and
bring the mail in on time.

Fifteen men and 10
hounds were involved in a
wolf chase. The wolf started
on Elk River near Peter
Hamrick’s home. Men were

put on the various stands and
the first day he was shot at
seven times, the day’s work
leaving him on Point Moun-
tain.

January 2, the wolf
crossed the mountain and
was followed nearly to the
headwaters of the Back Fork
of Elk. January 3, the quarry
started back and as he passed
near Peter Hamrick’s, six
shots were fired without ef-
fect, tho the wolf nearly ran
over some of the men.

January 4, he retraced his
steps and went nearly to
Pickens. During the night, he
killed a sheep for L. M. Hull.
January 5, he went towards
Hacker Valley but was
turned back by a party of
hunters. January 6 and 7, he
was hunted over Point
Mountain and around the
headwaters of Back Fork.
January 8, he was sur-
rounded by men and dogs
but broke through the lines.
A second time, he was sur-
rounded, and all the dogs
were loosed. As he was pass-
ing out of the circle, Stephen
Hamrick shot and killed
him.

Director of school safety
Duane Gibson explained that
there is a three-tier plan for
implementing the grant
funding.

“First, our access controls
for exterior doors are out-
dated and need to be re-
placed,” he said. “Addition-
ally, we are also using multi-
ple vendors for this service
across our schools, making

continuity in best practices
very difficult. We will now
have one access control ven-
dor for all schools in the
county.

“Second, we will re-key
all interior and exterior door
locks at all schools with
ADA-compliant hardware to
enhance security, ensuring
that only the appropriate
staff have access to our se-
cure areas and classrooms,”
he continued. “Doors are
gateways to our classrooms
and secure locks are essen-

tial for the protection of staff
and students.

“Lastly, we will update
our security cameras,” he
added.

nies, Steve Ruby, argued it
could result in cases over
everything from foods asso-
ciated with obesity to gun
deaths.

Ruby said companies and
Faber agreed that distribu-
tors were only responding to
prescription orders written
by licensed doctors and sent
to pharmacies.

David Frederick, a lawyer
for the communities, said
Faber was “led into error by

the distributors who wanted
to shunt the blame to every-
body else.”

If the city and county pre-
vail, the case would be sent
back to the 4th Circuit. A rul-
ing there in favor of defen-
dants would end the case.
Judges there could also rule
in favor of the communities,
which could mean defen-
dants could appeal to the
U.S. Supreme Court, or they
could send the case back to
Faber.

Even if Huntington and
Cabell County lose, they
would still be eligible for
funds from the West Virginia

First Foundation. That’s be-
cause that organization is
distributing $1 billion from
settlements with multiple en-
tities, including pharmacies
and manufacturers, and Ca-
bell County and Huntington
are only excluded from the
$400 million other munici-
palities received in settle-
ments with distributors.

Companies also say the
communities can’t prove
they caused the opioid crisis,
so they shouldn’t have to pay
to remedy its impacts.

Green Bank’s population
is growing despite the coun-
ty and state’s declining pop-
ulations due to our new
neighbors, the “Electro-sen-
sitives” —that is, those who
are more susceptible to elec-
tromagnetic radiation than
others, known in scientific
circles as, “EMR syn-
drome.” We greet them in
the same way that we greet-
ed the “back-to-landers” in
the late 1960s and early
1970s—now a phenomenon
of state history. Mon Power
technicians tell us there are
approximately 300 electro-
sensitives in the Green Bank
area today and the EMR
community states there are
100, as the rest of the county
sadly declines in population.

Have you ever
thought about the fact that
we don’t want to be a Hills-
boro or a Mill Creek or a
Craigsville or a Marlinton
and cope with those societal
ills?

Recently in a move to rid
the Green Box sites of their
“stage,” the Solid Waste Au-
thority wisely decided to let
Green Bank keep theirs. We
did not have the issue of
people sleeping in or trash-
ing them in Green Bank. As
I mentioned, we are a unique
community that has not
fallen into the trap of degen-
eration as our society has.
Neighbors here help each
other as it was 50-60-70
years ago in America and
I’m sorry if the rest of the

county/country misses it.

So please, leave Green
Bank alone. Internet connec-
tion can be implemented via
cable and it does not need to
be Wi-Fi. Common sense to
those who have it.

Stop attacking the Obser-
vatory out of ignorance.
Good science is being done
there. It is not their fault that
you don’t understand it.

You’re the Board of Edu-
cation...be the mentor that
people see and teach how
mankind has a constant thirst
for knowledge and a ten-
dency to seek it. Be edu-
cated.

ackyard birds are
well cared for in Poc-
ahontas County.

All year long, we supply
our fine feathered friends
with mixed seeds, millet,
sunflower seeds and suet.

But we are especially gen-
erous at our bird feeders in
the winter, when our winged
winter visitors are especially
in need of a handout.

There are several places in
the county that sell bird seed
— and they sell thousands of
pounds of it each year.

Starting in the late fall, our
winter migrators arrived, and
they could be found hopping
around in the trees and at our
feeders.

Your winter birds are
probably much the same as
mine — mourning doves, jun-
cos, black capped chick-
adees, white  breasted
nuthatches, tufted titmice,
downy woodpeckers, blue
jays and cardinals.

And maybe you have
some that I don’t have.

Now that [ have learned to
leave the hornet and wasp
nests alone, I even see east-
ern blue birds occasionally at
the feeder.

They usually have plenty
of hornet larvae to eat,
but occasionally, when the
weather has been especially
bad, the blue birds will come
up to the flat feeder and

through Monday, February
17.

The is an event that en-
gages bird watchers of all
ages in counting birds to cre-
ate a real-time snapshot of
our bird populations.

Participants are asked to
count birds for as little as 15
minutes (or as long as they
wish) on one or more days of
the four-day event and report
their sightings online at bird-

Anyone can take part in
the Great Backyard Bird
Count, from beginning bird
watchers to experts, and you
can participate from your
own backyard, or from any-
where in the world.
