· expanding horizons of high school students (increase of knowledge about the works of William Shakespeare and the history of England of the XVI century).

· the development of aesthetic ideas and acting abilities in children

· further development of memory, observation, imagination, fantasy, self-reliance;

· to continue to foster a culture of feelings;

· to develop skills of recitation.

· to develop respect and understanding of culture of England.

D. The Globe Theatre

[bookmark: page56][image: ]I am sure it will be of some interest for you to know what the theatre in the days of Shakespeare looked like. It did not look like our modern theatres.


It was a high round building without any roof except over the stage. In winter, the theatres were closed. As there was no artificial light in those days, the place took place in daytime, between one and three o'clock in the afternoon. A flag was put up above the building to show to everybody that a play was going on at the theatre.


Then there was no scenery and the public was informed where the action was taking place by a paper put up in such a way that the people could easily read it. There it was written: Field, Sea cost, Forest. Sometimes the actors told the public where they were


In those day women were not allowed to work in theatres. All the roles of girls and women were acted by boys. A boy first played the role of women and when he grew up he started acting men's parts at the same theatre.


The actors were often partners in the theatre business Shakespeare was one of the partners in the theatre where he acted and for which he wrote his dramas. It was the famous Globe.

E. The Age of Shakespeare


Every Englishman knows more or less the works of his country's greatest poet, Words and phrases from Shakespeare's writing have become part of English language and are used by all.


Shakespeare made fuller use of the English language than any other writer did. There is no better way for a foreigner or an Englishman to understand the richness of the English language than by studying how Shakespeare used it.


The last half of the 16th century and the beginning of the 17th century are called the age of Shakespeare.


W. Shakespeare knew the stage and that helped him to write the most wonderful plays ever written. Shakespeare wrote 37 plays. Among them are tragedies such as Hamlet, King Lear, Othello, Macbeth, comedies such as All's Well That Ends Well, The Twelfth Night, Much Ado about Nothing, historical dramas such as Henry IV, Richard III. By that time, England had to become a powerful state, but there was not much change for the better in the life of the English people and the power of money grew stronger. Shakespeare saw these contrasts and showed them in his works. He showed the differences between the life of rich and poor people He watched the new life and he showed how differently people understood it. Life itself was shown in his plays.
