 Teacher: Many ancient writings have been lost, destroyed, or just forgotten, but despite vicious attacks, the Bible has always survived. Some people have fought, at the risk of their life, to make it available to the masses. 
     Why should the Bible be worthy of our attention? The Bible has great cultural value. The Bible has influenced painting, music, literature and has led to many distinguished achievements. The Bible, written in the finest language and with clear logic, is an excellent aid in gaining wisdom and good sense. Herbert Hoover stated: “There is no other book so various as the Bible, nor one so full of concentrated wisdom. Whether it be of law, business, morals etc…he who seeks for guidance…may look inside its covers and find illumination.”
“Does the Bible have  a value in our time ?»  
Why do we have to read?
      We interviewed youths from 11-th form to find out what they had to say
about the challenges and the benefits of reading. The following is what they said.
Teacher : Why do you find reading such a challenge?	
“I seldom seem to be able to find time for it.” (Sasha)
“Reading is hard work. I think I am a little lazy.” (Yelena)
“I hate being forced to read about boring subjects.” (Christina)
“If a book is thin, I might feel like reading it. But if it is thick, it intimidates me.” (Yegor)
“I am easily distracted by other things. I can't concentrate.“ (Sveta)
Teacher : Make connektions!
Connect what you read with what you already know about yourself and
your surroundings. Ask yourself the following questions:
· Text-to-Text 
Do the situations or problems described resemble those depicted in other books, magazines, or stories I have read? Do the characters share similar traits with other people I have learned about?
· Text-to-Self 
How does this information relate to my circumstances, my culture, my dilemmas? Can I use the material to help me deal with problems or to make my life better?
· Text-to-Surroundings
What does this material teach me about nature, the environment, different cultures, or problems in society?
Teacher: Clearly, reading can be challenging. But is it worth
the effort? How have you benefited from reading?
“Reading has expanded my knowledge, and that has
made me more confident when I talk to people.”  (Masha)
“Reading relaxes me and takes my mind off my troubles.” (Alisa)
“Reading takes me to places I would otherwise never be  able to visit. “ (Diana)
“Reading helps me investigate things for myself, instead of having to rely on what others tell me.” (Artur)
Teacher: What has helped you to enjoy reading?
“From the time I was very young, my parents have encouraged me to read aloud.” (Tanya)
 “My parents encouraged me to use my imagination while reading, to    visualize     the action. “ (Denis)
“By the time I was four, my parents had provided me a desk and a shelf with all the books they had set aside for me since I was born.”  (Anna)
Teacher : Why do you think it is important  to read the Bible? Is that difficult for you? If so, why?
“The Bible is such a big book! I think I wouldn't be able to finish it in my whole life!” (Anna)
“Some parts of the Bible are heavy going and not very entertaining.” (Oleg)
“I find it difficult to read the Bible regularly because my schedule is so disorganized.” (Elsa)
“It is challenging for me because chores and schoolwork take up so much of my time.” (Viktor)
“Bible reading is hard for me because I can't seem to cut down on the time I spend on my hobbies.”  (Vlktoriya)
“People believe many things about the Bible that are not true. It's much better if you can check these things out for yourself.“ (Masha)
”The Bible requires a lot of thought. ” ( Nata )
Teacher: The Bible has influenced our thoughts. We understand that many expressions we use like “am I my brother’s keeper?” and “an eye for an eye ” come from the Bible. The correct and appropriate use of Bible expressions adds to the language unique originality, special expressiveness, accuracy, vividness.
