1. Introduction (3min)
T.-Good morning boys and girls! How are you today?

P.-We are fine. How are you?
T.-I’m well, thank you, sit down, please.  Let’s greet our guests and sing the “Hello” song. (The children sing the song)
T.-Dear boys and girls! Today you will meet really wonderful creatures who live in a large and unusual town called English Grammar. It’s very difficult to find the way. Magic can help us. We must find a very special thing hidden in our classroom. But first of all let’s prepare for the trip and see what you have got on your desks and in your bags?
Ps. - I have a pen, a ruler, a book, a copy-book, a day-book. (The children sing the song “What’s in my bag?”)
2. Warming-up (5min) 

It’s necessary to find two hunters. Let’s play the game “Treasure Hunt”. It’s time to choose two brave treasure hunters.
Counting rhyme:

One jewel, two jewels,

Three jewels, four,

Five jewels, six jewels,

Seven jewels more.

T.-Look! There is an envelope on the windowsill! There is a message for our hunters inside. Let’s read it
Hunters read the message and follow the instructions, look for other envelopes.
1st message - Look under the teacher’s desk

2nd message- Look on the shelf

3d message-Look in the bookcase 

4th message-Look near the door
5th message- Look on the teacher’s desk.
