Вступ

В умовах глобалізації сучасний світ вимагає якісного володіння англійською мовою. В нашій країні приділяється особлива увага цьому питанню. Створюються умови для вивчення англійської мови: мовні школи та курси, різноманітні програми, залучення спеціалістів з англомовних країн та інше. 
Розвиток мовленнєвої компетентності є невід’ємною складовою успішного оволодіння іноземною мовою. Різноманітність мовленнєвих завдань сприяє інтересу до вивчення та мотивації до оволодіння іноземної мови.
На думку більшості фахівців велику роль в успішному оволодінні іноземною мовою відіграє мотивація. Надзвичайно важливо правильно та своєчасно заохочувати учнів\студентів до вивчення іноземної мови. Як саме це зробити? Існує багато методів та засобів. Викладачами з усього світу розроблено безліч різноманітних завдань для того, щоб було легше та цікаво сприймати навчальний матеріал. Звичайно, набагато легше сприймати навчальний матеріал у незвичній формі.  
Необхідно враховувати наступні фактори при підборі завдань для проведення етапу введення в іншомовну атмосферу спілкування (розминки):

· Рівень знань учнів \ студентів

· Мета та тип уроку \ вид заняття

· Тема уроку \ заняття 

Мовленнєва розминка проводиться на початковому етапі уроку \ заняття, який є надзвичайно важливим для налаштування групи на продуктивну роботу. Тому актуально буде підібрати завдання, які сприятимуть подальшій активності та створять комфортну атмосферу вільного спілкування.
Завдання можна підібрати у відповідності до мети уроку \ заняття. З допомогою мовленнєвої розминки можна повторити матеріал минулих уроків \ занять та ввести новий навчальний матеріал. З цією метою відбираються відповідні за темою та формою завдання. Це можуть бути завдання комунікативного характеру (мозковий штурм, бесіда, анкетування, обмін інформацією, ланцюжкові ігри, рольові ігри, створення проблемних ситуацій), лексичні розминки, розминки з використанням пісенного та віршованого матеріалів, використання різноманітних кросвордів, загадок та ребусів. Використовуючи подібні завдання, викладач має змогу відпрацювати лексичний та граматичний матеріал.
Мовленнєва розминка може проводитися як з усією групою так і групами або парами, що сприятиме співпраці та спілкування між учнями \ студентами.
Методична розробка складається із матеріалу, поділеного на структурні розділи за формою роботи. 

Матеріал цієї розробки може бути використаний для проведення етапу введення в іншомовну атмосферу спілкування на уроках \ заняттях у групах ліцею та коледжу, а також при проведенні занять у НОК «Ерудит», а також при проведення занять канікулярної англомовної школи SES (Stellar English School).

Associations

Start by suggesting an evocative word: “storm”, for example. A student says what the word suggests to him or her – it might be “dark”. The next student suggests an association with the word “dark”, and so on round the class. 
Brainstorm Round A Word

Take a word the class has recently learnt, and ask the students to suggest all the words they associate with it. Write each suggestion on the board with a line joining it to the original word, in a circle, so that you get a “sunray” effect. 

Favourite Words

Write on the board one of your favourite words. Tell the class it is one of your favourite words and explain why. The students should name now one of their favourite words and then give their reasons for choosing them.

Variation: Talk about the words you don’t like.

How Many Things Can You Think Of That …?

Students try to think of and note down as many things as they can that fit a given definition and that they know in English. 

…are bigger than you are?

…are rectangular?

…are round?

…are long and thin?

…make a noise?

…work on electricity?

…are made of paper \ wood \ glass?

…people enjoy looking at?

…have handles?

…you can use to sit on?

Match The Adjectives

Write three adjectives on the board. Ask the students to suggest the things which could be described by all three adjectives.

Miming 
Write a list of vocabulary on the board which you feel should be reviewed. Students take it in turns to write one of the words so that the class can identify the word that he or she has chosen.

Alphabetical vocabulary review 
1 Write the alphabet on the board in a circle, in a ‘V’ pattern or in some other shape (e.g. in a spiral or the shape of a fish). Circle J, K, Q, X, Y, Z.

2 Point to A and ask if anyone can remember a word or very short phrase beginning with that letter – for example, something they learned in the lesson before or (if you are doing this activity as a closer) the lesson you

are about to finish.

3 As soon as someone calls out an appropriate word, cross out the letter A and point to B. Ask for a recently learned vocabulary item that begins with that letter. Move briskly through the alphabet in this way. At each letter, allow a maximum of about seven seconds. Whenever no one calls out anything suitable within this time, move on to the next letter. As you continue through the alphabet in this way, periodically point to a letter you have already crossed out and ask What was that word again? When you come to the circled letters, ask just for a word – recently learned or not – which contains the letter somewhere.
4 When you reach the end of the alphabet, go back to any letters not crossed out and give students a bit more time to call out a word for each.

5 On the board, write any of the vocabulary that you think some of the class perhaps did not hear or might have forgotten and clarify meaning and usage as necessary.
What can I see in English? 
Choose a picture in your coursebook which shows a fairly large number of people and things or prepare a class set of handouts or an OHP transparency of a suitable photograph.

1 Students look at the picture.

2 Ask each student to think of at least three English words (not phrases or sentences) for things they can see in it.
3 Ask students, in turn, to say one of their words. Write words on the board as they are spoken. Keep going until you have a couple of dozen or more words on the board (ideally, at least one per student).
Lists from pictures, pictures from lists
Collect photographs of ‘emotional faces’ (one per group of four), sheets of blank paper, and coloured markers or crayons.

1 Divide your class into groups of four or so, each group with its own secretary.

2 Give each group a photograph and a sheet of paper. Ask groups not to look at other groups’ photographs.

3 Groups brainstorm adjectives and abstract nouns for the face(s) in their picture. For example, a picture showing three happy teenagers jumping with joy triggered these words: happiness, joy, enthusiasm, friendship, freedom, crazy, strength, energy, jealous. The secretary writes down all the words suggested.

4 Collect the photographs and ask groups to exchange lists.

5 Give each group another sheet of blank paper. (Have extra sheets ready in case any groups need a replacement sheet in Step 6.)

6 The groups draw a scene in which all the emotions in their new list would be likely. For the list in Step 3, one group of students drew a wedding scene. (Optionally, hand out markers and crayons.)

7 Collect the new drawings and the lists of words.
8 Display the drawings and lists (on the walls, for example) along with the photographs, all mixed up.

9 In pairs, students decide how the photographs, lists and drawings might match up. Add that different matches are possible, but each should be believable and justifiable.

10 Bring the class together. Discuss the various ways that pairs have matched up photographs, lists and drawings.

Variations

• At pre-intermediate level, ask for adjectives only. At intermediate level, ask for abstract nouns only.

• Have coloured paper on hand so that, in Step 6, students can choose a colour they feel is appropriate to the words on their list.

• Hand out photographs of scenes in which various actions are depicted so as to include a focus on verbs.

The best . . .
1 For each student, make a card with names of three countries written on it. Make sure that different students mostly have different countries on their cards. Or bring in enough postcards and labels from around the world so that each student can have three.

2 Make sure that your students know the relevant adjectives derived from names of countries (e.g. Italy→ Italian) and the grammar of plural countable nouns (e.g. clothes are) and uncountable nouns (e.g. coffee is).

Procedure

1 Ask what kinds of things and food (for example) people can buy: cars, computer games, chocolate, junk food, clothes and so on. If students suggest very general things such as software or vehicles, ask them to be more specific. As students call out words, write them on the board.

2 When the board is full, give everybody a ‘country card’.

3 Tell everyone they should call out plausibly true sentences of the following form:

Nationality adjective + noun + is/are the best!

A student who has France might use the word clothes (provided it is one of the words on the board) and call out French clothes are the best! A student with a card from Brazil might use the word coffee and say Brazilian coffee is the best!
Follow on

• Elicit sentences of the form ‘Nationality adjective + noun + isn’t/aren’t the best or may be the best or is/are supposed to be the best’.
• Ask everyone to write at least two sentences. Collect and correct them.

• Invite students to add any similar comments they like, e.g. Swiss chocolate is very expensive.
What can you hear and smell in the picture?
1 In pairs, students look at a particular picture in their coursebook and try to formulate a good oral description of it.

2 Bring the class together and elicit descriptions. You will probably find that their descriptions concern only what is visible.

3 On the board, draw an eye, an ear, a tongue, a hand and a nose. Explain that successful writers, from poets to people in advertising, achieve their success by referring to more than one sense.

4 Ask everyone to work in pairs again and add in what the picture suggests about sounds, smells, tastes and textures. Suppose students had earlier said:

There is a tree in the middle. A woman is sitting under it.

Say that they might expand this as follows:

There is a tree in the middle. Its trunk is smooth. In it a bird is singing.

A woman is sitting under the tree. She is wearing perfume.

5 Bring the class together and ask what they have thought of. Ask also if they have learned anything about the picture through doing this exercise.

6 Ask what English expressions they would like to learn in order to be able to talk about the picture in a more effective way.

Physical action vocabulary and metaphor
1 Choose a set of previously learned verbs and new metaphorical expressions to work with: 8 to 12 is usually about right. Examples of their metaphorical usage (either as verbs or as derived nouns or adjectives) can be found in a good dictionary, e.g. a swayable child, a snap decision, pop the question, nudge someone into action, shaken by the news, my head is spinning, stretch the truth, a dip in confidence, a mood swing.

2 Prepare a jumbled (but numbered) list of expressions in some of which the action verbs (or derived nouns/adjectives) you have chosen are used literally and in others of which the vocabulary is used metaphorically.

3 For the second follow on, prepare a set of newspaper headlines in which known action vocabulary is used metaphorically.

Procedure

1 Display your list of expressions on the board.

2 Taking the expressions one by one, ask which are literal and which metaphorical and for the latter elicit guesses about the connection between the movement they learned for the verb and the new usage.

3 Rub the list off the board and then ask students to tell the expressions back to you while someone writes them on the board again.

Word association poems
1 Ask everyone to think of a noun they like in English, to write it on a sheet of paper and circle it.

2 Everyone passes their sheet with the word on it to another student.

3 Ask everyone to:

• write five or six new words that come to them by free association when they think of the word in the circle

• arrange these words as shown in the figure below

Add that:

• any kind of plausible association is acceptable

• the new words do not have to be nouns

4 Everyone passes their paper to a different student.

5 Explain that everyone should write one sentence about the encircled noun which uses all the associated words (but not the encircled noun itself).

For example:

On vacation by the ocean I like to take a lazy nap during the heat of the day in the shade.
6 Ask students to divide their sentence into sense groups and put each one on a different line so that the sentence looks like a poem, like this:

On vacation

by the ocean

I like

to take a lazy nap

during the heat of the day

in the shade.

7 Students read their poems to each other. (Stress that they should pause noticeably at the end of each line.)
From words to predictions
1 Find a short literary text (e.g. poem or song lyric) that tells or implies a scenario.

2 Make a list of all the nouns in the text.

Procedure

1 Write the nouns on the board in the order they occur in the text.

2 Ask students each to choose the three which they think are the most positive, for any reason.
3 Form groups of four and ask students to say briefly what words they have chosen and why.

4 Ask each group to come up with at least two quite different answers to the following questions:

5 Ask the groups to divide in half. Ask each half to join a half from another group.

6 Ask everyone to:

• tell their new partners what scenarios their original group thought of

• choose the best scenario from all the ones they have talked about

7 Bring the class together and ask what the best scenarios were.

8 Ask students to listen especially for similarities to any of the scenarios they have heard and then read out the poem (or play the song) to them.

9 Ask students for comment first on similarities and then on anything else they heard.

10 Give them the poem or lyrics to read.

Fact or Fiction

    In this game, one person tells a short story about themselves or someone they know or heard about. Usually it is something funny or crazy. It can be a true story, or something made up. Example: Josh tells a story about his Uncle Leo who sleeps in the nude. One day Uncle Leo was sleepwalking and he went outside and took his dog for a walk. The next door neighbour was coming home late from work and saw him! She called the police and he got arrested for being naked in public.
Everyone around the room has to say whether they think Josh's story is fact (true) or fiction (made up). Josh reveals the truth when everyone has guessed. Members can take turns telling a story.
Chain Fairytale

This is a fun writing warm-up. Everyone has a piece of paper and writes the first sentence or two to start a fairytale (not one that already exists).
Example: Once upon a time there was a frog that had no legs. He wanted to get married, but there were no female legless frogs in the land.
After one minute the leader will say "SWITCH". At this time the writers have to put down their pens and pass the papers. They cannot finish their sentences. Then, the next writers will continue the story. After about ten minutes you will have as many silly stories to read as you have club members. The leader should warn the writers that they will soon have to wrap-up the story during the last two minutes so that each story has a conclusion. Read all of the stories out loud for a good laugh. You can extend this activity by trying to edit each other's writing and spelling errors.
20 Questions

One person thinks of an object (person, place, or thing). Everyone takes turns asking yes/no questions until someone can guess correctly (or until 20 questions are asked). The difficult part is that you cannot ask "wh" questions!
Example: PINEAPPLE. Does it talk? No. Does it make life easier? No. Do you eat it? Yes. Is it something you would eat for dinner? No. Etc...
If someone makes a mistake in forming the question, other club members can help turn it into a proper question.

Typhoon

This is an extremely fun review game that any age group of students will love that

requires a little prep but no materials. Every single time I play it, my students always want to play again and talk about it for the rest of the semester. Draw a grid on the board, marking one row with numbers, one with letters. 5x5 works well for a 30 minute game. Put in two or three of each of the following letters, secretly on your master paper, but not the board. On the board will just be a blank grid.
T = typhoon. Lose all your points

H = hurricane. Pick 1 team, for minus 5

V = vacation. Get 5 points for free

E = easy question, 1 point

M = medium question, 3 points

D = difficult question, 5 points.
Fill in the rest of your grid with these easy, medium and difficult questions. Then

depending on how big your class is, make 45 teams. They pick a square, (B6

for example), then you write the letter in the box and ask them the question or reveal the “special square” that corresponds to it. Have a list of easy/medium/hard questions prepared beforehand. If they get the question correct, give them the points, if not, erase the letter in the box and another team can pick that square if they want and get the same question.

Flashcard Sentences

You can use this for whatever grammar and vocabulary points you're studying. Go around the room asking each student, or pair a question. Pull a flashcard from your pile and then the student has to make a sentence using the grammar point with that card. A correct sentence gets the card, not correct, and the card goes back at the bottom of the pile. The winner is the person or the team with the most points.

Charades

You can use this to review whatever you’re studying. Verbs works especially well. Write out some phrases or words that can be easily acted out on small pieces of paper and put them in an envelope.

Divide the class up into two teams. The first team sends one person up to the front and they have to act out as many things as they can in two minutes. Then the next team goes. Make sure that the team sends up a different person for each round. You can do as many rounds as you want.
