Objectives:

· to develop students’ speaking skills;
· to tell about music styles and express their attitude to art;

· to cultivate students’ aesthetic taste and bring students closer to the world of music.
procedure
I. WARMING-UP 

T: If you are the students of our college, you are keen on music. Everyone knows that music is a universal language of mankind. Music can be inspiring force only if it is itself inspired. Music influences us because we all have different physical, mental and emotional tendencies. Each person will absorb from the music the kind of feeling natural for him. As we absorb the feeling of the music our inner nature grows. This growth is an enrichment of the psyche.
Music can open new phases of our inner life because the way of expression of music is limitless. There may be talents lying dormant within us which music can stimulate into activity. We can be affected in many different ways by the same composer. Beethoven’s Eroica Symphony inspires heroic actions; his Moonlight Sonata brings into play our deepest emotions and longing for the Ideal.
II. MAIN PART

T: Music divides into different styles. Can you name them?

(Відповіді студентів)(Symphonic music, Chamber, Classical, Folk, Dance, Light, Contemporary, Pop or Popular, Rock, Heavy Metal, Jazz, Country, Reggae, Rap…)  
READING

T: You know many styles of music. Look at the screen and read about famous composers. Have you ever heard their names?

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart ['moutsα:rt] (1756—1791) — a celebrated Austrian  composer. “Don Giovanni”, togehter with “The Marriage of Figaro” and “The Magic Flute”, are his most popular operas.
Ludwig van Beethoven ['beitouvən] (1770—1827) — a great German composer, the giant of the world music, especially celebrated for his powerful mutinous symphonies, among which the 3rd (“Eroica”), the 5th and the 9th enjoy the greatest popularity.
Robert Schumann ['∫u:mα:n] (1810—1856) — a famous German composer, representative of the Romantic school. Among his most popular works are, certainly, his songs (e. g. “Love and Life of Woman”), his piano concerto and  some piano pieces (e. g. “The Carnival”).
Frederic Chopin ['∫oupən] (1810—1849) — a famous Polish composer and pianist. Most of his music was written for piano (concertos, ballads, sonatas, preludes, mazurkas, polonaises, nocturnes).
SPEAKING
Suggested characters and situation.

a) A young man who doesn’t like classical music, nor does he believe that anyone else does. In his opinion, those who attend symphony concerts do it just to pose as connoisseurs and cultivated people. Music of this sort seems to him an incoherent mass of sound, without sense or beauty. Of course, he has never made any serious attempt to listen to it attentively or without prejudice.

b) A young man with a genuine appreciation of classical music. His favourite composers are Beethoven and Wagner. He explains that these two are fighters, and their music does not caress or lull but is full of power and protest. He considers Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony, with its Ode to Joy in the fourth movement, to be a triumph of human courage and willpower. He dislikes weakness both in life and in art and that’s why Schumann, Schubert, Chopin don’t appeal to him: their music, in his opinion, is sentimental and lacks strength.
