Procedure
I. Introduction

1. Greeting and aim.

T.: Hello, everyone! Glad to meet you! How are you? I hope that you are fine and are ready to work. Let’s start our work.

Can you tell me the theme of the lesson? 

(The theme and objectives of the lesson and the proverb are written on the blackboard, pictures are stuck).
P.1: Television in our Life.

T.: That’s right. And what will we do at our lesson?

P.1: We’ll practice vocabulary and make sentences with it, use it in our dialogues and stories.

P.2: We’ll listen and read poems and texts.

T.: And we’ll try to answer the question:
Is TV a good thing or a bad thing for us? 

2. Warming up.
T.: So some people say that our life is impossible without TV. It gives us information and fun. It’s very useful. The others say that it may give us some problems. The proverb says: 
Every white have its black.

T.: Now pupils take HO1
A) Let’s read this proverb as if you are:

II. The Main Part
3. Listening
T.: We can say that TV may have different sides: black and white or bad and good. Nowadays almost every family has a TV set and it’s very important to use it correctly. How much  time a day do you spend watching TV?
P1: I usually spend 2 hours a day watching TV.

P2: I usually spend 3 hours a day watching TV.

P3: I usually spend almost all day long watching TV at the weekends.

T: I see some pupils spend too much time watching TV. They stay at home instead of going out. Such people are called “couch potatoes”.
a) Let’s listen to the chant and answer the question: 

Who is the chant about?

(The pupils listen to the chant and answer the question).
T: Who is this chant about?
P1: It is about a person who watches TV too much.
P2: It is about a person who likes to watch TV.
P3: It is about a “couch potato”.

T: Let’s do the exercise “Six “thinking hats” about TV.    
1. Split into groups of  6.

2. Take HO 3, HO 4, 6 hats of different colours.
3.  Discuss the question in groups.

4. Take turns and discuss the question.

Y        3) a yellow hat – positive, giving facts to prove this point of view

P        4) a purple hat – negative, critical 
G       5) a green hat – positive, creative, having new ideas

B        6) a blue hat – summarizing the ideas of previous “hat”

Answer the question thinking about hats of different colours.

1 question: Do you like to watch TV?
2 question: Is TV a good or a bad thing?

     Example. 

P (B): a pupil in a blue hat):  Do you like to watch TV, P(W)?

P (W): Yes, I do. I like to watch TV. And what about you, P(R)? 

P (R): No, I don’t. I hate TV. It’s bad. It’s a waste of time. What about you, P(Y)?

P (Y): As for me, I like to watch TV. It’s useful because it gives us information and fun. What about you, P(P)? 

P (P): No, I don’t like to watch TV because it’s bad for my eyes. Besides I don’t want to be a couch potato. And what about you, P(G)? 

P (G): I like to watch TV. They show many interesting films, educational programmes, different shows. But most of all I like news programmes. I want to be a TV reporter. And what about you, P (B)?  What do you think about it?

P (B): Some people like to watch TV, the others don’t like it. Some people think TV is a good thing, the others think that it’s a bad thing. It’s because of emotions. We should remember that every white has its black.
7. Reading
T: The next point of our lesson is reading in groups.

(Teacher splits the class into groups of three pupils and gives each group 3 cards. Each card has one statement. The pupils read the statement and choose the correct text, so each group has 3 different texts. Then those pupils, who have text 1, join group 1, those pupils who have text 2, join group 2, those pupils who have text 3, join group 3. The pupils read and discuss the texts and go back to their previous groups. So each group of three pupils has 3 different texts. The groups discuss the texts, then one or two groups present the stories, the other pupils listen and ask them questions.)

HO 5

Text 1

Dan: Well, I can’t imagine my life without TV. I usually watch TV for  more than 3 hours a day. I like to watch music programs all day long at the weekends. It’s fun. My mother is sometimes angry when I watch films late at night. But they are so interesting.


Questions:

1) Who is the speaker?

2)  Can Dan imagine his life without TV?

3)  What TV programmes does he like?

4)  Do you agree with Dan?

Text 2

Ann: I think TV is a waste of time. Besides, it’s bad for my eyes. That’s why I watch TV for not more than 3 hours a week. I can watch nature programmes but in general I prefer reading. Besides I’m fond of dancing and spend much time in the dancing studio.

Questions:

1) What does Ann think about TV?

2) How much time does she spend watching TV?

3) What is she fond of?

4) Do you agree with Ann?

Text 3

Kate: Well, I think TV is great. It’s very useful and it gives us fun. There are often films about nature and history. They help me to prepare for lessons. I’d like to watch more films and shows but my mother is sometimes angry when I watch TV for more then two hours a day.
Questions:

1) Does Kate like to watch TV?

2) What are Kate’s favourite programmes?

3) Why does Kate think that TV is useful?

4) Do you agree with her?
Statement 1

I usually watch TV for 3 hours a week.

Statement 2

I usually watch TV for 2 hours a day.

Statement 3

I usually watch TV for more than 3 hours a day.

IV. Summing up
T. Now, pupils look at the blackboard and read the objectives of our   lesson. Answer the question.
What have we done at the lesson today?

P 1: We have practiced vocabulary.

P 2: We have made up sentences with topical vocabulary.

P 3: We have used topical vocabulary in our dialogues.

P 4: We have listened and read poems.

P 6: We have listened and read texts.

T: And we have answered the question:  Is TV a good thing or a bad thing?

The TV set itself is neither good nor bad. It’s only a thing. We can make it good or bad. It’s only for us to decide.
