Тема: Rudyard Kipling “If” and “The Jungle Book”

виховувати риси високоморальної особистості на прикладах позитивних і негативних літературних персонажів.

I. Початок уроку. Організація класу. 

1. Вітання 

T. Good morning! I am glad to see you today. I hope you are well and you are ready for our lesson. Today we are going to speak about the man who was admired by the people he came in touch with. It’s Rudyard Kipling.

During our previous lesson we shortly discussed the biography of R.Kipling. You were to prepare some information and present it during the lesson.    

4. Повідомлення теми та цілей уроку
The theme of our lesson is “Rudyard Kipling “If…” and “The Jungle Book””
Our today's lesson is devoted to R. Kipling, a talented writer, poet, philosopher. During the lesson we will get better acquainted not only with the author’s personality, but you will have a chance to touch his heart and soul through his works, namely: through listening to the author’s reciting of his own his poem “IF…” and through reading the summary of his adventurous book “The Jungle Book”. 
II. Основна частина уроку
  T: You are rather knowledgeable, but there are interesting facts on Rudyard Kipling that are worth     mentioning: SLIDE 4.
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“If” is perhaps his most famous poem. Kipling composed the poem in 1909 while living in Great Britain. It was first published in 1910. “If” attracted immediate nationwide attention in Britain, and it was quickly adopted as a popular anthem. “If” is a didactic poem, a work meant to give instruction.
Listening 
Listen to the original poem and its Russian and Ukrainian translations by Lozyns’kyi and V.Mysyk

And lose, and start again at your beginnings, 

And never breathe a word about your loss: 

If you can force your heart and nerve and sinew 

To serve your turn long after they are gone, 

And so hold on when there is nothing in you 

Except the Will which says to them: “Hold on!” 

If you can talk with crowds and keep your virtue, 

Or walk with Kings – nor lose the common touch, 

If neither foes nor loving friends can hurt you, 

If all men count with you, but none too much: 

If you can fill the unforgiving minute 

With sixty seconds’ worth of distance run, 

Yours is the Earth and everything that’s in it, 

And – which is more – you’ll be a Man, my son! 
What did Rudiard Kipling want to tell by his verse? Did he manage to do it?
Post listening activity: Slide №7.
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2. “The Book of Jungle” Problems. Characters. 
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To recollect the plot – watch the trailer of the movie. Slide 9.

Let us first get acquainted with the main characters:
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RELAXATION
Try to find as many words as you can (listen to the song “Bare Necessities” from the cartoon “Mawgli”)
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Reading 
Read the summary of the book and be ready to answer the questions
The Jungle Book

Mowgli, the man-cub, is the child of an Indian wood-cutter, who got lost in the jungle. By instinct he seeks a home and creeps into a cave which is the liar of a wolf. The child is so young that the wolves do not attack him. The mother wolf lets him feed together with her cubs. She calls him Mowgli which means frog, because to a wolf man’s cub is as naked as a frog. 

Shere Khan, the tiger, wants to catch and eat the man-cub.

Mowgli grows up happily with the wolves. He learns the law of the jungle but also watches the men in the village. As Akela becomes weaker and weaker, Shere Khan gets closer and closer to the young wolves to get support to have Mowgli excluded from the pack. 
Finally, Mowgli realises that it is time to move on. But before he goes, he follows Bagheera’s advice: he gets the Red Flower from outside the house of a man. The Red Flower is the animals’ way of talking about fire. Animals are too afraid of it to use it as a weapon, but Mowgli is not an animal. He is a man-cub. He hits Shere Khan with a fiery stick and leaves the jungles, promising to return one day with the tiger’s skin. He cries for the first time and Bagheera sees he is now a man. 

Baloo, the old brown bear, is Mowgli’s teacher during his happy years with the pack. He teaches Mowgli the language of the jungle. He learns how to hunt, how to communicate in different animal languages, how to survive in jungles. Baloo and Bagheera also warn Mowgli to stay away from the Monkeys because they are foolish and have no law. But one day, Mowgli is kidnapped by the Monkeys. Mowgli remembers Baloo’s teachings and asks Chil, a big bird, to notify Baloo and Bagheera. Baloo asks Kaa, a ten-metre long snake for help, and they track Mowgli to Monkey City. 

Once in Monkey City, the monkeys take Mowgli to a building with no doors or windows. Bagheera is the first to arrive and fights hard with the monkeys, which want to kill him. Mowgli suggests Bagheera gets into the water, where the monkeys will not follow him. Then Baloo arrives and some monkeys attack him as well. In the end Kaa comes down, kills a few monkeys and the rest are so afraid that they climb walls, running away from Kaa. The great snake starts a snake-dance which captivates all the animals, including the bear and the panther. Mowgli sees no fascination in it, and helps his friends not to fall under the snake’s spell. Mowgli has disobeyed the Law of the Jungle and is physically punished for his mistake. When Mowgli leaves the Wolf Pack, he goes to a man village. There he is rescued by Messua and her husband. They believe Mowgli is their own son, who was taken by a tiger many years ago. Mowgli makes an effort to learn the speech of man. One of the men in the village thinks Mowgli must work, so he is given the menial task of herding the cattle. One day, when he is looking after the animals, Mowgli hears from Grey Brother (one of his wolf cub step-brothers) that Shere Khan still wants to kill and eat him. Mowgli still wants to take the tiger’s skin back to the mountain-top. So, when Mowgli hears that Shere Khan has come back, he plans an ambush: he divides the cattle up into two groups. Akela takes the bulls to one end of the dry river and Grey Brother takes charge of the other cattle on the opposite end. 

Mowgli taunts Shere Khan and traps him in the middle of the river. Mowgli charges the cattle to stampede, and Shere Khan is trampled to death. When Mowgli is skinning the tiger, Buldeo comes and tries to take the tiger skin for himself. He can make good money by selling it. But Mowgli and Akela scare Buldeo away.
Buldeo tells the villagers that Mowgli is not a boy and that he has strange conversations with the wolves.The villagers stop Mowgli from returning to the village. Now he is not welcome anywhere. He is too much a man for the wolves and too much a wolf for the men. However, he fulfils his promise and drags the tiger skin up to the mountain cave.
He is welcomed back by his friends Bagheera and Akela and a small group of cubs who will hunt with him in the future.

What did Mother and Father Wolf name the baby that crawled into their cave? 

Why do you think they called him “Little Frog”? 

What price did Bagheera pay to allow Mowgli to stay with the pack? 

Why did Sher Khan want to kill Mowgli? 

What is the Red Flower? 

Who has come to help Mowgli kill Sher Khan? 

Who tried to steal the tiger skin from Mowgli? 
How does the story finishe?
III. Summing up
