CONCEPT A: Introduction to “2|”

©|” is a particle that indicates that one is the owner/possessor of another object. It

has the same role as putting an apostrophe followed by an “s” in English.

s” is not added to pronouns like |, you, he, she and they. Instead, the words my,
your, his, her and their are used. The change from “I” to “my” is also accomplished
by 2| in Korean.

e Add 2| to a noun. (Note: mainly used in the written form)

2 = book

X2l 2 =my book

Eg.

o LI+2 > ULt =my

e U4+2 - 42 =your

e 1+2 - ]9 =his

e JH+2 - 2 =her

However, in most spoken Korean, they are simplified for easier pronunciation.

Eg.

o LI2 — LK
e 49 — Ul (pronounced LI|)

For all possessives, only Li and Ul(L|) are commonly used in spoken Korean. In
most cases 2| is omitted.
