Concept A: Understanding:

1. Hard-
e Solid, firm, and rigid; not easily broken, bent, or pierced.
e Not easy to bend, cut, or break:
e Difficult to understand, do, experience, or deal with:
Example-
1. Fortune is easily found, but hard to be kept.
2. Poverty and love are hard to hide.
3. A faithful friend is hard to find.

. Soft words are hard arguments.

2. Strenuous-
e Needing or using a lot of physical or mental effort or energy:
e The definition of strenuous is something that takes a lot of effort, work or
energy to do. An example of strenuous hiking is the top of Mount Everest.
Example-
e The doctor advised Ken to avoid strenuous exercise.

e Avoid strenuous exercise in the evening.

3. Burdensome-
e Difficult to carry out or fulfil; taxing.
e \Weighing much or hard to carry; heavy.
e Causing hardship or distress.
e If you describe something as burdensome, you mean it is worrying or hard to
deal with.
Example-

e These charges are particularly burdensome for poor parents.
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
