English

Tamil

| will do it.

Naan atha pannuven.

| shall see you.

Naan unna parpen.

Will | meet him?

Naan avara parpenaa?

I will call you.

Naan unaku call panuven.

Concept B: First Person - Plural (We - Naanga)

English

Tamil

We will see to it.

Naanga atha parthukurom.

We will need it.

Ithu namakku thevappadum.

We will see you on Monday.

Naanga unna Monday vanthu paakarom.

We will be busy tomorrow.

Naanga nalaiku busy ah irupom.

Concept C: Second Person - Singular (You - Nee/unaku/un)

English

Tamil

You will get it tomorrow,

Athu unaku nalaiku kidaikum.

You will need it.

Unaku athu thevapadum.

Will you give me your book?

Nee enaku un book-ah kodupiya?

You shall leave now.

Neenga ippo pogalam.

Note:

e Nee is used with younger ones or friends or close ones.
e Neenga is used with elders (denotes respect)
