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Singular and Plural 
 

Class Objective: To understand Singular, Plural, and Articles 
 
Definition: A singular is a word which names or describes anything single or one. 
 
Concept A: Singular -  words which describe single objects 
 
For eg., boat, woman, baby, man, shoe, tree, box, child, mouse 
 
Example sentences: 
 

1)​ The cat is sitting on my chair. 
 

2)​ He has a pen. 
 

3)​ The boy hit the ball hard. 
 

4)​ There is a horse on the street. 
 

5)​ We have a big banyan tree in our backyard. 
 

6)​ She has a black diary. 
 

7)​ The child liked the pasta at the restaurant. 
 

8)​ The fish swims in water. 
 

9)​ Keep the book on the shelf. 
 

10)​ A car is parked in front of our gate. 
 
 
Concept B: Plural 
 
Definition: A plural is a word which names or describes anything which is more 
than one. 
 
For eg., boats, women, babies, men, shoes, trees, boxes, children, mice 
 
Example sentences: 
 

1)​ Men are good cooks too. 
 

2)​ All the babies are adorable. 
 

3)​ There are five boxes on the floor.
