How to Conjugate Present Tense Korean Verbs.

All you have to do is drop the Ct ending on the verb stem and add the verb ending that goes
with the formality you want to use.

. Casual formality Verb + Of or O

e R
. Polite low formality Verb+ OtR or H R

o EHLICH
. Polite high formality Verb + S LICH

(if the verb ends in a consonant)
Verb += L| Ct

(if the verb ends in a vowel)

The final vowel determines whether OF or (4 is used in the casual form or O} or H R is
used in the polite form.

e Use 0t R if the last vowel in the verb is } or L.
