Concept A: Revise Basic of Korean Hangeul Alphabets-I

e “Hangul” consists of 24 letters — 14 consonants and 10 vowels — that are
written in blocks of 2 to 5 characters.

e Unlike the Chinese writing system (including Japanese “Kanji”), “Hangul” is
not an ideographic system.

e The shapes of the individual “Hangul” letters were designed to model the
physical morphology of the tongue, palate and teeth. Up to five letters join to
form a syllabic unit.
