Concept A: Phrasal verbs with examples. 
 
Break away 

●​ Meaning: Leave suddenly or Become separated, literally or figuratively 
●​ Example: Richard was brought up in a very religious household, but 

broke away from the church in his teens. 
A chunk of rock broke away from the cliff edge ,yesterday. 

 
Break down 

●​ Meaning: Fail, to cease to function 
●​ Example: I am afraid my phone will break down if I try to run it at a very  

high  speed. 
 
Break even 

●​ Meaning: Neither gain nor lose money ,Stay the same; to neither advance 
nor regress 

●​ Example: After an entire night playing cards, he nearly broke even.
