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Concept A : Let us see a few examples of common pronunciation
mistakes

1. Wrong pronunciation of the alphabets vyanjanon ka galat

ucharan (eg=a1all T ITeld 3TIROT) :

ka (&) is pronounced as kai (&), kha (@) is pronounced as khai (§) etc. sa
(H), sh(?T) and sha (¥) are also pronounced wrongly.

Many people pronounce sh (2) and sh (¥) as sa (H).

For example: English (33111f12) is pronounced as inglis (331011 ®),
shadyantra (¥33«4) is pronounced as sadyantra (dsd«).

2. Wrong pronunciation of Ri - Ri ka galat uccharan (3 & ITeld
SbﬂIQUI) .

Ri (3%) in North India is pronounced as ri (ER) and as ru (¥) in South

India.

Sometimes it is also pronounced as ra () like Krishi (%éﬁr) 1S

pronounced as Krashi (#¢¥) etc.

Its original pronunciation is almost eliminated.

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3. Wrong pronunciation of Gya - gya ka galat uccharan (3 =T dTeld
3<TdNUT):

Gya (J) is pronounced differently all over India, However its original

pronunciation gnya (37) is also eliminated now.

4. Wrong pronunciation of Ksha - Ksha ka galat uccharan (& T
ITeld 3TIRI):

ksha (&) is pronounced as Chh (&) usually. for example : Kshatriya
(&7 T33) is said as chhatriya (& 33).
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
