Concept A: Singular possessives 
 

mijn (m'n) my 

jouw (je) your (informal) 

uw your (formal) 

zijn (z'n) his 

haar her 

zijn (z'n) its 

 
Concept B: Plural possessives 
 

ons / onze our 

jullie (je) your 

uw your (formal) 

hun their 

 
Concept C: Usage of Possessive adjectives 
 
Like in English, are used in front of a noun to show possession in Dutch too. 
 
Examples: 
 

●​ mijn broer - my brother 
●​ onze familie - our family 
●​ hun huis - their house 

 
Concept D: Three other ways to express possession in Dutch 
 
1.  Use ‘van’ (of): Use ‘van’ with any type of noun. 
 
Examples:  
 

●​ het boek van John (John’s book) 
●​ de oma van Anna (Anna’s grandmother)
