ARTICLE 3. KEY PRINCIPLES OF COOPERATION

3.1. Under this Memorandum, the Parties shall strive to build their
relationship based on equality, partnership, and the protection of
each Party's rights and interests.

3.2. Cooperation shall be conducted in accordance with the
principles of equality, legality, integrity, mutual assistance and
respect, shared interests, efficiency, transparency, adherence to
public interests, and rationality.

ARTICLE 4

4.1. In order to achieve the goal, outlined in this Memorandum,
the Parties shall make every effort to ensure the involvement of a
wide range of participants at the national, regional, and local
levels, while ensuring the confidentiality of information obtained
in the course of cooperation.

4.2 Materials, information, technical, and other means obtained
within the framework of cooperation under this Memorandum
may be transferred to a party that is not a party to this
Memorandum only with the written consent of the Parties.

4.3 The Parties shall promptly and comprehensively use their
capabilities, forces, and means in the performance of interrelated
tasks within their respective competence, and shall mutually and
timely exchange information on cooperation issues.

4.4.Each of the Parties, having received the prior written consent
of the other Party, may use the information related to this
Memorandum, the trade name, brand name, emblem (logo) of the
other Party to promote the purpose of cooperation between the
Parties under the Memorandum in the public domain (but in any
case, without violating the norms of international law and the
current legislation of Ukraine, in particular on advertising), only in
case of indication of other Party’s participation in development of
the project.

4.5 This Memorandum shall not affect the obligations of the
Parties under their contractual relations with other legal entities
and individuals.

4.6 The Parties undertake to resolve all issues, problems, and
disagreements that may arise in the course of cooperation
through mutual constructive negotiations, taking into account the
interests of both Parties and the purpose of this Memorandum.

4.7. No provision of this Memorandum shall be construed as a
limitation on cooperation between the Parties in any other areas
of activity.

4.8. The Parties separately note that the terms of this
Memorandum shall in no way be construed as a joint activity
within the meaning of Chapter 77 of the Civil Code of Ukraine
(Joint Activity) and do not create any representation of either
party.
