Such agreements
will remain in force upon termination of this Memorandum and
any other agreements signed by the Parties within the framework
of this cooperation for another calendar year.

ARTICLE 6.

6.1. As part of the implementation of this Memorandum, the
Parties undertake to comply with the requirements of Ukrainian
legislation in the field of personal data protection, taking into
account international rules.
