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The Taipei Golden Horse Film Festival (TGHFF) has developed into Taiwan's largest and most cosmopolitan annual
motion picture gala since its founding in 1980. Through the dedicated efforts of the TGHFF Executive Committee, the
festival has become a world-famous showcase of cinema.

Annually, over 100 internationally popular films are invited to participate in the TGHFF, introducing local audiences to
recent outstanding works of renowned filmmakers from all over the globe. This has contributed immensely to broadening
the outlook and tastes of domestic moviegoers, defining industry trends and inspiring cinematic creativity.

Over the years, the TGHFF has culled the finest films participating in major film festivals worldwide, inviting each year's
most attention-getting motion pictures to take part in the festival in one of many categories, such as Master Class,
Gala Presentation, Global Vision, Animations and Shorts, and Filmmakers in Focus, based on themes of domestic and
international interest. As a result, the festival offers cinematic works covering a wide variety of topics and hailing from
all over the world—some of which have been nominated for, or have won, countless awards at international events. In
recent years, renowned filmmakers from around the world have also been invited to interact and exchange ideas with
their industry counterparts and film buffs in Taiwan.

True to Golden Horse Awards tradition, the 2009 TGHFF has scheduled over 200 short and feature films for screening
in theaters throughout Taipei parsed under such themes as Gala Presentation, Global Chinese Vision, Film Cult(ure),
Filmmakers in Focus, Wonderland and Golden Horse Award Nominated Films. Key attractions include the latest works of
Greek director Theo Angelopoulos and Polish auteur Andrzej Wajda, as well as Afterwards, a new film by French director
Gilles Bourdos working in cooperation with Taiwanese artist Mark Lee Ping-Bing (winner of the Golden Horse Award for
Best Cinematography five times and award nominee four other times) and a documentary on Mark Lee entitled Let the
Wind Carry Me.

To commemorate the late senior performing artist Wen Yin, organizers have arranged special screenings of her films,
including Hill of No Return, Tropical Fish, Strawman and Grandma and Her Ghosts. Each film shown at the 2009 festival
is profoundly meaningful and representative, and well worth sampling, enjoying and savoring by both fellow filmmakers
and the general public.

The cultural and creative industry has recently been selected as a national development priority for the soft power it
manifests; and without doubt, the film industry has consistently played a pivotal role in the cultural and creative industry.
Thus, in May of this year, the Government Information Office announced a five-year Flagship Plan for Revitalizing the
Film Industry aimed at, among other goals, transforming the Golden Horse Awards into an important and authoritative
Chinese-language film festival and the Taipei Golden Horse Film Festival into a prestigious international event. This will
bring Taiwan's film industry in line with the rest of the world and spur its revitalization and development. We believe that
the concerted and steadfast efforts of filmmakers, motion picture enterprises, private organizations and government
agencies will further consolidate industry growth and bear magnificent results before long.

May the 2009 Taipei Golden Horse Film Festival be spectacular and a great success!

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When | took the responsibility of the chairman of the Golden Horse Film Festival Executive Committee, the most
important thing | had to do was “trust the professionals”. Therefore, | substituted the secretary general for the chief
executive officer and recruited Wen Tien-hsiang for the job. And then he and other local film festival veterans have been
working very hard together for the 2009 Taipei Golden Horse Film Festival, which consists mainly of four parts: “Golden
Horse International Film Festival”, “Golden Horse Film Academy”, “Golden Horse Film & TV Film Project Promotion” and
“Golden Horse Awards Ceremony”.

Our new Golden Horse team was formed not long ago, but each one of them has lots of practical experiences relating
to film festivals, and so they have contributed plenty of creativity within a short amount of time. Our first project of this
year’'s Golden Horse Film Festival is “The Poet of Lights and Shadows: Mark Lee Ping-Bing”. Mark and | have been
working together for 25 years. He is an extraordinary cinematographer, who has had the most awards ever in the history
of the Golden Horse Awards. Many internationally well-known directors have asked for the opportunities to work with
him. Besides, he was awarded at the Cannes Film Festival. The Golden Horse Film Festival not only exhibits ten of his
famous films, publishes his special issue and organizes his photo exhibition, but also the documentary about him Let the
Wind Carry Me (directed by Chiang Hsiu-Chiung and Kwan Pun-Leung) will be premiered at this year's Golden Horse
Film Festival. And the subject of photography will be extended to other related activities and the awards ceremony.

You may notice that we have lots of "Filmmakers in Focus" this year, which is a project difficult to organize because of
copyrights or the hard-to-get film prints. But it shows how hard we've been working on inviting good films from all over
the world and increasing the depth of the film festival. | believe the films of the American independent film master John
Cassavetes and the famous Japanese director Ichikawa Jun will feast the eyes of the audience, and their persistence in
filmmaking will be inspiring to the contemporary filmmakers in Taiwan. And the Oscar-winning film Slumdog Millionaire
also pushed us to search for and study the creative Indian works of the composer A.R. Rahman or the ever-changing
performance of the French award-winning actress Isabelle Huppert over a span of more than 30 years. Those are the
treasure worthy of excavation.

Recently, we've been successfully introducing some of the films from the Southeastern Asian, which helped establish the
NETPAC for the Asian films in Taiwan. As for the Chinese filmmakers and the Taiwanese films, all the flms nominated
by the Golden Horse Awards will be shown at this year's Film Festival, and we also have the FIPRESCI to encourage
new directors. Besides, this year's Film Festival will focus on the Chinese independent films and Taiwanese short films,
in order to make it the confluence for the Chinese and Taiwanese films. Even some of the films planned to be shown in
Taiwan in the year 2010 will be seen at this year's Golden Horse Film Festival.

Some interesting projects, such as "Transgender", "Revelation of Rock 'N Roll", "I'm Legend", "Night of the Vampires" and
"The Forbidden Zone", prove that the Golden Horse Film Festival is not a claptrap and cannot be too moss-backed. But
I'd like to recommend the project of "Recapturing the Classics". The audience will have a new vision and interpretation
of these everlasting and immortal classic films. Furthermore, we have the special projects of "Seeing Purple Ribbons",
which looks at the domestic violence through films; "We Were Once So Free", which witnesses the ups and downs of
Germany over a span of a couple decades of years; and "The Dim Light in the Dark Nights", which shows the neglected
side of the reconstruction after the deluge. With CNEX, we'll organize a project to recruit the documentaries on the
deluge on August 8th.

I'm glad that Tears by the Taiwanese director Cheng Wen-Tang and The Warrior and the Wolf by the Chinese director
Tien Zhuang-Zhuang will be our opening films, the former of which is a one hundred percent locally made feature film,
while the latter is an international collaboration, showing the different paths of the Chinese filmmaking today. And our
closing films will be the best film at the Cannes Film Festival The White Ribbon and the People's Choice Awards winner
at the Toronto Film Festival Precious, which make a perfect ending of this year's Golden Horse Film Festival.

Teach One. Her instincts tell her this is the chance she has been
waiting for. In the literacy workshop taught by Ms. Rain, Precious
begins a journey that will lead her from darkness to light, love and
self-determination.

At 14, Toronto school friends Steve "Lips" Kudlow and Robb
Reiner made a pact to rock together forever. They meant
it. Their band, Anvil, went on to become the "demigods of
Canadian metal," releasing one of the heaviest albums in metal
history, 1982's Metal on Metal.

It's fascinating to see
the reality of their day-to-day lives as they struggle to make ends
meet, take a misguided European tour, and engage in antics on
the road - which is not always lined with fans.

Kuo's uncompromising principles and refusal to close the case
turn him into an outcast, isolated from colleagues and family.
And just when Kuo is on the verge of a breakthrough, his own
dark past is unveiled by Wen, a young street vendor. Do Kuo's
principles extend to his own misdeeds? Will justice prevail for the
young addict? Kuo realizes he has one last chance to impose
justice and find his own redemption.
