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NEW CONFERENCE, NEW COACH, NEW TEAM
New is the theme for GCU entering the 2025-26 season.

The Lopes are competing in a new conference for the first time in the Division | era since
joining the Western Athletic Conference in 2013. GCU was officially declared a member of
the Mountain West Conference in July of 2025 and is immediately eligible to compete for
conference championships.

In April of 2025, Winston Gandy was named head coach of the program after the departure of
Molly Miller. Gandy's resume includes stops at Rice, Duke, and most previously South Carolina,
where he was an assistant coach under Dawn Staley and helped the Gamecocks reach the
national title game in back-to-back seasons.

The roster sees 14 new players on the team with two returners from a 32-3 2024-25 squad that
went to the NCAA Tournament for the first time in program history. The 14 new players include:

CHLOE MANN - MW PRESEASON NEWCOMER OF THE YEAR

Sophomore guard Chloe Mann was named Preseason Mountain West Newcomer of
the Year, one of three preseason major awards given out by the conference.

Mann was also tabbed to the All-Mountain West preseason team.

The sophomore guard averaged 8.3 points, 1.5 rebounds, and 1.6 assists per game in her true
freshman season at Cincinnati. She scored 237 points, fourth most on the team, and swiped
32 steals.

DOUBLE DIGITS FOR NUMBER ZERO

Mann had a career day in the non conference finale vs. Santa Clara Dec. 14, scoring 29 points
on 10 of 15 shooting and a 7 of 8 clip from the field. Mann has scored in double figures in 20
of 30 games during the 2025-26 season with four 20+ point performances and 13 15+ games.

Mann has been exceptional from the free throw line, making 113 of 13b attempts for an 83.7%
clip, currently second in the Mountain West.

NATIONAL TEAM REPRESENTATION
Multiple players have represented their home countries at the national Level since high school.

Freshman Ines Zounia spent the summer of 2025 in France playing for the U19
French National Team in the Eurobasket 3x3 Tournament, helping the team claim
the bronze medal.

Senior Anisa Jeffries represented Mexico on the U23 Mexican National Team who
competed in China this past summer in the 3x3 World Cup.

Redshirt junior Sifa Ineza was chosen to represent Rwanda in the 2025 Women's
Afrobasket Tournament this past summer. Ineza made the trip but did not see
action due to injury.

Casey Valenti-Paea represented her home country of Australia multiple times at
the high school level, helping the Aussies win a gold medal at the 3x3 Asia Cup.

BOARD GAMES FROM #20

Junior guard Julianna LaMendola has posted two double doubles this season,
most recently a 14 point, 14 rebound game at New Mexico.

8 The Texas native has registered four or more rebounds in all but three games this
season and has 131 boards in conference play, averaging 6.5 in such contests. She
has notched at least six rebounds 17 times and leads the team with 6.2 rebounds per game.

ZND MOST BOARDS IN D-1 ERA

The Lopes pulled down 54 rebounds in their win over SMU Nov. 18, the second most rebounds in
a single game in the program's Division | era dating back to the 2013-14 season.

The 54 boards were two shy of the D-I era record b6 set back on Feb. 17, 2022 against California
Baptist.

GCU grabbed 50 rebounds against San Jose State Dec. 28, the second game with at least 50
boards this season. This marks the first time since the 2015-16 campaign where the squad has
grabbed 50 or more rebounds on two seperate occasions in the same season.

Freshman Norah Moo pulled down 11 rebounds, while Karley Johnson added 10
to Julianna LaMendola’s 9 vs. SMU. The 11 rebounds from Moo were the most by
a freshman in a single game since Emma Krueger's 14 at UTRGV Jan. 14, 2023.

Moo became the first freshman to start a game on Dec. 4 vs. Gonzaga since Alaina
Harper on March 10, 2023 vs. Southern Utah in the WAC Tournament semifinal.

FREE THROW EXCELLENCE

The Lopes are second in the Mountain West in free throw percentage, shooting 75.9% for the
season.

As a team, GCU is shooting 77.2% from the line against Mountain West opposition. It has shot
70% or bettern in nine of its past 10 games, including five games above 80% in that span.

ZONING IN ON ZOUNIA

Freshman guard Ines Zounia has been a focal point of the GCU offense since
becoming an every day starter Dec. 17, winning Mountain West Freshman of the
Week twice in that span.

Her most recent accolade came Jan. 19, where she helped GCU to two wins by
totaling 28 points, 8 rebounds, four 3 pointers and shot 62% from the field against Nevada
and New Mexico.

The freshman is averaging 8.5 points, 3.6 rebounds, and 1.5 assists per game in Mountain
West play.
LOCKED IN LAMENDOLA

Junior guard Julianna LaMendola has become the team leader in points (12.8) and
rebounds (6.5) in Mountain West play, notching 12 double digit scoring games and
11 games with at least six rebounds.

She pulled down a career best 14 rebounds and added 14 points at New Mexico Jan. 17, her
second double double and third total for the Lopes this season.

She notched a career high 26 points on 10 of 15 shooting at Air Force Feb. 7, her third 20+ game
this season. She added 7 rebounds and tied a career best with 3 blocks.

REACHING FOR 39+ REBOUNDS

The Lopes hold a +80 rebounding margin overall this season, including a +83 mark in MW play.
GCU is 9-3 in games it has pulled down 39 or more rebounds.

11 of its 12 39+ rebounding games have come against Mountain West schools, with the team
totaling double digit offensive boards in nine of those 11 games.

LIMITING POINTS AND FORCING TURNOVERS

GCU's defense has been locked down over the final stretch of the season, holding opponents
to an average 49 points per game over its past four outings. The 85 points allowed against
Utah State and Fresno State Feb. 21 and Feb. 25 and fewest since Jan. 28 and Feb. 1, 2024 (75
points).

The Lopes have 31 steals over their past four games and rank fourth in steals per game at 7.6
in the Mountain West.

Senior Anisa Jeffries had three against Fresno State, her seventh game with at
least three steals. She is averaging 1.6 steals per game against MW teams, tied
for fifth in the conference.

Winston Gandy was named the 10th head coach of the Grand
Canyon women’s basketball program on March 24, 2025.

With a prolific resume highlighted b¥w national championship
eﬁ(perie_nce, Gandy enters as one of the top young coaches in
the nation.

Gandy joins the Lo[]es with 12 years of coaching across all
levels of basketball, most recently as assistant coach under
Hall of Fame head coach Dawn Staley at South Carolina. Gandy
joined the Gamecocks staff in 2023, helping lead the squad to
a 38-0 record and the 2024 national championship.

South Carolina’s perfect record joined an elite group of teams,
becoming just the 10th team in the history of the sport to go
undefeated in one campaign.

Specializin%] with the guard position, Gandy mentored All-
American Te-Hina Paopao, who led the nation in 3-point
percentaﬁe (46.8%) in 2023-24. South Carolina as a team
ranked third in 3-point percentage (39.5%), first in scoring
margin (plus-28.9) and third in scoring offense (85.4 points
per game).

On the defensive level, the Gamecocks ranked first in field
goal percentage defense (32.3%), second in defensive
rebounds per contest (31.8) and first in blocks per game (7.8).

Known as a tremendous scout, Gandy received credit
from Staley on ESPN following the Gamecocks' national
championship victory over lowa, a team that included one of
the best 3-point shooters in NCAA history, Caitlin Clark.

“I'm going to give a lot of credit to Winston Gandy, who works
with our ﬁerimeter players every single day,” Staley said. “And
then he had the lowa scout, trust me, he was the difference
maker. He watched them and watched. It was information
overload, that | just let him talk. He did a hell of aﬂ'ob on this
scout. He explained it in a way that our kids could lock in and

execute, and they weren't going to be denied.”

Prior to South Carolina, Gand% spent three seasons as an

assistant coach on Olympic champion Kara Lawson's Duke

%aff and was elevated to associate head coach for the 2022-
$eason.

At Duke, the Blue Devils amassed a 46-21 record, which was
abbreviated by the team choosing not to participate in the
2020-21 season due to COVID-19.

In his final year, Duke finished second in the ACC at 14-4 and
helped close the season at No. 13 in the AP poll. The Blue
Devils reached the second round of the NCAA tournament
with ACC Defensive Player of the Year Celeste Taylor, who now
serves on his staff as an assistant coach.

Gandy’s first assistant role came on the sidelines at Rice,
where he spent three seasons under seven-time postseason
head coach Tina Langley. Gandy began as an assistant from
2017-19 before being promoted to associate head coach for
the 2019-20 season. The Owls wont two Conference USA
regular-season championships (2019, 2020) and claimed the
2019 C-USA Tournament title.

Rice won at least 20 games in all three years with Gandy on the
sideline, including a 28-win season that saw the Owls reach
the NCAA tournament. He coached Erica Ogwumike, a two-
time C-USA Player of the Year and All-American honorable
mention guard who got drafted by the Minnesota Lynx in 2020.

Gandy's experience extends outside of college and into the
pros, where he served as the Washington Wizards” coordinator
of player development for three seasons (2014-17). While in
Washington D.C., he worked alongside NBA All-Star players
John Wall and Bradley Beal under head coach Scott Brooks.

Gandy graduated with an economics de?ree from the University
of Maryland in 2013 and began his college basketball career
as the Terrapins™ director of recruiting operations. As a
student, he was a Maryland practice player from 2009-13.

Gandy and his wife, Gabrielle, moved to the Valley after South
Carolina’s run in the 2025 NCAA Tournament.

Global Credit Union Arena is Phoenix’s premier mid-

sized indoor venue and serves as the primary home
of Lopes men's and women's basketball and men's
and women’s volleyball teams as well as a wide
assortment of university-sponsored events.

The arena has provided the Lopes a definitive
home-court advantage since opening its doors be-
fore the 2011-12 basketball season. With a seating
capacity of 7,000 and a prime location on campus,
the venue is regularly packed to the rafters with
students and fans, providing an electric atmo-
sphere ripe for success. Since its opening, the GCU
men’s basketball team has been dominant in the
arena, posting an overall record of 159-40 (.799),
including six seasons of at least 15 wins.

Global Credit Union Arena hit new levels in 2018-
19. With an average men's basketball crowd of
7,170 fans in the 7,000-seat arena, GCU Arena
was the fullest venue in college basketball with a
percent capacity of 102.42%.

The Lopes’ record playing a regular complement of
Division | guests has been impressive as well, as
the men’s basketball team owns a 190-41 mark at

home while the women's basketball team is 157-50  prominence. AUl but two nonconference games were

since 2013-14. The success on the court helped
GCU to three postseason tournament appearances
in its first three years transitioning to the NCAA's
highest level. The men's basketball team clinched
its first D-1 conference title on the GCU Arena floor
against Utah Valley on March 6, 2021.

An intimidating factor for opponents, the large
Havocs student section has proven to be one of the
best in the nation. The Havacs create an imposing
backdrop for visiting teams as they fill the bleach-
ers with energy and enthusiasm.
