TEMPE - There will be a Maroon Monsoon Saturday at 6 
p.m. when No. 4 Arizona State hosts No. 10 Missouri inside 
Dessert Financial Arena. ASU is looking to extend its perfect 
home record to four duals and claim the fifth win over a top-25 
team this season. Saturday’s dual will stream via Pac-12 Insider 
and features five HUGE matchups at 125, 157, 165, 197 and 
heavyweight - the best of which pits Pac-12 Champion, 2x All-
American and Mexico Senior World Team member #7 Anthony 
Valencia up against MAC Champion, All-American and Jr. World 
Champion No.1 Keegan O’Toole. Three-time Pac-12 Champion 
and All-American #9 Kordell Norfleet also highlights the dual 
against All-American, MAC Champion and Jr. World Champion #5 
Rocky Elam. Fans are encouraged to wear maroon.

Last Time Out
The Sun Devils picked up their fifth-straight win with a 29-12 
road victory over Little Rock last Sunday. The Sun Devils recorded 
four major decisions and a pair of tech falls in the victory, with 
No. 4 Michael McGee recording his seventh tech of the year just 
days after earning his 100th career win. No. 11 Kordell Norfleet 
recorded the other tech, a 20-3 3:47 win that stands as his third 
of the year. No. 3 Jacori Teemer and No. 2 Cohlton Schultz remain 
undefeated at 15-0 and 14-0, respectively. ASU’s winners didn’t 
allow a single takedown until the second period of 184.

	 - �McGee earned back-to-back tech fall victories last weekend. 

He earned 3:25 17-1 tech over Jackson DiSario Friday 
against Stanford. Outside of a forfeit from Bakersfield, 
McGee has won in either  a major decision or tech fall in 
ASU’s last six duals. His seven tech falls lead the team and 
rank second nationally.

	 - �McGee’s 101 collegiate wins are second to only Anthony 
Valencia (114) on the Sun Devil roster.

	 - �Kordell Norfleet leads the team in major decisions with five. 
Cohlton Schultz, Kyle Parco and McGee all have four majors. 
Schultz leads the team in falls with five.

The freshman’s 0-2 in his first two 
career duals but had nine-straight wins across 149 and 141 in open tournaments prior to getting 
the nod.

	 - �Anthony Valencia (74 kg) earned a spot on the Mexico Senior World Team on Jan. 29 after running 
through the equivalent of their World Team Trials in Guadalajara, Mexico. Cohlton Schultz earned 
a spot on USA Wrestling’s Greco-Roman Senior World Team on Sept. 12, 2021 after winning the 
130 kg bracket in the Lincoln, Nebraska trials.

 

Missouri Notables
	 - �Mizzou took down No. 10 Oklahoma State in a season-defining win last Sunday inside the 

Hearnes. Redshirt freshman Sean Harman grabbed the win of the afternoon, taking down No. 10 
Dustin Plott in a 5-4 decision. For his efforts, he was named the Big 12 Wrestler of the Week. 
The Tigers were buoyed to a six-point  lead behind back-to-back pins from Zach Elam and Noah 
Surtin. With the only requirement to not lose by fall, Trey Crawford secured the Tigers victory by 
holding off World Silver Medalist Daton Fix.

	 - �Freshman Keegan O’Toole is FloWrestling’s No. 3 ranked wrestler in its third rankings for the Dan 
Hodge Award for the nation’s most outstanding wrestler. He also ranks No. 1 in the coaches’ 
rankings at 165 pounds. O’Toole leads the Tigers’ starting unit with 12 bonus-point wins this 
season, five of which were by fall. He also has six ranked victories.

	 - �Sean Harman enters the weekend on a tear, following three consecutive ranked victories. Starting 
the season as the second string at 174 pounds, Harman shot onto the scene in the last two 
weeks, beating No. 13 Hayden Hastings, No. 32 Kekana Fouret and No. 10 Dustin Plott.

	 - �Tigers’ starters have recorded 50 bonus-point wins during a dual or attached tournament. 
Beginning at 165 pounds, the heavier weights have combined for 30 (60%) wins with O’Toole 
accounting for 25% overall.

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Three-time Pac-12 Coach of the Year and 1988 Sun Devil national champion 
Zeke Jones was hired to lead his alma mater in 2014 and immediately turned the 
program into a national powerhouse while continuing the Sun Devils’ tradition of 
success in the conference. Jones is directly responsible for bringing four Pac-12 
Championships to Tempe since his arrival - tying long-time rival Oregon State at 
22 for the conference lead - and developed a two-time national champion in Za-
hid Valencia. Fourteen Sun Devils have earned All-American honors since Jones’ 
hiring.
 
Jones took the helm with a resume that features accomplishments at the col-
legiate and international level. The Ann Arbor, Michigan, native was a three-time All-American, three-time Pac-10 
champion, and national runner-up at 118 lbs with the Sun Devils from 1987-1990 before going on to earn the 1991 
52kg World Champion title. He followed his world title with a silver medal-finish (52kg freestyle) while representing 
the U.S at Barcelona 1992. He finished his professional career with four World-Cup titles before shifting over to 
coaching, guiding U.S. Olympians at the 1996, 2000, 2004 and 2012 Games. His accomplishments earned him an 
induction into the Arizona State Athletics Hall of Fame in 2004.
 
The 2020-21 season was one for the record books, despite the challenges of the COVID-19 pandemic. No. 6 
ASU earned five titles at the conference championships to post 138 total points en route to earning its 20th title 
in the Pac-10/12 era. Brandon Courtney (125), Jacori Teemer (157), Anthony Valencia (165), Kordell Norfleet (197) 
and Cohlton Schultz (HWT) brought home gold, and nine total trophies were earned in Corvallis, Oregon. Jones’ 
athletes went on to collect five All-America nods at the NCAA Championships, with No. 3 Courtney taking silver in 
125. The year was capped off with Cohlton Schultz earning a spot on Team USA with his second-place finish at 
the Olympic Trials, Anthony Valencia earning CoSIDA Academic All-America status, and Cade Belshay earning a 
Pac-12 Postgraduate Scholarship.
 
Jones earned his third Pac-12 Coach of the Year honor in four years in 2020 after leading the Sun Devils to their 
highest conference tournament point total (141.5) since 1993 while winning the program’s 19th Pac-10/12 title. He 
became the first ASU wrestling head coach to win the conference award three times since Thom Ortiz did so in 
2003, 2005 and 2006.
 
As an Olympic head coach, Jones’ athletes earned two gold medals and one bronze at the London Games in 2012. 
His athletes in the 2004 Athens Games, where he was the freestyle coach, earned a gold and two silvers.
 
In the four World Championships the U.S. competed in with Jones on the coaching staff, Team USA placed sev-
enth in 2009, third in the 2011, and fifth in 2013. He also led the U.S. to five individual World-Champion medals, 
with Jordan Burroughs earning two World Champion crowns.

Lee Pritts was named assistant coach on September 4, 2012. Pritts, considered one 
of the top recruiters in the country, previously worked at North Carolina State, Old 
Dominion, and Missouri. He was a two-time team captain and made three appear-
ances in the NCAA Championships, earning All-America honors in 1996 for Eastern 
Michigan and qualified for the 2000 Olympic trials. In 2017 and 2018, he was a 
coach for USA Wrestling at the Cadet Freestyle World Championships. Pritts mainly 
works with the lighter weights and also helps oversee the academics of Sun Devil 
Wrestling student-athletes.

Frank Molinaro was named assistant coach on April 9, 2020. Molinaro was training 
to prepare himself for Team USA’s roster for the Olympics before the Olympic Com-
mittee announced postponement of the games to 2021. Previously he won the 2016 
Pan American games (70kg) and placed second at the 2017 World Team Trials. 
Molinaro comes to ASU after previously working as an assistant coach with Virginia 
Tech in 2017-2018. Before coaching at Virginia Tech, Molinaro was also an assistant 
coach with Rutgers and Penn State, where he helped win the National Champion-
ship in 2016. During Molinaro’s collegiate career he was named NCAA champion 
with Penn State, a four-time NCAA All-American, and a two-time Big Ten champion. 
Molinaro primarily works with the middle weights and focuses heavily on the mental 
health and readiness of the team.

Thompson joined the Sun Devil Wrestling staff in August 2021 as a volunteer assis-
tant coach. Thompson coached at the Nittany Lion Wrestling Club prior to coming 
to Tempe where he trained Kyle Snyder and David Taylor, five world-team members, 
and four Olympians. Before joining the coaching staff, Thompson wrestled at NLWC, 
where he trained to make the 2016 Olympic Team. He took fifth place in the 2016 
Olympic trials. During his collegiate career at Grand View University, Thompson was 
a three-time NAIA National Champion at 285 pounds and was named NAIA Wrestler 
of the Year in 2012. Other stops for Thompson include a three-year stint with M2 
Training Center where he worked with over 100 athletes and a one-year position 
with Lock Haven University as an assistant coach. Thompson focuses on the upper 
weights.
