Daily Parking – $20. A limited number of parking spaces in 
the stadium parking lot are available on a daily basis. No free 
re-entry is permitted once you leave the facility – no exceptions.

Handicap Parking – $20 daily. A limited number of handicap 
parking spaces are located just outside the stadium entrance. 
These will be sold both event-long and on a daily basis. Drivers 
must display an official state-issued handicap parking decal in 
order to park in these spaces.

Off-site Parking with Shuttle – FREE. WCWS fans 
may choose to park for free at the Remington Park Raceway 

parking lot, located just off of Northeast 50th Street, ¼-mile 
west of Hall of Fame Stadium. There will be ample signs to 
direct fans to Remington. A free shuttle bus will take fans to 
and from the stadium. The shuttle bus runs every 10 minutes, 
beginning three hours before the first game each day and 2½ 
hours before the championship series games.

Public Transportation. METRO Transit has more than 
25 interconnecting routes, including three express routes, to 
take you all over the Oklahoma City metro area. Please use 
exact fare; drivers do not carry change. For more information, 
including maps and schedules, general information, special 
services, and programs, please visit www.gometro.org.
