TEMPE, Ariz.—The Sun Devils close 2016 at the 54th Annual Midlands Cham-
pionships hosted by Northwestern University in Evanston, lll. The two-day tourna-
ment (Dec. 29-30) will be ASU’s final chance to compete in 2016 before starting
their dual schedule in earnest in the new year.

MIDLANDS CHAMPIONSHIPS

The 54th annual Midlands Championships will be held in Evanston, Ill. on the
campus of Northwestern University at Welsh-Ryan Arena (2705 Ashland Ave.
Evanston IL 60208), a 8,117 seat arena opened 64 years ago this month (Dec.
6, 1952).

The two-day event (Dec. 29-30) features 71 ranked wrestlers, 38 of which are
in the top-10 in their respective weight classes. Five Sun Devils are listed on
the “Top Contenders” list released on Dec. 19 - Christian Pagdilao (149), Josh
Shields (157), Anthony Valencia (165), Zahid Valencia (174) and Tanner Hall
(HWT).

Fans are encouraged to join the conversation on social media leading up to and
throughout the tournament by using the hashtag #Midlands54.

The tournament features four sessions - a first session (9:30 am CT) and sec-
ond session (7 pm CT) on Thursday, featuring 10 mats, and a third session (12
noon CT; 4 mats) and fourth session (7 pm CT; 8 mats) Friday. The third session
includes semifinals, consolation, and seventh place matches while the fourth
session features first, third, and fifth place matches.

Tickets are available at NUsports.com or by calling 888-GO-PURPLE. Single
session general admission ticket prices for each of the four sessions are as
follows, increasing up to the championship rounds: $10, $12, $13, $15. An
all-session pass is also available for $40.

Brackets will be released at 8 pm CT Wednesday, Dec. 28 on TrackWrestling.
The first three sessions will be broadcast online on BTN2Go (www.btn2go.com)
while Friday's finals will be broadcast live on the Big Ten Network.

Notably for ASU, Zahid Valencia looks to continue his undefeated season this
week while Jason Tsirtsis, who will compete for the Sun Devils next season, was
runner-up at last year's Midlands Championships (competing for Northwestern).

IN THE RECENT RANKINGS
As a team, TrackWrestling ranks the Sun Devils No. 14 (tied), FloWrestling No.
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The seventh coach in ASU wrestling histor)é Zeke Jones was hired in April 2014 and
had his contract renewed in October 2016. In his first season with the Sun Devils,
Jones led ASU to a second-place finish at the Pac-12 Championships, the best fin-
ish since 2006, and coached six wrestlers to the 2015 NCAA Wrestllng Champi-
onships, including All-American Blake Stauffer (184 pounds). In 2015-16, the Sun
Devils again returned six individuals to the NCAA championships.

An Olympic silver medalist for the United States, Jones was the 1991 World Cham-
pion at 5 k% a four-time World-Cup Char(njp|on,.and coached United States’ Olympi-
ans in the 1996, 2000, 2004, and 2012 Olympic Games.

A member of ASU’s 1988 NCAA Wrestling Championship team, Jones was a three-
time All-American and Pac-10 Champion for the Sun Devils. A national runner-up at
118, Jones sits at No. 4 in ASU’s career record book in both overall victories (134)
“and dual victories (59). He also holds the school record for dual match victories in a
season with 22 during the 1989-90 campaign.

As Olympic head coach, Jones’ athletes earned two gold medals and one bronze at
the London Games in 2012. His athletes in the 2004 Athens Games, where he was
the freestyle coach, earned a gold and two silvers.

In the four World Championships during Jones' tenure, USA ,:_>|Iaced third in the 2011
World Championships, fifth in 2013, and seventh in 2009. He also led USA to five

h individual World Champion medals, including two-time World champion Jordan Bur-
roughs.

The United States competed in three Freestyle World Cups durin? the Jones era, placing third in 2012 and 2013, and
\S/I\)/(thkl'jn 20(] 0I During the Jones staff era, USA won eight Junior World medals, five University World medals and four Cadet
orld medals.

Jones came to USA Wrestlin% after coa_chin% at the University of Pennsylvania from 2005-07, where_he amassed a record
of 33-17-1. Following the 2006 campaign that saw an NCAA Champion, two All-Americans, two Eastern Intercoll?\?late
Wrestling Association (EIWA) champions, and a third-place finish at the EIWA Championships, Amateur Wrestling
named Jones the Rookie Head Coach of the Year.

Prior to coachintg at Penn he served on the coaching\ staffs at West Virginia, Arizona State, and Bloomsburg University.
Jones coached teams that have finjshed in the NCAA Final Four twice, in the top-10 four times and won six conference
team championships. IndlwduaIIX his wrestlers have won six NCAA titles, eight NCAA finalists, 36 individual conference
champions, 29 All Americans, 74 NCAA Qualifiers, and 11 wrestlers have competed in the NWCA All Star Meet.

Originally from Ann Arbor, Mich., Jones is a Distinguished Member of the National Wrestling Hall of Fame, member of the
Arizona State University Hall of Fame, and Michigan Wrestling Hall of Fame.

Arizona State University President Michael Crow on Zeke Jones: “l said to Ray, either we're going to have a wrestlgng
team that's going to compete for national Champ|onsh-||ps or we're not going to have a wrestling team. So you need to fin
the best person’in the world to be our coach. Zeke Jones is our coach: "Multi-time world champion in wrestling, NCAA
chamF|on, ASU graduate; and at the time that Ray hired him, sitting Olympic coach for the United States Olympic Team in
wrelst |r|1(g, fofrrqpr coach at the University of Pennsylvania. That is the person; the personage, the kind of character that we
are looking for!

ASU Vice President for University Athletics and Athletics Director Ray Anderson on Zeke Jones: “It is important we retain
our high-caliber coaching hires and, without a doubt, Coach Jones has made a huge impact in his three years at Ar-
izona State. He consistently demands high academic commitment and athletic dedication from our student-athletes
and he and his staff worked tirelessly to recruit one of the top-rated recruiting classes in college wrestling history.”

Curley Culp, one of the best two-sport athletes Arizona State has ever seen, was an offensive and defensive lineman in football
as well as 1967 NCAA heavyweight champion.

The five-time pro-bowler and 1975 NFL Defensive Player of the Year, Culp was enshrined in the 2013 Pro Football Hall of Fame
as well as the 2013 Kansas City Chiefs Hall of Fame. He was a member of the Chiefs during their Super Bowl championship in
Super Bowl IV.

Culp had a singlet hung in the Wells Fargo Arena rafters in his honor at halftime of ASU’s match vs. Ohio State on Nov. 19.

ASU ADDS THREE FRESHMEN FOR 2017-18

Navonte Demison (Bakersfield, Calif.), Brandon Courtney (Goodyear, Ariz.), and Dakota Galt (Beresford, S.D.) join the ASU
roster next season. Demison is a two-sport athlete and national champion, Courtney is a two-time state champion and two-time
All-American, and Galt is a two-time team captain, three-time state champion, and All-American. Courtney and Demison are
ranked in the top five in their weight classes by FloWrestling.

IMPRESSIVE TRANSFERS ADDED TO ASU ROSTER
Head coach Zeke Jones and his staff have recently added three impressive tranfers to the roster in Ali Naser, Jason Tsirtsis, and
Ryan Millhof.

Naser (138), a junior from Woodland Hills, Calif., is the only collegiate wrestler to defeat not one but two Olympians (Coleman
Scott, Sam Hazewinkel), as well as US World Team member Obe Blanc.

Tsirtsis (149) transferred from Northwestern where he was the 2014 NCAA Champion as well as a two-time Big Ten champion
and 2015 All-American.

Millhof most recently signed with the Sun Devils, moving to Tempe from the University of Oklahoma where he earned All-Ameri-
can honors in 2015-16 and was one of just four true freshmen to compete in OU’s starting lineup in 2014-15.

ANTHONY ROBLES (ASU ‘11) RETURNS TO PAC-12 NETWORKS
Announced Wednesday, Nov. 16, Anthony Robles returns for his third season as an analyst for the Pac-12 Networks alongside
Ken Chertow and play-by-play announcers Rich Burk and Jason Knapp.

Pac-12 Networks will air eight wrestling matches, four featuring the Sun Devils, this season, culminating in the Pac-12 champi-
onship finals at Stanford on Sunday, Feb. 26 at 6 p.m. PT.

The Sun Devils will appear on the Pac-12 Network four times this season, including three at home, with home matches on the
conference network vs. Cal Poly (Jan. 8), North Carolina (Jan. 20), and CSU Bakersfield (Feb. 9) as well as at Oregon State
(Feb. B).
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Robles, a three-time All-American and Pac-10 champion, went 36-0 his senior year and
won the national championship at 125-pounds. He was named the NCAA Tournament's
Most Outstanding Wrestler, defeating defending national champion Matt McDonough
(lowa). He concluded his wrestling career with a 122-23 record and ranks eighth for most
match wins by a Sun Devil wrestler.

#SUNDEVIL4LIFE MARTORI RECEIVES ALUMNI AWARD

Sun Devil wrestling alum (‘65) and long-time supporter of the program Art

Martori received the 2016 Alumni Service Award at homecoming 2016 from the ASU
Alumni Association.

He previously served as President of USA Wrestling (1992-94) during which the team won
its first World team title in freestyle wrestling and as the U.S. Olympic Freestyle Wrestling
Team Leader.

Martori is a member of the Arizona Sports Hall of Fame and was awarded the Gold Star by
FILA, the international governing body of wrestling. In order to give back to up-and-coming
young wrestlers, Martori started Sunkist Kids in 1976 to give opportunities, resources, and
funding for U.S. Olympic hopefuls.

JONES SIGNS CONTRACT EXTENSION

Head coach Zeke Jones recently signed a five-year contract extension that would keep him
at the helm of the Sun Devils until 2021. He was Ray Anderson'’s first coaching hire in a
long line of highly touted coaching hires.

A former Sun Devil, Jones was a three-time All-American and national runner-up as a
collegiate wrestler, as well as a member of the 1988 ASU national championship team. An
Olympic silver medalist himself, Jones served as head coach of the United States Freestyle
Wrestling Team, coaching U.S. Olympians in the 1996, 2000, 2004, 2012, and 2016
Olympic games.

He has won four World Cup Gold medals and was selected The World's Most Technical
Wrestler, one of only three Americans ever to receive the award, by United World Wres-
tling, the international governing body for the sport of wrestling.

Already building an impressive resume at the ASU helm, Jones' first full recruiting class,
including heavyweight Tanner Hall and brothers Zahid and Anthony Valencia, was tabbed
the No. 1 recruiting class by D1CollegeWrestling.Net, FloWrestling, Intermat, and WIN
Magazine.

He continues to attract the nation’s top student-athletes, adding for 2016-17 the likes of Ali
Naser, who has defeated two Olympians, Jason Tsirtsis, the 2014 NCAA National Champi-
on at Northwestern, and Ryan Millhof, an All-American and Big 12 champion from Oklaho-
ma.

In just two and a half years, he has also signed five No. 1 recruits in their perspective
weights and six that were ranked in the top 10 pound for pound. In addition, the Sun Devils
have added eight cadet and junior world team members since Jones arrived.
