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WASHINGTON OFF TO BIG START

Through two games, junior Juwan Washington is off to a great start as the Aztec featured running back. Wash-
ington has posted games with 158 and 156 yards rushing. Among his early season highlights to date:

m Washington's current national rankings: first in forced missed tackles (21, seven more than any other player
in the country; courfesy Pro Football Focus), second in rushing yards per game (157.0), third in rushing yards
(314), tied for fourth in rushing touchdowns (4), fifth in all-purpose yards (197.50), tied for 10th in touchdowns
(4) and 131h in scoring (12.0).

m Washington joins Marshall Faulk (1992) and Rashaad Penny (2017) as the only running backs in SDSU history
to open a season with consecutive 150-yard rushing games.

m Washington's 314 rushing yards is the sixih-highest total for a SDSU player through the opening two games.

w On Saturday against Sacramento State, Washington became the 20th player in school history with at least
1,500 career rushing yards.

w Against Stanford, Washington averaged 6.6 yards per carry, which is the highest by any Aztec player with af least 15 carries against
an AP Top 25 opponent since Ronnie Hillman (24 carries, 191 yards) averaged 8.0 yards per carry against No. 22 Air Force on Oct.
16, 2010. By comparison, recent SDSU running backs best against fop 25 foes were Donnel Pumphrey’s 5.9 average at No. 21 North

Carolina on Sept. 6, 2014 and Rashaad Penny’s 5.5 average against No. 19 Stanford on Sept. 16, 2017.

m Washington has carried 40 fimes on first down for 218 yards (an average of 5.5 yards per carry). In his career, the junior has

averaged 6.1 yards per carry on first down.

State carried 33 times for 228 yards and five rushing touchdowns.

To date, San Diego State is fifth in rushing yards allowed per game (51.5) and in rushing yards per carry (1.7) in 2018.
Below are a few tidbits on the significance of that season-opening performance against No. 13 Stanford:

m Stanford’s 50 yards rushing were its fewest in a game since being held to 29 yards at No. 10 Washington on Sept. 30, 2016.

m The 50 yards rushing were its fewest against an unranked team since rushing for -8 yards at Oregon State on Oct. 27, 2007.

u No team (ranked or unranked) had held the Cardinal to as few as 50 yards rushing in a Stanford home game since No. 23 Arizona
State held them to -2 yards on Sept. 29, 2007.

u Also, Bryce Love was held in check by the Aztec defense, amassing just 29 yards on 18 carries (1.6 average). In his career, he has
had 22 games with at least seven carries and his 29 yards rushing are 22 fewer than he had in any of those contests. In fact, entering
the SDSU game, he had at least 100 yards rushing in 14 of the last 15 games he had seven or more carries. The 1.6 yard average
is the lowest of his career for any game in which he had at least five carries.

SERIES NOTES

= San Diego State and Arizona State will meet for the 13th time on Saturday with the
Sun Devils owning a 10-1-1 series lead.

m Last year, SDSU recorded the program’s first victory over the Sun Devils, claiming a
30-20 win in Tempe, Ariz.

m The Aztecs and Sun Devils are scheduled to play a home-and-home series in 2027-
2028. The series will open in Tempe on Sept. 18 (2027) with the teams meeting in San
Diego on Sept. 9 (2028).

m Saturday marks the sixth time since 2000 that the teams have played. That number
will grow in 2028 to eight meetings in 29 seasons after going 43 years between games
(from 1957 to 2000).

m Arizona State owns a 5-0-1 record against San Diego State in San Diego.

m San Diego State has been shut out four fimes in 12 games against Arizona State. The Aztecs have 131 total points in the 12 all-fime
meetings with the Sun Devils.

Penny then took the opening kickoff of the second quarter 99 yards for his sixth career return for a touchdown, just one off tying
a NCAA record.

After a short punt that allowed the Aztecs to start on the ASU 45, SDSU grinded out an 11-play, 43-yard drive over 5:55, culminating
with a 29-yard field goal by John Baron I1. San Diego State appeared fo score a touchdown twice on the drive, but both were called back
due to penalties, one of 12 on the game (for 95 yards) for the Aztecs.

Arizona State responded with a 5-yard TD strike from Manny Wilkins to N'Keal Harry to bring the home team to within 3 at 17-14
midway through the second quarter.
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The Aztecs got info Sun Devil territory, but was forced
to punt, pinning ASU on the 6.

After forcing a 3 and out, Arizona State’s punter
shanked a boot off the side of his foot for 12 yards, al-
lowing SDSU fo take over on the 18 with just 30 seconds
left in the half. San Diego State would have to setile for
a 27-yard field goal by Baron, however, aking a 20-14
lead into infermission.

The scored again late in the third quarter when Chris-
tian Chapman found Penny out on the flat on a third-
and-21. Penny was wide open and beat one Sun Devil
defender to make it 27-14.

The Aztecs got o Wilkins late in the third and recov-
ered a fumble at the 32, but was only able fo get a Baron
32-yard field goal out of if, pushing the lead to 16 points
at 30-14.

SDSU held ASU to only 27 yards of offense in the
third quarter, but Arizona State converted a third-and-
37 into a 53-yard touchdown pass from Wilkins to Frank
Darby early in the fourth. San Diego State, however,
snuffed out the 2-point conversion attempt, leaving the
Aztecs up, 30-20.

SDSU would not score again, but did control the ball
for nearly six minutes fo lose out the victory, its first in
12 tries against the Sun Devils.

San Diego State also snapped a 23-game road losing
streak against Power 5 teams and snapped ASU's 17-
game regular-season non-conference win streak. The win
gave the Aztecs their first two-game winning streak
against the Pac-12 since 1994-95 and first against Power
5 teams since 1982-83.

Juwan Washington added 56 yards on the ground
for SDSU, which won its 34th straight game when rush-
ing for 200-plus yards and only needed 73 passing yards
and a touchdown from Chapman.

Trey Lomax led San Diego State with seven tackles,
while Noble Hall had five stops, including 2.5 tackles for
loss, 1.5 sacks and two forced fumbles.

Arizona State head coach Herm Edwards finished his collegiate playing career as a defensive back for San Diego State and graduated
from SDSU with a degree in criminal justice.

Former Aztec foothall assistant coach - cornerbacks/recruiting coordinator Tony White serves as the Sun Devils' cornerbacks coach/de-
fensive passing game coordinator. White also spent the 2008 season alongside SDSU head coach Rocky Long at New Mexico, where
he was in charge of the Lobos’ linebackers. While at UNM, White coached then-Lobos linebacker and current SDSU defensive coor-
dinator/linebackers coach Zach Arnett. During his playing career at UCLA, White played linebacker in Rocky Long’s final season as
the Bruins’ defensive coordinator.

Former SDSU defensive coordinator Danny Gonzales currently holds the sume role at Arizona State. Prior to his seven seasons at
SDSU, Gonzales was a member of Rocky Long’s couching staff at New Mexico, where he worked with safefies, punters, kickers and
deep snappers. Gonzales also played for Long in his senior season at UNM, Long's first season as head coach.

Arizona State director of player personnel Al Luginbill served as the San Diego State head coach from 1989-93.

WHAT HAPPENED IN THE OPENER?

As previously noted, San Diego State controlled both sides of the running game, but there were odd and dramatic statistical anomalies

that led to Stanford’s, 31-10 victory. Here is a look at some of the stranger events that occurred.

Average Starting Field Position: Stanford’s own 33 (started three possessions in SDSU territory), SDSU’s own 18 (started three pos-
sessions inside its own 11). We track average starting field position back to 1999 and SDSU’s 18-yard line is tied for the worst
starting field position in the more than 270 games that stat has been kept. How hard is this to overcome? SDSU is 1-13 on the 14
occasions that its average starting yard line has been the 20-yard line or less. Also, the 15-yard discrepancy is significant as the
Aztecs are 0-20-1 lifetime when owning al5-yard disadvantage or worse in average starting field position. Now, if all of that is not
enough, it gefs even worse. SDSU intercepted a pass and returned it to the Stanford 48 yard line before losing possession in a
turnover. Statistically, that counts as a possession even though SDSU did not snap the ball. If that possession is taken out, the Aztecs
average starting field posifion was the 16.5-yard line. That easily would have been the worst recorded AFP in school history.
Penalties: SDSU 11-125, Stanford 3-20. San Diego State’s 125 penalty yards are its fifth most in the last 23 seasons and the 105-
yard discrepancy between the teams is the widest negative margin in recorded history. The next closest recorded discrepancy was in
2006 when SDSU had 10 penalties for 110 yards, while Brigham Young was whistled five times for 17 yards.

San Diego State has won 13 of its last 17 games (13-4), is 19-6 in its last 25 games and 32-7 of its last 39 contesis.

The Aztecs are 24-4 in their last 28 games against Mountain West opponents.

SDSU has won 15 of its lust 16 games against MW West Division opponents (dates back fo Nov. 1, 2014), only falling to Fresno State
on Oct. 21.

= San Diego State has won six of its last seven road games (6-1).
m The Aztecs have won 14 of their last 17 true road games (started Oct. 10, 2015 at Hawai'i) and 16 of their last 20 games away

from San Diego (also defeated Houston in 2016 Las Vegas Bowl and Cincinnati in 2015 Hawai'i Bowl).

SDSU has won 37 consecutive regular-season games (does not include bowl games) when rushing for at least 200 yards (last regu-
lar-season loss: San José State, Sept. 22, 2015).

San Diego State has won 23 straight games when having a turnover advantage (last loss: vs. Navy, Dec. 23, 2014) and is 26-2 the
last 28 times it has been even or had a turnover advantage in a game.

The Aztecs have won 23 consecutive games when forcing af least two turnovers in a game.

SDSU is 57-11 this decade when holding its opponent fo a passing rating of 130.0 or less.

San Diego State is 27-2 the last 29 times when owing an edge in fime of possession (last loss: vs. Fresno State, Oct. 21, 2017).
The Aztecs are 29-4 the last 33 fimes the opponent does not reach 400 yards of total offense. San Diego State is 30-5 since the start
of the 2015 campaign when holding an opponent below 400 yards.

m SDSU is 26-4 the last 30 fimes it has committed one turnover or less.

Christian Chapman is a SDSU DI-era record 24-7 (.774) as the starting quarterback. That is the highest win percentage in the
school's Division | era (since 1969) (min. 15 starts). Last Saturday, he passed Ryan Lindley (2008-11) for the most victories by an
Aztec quarterback in the Division | era.

San Diego State has the nation’s best turnover ratio (+40) since the beginning of the 2015 season. The Aztecs have one turnover or
lessin 11 of the last 14 games.

THE PROGRAM

Below are a few tidbits on the San Diego State football program. The Aztecs are coming off three straight seasons with at least 10

wins.

San Diego State is one of 17 teams nationally to play in a bowl game each of the last eight seasons (2010-17) and one of just two
from the Group of 5 (also Boise State).

With 10 victories lust season, San Diego State has recorded its third straight campaign with double-digit wins. It marks the seventh
time in the Division | era and the 10 time in school history that it has recorded a double-digit win season. Prior to 2015, San Diego
State went 37 seasons without recording a 10-win campaign.

San Diego State is one of seven teams fo win af least 10 games each of the lost three seasons (others: Alabama, Clemson, Ohio
State, Oklahoma, Oklahoma State, Wisconsin). <<< See chart on page 4, left

Since the beginning of the 2015 campaign, San Diego State has won 33 games. That is tied for the sixth-highest win total nationally
during that span, trailing only Alabama (43), Clemson (42), Ohio State (37), Oklahoma (36) and Wisconsin (36).

Among California’s seven FBS schools, San Diego State owns the second-highest winning percentage this decade. The Aztecs’ record
of 74-34 trails only Stanford and is tied with USC among Golden State squads, and is ahead of UCLA, Fresno State, California and
San José State. <<< See charf on page 3, right

San Diego State has advanced to eight consecutive howl games. The Aztecs join Stanford as the only foothall teams in California -
FBS or NFL - to advance to the postseason in each of the past eight seasons.

With bowl game appearances in a school-record eight straight seasons, the Aztecs have equaled their total number of bowls played
in the 87 prior seasons (1921 through 2009).

Aztec head coach Rocky Long is in his eighth season as head coach and 10th year on The Mesa. The Mountain West's all-time
winningest coach, Long has guided SDSU to 65 victories.

Between 2000-09, SDSU was 38-80 (.322) and owned the nation’s 106th-best winning percentage. Since 2010, San Diego State is
74-34 (.685) and owns the nation’s 17th-best winning percentage.

With 74 wins in their last 108 games (74-34 since the beginning of the 2010 campaign), the Aztecs have equaled their win tofal
from the previous 186 games (74-112).

San Diego State won 32 games from 2015-17. That is the most prolific three-year period in school history. The previous mark was
set when the Azfecs won 30 games from 1966-68 just prior to the Division | era.

CHAPMAN IS WINNING GAMES, CLIMBING CHARTS

State last week. In addition to being the signal-caller over San Diego State’s most successful period in program
history, the Carlshad native is in extremely rare company.

SAN DIEGO -- Juwan Washington rushed for 156 yards and a career-high three touchdowns, as San Diego State rallied for a 28-14
triumph over Sacramento State on Saturday night before a crowd of 45,755 at SDCCU Stadium.

Washington, who also finished with a personal-best 36 carries, posted two of his scores in the final four minutes and change to help
the Aztecs (1-1) capture their fifth straight home opener and win for the ninth time in their last 10 September games.

SDSU was forced to overcome the loss of starting quarterback Christian Chapman, who completed 6-of-11 passes for 112 yards
hefore leaving with 4:47 left in the second quarter due fo a knee injury. Backup Ryan Agnew took over for the rest of the game,
recording 159 yards on 11-for-17 passing — all career highs.

Trailing 14-13 at the 9:18 mark of the fourth quarter, Agnew directed the Aztecs on a 13-play, 82-yard scoring drive, punciuated
by Washington's four-yard scamper info the end zone. Moments later, Agnew hit tight end Parker Houston for a two-point conversion
that put the host school up for good 21-14 with 4:05 to go.

Earlier in the drive, the Aztecs converted a critical 4th-and-9 play, as Agnew hooked up with a diving Ethan Dedeaux for a 15-yard
completion that gave the Scarlet and Black a first down at the Hornet 23. Washington carried the ball on the next four plays, starting
with a 14-yard sweep around the left side to put SDSU within striking distance.

The Aztec defense displayed its mettle on the ensuing possession, sacking Sacramento State quarterback Kevin Thomson on two oc-
casions, including one by Kyahva Tezino on a 4th-and-3 situation that gave the ball back to SDSU on the Hornet 25 with 2:57 to go. On
the second play after the possession change, Washington hit pay dirt with a 20-yard burst up the middle that put the game out of reach.

Earlier in the first quarter, San Diego State opened the scoring on its second drive of the contest, marching 69 yards in nine plays,
with Washington darting in from five yards out to provide the Aztecs a 7-0 edge at the 4:39 mark. SDSU overcame an 11-yard sack and
an ineligible receiver penalty, as Washington uncorked a 30-yard run on a 2nd-and-26 situation to give the Aztecs a first down at the
Sacramento State 18.

SDSU exiended its advantage to 10-0 early in the second quarter, capitalizing on a short Hornet punt after John Baron drilled a ca-
reer-long 52-yard field goal, which is tied for the eight-longest in program history.

Sacramento State responded with their longest foray of the game, consuming 7:26 of the clock before BJ Perkinson capped the 14-
play, 75-yard drive with a 1-yard plunge, which narrowed the gap to 10-7 at the 6:07 mark.

The Aztecs salvaged another field goal on their next drive, as Chapman exited after two plays. On his first snap of the night, Agnew
completed a 13-yard pass to Dedeaux and later flashed his mobility with 14-yard scramble down the left sideline on a 3rd-and-6 play.
The march stalled at this juncture, but Baron split the uprights from 32 yards out to give the host a 13-7 cushion heading into the locker
room.

SDSU had things rolling on its first possession of the second half, advancing to the Hornet 30 before committing its first offensive
turnover of the season. On first down, Washington was dropped for a six-yard loss, while a deflected Agnew pass soon found its way
into the waiting arms of Mister Harriel, who returned the ball 20 yards to the Sacramento State 36.

The Hornets wasted no time cashing in the opportunity, as Thomson found a wide-open Perkinson, who sireaked past the Aztec
defense for a 64-yard touchdown reception on the first play after the interception, giving the visitors their first lead of the night at 14-
13 with just under nine minutes remaining in the period.

The Aztecs were plagued by two costly penalfies on their ensuing possession, as a holding infraction wiped out a 35-yard completion
to Tim Wilson Jr., while an ineligible downfield receiver negated another 35-yard reception on a sideline route by Trevillion, which would
have given SDSU a first down at the Sacramento State 17.

Harriel snuffed out another promising Aztec drive early in the fourth quarter, corralling his second interception of the night af the
Hornet 14 with 3:44 elapsed in the period.

Sacramento State managed two first downs after the turnover, but were forced to punt from the SDSU 42, which set the stage for
the Aztecs' go-ahead drive.

For the second straight game, SDSU had its run defense clicking, as the Hornets were held to just 53 yards on the ground. Tezino
and Kyree Woods led the Aztec charge with seven tackles apiece, while Parker Baldwin, Trenton Thompson, Ron Smith and Ronley
Lakalaka finished with six stops each.

Dedeaux led the receiving corps with six catches for 90 yards, while Wilson and Kahale Warring had three grabs apiece in the vic-
tory.

SDSU outgained Sacramento Stafe 429-234 and maintained a 12-minute edge in time of possession (36:02-23:58), improving to
27-2in the lust 29 games when holding the ball longer that its opponent.

THREE PLAYERS NAMED PRESEASON ALL-MOUNTAIN WEST

Three San Diego State foothall players were named to the 2018 Mountain West Preseason All-Conference Team, the league announced
July 24 at the Mountain West Foothall Media Summit in Las Vegas. The three players - offensive linemen Keith Ismael and Tyler Roemer,
and warrior (safety) Tarig Thompson - are all sophomores this season after earning second-team all-league accolades in 2017 as fresh-
men.

The all-conference team and preseason poll are voted on by media representatives who cover the conference.

Ismael and Roemer, who were the only freshmen offensive linemen on either the all-MW first or second team (the other eight players
on the first or second team were seniors), blocked for a running back group than averaged 252.5 yards per game on the ground in
2017 and scored 33 touchdowns in 13 games (2.54 TD per game). Roemer was named a USA Today Freshman All-American last season
and San Diego State's Offensive Lineman of the Year, while Ismael shared the Aztecs' Ouistanding Freshman Award with Tarig Thomp-
son.

Thompson, meanwhile, totaled 63 tackles (46 solo) with three tackles for loss in 2017 as a true freshman, while recording a team-
high five interceptions for 83 yards and a touchdown, four pass breakups, a forced fumble, a fumble recovery and three quarterback
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hurries. For his efforts, Thompson was named a FWAA Freshman All-American and a USA Today Freshman All-American.

SDSU's three preseason all-conference selections were tied for the second most in the league. Boise State's Brett Rypien was chosen
as the preseason offensive player of the year, while teammate Avery Williams was named the preseason special teams player of the
year. Wyoming's Andrew Wingard was chosen as the preseason defensive player of the year for the second straight season. This marks
the first fime since 2014 that an Aztec was not one of the preseason players of the year.

Additionally, San Diego State was picked o finish second in the West Division with 116 points and six first-place votes, just 10 points
behind Fresno State's 126 (and 16 first-place votes). The Aztecs had been selected to win the West Division the previous three seasons
(2015-17).

SDSU, which averaged a predicted finish of 6.5 from 2005-12, has ended up at or better than its predicted finish in eight of the last
nine seasons and 11 times over the past 13 years. San Diego State has won two of the lust three Mountain West titles (2015 and 2016)
and three of the past six (also 2012).

Following Fresno State (126) and San Diego State (116) in the West Division was UNLV (78), Nevada (72), Hawai'i (45) and San
José State (25).

The Aztecs finished 2017 with a 10-3 record, their school-record third consecutive season with at least 10 victories. SDSU is one of
just seven active schools in the nation to win at least 10 games in three straight seasons (also Alabama, Clemson, Ohio State, Oklahoma,
Oklahoma State and Wisconsin). San Diego State returns seven starters on offense and seven on defense, along with its kicker and
punter.

Boise State has been picked o win the Mountain Division for the sixth consecufive season after making the MW championship game
last year for the first time since 2014. The Broncos defeated Fresno State, 17-14, in the 2017 MW Championship game at Albertsons
Stadium in Boise, Idaho. BS picked up all 22 first-place votes in the Mountain Division and 132 total, followed by Wyoming (95), Colorado
State (82), Utah State (78), Air Force (52) and New Mexico (23).

Notes: SDSU has 63 of the 79 firsi-place votes in the West Division (79.7 pct.) over the lust three seasons (since 2016) and 90 of the
109 votes (82.7 pct.) over the last four seasons (since 2015) ... In the last five seasons (since 2014), SDSU has 105 first-place votes
after picking up just seven first-place votes combined over the first 15 years in the league ... San Diego State placed multiple players
on the offensive all-conference team for a fourth consecutive season. ..

SDSU LEASE AT SDCCU STADIUM EXTENDED

San Diego State University extended its lease with the City of
San Diego to allow the university to confinue playing foothall at
SDCCU Stadium through the 2020 season, SDSU announced on
Aug. 6.

As part of the lease terms, SDSU will pay $1.1 million per sea-
son and all of the game-day operafing costs associated with the
university's use of the stadium, where it has been a tenant since
1967. Additionally, all net concessions and parking revenue gen-
erated during Aztec foothall games will go directly to the City fo
assist in covering the operating costs of the stadium year-round.

In addition to the annual rent and revenue obligations, SDSU
will also assist the City in marketing the stadium and finding ad-
ditional revenue-generating events.

The two-year lease extension provides SDSU with a short-term
solution until the long-term future of the stadium site is defer-
mined.

Hundreds of thousands of fans attended SDSU foothall games
last season when the Aztecs went 10-2 during the regular season
and played in the Armed Forces Bowl.

Aztecs Fall in Opener at No. 13/13 Stanford

STANFORD, Calif. -- San Diego State kept Heisman Trophy candidate Bryce Love in check, but unable to stop the K...
(ostello-JJ Arcega-Whiteside connection in a 31-10 loss in the 2018 opener at Stanford Stadium.

Costello threw for 332 yards and four touchdowns, and Arcega-Whiteside caught six passes for 226 yards and three
scores to give the Cardinal (1-0) its 20th consecutive non-conference home win.

The Axtecs (0-1), who last year defeated Stanford, 20-17, in San Diego, held Love to just 29 yards on 18 carries (1.6
avg.). Love, who entered the game with at least 100 rushing yards in 14 of the last 15 games, posted the lowest average
of his career with a minimum of five carries.

Committed to stop the run, SDSU held the Cardinal to just 50 yards total on the ground on 28 attempts (1.8 avg.), ifs
fewest in a home game since Sept. 29, 2007.

Costello, however, connected on touchdown passes of 38, 19 and 80 yards to Arcega-Whiteside, and later on a 19-
yard strike to Colby Parkinson.

After a slow start, San Diego State used a methodical 8-play, 92-yard drive o get on the scoreboard late in the first
quarter on a 4-yard run by Juwan Washington. Washington had 84 yards alone on the drive, induding a 40-yarder which
got the Aztecs into Stanford territory for the first time of the game.

After exchanging punts for the next few series, SDSU was forced to start at its own 1-yard line when Juck Bailey's 63-
yard punt went out-of-hounds. Three plays later, quarterback Christian Chapman was sacked in the end zone for the
safety.

Late in the second quarter, it appeared San Diego State would have a chance to add fo its 7-2 lead when Andrew
Aleki deflected a Costello pass into the hands of Noble Hall. Hall started running the other way, but Cardinal wide receiver
Trenton Irwin raced back, forced  fumble and jumped on the loose ball, giving Stanford some life. The Cardinal took ad-
vantage in just three plays when Costello found Arcega-Whiteside in the end zone from 38 yards out, taking a 9-7 lead
into halfiime.

Costello stretched its lead to 16-7 on its first drive of the third quarter as Costello found a wide-open Arcega-Whiteside
in the end zone with a 19-yard pass.

The Aztecs mounted a 10-play, 62-yard drive of their own, mainly through the air, culminating with a 30-yard field
goal by John Baron I1. Chapman was 5-for-7 on the scoring drive for 61 yards.

On Stanford's ensuing drive and facing a punt on 3rd and 15, Costello rolled out to his left and fired a deep pass to
Arcega-Whiteside, who caught it over a fallen Kyree Woods and raced 80 yards for the touchdown. Following a successful
2-point conversion, the Cardinal ran its lead fo 24-10.

SDSU got back into Stanford ferritory, but was stopped on a 4th and 1 on the 32-yard line as the fourth quarter
began.

The Cardinal put the game away on its next drive with Costello’s fourth touchdown pass of the game found Parkinson
from 19 yards out.

Costello finished the game 21 of 31 for 332 yard and four touchdowns.

Washington led San Diego State’s rushing attack with 158 yards on 24 carries (6.6 av.), the sixth-highest total by
an Aztec back in a season opener and the eighth most against a nationally ranked opponent.

Parker Baldwin and Kyahva Tezino each had 11 tackles apiece to pace the SDSU defense.

Aztecs Rally Past Sacramento State, 28-14

SAN DIEGO -- Juwan Washington rushed for 156 yards and a career-high three touchdowns, s San Diego State rallied
for a 28-14 triumph over Sacramento State before a crowd of 45,755 at SDCCU Stadium.

Washington, who also finished with a personal-best 36 carries, posted two of his scores in the final four minutes and
change to help the Aztecs (1-1) capture their fifth straight home opener and win for the ninth fime in their last 10 Sep-
tember games.

SDSU was forced to overcome the loss of starting quarterback Christian Chapman, who completed 6-of-11 passes for
112 yards hefore leaving with 4:47 left in the second quarter due to a knee injury. Backup Ryan Agnew took over for
the rest of the game, recording 159 yards on 11-for-17 passing — all career highs.

Trailing 14-13 at the 9:18 mark of the fourth quarter, Agnew directed the Aztecs on a 13-play, 82-yard scoring drive,
punciuated by Washington's four-yard scamper into the end zone. Moments later, Agnew hit fight end Parker Houston
for a two-point conversion that put the host school up for good 21-14 with 4:05 to go.

The Aztec defense displayed its mettle on the ensuing possession, sacking Sacramento State quarterback Kevin Thomson
on two occasions, including one by Kyahva Tezino on a 4th-and-3 situation that gave the ball back to SDSU on the Hornet
25 with 2:57 to go. On the second play after the possession change, Washington hit pay dirt with a 20-yard burst up the
middle that put the game out of reach.

Earlier in the first quarter, San Diego State opened the scoring on its second drive of the contest, marching 69 yards
in nine plays, with Washington darting in from five yards out to provide the Aztecs a 7-0 edge at the 4:39 mark. SDSU
overcame an 11-yard sack and an ineligible receiver penalty, as Washington uncorked a 30-yard run on a 2nd-and-26
situation fo give the Aztecs a first down at the Sacramento State 18.

SDSU extended its advantage to 10-0 early in the second quarter, capitalizing on a short Hornet punt after John
Baron drilled a career-long 52-yard field goal, which is tied for the eight-longest in program history.

Sacramento State responded with their longest foray of the game, consuming 7:26 of the dock hefore BJ Perkinson
capped the 14-play, 75-yard drive with a T-yard plunge, which narrowed the gap to 10-7 at the 6:07 mark.

The Aztecs salvaged another field goal on their next drive, as Chapman exited after two plays. On his first snap of
the night, Agnew completed a 13-yard pass to Dedeaux and later flashed his mobility with 14-yard scramble down the
left sideline on a 3rd-and- play. The march stalled af this juncture, but Baron split the uprights from 32 yards out to
give the host a 13-7 cushion heading into the locker room.

The Hornets wasted no time cashing in on an Angew interception in the third quarter as Thomson found a wide-open
Perkinson, who streaked past the Aztec defense for a 64-yard touchdown reception on the first play after the interception,
giving the visitors their first lead of the night at 14-13 with just under nine minutes remaining in the period.

SDSU, however, responded with the two Washington touchdowns to secure the win.

For the second straight game, SDSU had ifs run defense dlicking, as the Hornets were held to just 53 yards on the
ground. Tezino and Kyree Woods led the Aztec charge with seven tackles apiece, while Parker Baldwin, Trenton Thompson,
Ron Smith and Ronley Lakalaka finished with six stops each.

Dedeaux led the receiving corps with six catches for 90 yards, while Wilson and Kahale Warring had three grabs
apiece in the victory.

SDSU outgained Sacramento State 429-234 and maintained a 12-minute edge in fime of possession (36:02-23:58),
improving fo 27-2 in the last 29 games when holding the ball longer that its opponent.
