UP NEXT

The No. 24 Arizona State women’s basketball team concludes regular
season play on Sunday (12 p.m. MST) when it hosts No. 4 Stanford at
Desert Financial Arena. The Sun Devils will be looking for their third win
over a Top 5 this season after upsetting then-No. 2 Oregon and then-No.
3 Oregon State in consecutive games back in January.

Sunday’s game will be the final at home for seniors Reili Richardson,
Jamie Ruden, Kiara Russell, Robbi Ryan and Ja’Tavia Tapley. All five play-
ers will be honored in a ceremony after Sunday’s game. This year’s senior
class has led the Sun Devils to 84 wins and three NCAA Tournament ap-
pearances, including the Sweet 16 last year.

After competing in home-and-home contests with the same seven
teams over the first eight weekends of Pac-12 play, ASU is near the end
of a stretch in which it is facing the four Pac-12 teams it plays once to
close out the season: at Colorado (W, 65-59 on Feb. 16), at Utah (L, 71-75
on Sunday), vs. Cal (77-54 on Friday), vs. Stanford (Sunday).

Jamie Ruden scored a game-high 18 points and tied a career-high with
four 3-pointers to help ASU open the final weekend of the regular season
with a 77-54 win over Cal on Friday night. Eboni Walker (11 points,
career-high 13 rebounds, first career double-double) and Ja’Tavia Tapley
(11 points) also scored in double figures while Reili Richardson (3-5 3FGs,
game-high six assists) and Taya Hanson (2-3 3FGs) added nine points
each. For the second time in as many games the Sun Devils (20-9, 10-7
Pac-12) tied a season high with 10 makes (10-17) from downtown. They
also came out on top in rebounding (42-28) after being outrebounded in
both contests last week.

Friday’s win over Cal clinched the No. 5 seed for the Sun Devils (20-9,
10-7 Pac-12) in next week’s Pac-12 Tournament in Las Vegas. The Sun
Devils will open play in the Pac-12 Tournament on Thursday when it will
once again face Cal. The four teams that will have first round byes for the
tournament have already been decided (order may still change: No. 3
Oregon (27-2, 16-1), No. 4 Stanford (24-5, 13-4), No. 9 UCLA (24-4, 13-4),
No. 13 Arizona (23-5, 12-5). Stanford started the week looking for a share
of the Pac-12 regular season title but lost to Pac-12 champion Oregon on
Monday. A second straight loss followed to Arizona in overtime, 73-72,
on Friday night.

SERIES NOTES VERSUS STANFORD (STANFORD LEADS 64-15 SINCE 1978-79)

Stanford has won seven of the last 12 meetings, including the last fourin a
row. ASU swept the regular season series in 2014-15 (60-57 in Palo Alto/53-52
in Tempe) and 2015-16 (49-31 in Tempe/63-61-0T in Palo Alto). The 60-57 win
at Stanford in Jan 2015 was ASU’s first over the Cardinal since 2006 and the first
at Stanford since 1984. Each team won on its home floor in 2017-18 (ASU 73-66
in Tempe/Stanford 74-50 in the Bay Area) before meeting again in the semifinals
of the Pac-12 Tournament (Stanford 58-46). Stanford claimed both meetings last
season: 72-65 in Tempe and 71-50 in Palo Alto.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR

e ASU recently clinched its seventh consecutive 20-win season. Next month the
Sun Devils will be looking to make their seventh straight trip to NCAAs.

e ASU is currently ranked among the top 40 in the nation in O-rebs per game
(18th/15.3 rpg) and rebound margin (30th/+7.1). Senior Reili Richardson is No.
12in the nation in assist-to-turnover ratio.

e Earlier this season ASU became the first unranked team to defeat consecutive
top five opponents when it upset then-No. 2 Oregon (72-66 on Jan. 10) and then-
No. 3 Oregon State (55-47 on Jan. 12).

e Six of ASU’s seven Pac-12 losses (79-48 loss at Oregon on Feb. 9 not included)
have been by an average of 4.7 points. Two of those losses were two-point set-
backs on the road: 68-66 at then-unbeaten and No. 10 UCLA on Jan. 3 and 64-62
at then-No. 9 Oregon State on Feb. 2.

¢ ASU has tied its season high in 3-pointers (10) in each of its last two games.
ASU has made 56 percent of its triples (27-48) in its last three games.

¢ Richardson (currently with 553 career assists) broke Sun Devil great Briann
January’s career assists record (538 assists/2006-09) in ASU’s win over Washing-
ton on Feb. 16. She has more assists than any ASU player (men’s or women’s).

e Ten of Richardson’s 13 double-digit scoring efforts this season have come in
the last 14 games. The stretch includes a career-high 24-point performance in
ASU’s triple OT win vs. USC (Jan. 31) in which Richardson scored 19 points in

the 2nd half and OT, including the game-winning 3-pointer. In the last 9 games,
Richardson, who needs 74 points to reach 1000 for her career, is averaging 15.1
ppg (leads team) and is shooting 48 percent (26-54) from long range.

* Twelve of senior G Robbi Ryan’s 15 double-digit scoring games this season
have come in the last 18 games. She has scored 17 or more points 5x during that
sequence, including a career-high 25 points at Arizona (Jan. 24), the most points
scored by an individual against Arizona this season.

e Graduate transfer Ja’Tavia Tapley has proven to be a difference maker for
ASU. Tapley, who is Is shooting 57 percent (30-53) in the last 7 games, has played
in every game (27 starts) and currently leads the team in scoring (11.7 ppg),
rebounds (6.2) and free throws made (67) and attempted (108), is 2nd in steals
(1.3 spg) and FG pct. (48.9) and 5th in assists (1.5 apg).

¢ ASU has outrebounded the opposition in all but 7 games: at USC, vs. ORE, vs.
0OSU, at ARIZ, at ORE, at COLO, at UTAH. It has scored 15 or more second chance
points 10 times, including a season-high 32 vs. Army. Jayde Van Hyfte (88 of 152)
& Eboni Walker (81 of 135) both have more offensive than defensive rebounds.
e ASU’s success this season has been the product of a team effort as it has had
eight different players who have led/tied for the team lead in scoring. Six Sun
Devils have led/tied for the team lead in scoring multiple times: Tapley (8x), Ryan
(7x), Richardson (7x), Walker (3x), Jamie Ruden (3x), Taya Hanson (2x).

e Ruden (7.3 ppg) and Walker (6.5 ppg) have been ASU’s top players off the
bench. Walker is the only Sun Devil shooting higher than 50 percent for the sea-
son (51.0). She is shooting 61 pct (22-36 FGs) from the floor in the last 7 games..
¢ ASU has had 15 or fewer turnovers 12x in its last 17 games.

¢ ASU has allowed 13 or fewer points in a quarter 51x (17x in single-digits). It has
scored 20 or more points off turnovers nine times (9-0 in those games), including
a season-high 36 vs. Army (Nov. 10).
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TAPLEY EARNS NUMEROUS HONORS AFTER ASU’S HISTORICAL WEEKEND

ASU senior forward Ja'Tavia Tapley was named the Ann Meyers Drysdale
Women'’s Player of the Week after her performances in ASU’s upset wins over No.
2 Oregon and No. 3 Oregon State last month. Tapley, who was also named the
espnW National Player of the Week and Pac-12 Women'’s Basketball Player of the
Week, led ASU in scoring (15.0 ppg), rebounds (6.0 rpg) and field goal percentage
(48.0) in the two wins. She scored 16 points and grabbed six rebounds in the win
over Oregon. Two days later, Tapley led all players with 14 points and six more
rebounds in ASU’s win over No. 3 Oregon State. In addition to her accomplish-
ments on the offensive end, Tapley was part of an ASU defensive effort that held
the Ducks and their top-ranked offense 23.5 points below their scoring average
and kept the Beavers nearly 30 points below their scoring average of 76.5 points
coming into the game.

SENIOR MOMENTS

ASU seniors Reili Richardson (16 points), Robbi Ryan (15 points), Ja'Tavia Tapley
(eight points) and Jamie Ruden (seven points) were responsible for scoring all 46
of ASU’s fourth-quarter points in its historic upsets of No. 2 Oregon (Jan. 10) and
No. 3 Oregon State (Jan. 12). Ryan scored 11 of her team-high 17 points in the
final period of the win over UO. Ruden added seven straight points late in the
same quarter. Ruden also set the tone in the first quarter of the OSU win with
seven straight to help ASU to a 13-4 lead. Tapley had six points in the final frame
vs. OSU.

In ASU’s comeback win at Washington State (Jan. 19), Ryan and Tapley tied
for the team lead with 20 points each. In the second half, Sun Devil seniors were
responsible for 39 of the team’s 41 second half points in helping ASU rally from a
10-point deficit.

More recently, Ryan and Richardson have teamed up to give the Sun Devils one
of the most formidable backcourts in the Pac-12. Twelve of her Ryan’s 15 double-
digit scoring efforts have come in the last 18 games. She has scored 17 or more
points 5x during that stretch, including a career-high 25 points at Arizona (Jan.
24), the most scored against Arizona this season. Ten of Richardson’s 13 double-
digit scoring efforts this season have come in the last 14 games. In ASU’s triple OT
win over USC (Jan. 31), Richardson scored 19 of her career-high 24 points in the
second half and overtime, including the game-winning 3-pointer. Against Wash-

With ASU down by six
in the fourth quarter at Colorado (Feb. 21), Tapley scored 7 straight points. Richardson (7 points), Ryan (5 points) and Kiara Russell (1 point) then helped finish
the 20-8 run (all 20 points scored by seniors) to close out the game in ASU’s 65-59 win.

RICHARDSON SETS CAREER ASSISTS RECORD
One of the biggest reasons for ASU’s outstanding execution on the offensive
end over the last four seasons-plus is the play of senior guard Reili Richardson. In

Richardson has recently been one of ASU’s top scorers, leading the team in average
points (15.1 ppg) in its last nine games. During that stretch she has connected on
48 percent (26-54) of her attempts from long range. Against Utah, Richardson hit a career-high six 3-pointers, one triple short of tying the single-game school
record. She is in ninth place in ASU annals for both most career 3s (116) and most 3s in a season (53).

DOMINANT DEVIL DEFENSE

e Last season ASU led the Pac-12 in scoring defense (58.2 ppg) for the second straight season and the third time in five years.

¢ ASU has allowed an average of only 57.2 ppg since the start of the 2014-15 season (a span of 198 games). It has held the opposition to 50 or less points 60
times during that stretch (including six times this season). They are 59-1 in those contests (only loss came vs. Cal (50-49) on Feb. 8, 2015.

e The 31 points scored by Maine on Nov. 29, 2019 represented the fewest given up by ASU since Harvard scored 29 on December 14, 2015.

e In historical back-to-back wins vs. No. 2 Oregon (Jan. 10) and No. 3 Oregon State (Jan. 12), ASU held the Ducks and their top-ranked offense 23.5 points below
their scoring average and kept the Beavers nearly 30 points below their scoring average of 76.5 points coming into the game. The two teams combined to
shoot 18 percent (7-38) from the beyond the arc.

ASU spent Thanksgiving weekend in Estero, Fla., where it won two of three
games — defeated Maine (57-31) and Middle Tennessee (61-60), lost to Purdue
(59-52) — at the Gulf Coast Showcase. Hanson (9.3 ppg), Ryan (8.3 ppg), Tapley (7.3 ppg) and Walker (7.3 ppg) were ASU’s top scorers for the weekend.
Van Hyfte was ASU’s leading rebounder (7.7 rpg). Van Hyfte (6-9/66.7 pct.) and Walker (10-20/50 pct.) combined to shoot 55 pct for the weekend.

A three-game homestand started with a pair of hard-fought wins over BYU (60-52 on Dec. 6) and Idaho State (74-69 in OT on Dec. 8). Tapley re-
corded double-doubles in both games (13.0 ppg/14.5 rpg) to lead ASU. Her 18 rebounds against BYU were the most by a Sun Devil in a single game in
more than 20 years. Richardson had a (then) season-high 15 points against BYU and senior guard Kiara Russell had a career-high 14 points against ISU.

A sweep of the New Mexico schools followed as ASU defeated New Mexico at home 84-47 (Dec. 14) before going on the road to beat NMSU 70-47.
Richardson (21 points) and freshman Sara Bejedi (16 points) both posted career highs against the Lobos while Tapley (12 points/12 rebs) recorded her
third-straight double-double. Against NMSU, Walker scored a team/season-high 13 points while Tapley added 11 points.

ASU closed non-conference play with its sixth-straight win, a 70-55 triumph over Creighton, which came into the game No. 7 in the NCAA RPI. The
highlight of the win was the return of Ruden, who showed little rust, scoring 11 points (5-9 FGs) after missing the previous nine games.

WHERE WE STARTED

The Sun Devils finished 15th in the nation in 2018-19, setting school records for consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances (six) and 20-win
seasons (six). ASU won a pair of games in the 2019 NCAA Tournament and advanced to the Sweet 16 for the fifth time since 2005. ASU returned two
starters in the form of guards Reili Richardson (started 89 of 101 games entering 2019-20) and Robbi Ryan (started 74 of 101 games entering 2019-
20). ASU’s three-year starter at point guard, Richardson concluded the 2018-19 season No. 4 in the nation and No. 1 in the Pac-12 in assist-to-turnover
ratio and led the team and finished 6th in the Pac-12 in assists (5.0 apg). Ryan, who earned All-Pac-12 honorable mention and Pac-12 All-Defensive
honorable mention recognition from the league’s coaches in 2018, started every game in 2018-19 and concluded the season second on the team in
3-pointers (29), third in scoring (7.2 ppg) and assists (1.8 apg) and fifth in rebounds (2.5 rpg). Sophomore guards Taya Hanson and Iris Mbulito both
competed internationally over the summer for the second straight season. Representing Canada at the FIBA U19 World Cup in Thailand, Hanson aver-
aged 10.7 points in the tournament’s seven games and led Canada in its final contest with 15 points. Mbulito, who earned Pac-12 All-Freshman honor-
able mention honors last season, helped Spain claim a fifth-place finish at the FIBA U20 European Championship held in the Czech Republic. Mbulito
averaged 10.4 points, 5.1 rebounds and 4.7 assists (second among all players) in the seven games. Also returning for ASU in the backcourt are senior
Kiara Russell and sophomore Jamie Loera. Russell finished second on the team in assists (2.2 apg) and fifth in FG pct. (45.7) last season. Despite being
limited to 11 games last season, Loera still had an impact as ASU’s leader in 3-point FG percentage (50.0/9-18). The frontcourt is where the Sun Devils
lost the most from last year’s team as the squad had to replace its top three scorers and rebounders. Returning posts for the Sun Devils included
senior Jamie Ruden (came into season averaging 6.1 ppg in 78 career games), junior Bre’yanna Sanders and sophomore Jayde Van Hyfte.

The Sun Devils started the new campaign with four newcomers. Senior post Ja’Tavia Tapley brought her talents to ASU after being a strong con-
tributor for USC where she started 41 games the last three seasons (26 starts in 2018-19). Also debuting for the Sun Devils were freshman post Eboni
Walker (state of Nevada’s Gatorade Player of the Year in 2019) and freshman guards Sydnei Caldwell (2019 McDonald’s All-American Game nominee
from the state of New Jersey) and Sara Bejedi, who represented Finland at the World University Games in July 2019 and finished third among all play-
ers in scoring (16.2 ppg), second in steals (3.0 spg) and tied for third in 3-pointers per game (2.7).

BENCH PRODUCTION
Last season the Sun Devil bench more than doubled the production of the opposition’s bench (23.2-11.4), an improvement over the prior season

INTERNATIONAL EXPERIENCE

Over the summer three Sun Devils — sophomores Taya Hanson and Iris Mbulito and freshman Sara
Bejedi — participated in international competitions.

Taya Hanson was one of 12 athletes representing Canada at the FIBA U19 Women'’s Basketball World Cup 2019 in Bangkok, Thailand (July 20-28).
Mbulito represented Spain at the FIBA U20 European Championship being held Aug. 3-11 in the Czech Republic. Bejedi just played for Finland at the World
University Games in Italy, finishing third among all players in scoring (16.2 ppg), second in steals (3.0 spg) and tied for third in 3-pointers per game (2.7).

During the summer of 2018, Hanson, Mbulito and senior Kiara Russell all played in international competitions and were part of teams that won medals.

Mbulito earned Most Valuable Player honors as she helped Spain claim the gold medal at the 2018 FIBA U20 Women’s European Championship in
Sopron, Hungary. Mbulito posted a double-double (21 points, 12 rebounds) in the championship game in leading Spain to a convincing 69-50 win over
Serbia. Mbulito, who had the game-winning basket with five seconds remaining in Spain’s 51-50 quarterfinal win over France, averaged 9.7 points, 7.7
rebounds (team high), 2.4 assists and 1.6 steals in the tournament (seven games). She also recorded a double-double (12 points, 12 rebounds) in the win
over France.

Russell was a member of the U.S. team that won the gold at the FISU America Games. Russell was part of a squad that defeated its four opponents —
Mexico, Uruguay, Chile and Brazil — by an average of 43.8 points. The USA claimed the gold with a 59-42 win in the championship game. The FISU America
Games are a multi-sport event sanctioned by the International University Sports Federation (FISU).

Hanson averaged 11.5 points, 4.8 rebounds and 1.7 steals in helping lead Canada to a silver medal at the FIBA U18 Women’s Americas Championship.
Hanson came one rebound short of a double-double (14 points, nine rebounds) in Canada’s opening game of the tournament against Colombia. She would
surpass that performance with a 16-point, 11-rebound outing in Canada’s quarterfinal victory over Chile. Canada won its first five contests by an average of
23.2 points before falling to the USA in the gold medal game.

GETTING IT DONE IN THE CLASSROOM

o Six Sun Devils were named to the 2019 Pac-12 Women’s Basketball All-Academic teams. Headlining the list for ASU was Jamie Ruden, who earned first-
team honors for the second consecutive year. Ruden (4.00 GPA in Psychology) was also named to the Google Cloud CoSIDA Academic All-District® VIII
Second Team for the second straight year. ASU also had five players named Pac-12 honorable mention recognition: senior F Kianna Ibis, senior C Charnea
Johnson-Chapman and guards Reili Richardson, Kiara Russell and Robbi Ryan.

¢ A league-high and school-record-tying eight Sun Devil WBB players were named to the Pac-12 Women'’s Basketball All-Academic teams in 2018. The eight
awards tied the school record for most student-athletes on the Pac-12’s All-Academic Team. The 2006-07 team also had eight (two on first team, one on
second team and five honorable mention).

* In 2017 ASU finished among the nation’s best in combined team GPA. With a final team GPA of 3.672 for the 2016-17 academic year the Sun Devils fin-
ished fifth in the nation (the highest ranking in program history) among Division | institutions in the WBCA's annual Academic Top 25.

¢ The winningest coach in ASU women’s basketball history and No. 2 in the
Pac-12 in most career wins (464), Charli Turner Thorne is at the helm of an Ari-
zona State program that has made it to the postseason 19 of the last 20 years,
including a school record six consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances
(2014-19), two Elite Eight appearances and three Sweet 16 finishes. ASU’s 14
NCAA Tournament appearances under Turner Thorne are 11 more than what
ASU had in the 15 years prior to her arrival in Tempe. Has also earned a pair of
gold medals with USA Basketball.

o The 2019-20 season is Turner Thorne’s 23rd at ASU. She has 504 career wins
in 26 seasons (includes 40 wins/three seasons at Northern Arizona).

22 games and made it to the second round of the NCAA Tournament while
posting four Top 25 wins, including a 57-51 upset of No. 10 Oregon State in the
quarterfinals of the Pac-12 Tournament.

¢ In 2018 the Sun Devils also matched the school record with eight student-
athletes named to the Pac-12’s All-Academic Teams. ASU’s No. 5 finish (3.672)
on the WBCA’s 2017 Academic Honor Roll represented the second time in
three seasons the Sun Devils were among the top 10 programs in the country
after placing seventh (3.558) for the 2014-15 academic year. Since the 1996-97
season, Turner Thorne’s first season at ASU, the Sun Devils lead the Pac-12 in
the number of first-team All-Academic conference awards (22) and the com-
bined number of first- and second-team All-Academic conference awards (46).

e Despite injuries to key personnel and a young backcourt, Turner Thorne led ASU to its fourth-consecutive NCAA Tournament appearance (12th during ASU
tenure) and fourth-consecutive 20-win season (12th during ASU tenure) in 2017. The Sun Devils made it to the second round of NCAAs where they came up
just short of upsetting eventual national champion South Carolina as the Sun Devils took a lead going into the final minute of the game.

* Was named the 2016 Pac-12 Coach of the Year (coaches and media), the second time she has been recognized with the honor (2001), after leading the
Sun Devils to their second regular season Pac-12 championship. ASU would go on to earn its highest NCAA Tournament seed (No. 2) in program history. In
