Bio Blast:
Petra Pardi was announced as head coach of Sun Devil Water Polo on May 18. 2022 and is an 
alumnae of the program and a two-time Arizona State graduate. Pardi ranks among the top of the 
Sun Devil record books, for goals scored (157), assists 
(71),  and points (228). Pardi is one of 30 All-Americans 
in program history and served as team captain in her 
senior season.  In August of 2018 she was promoted as 
assistant coach under Todd Clapper after earning her 
master’s degree in Higher Edcucation Administration 
and being a graduate assistant upon returning to ASU 
in 2016. Pardi was part of the 2014 NCAA tournament 
team, and was an assistant for the team that finished 
in third at the 2021 NCAA tournament. She played for 
the Hungarian national team and the youth, junior and 
senior levels before coming to Tempe.
