SUN DEVIL

Arizona State Men’s Basketball will face USC in the 2025 Southwest Maui Invitational 
Championship Game on Wednesday at 12:30 p.m. MST. For the first time since 1994, the 
Sun Devils (6-1) are playing for a Maui Invitational Championship. They face a familiar 
foe, matching up with the Trojans (6-0), a former Pac-12 Conference rival. It is another 
opportunity for a marquee win in a neutral-site contest under Bobby Hurley. The two sides 
will play the opening game of the day with the broadcast featured nationally on ESPN.

THE MATCHUP 
Arizona State and USC will renew an old Pac-12 rivalry in the Maui Invitational finals. The 
two programs will meet for the 108th time, with the Trojans holding a 63-44 edge in the 
series. The last meeting came when both programs were still in the Pac-12. USC is the 
second-most common opponent in Sun Devil Men's Basketball program history, trailing 
only Arizona. ASU and USC has matched up six previous times at neutral sites, with the 
Sun Devils taking down the Trojans in the 2023 Pac-12 Championship quarterfinals as 
well as the 1961 NCAA Tournament Regional 
Semifinals.

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NEUTRALIZING THE OPPONENT 
Arizona State continued their success under 
Bobby Hurley in regular season games at 
neutral sites. They picked up their first two 
wins of the 2025-26 campaign in a neutral 
setting in Maui and are now 7-1 over the past 
two seasons in such games after going 5-1 
during the 2024-25. The five neutral site wins 
during the regular season last year were a new 
program record. They have already knocked 
off a pair of 2025 Postseason teams (Texas, 
Washington State) at neutral sites so far this 
year. ASU has won 20 games overall under 
Hurley in neutral site regular season games. 
 
THE MOE SHOW
Moe Odum is on an incredible offensive tear 
right now. In two Maui Invitational games, he is 
averaging 31 points, finishing with 26+ in each 
contest. If you go back a little further, Odum is 
averaging 25.3 points over his past four games 
and he has registered three of his top-six 
highest career scoring performances.

MO(R)E ASSISTS, LESS GAMES
Odum is putting together one of the most 
productive passing careers in recent memory. 
Among active NCAA players at the Division I 
level, Odum's 562 assists are the THIRD most. 
He is the only active NCAA Division I player to 
have been credited with 500+ assists and have 
played in 105 games or less.

BENCH BOOST
Arizona State's bench had the advantage 
yet again. After a 31-24 edge in bench points 
tonight, the Sun Devils now hold a 183-121 (+62) 
advantage in bench points this season. They 
have outscored their opponent in the category 
in six of seven games (all six wins). Johnson (13 
points) led the way with his sixth double-digit 
scoring output this season. Noah Meesuen 
added a season-high eight points and three 

rebounds, while Allen Mukeba finished with 
nine points and four rebounds while adding a 
block in 16 minutes.

GETTING TO THE LINE 
The Sun Devils attempted 29 free throws 
in the win over Washington State, the third 
consecutive game they have finished with 
29+ attempts from the stripe (37 at Hawai'i). 
ASU had only four instances in which 
they attempted 29 or more free throws 
in 33 games last year and have already 
accomplished the feat three through only 
seven games this year. 

Moe Odum has been the driving force behind 
the increased free throw frequency. Over 
his past two games, he is 25-for-27 at the 
line, after finishing 9-for-9 tonight. Following 
a game in which they drew a combined 15 
fouls against Texas, Pig Johnson (8) and Moe 
Odum (5) combined to force 13 opposing 
fouls which led to a 16-for-20 (80%) free-
throw effort. 
 
SECOND HALF SCORING
Arizona State scored 58 points in the second 
half against Washington State after scoring 
48 in the win over Hawai'i in the previous 
game. They are averaging 49.0 points in the 
second half in their past four games (4-0) 
and have eclipsed 40 points in each.

OFFENSIVE FIREPOWER
The Sun Devils are in the midst of fantastic 
stretch of offensive basketball. Over their 
past three games, ASU is averaging 90.0 
points after hitting triple digits for the first 
time

DIALED IN FROM DEEP
Arizona State's starting backcourt has been 
extremely effective from three-point range 
this season. Moe Odum and Bryce Ford are 
a combined 38-for-82 (46.3%) from deep 
through seven games. Ford leads the team 
shooting 50.0% (15-of-30) while Odum is at 
44.2% (23-of-52). At the Maui Invitational, 
Odum has gone 11-for-19 (57.9%) from three-
point range.

THE HURLEY ERA
Bobby Hurley has won 174 games at ASU 
and is only the third coach in program 
history to reach the mark. He is the second-
winningest coach in program history.

HEAD COACH BOBBY HURLEY
One of the most recognizable names in college basketball history became the 14th men’s head coach of the Sun Devil Men’s 
Basketball program, as Arizona State named 1992 NCAA Final Four Most Outstanding Player Bobby Hurley as the head coach 
on April 9, 2015. What has followed is aggressive scheduling, lots of fast-paced hoops, playing hard, several big-time wins 
both home and away and back-to-back NCAA Tournaments for Arizona State for the first time since Byron Scott, Fat Lever 
and Alton Lister were starring in Tempe (1980-81 to be exact). In his 11 seasons as head coach, Sun Devil Men’s Basketball has 
matched its highest ranking in school history (third in the Associated Press Poll in December of 2017), notched its best two 
average attendances in history (10,603 in 2017-18 is the ASU record), reached the NCAA Tournament three times, notched its 
best two non-conference wins in school history (vs. No. 1 Kansas on Dec. 22, 2018 and at No. 2 Kansas on Dec. 10, 2017) and 
defeated two eventual 2018 No. 1 seeds in a span of a few weeks (Kansas and Xavier).
 
Following a three-year drought without a First or Second Team Pac-12 All-Conference selection, ASU had at least one in 
six straight seasons under Hurley (2018-23) and Frankie Collins received Honorable Mention distinction in 2024. Hurley 
has coached two Pac-12 Sixth Man of the Year winners in addition to the 2019 Pac-12 Freshman of the Year (Lu Dort). 
Three Sun Devils have been selected to the Pac-12 All-Tournament team and three received All-Defensive Team distinction 

during Hurley’s tenure. During the 2024-25, he reached a couple significant career milestones. Hurley moved into second place in program history with 
his 160th win as the ASU head coach over Cal Poly. His 168 career wins heading into the 2025-26 season trail only legendary Sun Devil head coach Ned 
Wulk. He also captured his 200th career win when the Sun Devils defeated Grand Canyon at 
the Jerry Colangelo Classic. Arizona State captured their fourth non-conference tournament 
championship in the Bobby Hurley era when they won the 2024 Acrisure Classic Championship. 
ASU defeated New Mexico and Saint Mary’s in back-to-back days to win the title in Palm 
Springs. ASU also won the 2022 Legends Classic, 2018 MGM Resorts Title, and the 2017 
Continental Tire Invitational under Hurley.

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Desert Financial Arena is the home for Sun Devil men's and women's basketball as well as volleyball, gymnastics and wrestling. Constructed in the spring 
of 1974, the 14,198-seat facility also plays host to graduation ceremonies and a variety of concerts and shows. The arena contains offices and locker 
rooms for ASU basketball, along with space for weight training, a training room and an equipment room. Over the years, the arena has seen several 
upgrades, including the installation of a multimillion-dollar center-court video scoreboard featuring four 8-by-12-foot display screens, enhancing the 
experience for attendees. Throughout its history, Desert Financial Arena has been more than just a sports venue; it has been a gathering place for the 
ASU community and the broader Tempe area, reflecting the university's growth and commitment to providing quality facilities for its students and the 

public. The arena was renamed to Desert Financial 
Arena after a multi-year agreement was announced 
on October 14, 2019 with Desert Financial Credit 
Union.
