Arizona State Men’s Basketball is back in Los Angeles to take on UCLA at historic Pauley 
Pavilion on Wednesday at 8:30 p.m. MST. The Sun Devils (9-2) and Bruins (7-3) will renew an 
old Pac-12 Conference rivalry, meeting for the first time since 2024. This is the first of a home-
and-home agreement, with UCLA returning the trip to Tempe next season. Head Coach Bobby 
Hurley is looking to continue his success in non-conference road games during his tenure in 
Tempe. Coach Hurley has 16 wins in the state of California as the Arizona State Head Coach, 
the second-most of any state (Arizona). 

THE MATCHUP 
Arizona State and UCLA will meet for the 101st time, with UCLA holding a 76-24 edge. 
The two sides last faced off in March of 2024, the final regular season Pac-12 Conference 
Men's Basketball game. The Bruins are the fourth-most common opponent in program 
history for the Sun Devils. Bobby Hurley has defeated UCLA five times in his tenure, 
including a four-game win streak during a stretch from 2018-20.

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FIELD OF 68 COACH OF THE WEEK 
Thanks to his efforts in the second half helping 
lead Arizona State to a comeback win over 
Santa Clara, Nick Irvin was tabbed by the Field 
of 68 crew as their National Coach of the 
Week.

ANDY KATZ'S POWER 37 
Following their 9-2 start, ASU landed at No. 23 
in Andy Katz's Power 37 rankings of week six. 
 
KATZ'S TOP-10 GAMES OF THE WEEK 
Arizona State and UCLA is a Top-10 matchup 
of the week in college basketball, according to 
Andy Katz. He lists the former Pac-12 rivalry as 
the seventh-best game of the week.  
 
AP TOP-25 VOTES 
A week after receiving their first AP Top-25 
vote of the season, the Sun Devils received five 
in week six. That would put them at No. 35 in 
the receiving votes category of the AP Poll.
 
HURLEY NON-CON ROAD SUCCESS 
After defeating Hawai'i back in November, 
ASU moved to 11-7 in non-conference road 
games under Bobby Hurley. That is significant 
when you consider the program went 9-21 in 
such games its previous 30 prior to his arrival. 
Hawaii joined SMU, Creighton (twice), Grand 
Canyon, San Francisco, Princeton, Georgia, No. 
2 Kansas, San Diego State and UNLV as major 
non-conference road wins in the Hurley era.

GETTING DEFENSIVE 
The Sun Devil defense has flipped a switch 
since coming back from Hawai'i. At the Maui 
Invitational, opponents shot a combined 93-
for-167 (55.69%) from the field and 29-for-68 
(42.65%) from deep. In the three games since 
returning, opponents are combining to shoot 
just 66-of-178 (37.1%) overall and 26-of-94 
(27.7%) from behind the arc.

MO(R)E ASSISTS, LESS GAMES
Odum is putting together one of the most 
productive passing careers in recent memory. 
Among active NCAA players at the Division I 
level, Odum's 584 assists are the THIRD most. 
He is the only active NCAA Division I player 
to have been credited with 550+ assists and 
have played in 109 games or less. Wednesday's 
matchup features two of the Top-4 players with 
the most career assists among active NCAA 
Division I players (Donovan Dent, UCLA).

Odum ranks near the top nationally in several 
significant career passing statistics, an 
indication of what a successful career he has 
had.

BENCH BOOST
Despite being shorthanded due to Pig 
Johnson's inclusion in the starting lineup, 
the Arizona State's bench still managed to 
have an impact in the win over Santa Clara. 
After matching Santa Clara's bench points 
(23) in the win, the Sun Devils still hold a 
305-214 (+91) advantage in bench points 
this season. They have outscored or tied 
their opponent off the bench in nine of 11 
games (all nine wins).  
 
COMFORTABLE WHEN IT IS CLOSE
Arizona State has 47 wins in games decided but 
six points or less since the start of the 2019-
20 season, including a 3-0 record this season 
(wins over Texas, Washington State, and Santa 
Clara). The 47 wins by the Sun Devils in such 
circumstances are tied for the most in college 
basketball during that span. Head Coach Bobby 
Hurley’s team is 47-27 (64%) overall in games 
decided by six points or less since 2019-20. 

GETTING TO THE LINE
As a team, Arizona State ranks 36th nationally 
and 3rd in the Big 12 averaging 25.5 free 
throw attempts per game. In 33 games last 
season, ASU had only five instances in which 
they attempted 27 or more free throws. They 
have already accomplished the feat five times 
through only 11 games this year. In 2024-25, 
the Sun Devils had only two games where 
they attempted 34 or more free throws (in 
33 games). They have already accomplished 
this MORE TIMES this season (3) through 11 
games. 

NBA-MLB CONNECTION
Arizona State is one of four schools at the 
NCAA Division I level to have its head men’s 
basketball coach play in the NBA and a 
former MLB player as its baseball head 
coach.

HEAD COACH BOBBY HURLEY
One of the most recognizable names in college basketball history became the 14th men’s head coach of the Sun Devil Men’s 
Basketball program, as Arizona State named 1992 NCAA Final Four Most Outstanding Player Bobby Hurley as the head coach 
on April 9, 2015. What has followed is aggressive scheduling, lots of fast-paced hoops, playing hard, several big-time wins 
both home and away and back-to-back NCAA Tournaments for Arizona State for the first time since Byron Scott, Fat Lever 
and Alton Lister were starring in Tempe (1980-81 to be exact). In his 11 seasons as head coach, Sun Devil Men’s Basketball has 
matched its highest ranking in school history (third in the Associated Press Poll in December of 2017), notched its best two 
average attendances in history (10,603 in 2017-18 is the ASU record), reached the NCAA Tournament three times, notched its 
best two non-conference wins in school history (vs. No. 1 Kansas on Dec. 22, 2018 and at No. 2 Kansas on Dec. 10, 2017) and 
defeated two eventual 2018 No. 1 seeds in a span of a few weeks (Kansas and Xavier).
 
Following a three-year drought without a First or Second Team Pac-12 All-Conference selection, ASU had at least one in 
six straight seasons under Hurley (2018-23) and Frankie Collins received Honorable Mention distinction in 2024. Hurley 
has coached two Pac-12 Sixth Man of the Year winners in addition to the 2019 Pac-12 Freshman of the Year (Lu Dort). 
Three Sun Devils have been selected to the Pac-12 All-Tournament team and three received All-Defensive Team distinction 

during Hurley’s tenure. During the 2024-25, he reached a couple significant career milestones. Hurley moved into second place in program history with 
his 160th win as the ASU head coach over Cal Poly. His 168 career wins heading into the 2025-26 season trail only legendary Sun Devil head coach Ned 
Wulk. He also captured his 200th career win when the Sun Devils defeated Grand Canyon at 
the Jerry Colangelo Classic. Arizona State captured their fourth non-conference tournament 
championship in the Bobby Hurley era when they won the 2024 Acrisure Classic Championship. 
ASU defeated New Mexico and Saint Mary’s in back-to-back days to win the title in Palm 
Springs. ASU also won the 2022 Legends Classic, 2018 MGM Resorts Title, and the 2017 
Continental Tire Invitational under Hurley.

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Desert Financial Arena is the home for Sun Devil men's and women's basketball as well as volleyball, gymnastics and wrestling. Constructed in the spring 
of 1974, the 14,198-seat facility also plays host to graduation ceremonies and a variety of concerts and shows. The arena contains offices and locker 
rooms for ASU basketball, along with space for weight training, a training room and an equipment room. Over the years, the arena has seen several 
upgrades, including the installation of a multimillion-dollar center-court video scoreboard featuring four 8-by-12-foot display screens, enhancing the 
experience for attendees. Throughout its history, Desert Financial Arena has been more than just a sports venue; it has been a gathering place for the 
ASU community and the broader Tempe area, reflecting the university's growth and commitment to providing quality facilities for its students and the 

public. The arena was renamed to Desert Financial 
Arena after a multi-year agreement was announced 
on October 14, 2019 with Desert Financial Credit 
Union.
