Rising to the Top

» Junior Kaitlin Peterson is having a stellar debut season for the Knights, as she
is first in the Big 12 with 21.5 points per game.

* The Eufaula, Alabama, native tallied 32 points against Baylor to mark her
fourth game this season with 30 or more points, which leads the Big 12.

* In UCF’s eight conference games, Peterson is averaging 24.0 points per game
to lead the league. She set a career high with 35 points at Cincinnati on Jan. 10.
» Kaitlin Peterson set yet another career-high in scoring with 35 points at
Cincinnati (1/10).

» Peterson started her UCF career with 31 points in the Knights’ 101-63 victory
against Bethune-Cookman, which was a career high at the time. She was 6-10
from beyond the arc and 12-19 from the field, adding in one free throw.

* She’s scored double digits in 17 of UCF’s 18 games this season and has reached
20 points on 10 occasions.

Double-Double Duo

* A pair of double-doubles from Khyala Ngodu and Morgan Robinson-Nwagwu
lifted the Knights to a 92-87 win over Houston on Jan. 27.
