Ben Vespi will make his ninth straight Friday night start while Dom Stagliano will
make his seventh weekend start for the Knights on Saturday. Sunday’s starter for UCF
this weekend is yet-to-be-annouced.

ABOUT UCF

- UCF will enter the weekend having won four straight Big 12 series after taking
two of three over Oklahoma State, Kansas, Texas Tech, and Kansas State over
each of the past four weekends. The Knights are currently 21-9 overall and 8-7 in
conference play.

After entering the national polls for the first time of the season on April 1, the Black
and Gold have moved up in the national rankings and are ranked as high as No. 16
by the NCBWA this week. UCF is also ranked 17th by both D1Baseball and Perfect
Game, and 19th by both Baseball America and the ESPN/USA Today Coaches Poll.
UCF also tops the Big 12 Conference in the RPI by currently holding the nation’s
seventh-best Rating Percentage Index.

- In its most recent contest, the Black and Gold dropped a 5-3 midweek contest at
Stetson on Wednesday night. UCF jumped out to an early 3-0 lead, but the Hatters
responded with a run in the third and four more in the sixth to take a 5-3 lead.
Despite strong pitching from senior right-hander Najer Victor down the stretch,
the Knights couldn’t overcome the deficit as Stetson would hold on to hand UCF
its first midweek defeat of the season. Despite suffering the loss, the Knights have
won eight of their last 11 ballgames.

- Jack Zyska led the Black and Gold offensively on Wednesday by going 2-for-4
with a double, an RBI, and run scored. AJ Nessler was next by going 1-for-2 with a
double, a run scored and two walks. Andrew Brait and Braden Calise each added
RBI hits for the Knights in the game.

- The Knights got another strong start from senior right-hander Cade Boxrucker, as
he didn’t allow a hit over two-plus innings of work. Spencer Bauer, Kyle Kramer, Kris
Sosnowski and Najer Victor also all pitched in the game in relief. The senior Victor
led the group by tossing the final 2.2 innings and surrendering just one hit and no
runs while striking out four. The team captain allowed just one base runner to reach
off of him over the 2.2 innings of solid relief.

- Last weekend against K-State, Lex Boedicker had a big Friday night performance
in a 7-4 victory by going 4-for-5 with a team-best six RBIs. Boedicker had a pair of
two-run doubles in the game as well as a two-run homer. He also scored another
run all the way from second base on a wild pitch. With his big outing, Boedicker
was voted as the Golden Spikes Award Week Eight Performance of the Week.
After dropping a hard fought 4-3 game on Saturday, UCF responded by claiming
Sunday’s finale 6-1to win the series. Dominic Castellano was impressive in relief, as
he entered in the second inning and tossed a career-long 5.2 innings while striking
out a career-high eight batters. He faced the minimum in three of his near-six
innings of work and allowed just one unearned run on two hits. The senior reliever
Kramer then came on and tossed the final 2.1 innings of perfect relief to help the
Knights claim the series.

- In the series against K-State, Boedicker led the offense by hitting .385 with two
doubles, a home run, three runs scored and seven runs batted in. Matt Prevesk was
next by batting .308 while Brait hit an even .300. The UCF bullpen was dominant
on the mound in the series, as five pitchers combined to allow just one earned run
(two total) over 17.0 innings of work. Castellano, Kramer, Bauer, Chase Centala,
and Sosnowski posted a 0.53 ERA against K-State and struck out 17 while limiting
opponents to just a 135 batting average. Over the last four weekends, the Black
and Gold bullpen has posted a 2.50 ERA as it has given up just 16 earned runs over
57.2 innings.

- Prevesk leads the Knights at the plate on the season with a .365 average and 26
runs scored. He also has 11 extra-base hits, 20 RBIs, and a .939 OPS. Zyska is next
with a .312 batting average and a team-best 13 extra-base hits, as he leads the way
in doubles with eight and is second in homers with five. Andrew Sundean is right
behind him with a .311 average and fronts the team with 26 runs batted in. On the
mound, Dom Stagliano leads the starting rotation with a 3.74 ERA, while Ben Vespi
has a team-best 34 strikeouts in 36.0 innings. The reliever Kramer leads the way
in wins (5-1) and appearances (18), while the closer Centala holds a team-best 2.61
ERA and leads the Big 12 and also ranks fifth nationally in saves with seven.

ABOUT WEST VIRGINIA

- WVU will enter the series with a 19-13 overall record and currently tied for first
in the Big 12 standings with an 8-4 mark. The Mountaineers hold series wins over
BYU and Oklahoma, and most recently swept Kansas last weekend in Lawrence.
West Virginia has won four of its last five games despite dropping a midweek
game at Marshall in extra innings on Wednesday. WVU was picked to finish sixth
in the Big 12 this season after going 40-20 overall in 2023 and earning a share of
the Big 12 title with a 15-9 conference clip. The Mountaineers would go on to cap
their season with a trip to the Lexington Regional.

- The reigning Big 12 Player of the Year and 2023 unanimous First Team All-
American JJ Weatherholt is newly back in the WVU lineup after missing the past
six weeks with an injury. Weatherholt is batting .300 in eight games played for
West Virginia in 2024. Sam White fronts the Mountaineer offense with a .325
average, while Reed Chumley is hitting .313 with a team-best eight home runs,
eight doubles, 24 runs scored, 23 runs batted in, and a 1.069 OPS. The southpaw
Clark leads the WVU rotation with a 3-0 clip and a 1.70 ERA. His 1.70 ERA is also
good enough to lead the Big 12 Conference. Major paces the squad in strikeouts
with 55 in 47.0 innings of work.

- West Virginia is led by head coach Randy Mazey, who is in his 12th season of
coaching in Morgantown. Mazey, who holds a 355-253 record at WVU, has
announced that he will retire at the conclusion of the season.

IT’S ALWAYS SUNNY

- Andrew Sundean was named to D1 Baseball’s Preseason top 50 catchers list at
the number 25 spot prior to the 2024 season. The junior catcher Andrew Sundean
led the team in RBIs (54) last season, while tying for second in home runs (16), and
also finishing second on the team in batting average (.340), slugging percentage
(.626) and on-base (.428).

- Sundean earned first team all-conference honors in 2023 as well as second team
all-conference accolades in 2022 as a freshman. He was also tabbed a Freshman
All-American by Collegiate Baseball following his freshman campaign.

- Sundean notably hit a home run in three-straight games during the Wichita State
series a season ago (May 18-20). If Sundean belts out at least eight home runs this
season, he will be in the top 10 for career home runs in only his third season as he
enters the year with 21 round trippers for his career.

RNIGHTS KNOULEDGE

KRAMER & VICTOR TABBED NCBWA PRESEASON STOPPERS

- Senior captains Najer Victor and Kyle Kramer will look to shut the door on
opposing offenses once again in 2024, as both were named to the 2024 NCBWA
Preseason Stopper of the Year Watch List. Victor, who topped the team in ERA
a season ago with a 2.88 clip, was also named to D1 Baseball’s Preseason top 50
relief pitchers list as he checked in at the number 19 spot prior to the 2024 season.

- A season ago, the senior right-hander Victor had an impressive stretch where
tossed 14 no-hit innings over seven appearances. He also threw 12 scoreless
outings on the year and struck out 50 batters while walking just 13 over 34.1
innings. Victor is the lone Knight not from the continental United States, as he
hails from the U.S. Virgin Islands.

- Kramer, who has led UCF in saves in both 2022 (six) and 2023 (eight), will enter
the year tied for sixth in the all-time UCF record books with 14 for his career. A
season ago, Kramer was named to the NCBWA Stopper of the Year Midseason
Watch List and also tied for team lead in wins with six (6-2) and posted the
second-best ERA with a 3.96 clip.

WALLY’S WORLD

- Rich Wallace returns to UCF after playing for the Knights from 2000-03, and
coaching with the squad from 2004-08. He’s the first UCF alum to lead the Black
and Gold in an NCAA-sponsored men’s sport since 1988. Wallace grew up in
Orlando and attend Bishop Moore High School here in the City Beautiful.

- During his playing career, Wallace led the Knights in batting average (.380)
and on base percentage (.529) during the 2000 season. The OBP represents the
sixth highest single season mark in the Knights’ history. He was also tabbed an
honorable mention Freshman All-American that season. In his four seasons with
the Knights, UCF won a combined 166 games (51-14 in 2001, 43-19 in 2000, 41-22
in 2002), including a combined 67-17 mark in ASUN play in 2000-02.

- Coach Wallace has advanced to an NCAA Regional eight times, with three
coming as a collegiate player and five as an assistant coach. With UCF, he helped
the Knights make three consecutive regionals (from 2000-2002) and another as
an assistant in 2004. Since 2018, he’s also advanced to four more regionals as an
assistant since 2018, which includes a super regional while at Notre Dame in 2021
and the College World Series while in South Bend in 2022. He was also tabbed the
recruiter of the year by DIBaseball in 2016.

RNIGHT NOTES - UCF BASEBALL HISTORY BIG 12 STANDINGS

KNIGHTS 9-2 VS. SUNSHINE STATE FOES, 7-1 IN MIDWEEK ACTION

- UCF is off to a 9-2 start against in-state foes in 2024 thanks to road wins over No. 4 Florida, Miami, Florida Atlantic, Jacksonville, and
Bethune-Cookman as well as home midweek wins over Stetson and FAU and taking two of three at home from South Florida. The
Knights are also 7-1in midweek contests after opening the year 7-0. In midweek games, UCF has outscored its opponents 60 to 27.

MOVING UP IN THE NATIONAL RANKINGS

- UCF entered the national rankings for the first time since February of 2021 on April 1 as they were ranked No. 20 by Perfect
Game and No. 25 by D1Baseball. After winning their fourth consecutive Big 12 series this past weekend, the Black and Gold have
moved up to No. 16 in the NCBWA poll and No. 17 in the D1Baseball and Perfect Game polls. The Knights are also ranked 19th by
Baseball America and the ESPN/USA Today Coaches and hold the best RPI in the Blg 12 Conference with the nation’s No. 7 RPI.

BOXRUCKER TABBED BIG 12 CO-NEWCOMER OF THE WEEK

- Senior RHP Cade Boxrucker was one out away from a no-hitter on March 26, allowing just one hit through 8.2 innings against
Jacksonville en route to earning Big 12 weekly honors. The West Chester, Ohio native allowed just five batters to reach base and
struck out four Dolphins. Boxrucker was the winning pitcher in the 6-0 UCF shutout victory, as he faced the minimum in the second,
fourth, fifth and eighth innings. The integrative general studies major is the first UCF player to win a Big 12 baseball weekly award.

HOMERED IN FOUR STRAIGHT

- Junior Andrew Estrella tied a program record by homering in four straight games from Feb. 24 to March 1, as he belted out grand
slams in the last two games against Samford and followed that up with a three-run homer at Florida Atlantic and capped it with a
solo shot in the opener against USF. During the four-game stretch, Estrella went 7-for-16 with four homers, one double, four runs
scored and an impressive tally of 13 RBIs.

NEW KIDS ON THE BLOCK

- The Knights have a total of 23 newcomers on the squad this season, which includes 17 transfers and six freshmen. Of the 17
transfers, 12 of them have prior Power 5 experience, which includes two that played under Coach Wallace during his time at Notre
Dame in sixth-year senior outfielder Jack Zyska and senior catcher Danny Neri. Of the P5 transfers, three are from Florida, two
from Notre Dame, two from Louisville, two having played at West Virginia, one from North Carolina, one from South Carolina and
one from Pitt.

OH CAPTAIN, MY CAPTAIN

- As voted on by the players, UCF named four captains prior to the 2024 season in senior pitchers Kyle Kramer and Najer Victor,
as well as senior infielder Andrew Brait and senior outfielder Jack Zyska.

- The four senior captains will bring a combined total of 17 prior seasons of collegiate experience to the mix, as both Kramer and
Zyska have previously played five seasons apiece, Brait four years, and Victor three. Zyska, who played his former five seasons
at Notre Dame, also holds numerous seasons of NCAA postseason experience under his belt, which includes making it to Omaha
in 2022.

HOW MANY ANDREW’S?

- The Knights have not one, not two, not three, but four players named Andrew on the 2024 roster. Senior infielder Andrew Brait,
junior infielder Andrew Estrella, junior catcher Andrew Sundean, and freshman outfielder Andrew Williamson all share the same
first name. Two of the four are returners in Brait and Sundean, while Estrella (junior transfer from Stetson) and Williamson are
newcomers (freshman from St. Pete, Fla.)

#BUILTBYUCF

- Knights that move on to play in the professional ranks are said to be #BuiltByUCF. In the 2024 season, three Knights, Dylan
Moore (UTL, Mariners), Ben Lively (RHP, Guardians) and Thaddeus Ward (RHP, Nationals, 40-man) are on MLB rosters to start the
2024 MLB campaign. UCF had one player drafted a season ago in All-American catcher Ben McCabe, as he was taken in the ninth
round by the Colorado Rockies. Right-handed pitcher Zack Austin also inked a free agent deal with the Atlanta Braves in 2023.

12 NCAA REGIONAL APPEARANCES - 130 MLB DRAFT PICKS

- The 2024 season marks the 51st year for the UCF baseball program. UCF’s first year of competition on the baseball diamond
came in 1973 as an NCAA Division Il institution. After 12 years at the Div. Il level, the Knights then moved to the NCAA Division |
ranks in 1985 under head coach Jay Bergman.

- In its history, the Knights have won 12 conference titles with six regular season conference championships (SSC in 1979; ASUN in
‘00, ‘01, ‘02, ‘04; and AAC in ‘17) and six conference tournament championships (ASUN in 1993, ‘95, ‘96, ‘97, 01, ‘02).

- UCF has advanced to an NCAA Regional 12 times in the program’s history at the NCAA Div. | level (1989, ‘93, ‘95, ‘96, ‘97, ‘00,
‘01, ‘02, ‘04, 11, 12, 117). The Knights hold a 16-24 all-time record in NCAA Tournament play and will be looking to advance to the
program’s first NCAA Super Regional under head coach Rich Wallace in 2024 and first NCAA postseason appearance since 2017.

- All-time the Knights have had a total of 130 players selected in the MLB Draft. Over the years, UCF has had four first round
selections with outfielder Chad Mottola marking the highest selection by being picked fifth overall in the 1992 draft, one spot
ahead of Hall of Famer Derek Jeter.

- Of the 130 draftees, 14 of them have played in the big leagues in Chad Mottola (OF, drafted in 1992), Mike Maroth (LHP, drafted
in 1998), Esix Snead (OF, drafted in 1998), Matt Fox (RHP, drafted in 2004), Clay Timpner (OF, drafted in 2004), Drew Butera (C,
drafted in 2005), Chasen Bradford (RHP, drafted in 2011), Beau Taylor (C, drafted in 2011), Danny Winkler (RHP, drafted in 2011),
Darnell Sweeney (INF, drafted in 2012), Ben Lively (RHP, drafted in 2013), Eric Skoglund (LHP, drafted in 2014), Dylan Moore
(INF/OF, drafted in 2015), Thad Ward (RHP, drafted in 2018). In 1998, UCF had its most draft selections with 10 that season. Mike
Marroth (LHP) and Kevin Gordon (RHP) were both selected in the third round, while Matt Lubozynski (LHP) rounded out UCF’s
selections that year by being selected in the 42nd round.

Rich Wallace, an Orlando native and former UCF baseball player and Knight assistant coach, brings two decades of experience
as a Division | baseball coach with him in his return to Orlando as UCF’s seventh head baseball coach. His first season as UCF
head coach will be in 2024 as the Knights for the first time compete in the Big 12 Conference.

Wallace spent the 2023 season as assistant head coach and recruiting coordinator at Florida State. He previously coached at
Notre Dame (2020-22), Jacksonville (2018-19), Creighton (2015-17), High Point (2009-14) and UCF (2004-08). Wallace helped
teams at UCF in 2004, Jacksonville in 2018 and Notre Dame in 2021 and 2022 to NCAA Championship appearances.

A 2004 UCF graduate, Wallace becomes the first alumnus to be named head coach of an NCAA-sponsored men’s sport at
UCF since 1988. He played four seasons of baseball for the Knights from 2000-03, helping those teams reach the NCAA
Championship in 2000, 2001 and 2002. As a freshman, he led UCF with a .380 batting average and .529 on-base percentage.
He played a key role as UCF won the ASUN regular season in 2000-02 and the ASUN conference tournament in 2001 and 2002.
Wallace helped the 2001 UCF squad win a school-record 51 games.

His combined NCAA Championship experience includes three times as a UCF player and four times as an assistant coach (two
Super Regional appearances and one College World Series berth).

J = Wallace spent four seasons working with head coach Link Jarrett at Notre Dame (2020-22) and Florida State (2023). In
South Bend, he served as recruiting coordinator and third-base coach while also working with Irish hitters and catchers. He

Under Wallace’s guidance, Notre Dame led the Atlantic Coast Conference and ranked in the top 15 nationally in fielding
percentage in both 2021 and 2022. Notre Dame threw out more than 35 percent of attempted base stealers, while Irish runners
finished in the top four in the league in stolen bases each season.

In June 2023, Wallace became the first-ever UCF R In Wallace’s three years at Notre Dame the Irish were 86-32 (.729), second-best winning percentage in the country over that

span. Notre Dame’s 44-21 (.677) three-year ACC record was the best in the league, and the Irish won the conference’s regular-
season title (their first ACC crown) by 4.5 games in 2021.

’ ringing wn At Notre Dame, Wallace coached two All-Americans, three All-ACC selections and 14 players were named to the All-ACC

Academic Team. Throughout his career Wallace’s teams have produced 53 Major League Baseball draft selections and coached
more than 60 all-conference performers.

He spent the 2018-19 seasons back in his home state as associate head coach and recruiting coordinator at Jacksonville under
head coach Chris Hayes. In 2018 Wallace and the Dolphins finished 40-21 and reached the NCAA Championship as a two seed,
highest in program history. That season, the Dolphins led the ASUN in batting average, on-base percentage, runs scored and
fielding percentage.

Wallace was the recruiting coordinator at Creighton (2015-17 under head coach Ed Servais) and High Point (2009-14 under
head coach Craig Cozart). He was named the Big East Recruiter of the Year by DIBaseball in 2016 at Creighton. At High Point
he helped bring in consecutive nationally ranked recruiting classes for the first time in school history.

Wallace began his coaching career at UCF (2004-08 under head coach Jay Bergman), coaching the catchers and outfielders
while coordinating the camps. UCF won the ASUN regular-season title in 2004 and reached the NCAA Championship.

He remains in UCF’s top 10 in single-season on-base percentage (.529 in 2000) and career hit by pitch (46). Wallace in 2000
was an honorable mention Collegiate Baseball Freshman All-American and a third-team All-ASUN selection as a designated
hitter. In his four seasons with the Knights, UCF won a combined 166 games (51-14 in 2001, 43-19 in 2000, 41-22 in 2002),
including a combined 67-17 mark in ASUN play in 2000-02.

After his playing career as a 6-1, 220-pound infielder with the Knights concluded, Wallace earned his degree in 2004 from
UCF’s College of Undergraduate Studies with a major in interdisciplinary studies and a minor in criminal justice. He graduated
from Bishop Moore High School in Orlando.

Norberto Lopez joined UCF baseball in
June 2023 as assistant coach and recruiting
coordinator.

Prior to UCF, Lopez began working with the
Miami baseball program prior to the 2016
season, working with the Canes’ hitters LA\

and catchers, and adding responsibilities \ 1
as recruiting coordinator after the 2018 )
campaign. Miami made NCAA Championship
appearances in five of his seasons in Coral Gables, including each of the last
three years after an ACC regular-season crown and CWS appearance in 2016.
The Canes played host to NCAA regionals in both 2022 and 2023.

The 2019 season marked the first with Lopez as Miami’s hitting coach and the
Canes responded with an ACC-best 85 home runs.

From Hialeah, Florida, Lopez played collegiately at Broward College (Davie
Florida) and Nova Southeastern (Fort Lauderdale, Florida). Drafted by the Los
Angeles Angels of Anaheim in 1999, he spent three years in the organization.
He served on the Texas-Pan American coaching staff from 2009-15 and was
promoted to associate head coach prior to the 2015 season.

Ted Tom begins his seventh year in the
program as an Assistant Coach. Currently, he
works with the outfielders and baserunners
while assisting with recruiting and hitting.

In 2023, Tom led an offense that set multiple
UCF program records, including belting 109 \
home runs to shatter the American Athletic
Conference record from 2019, finishing the
season nationally ranked No. 11 in home runs
and No. 14 in home runs per game (1.85). For
the second consecutive year, three Knights hit above .319, tying the most
in a single season over the last ten years. Tom saw Ben McCabe through
his highest offensive production in his five seasons as a Knight, getting
tabbed an All-American by Collegiate Baseball and the NCBWA. Two hitters
were named to the AAC All-Conference First Team in McCabe and Andrew
Sundean, and Drew Faurot was a unanimous selection to the all-conference
freshman team.

The 2022 season saw the Knights offense led the AAC in hitting during the
conference season. Freshman Andrew Sundean was named a Collegiate
Baseball Freshman All-American and Second Team AIllI-AAC after hitting
.348 for the season. Senior Gephry Pena finished his career with a Second
Team AllI-AAC nod after hitting .329 and stealing 24 bases. Sophomore Alex
Freeland was drafted in the third round by the Los Angeles Dodgers.

Prior to arriving in Orlando, Tom spent three seasons at fellow American
Athletic Conference member Cincinnati. He joined the Bearcats as the
director of baseball operations in 2015, covering the day-to-day operations,
video, and scouting for one season. In 2016, Tom was promoted to assistant
coach and remained in that role for his final two years at Cincinnati.

Tom joined UC after seven seasons as the head coach at his alma mater
Shawnee State University, where he compiled a record of 203-193. Tom
was named 2010 Conference Coach of the Year and helped develop two
Conference Player of the Year selections in catcher Philip Butler (2011) and
outfielder Danny Gesick (2010) while pitcher Derek Moore was named an
NAIA All-American as a Freshman in 2014. Butler is also the only 2-time NAIA
All-American in SSU history.

Tom graduated from Shawnee State with a degree in Sport Management with
minors in business and sport coaching in 2004 and having been a redshirt
member of the 2000 team that finished fifth in the NAIA World Series.
