e Oklahoma State improves to 42-44 at the Big 12 Championship. UCF, in its first trip to the Big 12 Championship, went 2-

Oklahoma State advanced to a Big 12 Championship final for a record eighth time (3-4). They won the Championship in
2004, 2017 and 2019. They finished as runner-up in 2014, 2015, 2021, 2023.

This is the fifth meeting of the No. 1 and No. 2 seeds in the Championship final and the first since 2014. The seeds have
split the previous four meetings. Oklahoma State won the last matchup of the top two seeds in the final defeating TCU
(2014).

UCF and Oklahoma State split their two meetings at the 2024 Big 12 Championship.

Oklahoma and Oklahoma State will meet for the first time in a Big 12 Championship final.

OSU junior RHP Brian Holiday threw the third complete game of the Championship, the most in a single Championship
since 2015 (5).
