GENERAL NOTES
• ��The win improves UCF to 8-0 all-time in Space Games. 
• ��The Knights sport an all-time point differential of +246 in Space Games (30.7).
• ��Throughout the start of the Space Game tradition, the Knights have recorded 500+ offensive yards six out 

of the eight times.
• ��The Knights scored 56 points against the Wildcats, marking the most points scored by UCF in a Big 12 

Conference game in its brief history.
• ��UCF scored touchdowns on seven straight possessions with zero three-and-outs. From the start of the 

game up until 8:02 left in the third.
• ��The Knights’ offensive performance in the eighth annual Space Game marks a season high in offensive 

yards for any team in the Big 12 (602 yards).
• ��UCF totaled a season-high 33 first downs.
• ��The last time UCF scored 50 or more points in a conference game took place during the 2022 Space Game 

against Temple, where the Knights won 70-13.
• ��Dylan Rizk’s 294 passing yards are the most by a UCF quarterback this season.
• ��Following the end of the game, the superb UCF defense allowed only 0.2 rushing yards per play. The last 

time the Knights defense achieved this feat was against Florida A&M August 29, 2019.

OFFENSE NOTES
• �Following the 80-yard drive led by Rizk, Jacurri Brown put the Knights up seven early in the first quarter 

with a 4-yard rush. The touchdown marked Brown’s fifth career rushing touchdown and third rushing 
touchdown on the season.

• �Rizk’s 20-25 passing performance is the second best completion rating for a quarterback in Space Games, 
the best since John Rhys Plumlee’s 18-22 against Temple in 2022.

• �RJ Harvey rushed for 184 yards, marking the third highest in his career, and added to his tally of 100+ 
rushing yard games with his 14th.

• �His 184 yards moved him into second place all-time in program history for career rushing yards, passing 
Alex Haynes.

• �Harvey finished with three rushing touchdowns, tying his season best for rushing touchdowns in a 
season when he had 16 also in 2023.

• �His three TDs also gave him his 12th career multi-rushing touchdown game and also tied him for third 
all-time with Latavius Murray with 37 total touchdowns.

• �Harvey simultaneously becomes the fifth knight in program history to record 500+ rushing attempts, 
which has not been done since Brynn Harvey in 2012.

• Harvey now also has four games with three or more rushing touchdowns in his career.
• �With seconds remaining before the end of the first half, Rizk connected with Randy Pittman Jr. for 48 

yards and a touchdown, putting the Knights up 35-6 to close the half. The Hail Mary marked Pitmman Jr.’s 
first touchdown of the season.



DEFENSE NOTES 
• ��UCF’s defense held Arizona to just 261 total yards and just five yards rushing, a season low for the Wildcats.
• UCF forced a punt, turnover or turnover on downs on seven of nine Arizona possessions. 
• �On Arizona’s second drive of the game, Quadric Bullard forced a fumble and Ethan Barr recovered it to give the Knights possession at 

the Arizona 17-yard line.
• Barr’s stellar 10 total tackle performance marks a season high.
• �Now with 47 total tackles on the season, Barr is the leading tackler for the Knights, previously it was Bullard who now has 45.
• �In the first quarter, Malachi Lawrence broke through the line to record his third sack of the season.
• Lawrence’s sack in the third quarter marked his career high for sacks in a game at two.
• His two tackles for loss also tie his career high for most TFL in a game.
• Ricky Barber’s sack in the third quarter marks his second of the season. Barber ended with 1.5 sacks, marking his season high in a 
game. His 2.5 TFL aso tie his career high in a game.
• Nyjalik Kelly’s sack in the fourth quarter marks his second of the season and fourth of his career. 

• �The 48-yard reception marks Rizk and Pittman Jr.’s career long pass and reception.
• �Late in the fourth quarter, Pittman recorded a 1-yard touchdown reception, marking his first career multi-touchdown game.
• �Jacoby Jones’ third quarter 40-yard touchdown reception marked his second of the season, as well as the fifth of his career.
• �Jones also recorded 106 receiving yards, the second 100+ yard game in a UCF uniform, this coming after getting his first against BYU.
