THE LEAD

No. 10 Iowa State hits the road for the fourth time in the last six games Tuesday, as the Cyclones
travel to the Sunshine State for a game at UCF. It will be just the third all-time meeting between the
Cyclones and the Knights and the second in Orlando.

KEY STORYLINES

B At No. 10 in the AP Top 25, Iowa State has been ranked
in the AP Top 10 for 22-straight weeks, the longest
streak in the nation. Iowa State has been ranked in the
Top 15 for 24-straight weeks. That is the third-longest
streak in the country behind Tennessee’s 30 and Duke’s
27.

M One of 24 schools that have faced multiple Top 5
opponents this year, Iowa State has ranked wins over
No. 5 Marquette (81-70), No. 25 Baylor (74-55) and No. 9
Kansas (74-57). Iowa State is one of 25 schools with at
least three Top 25 wins this season.

B Towa State is 18-5 through 23 games for the ninth time

in program histary. It is the first time ISU has been 18-5
or better in back-to-back seasons since the 2000 and
2001 seasons.

M A trio of Cyclones were named to late season watch

lists last week. Keshon Gilbert was named to the Bob
Cousy Award Top 10 list, while Curtis Jones was named
to the Jerry West Award Top 10. Both Jones and Gilbert
named to the Oscar Robertson Trophy Midseason
Watch List. Tamin Lipsey was one of 15 players named
to the Naismith Defensive Player of the Year Watch List.

Five Cyclones are averaging double figure points this
season in Jones (17.7), Gilbert (14.7), Joshua Jefferson
(12.8), Milan Momcilovic (10.8) and Lipsey (10.6). ISU
is one of 29 schools with five players hitting the mark
and one of just 16 Power Five schools. Arizona State and
Kansas State are the only other Big 12 schools on the list.

Gilbert is averaging 14.7 points, 4.5 assists, 3.6 rebounds
and 1.4 steals per game this year. He is one of just 14
players in the country to hit those marks this season.

Lipsey is averaging 10.1 points, 4.2 assists, 3.8 rebounds
and 2.3 steals per game in his career. He is one of 31
players since 1947-48 to average those numbers in a
career while playing at least 90 games. Gary Payton
(Oregon State) and Larry Bird (Indiana State) are other
notable names on the list.

Jones scored 12 combined points in his first four Big 12
games last season. He then scored in double figures in
22-straight Big 12 regular season conference games, a
streak that lasted just over a year. It was the longest
streak in the last five years in the league and the 16th
longest in league history. Only Marcus Fizer and Georges
Niang had longer streaks for the Cyclones.

OTZELBERGER QUICK HITS

B Recently agreed to a contract extension that keeps him at Iowa State through 2032.

B Named 21st head men’s basketball coach at Iowa State on March 18, 2021.

B Served as an assistant coach at Iowa State for eight seasons, working under Greg
McDermott, Fred Hoiberg and Steve Prohm. Over two stints as an assistant coach and
his time as a head coach, Iowa State has compiled a 232-159 record with Otzelberger
on staff. That includes six trips to the NCAA Tournament and three Sweet 16 berths.

B The only coach in program history to lead multiple teams to the Sweet 16, doing so in
the 2022 and 2024 seasons. Became the 51st coach in NCAA Division I history to take
a team to the Sweet 16 twice in his first three years on the job.

B His .688 overall winning percentage and .561 conference winning percentage are both
the best in school history.

B One of three coaches in program history with 20 or more wins against the AP Top 25.
B One of six coaches in ISU history with multiple road wins against the AP Top 25.

B His 12 wins against AP Top 10 teams are tied for the most in program history with
Johnny Orr.

m Otzelberger, Tim Floyd and Fred Hoiberg are the only coaches in program history with
four NCAA Tournament wins.

B His 70 wins in his first three years were the second-most by a coach in their first three
years behind Larry Eustachy’s 72.

B Among Cyclones signed and developed: Wesley Johnson (NBA), Justin Hamilton (NBA),
Royce White (NBAJ, Chris Allen, Will Clyburn, Tyrus McGee, Georges Niang (NBA), Monté
Morris (NBA), Abdel Nader (NBA), Matt Thomas (NBA), Scott Christopherson, Naz Mitrou-
Long (NBA), Deonte Burton (NBA) and Izaiah Brockington (NBA).

B Wife, Alison, was a three-time All-Big 12 player for the Cyclones and played for the
WNBA'’s Seattle Storm.

AMES, Iowa - A balanced effort helped No. 8 Iowa
State (18-5, 8-4 Big 12) to a dominant 82-52 win over
TCU (12-11, 5-7 Big 12) in Hilton Coliseum. Four Cyclones
scored in double figures, led by Curtis Jones’ game-high
24 points.

The Cyclones hosted ESPN’s College GameDay for

the second time in program history prior to tip-off,
moving to 2-0 with the show in Ames. In 2015, the No.
11 Cyclones beat No. 9 Kansas 86-81 in front of a sold
out crowd.

How It Happened

Towa State scored its first points nearly three minutes
into the game as Dishon Jackson finished a layup
through contact and converted at the free throw line.
After a pair of TCU free throws, Curtis Jones’ baseline
drive and Joshua Jefferson’s steal and breakaway layup
gave ISU the 7-2 lead into the first media timeout.

The Cyclones used a 7-1 run that included back-to-
back layups from Jefferson and a 3-point play from
Jones to hold a 14-6 lead with 13:38 to play in the half.
Iowa State and TCU traded baskets over the next five
minutes of play, leaving ISU with a 20-15 lead.

Jackson came through with another and-1 before Jones
came alive from behind the arc, hitting 3-pointers on
three consecutive possessions to put the Cyclones

up 32-18 with 4:08 left in the half. ISU closed the half
on a 10-3 run with contributions from Jones, Jackson,
Jefferson and Keshon Gilbert to lead 42-24.

Iowa State had three players in double figures in the
first half as Jones led all scorers with 16 points while
Jackson and Jefferson added 10 apiece.

Gilbert got the Cyclones ralling in the second half with
a jumper before TCU responded with two free throws.

A 12-2 run gave ISU a 28-point advantage with 16
minutes to play. Milan Momcilovic hit two triples in

the run, making his return to the starting lineup after
an injury left him sidelined for nearly a month. Nate
Heise’s dunk sandwiched between the Momcilovic treys
marked his 1,000th career point.

TCU cut the Cyclone lead down to 19 with a 9-0 run, but
Towa State traded baskets with the visitors to push
the lead back to 21 with 9:21 to play after baskets from
Momcilovic and Gilbert. Both squads traded 3-point
plays before a Momcilovic steal led to his third triple of
the day and put him in double figures. Jones extended
the run with a pair of 3-pointers, his fourth and fifth of
the day.

Key Performers

Jones led ISU with 24 points, his first 20-plus point
performance since he dropped a career-high 33 points
at Arizona State on Jan. 25 and ninth of the season.
Momcilovic added 14 points with four triples in his
first game back from injury. Jones’ and Momcilovic’s
nine combined 3-pointers marked the first time since
ISU’s 100-58 win over Jackson State that two Cyclones
tallied at least four 3-pointers apiece (Jones and
Momcilovic).

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JAMES H. HILTON COLISEUM

James H. Hilton Coliseum is a 14,267-seat multi-purpose arena located in
Ames, Iowa. The arena opened in 1971. It is home to the Iowa State University
Cyclones men’s and women’s basketball teams, wrestling, gymnastics and
volleyball teams.

The building was constructed in 1971 as part of the Iowa State Center, an
athletic and cultural events area located southeast of the main campus. The
Coliseum was named after Dr. James H. Hilton, ISU’s president from 1953 to
1965, who pushed for the construction of the facility. The Iowa State Center
also includes Jack Trice Stadium, C.. Stephens Auditorium, Fisher Theater
and Scheman Continuing Education Building. Hilton Coliseum and Jack Trice
Stadium replaced the Iowa State Armory and Clyde Williams Stadium, at the
corner of Union Dr. & Sheldon Ave.

THE HOME OF HILTON MAGIC

WHAT EXACTLY IS HILTON MAGIC?

“Hilton Magic”, the power of the Coliseum faithful to produce unexpected
victories, was first recognized by Des Moines Register sportswriter Buck
Turnbull. On a Feb. 14, 1989, showdown with No. 3 Missouri, the Cyclones
conjured up the spirit of the Hilton crowd to produce a stunning 82-75
victory. The following day’s headline read “Hilton Magic Spells ‘Upset’ One
More Time.”

In the article, Turnbull called for more “Hilton Magic” in the Cyclones’
upcoming bout with Oklahoma State, which had beat ISU, 102-74, just three
weeks earlier. On cue, “Hilton Magic” displayed its powers, as the Cyclones
defeated the Cowboys, 30-81, marking a 37-point reversal from the season’s
prior meeting.

Hilton Coliseum was specifically built to hold in sound with a solid concrete
structure, steel doors, and a crowd that sits just a few feet from the court.
With a fan base that frequently ranks among the nation’s largest crowds,
players from opposing teams, as well as Iowa State, have said that the floor
has shaken due to the loudness of the crowd.

After more than three decades, the term “Hilton Magic” still applies today.
This reality was never more apparent than ISU’s school-record 39-game
homecourt winning streak that ended during the 2001-02 season. The
streak, which spanned four different basketball seasons, was the second-
longest in the nation at the time. In 2003-04, Iowa State went 17-1 in Hilton,
recording the second-best single-season home win total in school history. In
2011-12, Iowa State went 16-2 with second year head coach, and Iowa State
alum, “The Mayor” Fred Hoiberg.

On March 2, 2015, the Cyclones made one of their most miraculous
comebacks in school history. Trailing by 21 points early in the second half,
No. 17 Iowa State rallied to beat No. 15 Oklahoma, 77-70, in Hilton Coliseum.
The 21-point come-from-behind victory tied the largest comeback in school

IOWA STATE QUICK FACTS

B Iowa State is playing its 118th season of
men’s basketball and the fourth under
head coach T.J. Otzelberger.

B Jowa State’s 2024-25 roster includes 14
players from nine different states. Joshua
Jefferson is the first Cyclone from Nevada,
while Brandton Chatfield is the first from
Idaho.

B There are three Cyclones from each of
Minnesota and Missouri to lead the way,
while two are from Iowa. The Cyclones
have had players from 39 different states
in program history.

QUICK HITS

B Towa State is 45-3 under T.J. Otzelberger
when four or more players score in double
figures.

B Tamin Lipsey has a steal in 88 of the 92
games he has played at Iowa State. He
recently had a streak of 22-straight games
with a steal snapped. Last season, he had
a schoolrecord streak of 34-straight
games with a steal.

B The Cyclones are 47-3 in non-conference
games under T.J. Otzelberger. The 47 wins
are the seventh-most in the country, while
the .839 winning percentage is the sixth-
best in the nation.

® Only four players in the country averaged
at least 124 points, 4.4 rebounds, 4.2
assists and 2.0 steals per game last
season. Two of them resided in the
Cyclone backcourt in Tamin Lipsey and
Keshon Gilbert, with ISU being the only
school in the nation with multiple players
hitting those marks. In fact, they were the
first duo in college basketball history to
hit the mark. This year, we've added Curtis
Jones and Joshua Jefferson to the list and
it's even more exclusive. The four of them
are averaging at least 10.4 points, 2.4
rebounds, 2.2 assists and 1.3 steals per
game. There are 231 players in the country
averaging those numbers, but Iowa State
is the only school in the country with at
least four guys hitting the mark. There
are 36 other schools with multiple guys
hitting the standard. Since 1847-48, Iowa
State, Arkansas (1990-91), UNLV (1976-77)
and Georgia Tech (2020-21) are the only
schools in the country with four players at
the mark.

B Forced turnovers have been key for the
Cyclones under Otzelberger. Iowa State
ranks 16th in the nation in turnover
percentage at 22.2 percent of opponent
possessions. ISU has been in the Top 20
in the country in each of Otzelberger’s
seasons, ranking sixth in 2022 (24.6%),
second in 2023 (25%) and second in 2024
(25.3%).

B The Cyclones are seventh in the country in

adjusted defensive efficiency at 92.8, well
below the national average of 107.2. Last
year, ISU led the nation at 87.5, well below
the average of 106.1. ISU has been in the
top 10 in the country all four years under
T.J. Otzelberger.

NEW LOOK CYCLONES
B The Cyclones added four players from

the transfer portal this season, marking
a total of seven transfers on the roster.
Brandton Chatfield (Seattle), Nate Heise
(UNI), Dishon Jackson (Charlotte) and
Joshua Jefferson (Saint Mary’s) are new to
the ISU roster this year. Chatfield is in his
final year of eligibility, while Heise, Jackson
and Jefferson each have two years of
eligibility.

B Chatfield started all 37 games last year

for Seattle, averaging 9.4 points and 5.4
rebounds per game.

at UNIL He led the Panthers in scoring with
13.4 points per game, while also averaging
6.1 rebounds and 2.4 assists per game.

B Jackson spent three years at Washington

State before playing for Charlotte last
season.

Conference Honorable Mention selection
last year at Saint Mary’'s. He averaged
10.2 points and B.5 rebounds in 26 starts
before suffering a season-ending injury.

W A year after having six true freshman on

the roster, Nojus Indrusaitis is the only
true freshman on the 2024-25 roster. A
consensus four-star recruit, Indrusaitis
is the seventh highest-ranked signee
for Iowa State in the modern era. He is a
consensus top 100 player in the country
by all three national outlets, ranking No.
67 by ESPN, No. 83 by Rivals and No. 85
by 247Sports. He played his senior year at
Brewster Academy, where he led them to a
27-7 record.

THE BEST SIXTH-MAN IN AMERICA

B We'll go ahead and say it. Curtis Jones
is the best sixth-man in the country.
We actually just consider him our “sixth
starter”. In 15 games off the bench, he’s
averaging 18.5 points, 3.5 rebounds, 2.7
assists and 1.3 steals per game. To go
along with it, he’s turning the ball over
less than once per game. His 18.5 points
per game off the bench this season is the
most in the country for anyone coming off
the bench.

B Over the last two seasons, Jones has come
off the bench 51 times. He's averaged
13.1points, 3.1 rebounds, 2.1 assists and
1.3 steals in those games. He’s the only
active player in the country to come off
the bench and average those numbers.
Towa State is 42-9 when he comes off the
bench.

12 since at least 2008-10 to have multiple
double-digit streaks of double-figure
scoring off the bench.

B Duetotheinjury to Milan Momcilovic, Jones
moved into the starting lineup against
Kansas on Jan. 15 for just the second
time this season and first time since the
season opener. In the seven games that
he started, he averaged 17.7 points and
6.6 rebounds per game, while shooting
32.0 percent from 3-point range. With the
return of Momcilovic, Jones returned to his
Sixth Man role, scoring 24 points against
TCU in his first game back to the bench.

B Inthe four seasonsunder T.J. Otzelberger,
the Cyclones have been known for their
defense. Rightfully so, as it has ranked
in the top 15 in the country every year.
This year the offense has been putting
on the show. Iowa State ranks 18th in
adjusted offensive efficiency at 119.8.
The three previous seasons the Cyclones
have ranked 171st in 2022 (103.1), 114th
in 2023 (108.1) and 52nd (113.9) in 2024.

®m Iowa State (#18 Offense, #7 Defense),
Houston (#8 Offense, #3 Defense),
Auburn (#1 Offense, #16 Defense), Duke
(#5 Offense, #4 Defense) Arizona (#14
Offense, #18 Defense), Maryland (#20
Offense, #20 Defense) and Florida (#4
Offense, #9 Defense) are the only schools
to rank in the Top 20 for both on KenPom.

IF WE MAKE IT THROUGH DECEMBER

m Well, we made it. Under T.J. Otzelberger,
Iowa State is 22-1 in the month of
December. The 22 wins are tied for the
fifth-most in the country since 2021, while
the .857 winning percentage is the best
in the country. Houston (.920) and Duke
(.900) are the only other schools in the
country at .800 or better in December.

THE KILL SHOT

B According to EvanMiya.com, Iowa State
led the Big 12 in “Kill Shots” last season,
defined as the total number of double
digit scoring runs in the season. The
Cyclones had 32 last season to rank
fourth nationally. Iowa State was one of
60 schools to allow nine or fewer last
year. Iowa State has 27 this year, tied for
the most in the country. Defensively, ISU
is one of 118 schools that have allowed
eight or fewer this season.

BEATING THE BEST

B Jowa State is one of six schools in the
country to have two wins against the No.
1 team in the AP Top 25 Poll under T.J.
Otzelberger. ISU beat North Carolina in the
2022 PKI Quarterfinals and beat Houston
last year in the Big 12 Championship. The
Cyclones have four all-time wins over
AP No. 1 teams, with two under Otz. The
28-point win over Houston was the third-
largest (now fourth-largest) margin of
victory ever over a No. 1 team in AP Poll
history.

‘ THE BEST CYCLONE OFFENSE UNDER OTZ = SECOND HALF AT HILTON

B Jowa State had not trailed in the second
half at Hilton Coliseum this season until
the game against Kansas State on Feb. 1.
In fact, theyd led all but 1:.04 when No. 5
Marquette tied the game, but never took
the lead in the second half. Overall, ITowa
State has led for 238:56 of 280 minutes
played in the second half at Hilton this
year.

B The Cyclones dominated during the
second half of games at home last season.
Out of a possible 360 minutes, Iowa State
trailed at home in the second half for just
14:50 last year.

m Only three teams held a lead in the second
half on the Cyclones last year at Hilton. No.
20 BYU led for 13:41 on March 8, while No.
2 Houston did so for :31 on Jan. 8 and West
Virginia did so for :38 on Feb. 24.

B Jowa State is 134-300 all-time against
ranked opponents (at tip).

B Jowa State has appeared in 12 events
since 2011-12 on Feast Week, advancing
to the championship game in seven of
those and winning the title in four. Overall,
ISU has a 20-11 record on Feast Week.

m Under T.J. Otzelberger, ISU won the 2021
NIT Season Tip-Off and advanced to the
2022 PKI Championship game before
falling to eventual National Champion
UConn. Last season, the Cyclones went
1-2 at the ESPN Events Invitational,
finishing in fourth place. Iowa State went
2-1 at the Maui Invitational, finishing
fifth.
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MAUI INVITATIONAL

B [owa State played in Hawaii at
Thanksgiving for the Maui Invitational. ISU
dropped an 83-81 decision to No. 4 Auburn
in the final seconds, an NCAA Tournament
team a year ago, in the opening round. In
the second game, ISU beat Dayton 89-84
in the consolation semifinals, a team that
advanced to the second round of the NCAA
Tournament last year. In the final game,
ISU beat Colorado, 99-71, a team that
made the second round of the 2024 NCAA
Tournament, in the fifth-place game.

B The field featured four teams ranked in the
Top 12 in the country. Last year’s field of
Kansas (#1), Purdue (#2), Marquette (#4)
and Tennessee (#7) was the only year with
four Top 10 teams. It will be the eighth time
in tournament history that four teams are
ranked in the Top 25.

UP FOR A CHALLENGE

B Jowa State completed the Bigl2/BIG
EAST Battle in a big way with the victory
over No. 5 Marquette. ISU went 5-0 in this
challenge after beating DePaul, 99-80,
last season. Iowa State also owns wins
over St. John's (2022 - 71-60), Creighton
(2021 - 64-58]) and Seton Hall (2019 - 76-
B6). The Cyclones were scheduled to play
DePaul in the 2020 Battle, but the game
was canceled minutes before tipoff due to
Covid-19. In the final year for the Big 12/
BIG EAST Battle, the Big 12 came away
with a 6-5 victory. The BIG EAST won the
event in 2018 before three-straight ties.
The Big 12 won the final two years of the
event.

THE YOUNG BUCKS

B Jowa State is one of four schools in the
country with multiple players born March
1, 2006 or later. The Cyclones and Duke
are the only two Power Five Conference
schools with multiple. Nojus Indrusaitis
is the 13th youngest player in the country,
while JT Rock is the 24th youngest. Last
season, Rock was the youngest player in
the country.

THE ROCK STANDS OUT

B Not only is he in rare company with his age,
Rock is in a select group with his height as
well. At 7'1", Rock is just the eighth seven-
footer in school history. He is the first
seven-footer on the roster since Georgios

Tsalmpouris in 2014-15. He is the fifth | m

player at 7-1, the tallest in school history.

\ EXPERIENCED SQUAD
B JTowa State is one of 24 schools in the

country, including 10 in Power Five
Conferences, with four or more players
in at least their fifth year of college
basketball. Oklahoma State is the only
other Big 12 school with at least four, as
the Cowboys lead the country with eight
players in at least their fifth year.

PLAYING IN NBA ARENAS
W Under TJ. Otzelberger, the Cyclones are

5-3 when playing in NBA arenas. In his
first year, ISU beat No. 25 Xavier and No.
9 Memphis in Brooklyn in the NIT Tip-Off.
They also beat LSU and No. 14 Wisconsin
in Milwaukee before falling to Miami in
Chicago. Last year, ISU beat Villanova prior
to losing to eventual National Champion
UConn in Portland. In the 2024 Sweet 16,
the Cyclones dropped a game to Illinois
in Boston. Iowa State does not have any
scheduled games in an NBA arena this
season.

SIGNING DAY 2024
B The

fourth signing day under TJ.
Otzelberger, the class of 2025 ranks
as the best in school history. It is the
second time in four recruiting cycles that
Otzelberger has turned in a Top 10 class in
the country.

The Cyclones signed Macari Moore (6-3 |
Guard | Ann Arbor, Mich. | Huron), Xzavion
Mitchell (6-6 | Forward | Oshkosh, Wis. |
Oshkosh North), Jamarion Batemon (6-3
| Guard | Milwaukee, Wis. | Milwaukee
Academy of Science) and Killyan Toure
(6-3 | Guard | Pamiers, France | Brewster
Academy).

The class is rated No. 8 nationally by
el7sports and Rivals and No. 8 by ESPN. It
is the top ranked class in the Big 12 by all
three organizations.

Moore was the first to commit to the class,
ranking as a Top 25 guard by 247sports
and Rivals. He is ranked No. 134 overall by
el7sports and is the second-ranked player
from Michigan in the class. He helped
Huron to a 23-5 record as a junior, which
included a trip to the state semifinals.
He played for The Family on the Nike EYBL
Circuit this past summer. He led Huron to
the district title with the go-ahead basket
in overtime, a game in which he scored his
1,000th career point.

Mitchell is a consensus four-star recruit
by 247sports, Rivals and ESPN. He is the
11th highest-ranked signee for Iowa State
in the modern era. Mitchell is ranked No.
55 by Rivals, No. 70 by ESPN and No. 129
by 2d7sports. He is a Top 25 forward by
el7sports and Rivals, while 247sports
ranks him the No. 4 player in Wisconsin.
He played for Team Herro on the Nike

EYBL Circuit this past summer, while also
participating in the NBPA Top 100 Camp.
He was named the Nike EYBL Session II
MVP, averaging 28.0 points, 6.7 rebounds
and 1.0 assist per game.

Batemon is a consensus four-star recruit
by 247sports, Rivals and ESPN. He is the
sixth-highest-ranked signee for Iowa State
in the modern era. Batemon is ranked No.
41 by 247sports, No. 63 by ESPN and No.
92 by Rivals. He is the top-ranked player
in Wisconsin from 247sports, while also
ranking as the No. 5 guard in the country.
He played for Power 5 on the Adidas 355B
Circuit, averaging 22.2 points per game. He
was 7-of-11 from downtown in a 82-77 win
over Compton Magic.

The latest Cyclone from Brewster
Academy, Toure is originally from Pamiers,
France. With his recent arrival to the
United States, Toure is not in any national
rankings, but is listed as a three-star
recruit by Rivals. He played in the French
ProA U21 League, averaging 10.2 points, 3.3
rebounds and 3.0 assists for ASVEL Basket
Lyon-Villeurbanne. He also participated in
the 2023 NBA Basketball Without Borders
Europe, where he earned Defensive MVP
honors.
