For 
ISU, it was the program’s first Big 12-opening 
win since 2006.

	J ISU freshman pitcher Sami Potvin hurled a five-
inning perfect game on 3/2 against Grambling 
State. It is believed to be the first in school history 
(records dating back into the 1970s are incomplete).

	J Iowa State has a fairly young roster, as over half 
of its members are underclassmen. In an era 
where the transfer portal and COVID years have 
seen teams get older, ISU has just four players 
are over the age of 21.

	J Jessie Clemons is one of the best hitting rookies 
in the country, as she currently ranks in the top 
20 for batting average (20), doubles (T8) and hits 
(T8) amongst all collegiate freshmen.

	J Of Iowa State’s most used lineup this season, 
just one position player started over 50 percent 
of last year’s games (Angelina Allen).

	J Freshman hurler Abby Huhn tossed a one-hit 
shutout in her first start against Portland State 
on Feb. 22. The rookie carried a perfect game for 
4.1 innings before seeing it snapped in the fifth.

	J ISU is again a solid doubles-hitting team, as they 
average 1.56 per game - 53rd most in the country 
and second most in the Big 12.

	J Iowa State just went through a 16-game stretch 
where 11 of the contests had altered lengths 
whether through extras or via run rule.

	J ISU has scored double digit runs five times this 
season, tying its total from last year. ISU also 
had double digit runs against a Big 12 opponent 
(UH) for the first time since 2022 (TTU).

	J Coached Iowa State to its highest RPI finish (No. 34) in program history in 2021 and 
the program’s first-ever win in the NCAA Tournament. It marked ISU’s second NCAA 
Tournament berth in program history.

	J Iowa State has four All-Americans in program history. Two of them, Angelina Allen and 
Sami Williams, have come under Pinkerton’s tutelage.

	J The program’s five highest single-season home run records have been set in each of 
Jamie Pinkerton’s five full seasons as Iowa State’s head coach (2018 - 45, 2019 - 48, 
2021 - 64, 2022 - 44, 2023 - 43, 2024 - 51). The record was 40 prior to Pinkerton’s 
arrival in Ames.

	J The 2025 ISU softball roster features 
24 athletes from 11 different states. 
California (9) and Iowa (3) lead the way.

NEW LOOK CYCLONES 
Iowa State lost 11 players from last year’s 
roster including its starters at center field, 
shortstop, first base, second base, catcher 
and its best two pitchers.

	J With ISU’s 11 players moving on, the 
remnants of the 2021 Regional team are 
all gone.

	J Multiple Cyclones who ended their 
careers in 2024 (Milaysia Ochoa, Carli 
Spelhaug, Karlie Charles, Alesia Ranches) 
will find their names all over the ISU 
record books.

	J Iowa State brought in an eight-person 
recruiting class over the offseason, 
as freshmen will help supplement the 
losses.

	J ISU also added a pair of transfers in 
Sydney Malott (Illinois) and Reagan 
Bartholomew (Miami [OH]).

ROSTER TURNOVER 
Despite returning 14 players from last 
year’s team, its possible there is just one 
returning starter on the field: Angelina 
Allen in left.

	J Reagan Bartholomew looks to take the 
reins at shortstop, replacing five-year 
constant Alesia Ranches.

	J Maddie Knowles will likely handle most 
catching responsibilities.

	J Though Ashley Minor began all 51 games 
at third last season, she could be 
making the permanent swap to first.

	J The Cyclones begin the season with 
zero players who’ve played center field 
collegiately.

NEW LOOK BIG 12 (AGAIN) 
The Big 12 expanded for the second 
straight offseason by adding Arizona, 
Arizona State, Colorado and Utah. 

	J The Cyclones will face off with both 
Arizona State and Utah this season, 
missing Arizona. Note: Colorado does not 
have a softball program.

	J Last year, against league newcomers 
BYU, UCF and Houston, ISU went 3-6.

	J The league’s postseason tournament 
will feature all teams for the final year in 
2025, as only the top eight will make it 
to OKC in 2026.

LOOKING AT THE SCHEDULE 
Speaking of facing the newcomers, let’s 
take a peak at Iowa State’s schedule.

	J Playing softball in the Midwest usually 
results in a travel-heavy start to the 
season, and 2025 is no different for the 
Cyclones.

	J ISU will spend the first seven 
weekends of the season on the road. 
Of those seven weekends, five feature 
tournaments while two are Big 12 series.

	J Iowa State will open 2025 with 28 
straight games away from Ames, with 22 
coming in tournament play.
