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Arizona jumped up a spot in this week’s NFCA/GoRout DI Top 25 Coaches
Poll. Texas Tech held steady at No. 14 for the fourth week in a row and OSU
was ranked at No. 2I.

The ESPN.com/USA Softball Collegiate Top 25 poll ranked ARIZ at No. I3 for
the second consecutive week while TTU remained unchanged for the third
straight week at No. [4. OSU was ranked at No. 22.

Ten Big 12 teams rank within in the RPI rankings’ top 100 teams. Headlined by
No. I3 Arizona, No. I8 OSU, No. 22 TTU, No. 28 UCF, No. 36 ASU and No. 47
BYU account for the league’s six teams ranked within the top 50.

Two Big 12 contests on Friday are scheduled for linear TV: OSU at
UCF(ESPNU) and TTU at ARIZ (FSI). The later game will be the league’s first
game of the season on the FOX family of networks. Additionally, Saturday’s
series finale in Tucson has been shifted to ESPN2 for a 7:30 p.m. CT/5:30
p.m. MST start. The game was previously slated as an afternoon first pitch on
ESPNU.

This week’s Conference slate includes all teams playing Thursday-Saturday.

ISU swept this week’s awards as Sydney Malott (player) and Lauren Schur-
man (pitcher) picked up honors. The are the third ISU duo to win both awards
during the same week and the first since 2017.

Malott hit four home runs last week against OSU, which led to the program
taking the series 2-1. She led the Cyclones in RBI (6), total bases (18) and
slugging percentage (1.385).

Schurman pitched 9.2 innings during the week where she only allowed a
combined nine hits between Kansas City and OSU. She tabbed a 0.72 ERA
after one earned run.

ISU’s series win over then-No. 17/18 OSU marks the program’s first ever road
series over a ranked opponent. Additionally, the Cyclones’ nine wins so far in
Conference play marks the most victories from the program in history. Their
previous record dates back to 1993 when ISU was in the Big Eight.

Following its sweep at Houston, the Red Raiders have amassed 14 Big 12 wins
this season to surpass the program’s most league victories in a single season.
TTU has three more series against Big |2 opponents before the season’s end.

The Phillips 66 Big 12 Softball Championship returns to Oklahoma City’s OGE
Energy Field at Devon Park, the home of the Women’s College World Series,
from May 7-10. All Il teams will compete in the single-elimination format with
the top three finishing regular season teams receiving a first-round bye.
