Ready for Liftoff

The Knights will return to Orlando for their last two-match homestand of the season, welcoming Houston and No. 24 lowa State for
their second meetings with each of the teams. Against the Cougars in Houston, the Black and Gold battled back after falling down
two sets to one for their first five-set win of the season. The Knights boast a 7-5 record in home matches this season, tallying 13.69
kills per set and 17.55 points per set. On Thursday, the ‘Nauts will host their third Space match of the season as the University hosts its
first “Space Week.” On Saturday against the Cyclones, the Knights will honor four seniors prior to the match (Magan Holland, Skylar
English, Sophia Kotsovolos and Reaghan Thomspon.

Ranked Dub in Utah

Last week in Provo, the Knights toppled No. 17 BYU in four sets, dominating the Cougars throughout. The win marked the first ranked
victory for the Knights since 2022 and the first as a member of the Big 12. The performance was the seventh ranked win in program
history and the fourth-highest all-time. UCF’s last ranked win came against No. 22 Houston on Nov. 22, 2022, to clinch a share of The
American regular-season title. Battling on the road, the Knights also handed BYU just its 16th home loss in the last 11 years.

Armour Up

Announced Tuesday Afternoon, Avah Armour secured UCF’s first Big 12 Offensive Player of the Week honor in program history after
a career week which saw Armour tally a combined 55 kills and 63 points across a pair of matches... The junior led the Knights to

a comehack win at Houston behind her career-high 35.5 points on 28 kills and four service aces hefore another stellar 27-kill outing
against Texas Tech on Saturday... The performances marked just the second and third times in her career she’s secured 25 or more kills
in @ match and the first occassion doing it back-to-back... In Big 12 matches this season, Armour ranks third in total kills (208) and kills
per set (4.95)... In front of her family, Armour secured a career-high 30 kills against the Buffaloes in Boulder on Oct. 2, the most by a
Knight since McKenna Melville did so against Georgia on Sept. 11, 2021, while becoming just the 18th in program history to record 30 or
more kills in a single match... Armour has secured 10 or more kills in a match more times than she hasn’t since making her collegiate
debut in 2023, with 46 10-plus-kill outings in 70 career matches... Armour was tabbed to the Big 12 Volleyball Preseason Team (one of
18 athletes), voted upon by the league’s head coaches.

Freshman Sensations

All five of UCF’s true-freshmen have made an impact on the floor, with all five having recorded substantial playing time... The group is
highlighted by freshman libero Alexa Haley’s team-leading 222 digs and Mikayla Porter’s 132 assists and 18 service aces (marks that each
rank second and third on the team)... Haley and Sarah Mendoza have played in each of the Knights’ 22 contests. Last week, Nygeria Hart
secured a career-high five kills against Texas Tech, the second-most by a Knight in the defeat.

Drama in the Space City

Down multiple match points and an entire set in Houston, the Knights battled back to claim their first five-set victory of the season and
third in Big 12 play since joining the conference in 2023. Avah Armour led the charge with a career-high 35.5 points and 17 digs, with her
28 kills serving as the second most by the junior this season. A driving force for the Black and Gold came from the service line, with the
squad landing a season-high 14 aces against the Cougars. Abby Schomers was supplying the opportunities, tallying a season-high 52
aces.

English 101

English is the NCAA's most prolific server, leading the nation and the Big 12 with 0.76 aces per set, while ranking fourth in the NCAAin
total aces (56)... the position s fitting to English as she’s also the active DI leader in career aces (228), having surpassed the 200-
mark with a career-high nine aces against Memphis, matching the UCF program record set by Lorin Lukas on Sept. 16, 2006, against
Troy... English’s offensive prowess doesn’t end at the service line, as her 2.53 kills per set rank second on the team and 13th in the Big 12,
while her 3.45 points per set rank ninth in the conference and second on UCF... Her nine aces against Memphis were the second-most by
aplayer in the NCAA this season in a four-set match, trailing only Alabama’s Hannah Parant who totaled 10 of her own against the Tigers
the day prior.

Reaghan Makes History

For the first time in program history, a Knight has secured a Big 12 weekly honor... Announced by the league office on Sept. 23, Reaghan
Thompson secured Big 12 Defensive Player of the Week honors after a brilliant weekend at the Crimson Classic in Tuscaloosa... The
Texas native tallied a season-high 12 blocks against Memphis, the most by a Knight since Nerissa Moravec’s 14 blocks at Houston on Nov.
26, 2021... Moreover, the total propelled Thompson past 400 career blocks, becoming one of 11 active DI players with 400-plus to their
name... Thompson is the only active DI player with 900-plus kills (913) and 400-plus blocks (451) in their career.

Enjoy the Schow

Embarking on her fourth season with UCF as the longest-tenured Knight on the roster, Abby Schomers has been brilliant through the
opening stretch, totaling 473 assists through 15 matches... She tallied an even 100 assists during the opening weekend, including 42
against Chattanooga, the Nebraska native averaged 10 per set en route to being named Black & Gold Classic Most Valuable Player... In
Houston, Schomers led the Knights to a crucial Big 12 comeback with a season-high 52 assists... The Nebraska native ranks 7th in the Big
12in assists per set (9.33).... Schomers also continued her climb up the record books, jumping one spot to fifth with her current career
total of 2,754.

While the Knights return just six athletes from their 2024 roster, multiple marquee pieces will help lead UCF on and off the court this
season... The longest tenured player in Black and Gold, Abby Schomers will begin her fourth season in Orlando with her third different
coaching staff... Joining her will be Avah Armour, the team leader in kills (277) a season ago, Sasha Cohen, who enjoyed a stellar
freshman campaign, along with consistent contributors Sophia Kotsovolos (Sr.), Megan Holland (R-Jr.) and Mya Ball (So.)... In total,
UCF will return 506 (38%) kills, 1,078 (89%) assists, 479 (35%) digs, 167 (87%) hlocks and 664.5 (40%) points.

New Faces in Familiar Places

While each of the four transfers will be suiting up in Black and Gold for the first time, each will be around familiar faces or places...
Joining Botsford in Orlando are a pair of experienced and decorated transfers, Skylar English and Ella Chapman, who have been key
figures in the last two Atlantic Sun title-winning squads... Joining them will be Reaghan Thompson, joining her former Northwestern
State head coach and current UCF assistant, Sean Kiracofe... Rounding out the group will be Orlando native Fallon Stewart, a standout
freshman at Cincinnati and former Gatorade Florida Volleyball Player of the Year finalist at Winter Park High School... Overall, the
four transfers bring 1,071 kills, 75 aces, 657 digs, 268 blocks and 1,328 points... the incoming Knights produced 81 percent of UCF’s
overall point total in 2024 (1,644.5).

S50TH ANNIVERSARY SPECIAL - 2003

Through every serve, rally and kill, one of the most defining seasons for UCF Women’s Volleyball was formed.

2003 was a record time for Knights VoIIex&ball producing players like Jenny Frank, Jana Mitchell and Amanda Stoutjesdyk. The team journeyed into the second round of the NCAA
tournament with an overall record of 23

Under the guidance of head coach Meg Colado, the Black and Gold charged on into their third-consecutive NCAA Tournament. While the previous two years saw the Knights fallin
the opening round, an experienced and determined squad prevailed in a storied first-round contest with Cincinnati.

The 2003 Atlantic Sun Player of the Year, Jenny Frank, was a staple of the early 2000°s team’s, and she made sure to leave her mark in her final collegiate campaign. From earning
aspot in the Hall of Fame Class of 2011 to currently berng ranked second for assists and fifth for service aces, Frank made a lasting impact during her time at UCF.

Frank spoke about her time with her coach. “What | really liked about Meg and how she set seasons up was, first, we were gonna win all the games in our home state that we
played in pre-season. Then, she would break it down into conference games and post-season. We always had litfle markers for achievements, the expectation was this is it, we're
going to go as far as we possrbly a@n.”

The group went undefeated in their conference beating Georgia State and Florida Atlantic University for the title of Atlantic Sun Champions. They also held multiple winning
streaks, the most notable one being 11 games towards the beginning of the year. With the announcement of this being the last Atlantic Sun season, the team was determined,
grrlvmg a nail-biting season to fans. Each tournament game came with energy and excitement as UCF prevailed despite having both wins and losses before being crowned
champions.

Frank joined the squad in 2000. Her club coach connected her to Colado who let her join as a setter. Her decision for college was filled with a mix of emotions as she entered an
unplanned chapter. After being turned away from her top school, she turned to UCF and decided to help Colado with the program. Frank stated “I knew | would play and make an
impact immediately,” this ultimately was one of her higgest motivators to stay and continue fostering a program of growth.

During her tenure as captarn she worked tloselﬁwnh her coach to win the first round of the N(AA tournament. Frank still keeps in touch with her former teammates and reflects
on their time together. “In athletics you see each other at their worst and at their best,” she said. “You et to see every aspect of a person and what they're doing, what they're
?omg through Row they handle it and then you learn from that.” She took pride in learning from Colado and after her playing career, returned as an assistant coach under her

Frank and her teammates formed a bond like no other, creating a sisterhood that was more than just a volleyball squad. With teammates like Jana Mitchell, a middle blocker
ranked number nine in career blocks and block assists, and Amanda Stou}}vesdyk ranked number seven in blocks and block assists, it was not hard to lean on her team. Frank
wasn't the only teammate to be recognized in the conference as Lindsey Whalen was named Atlantic Sun Libero of the year. The 2003 season was a roster full of talent and
teammates who lifted each other up.

Qutside of their accomplishments as a team they also built lifelong friendships. Going to the beach and taking spring break trips were just a couple of things the girls did in their
free time together. The squad may be separated now, but they continue to value their trme together whenever possible. “Anytime we see each other t's just talking about funny
memories that happened and still being able to talk about them and laugh,” said Frank, “we can still say the same story 12 times and I'll laugh harder each time.”

The Women’s Volleyhall team has progressed since then, entering the Bli 12 nearly two decades after the historic season. Jenny Frank remains active in the programs community,
attending the alumni game each year. “'m incredibly proud to be a UCF knight. | hope they continue to grow, especially in the Big 12. All sports help any sport get a big name.

The 2025 season team seems to also have found friendship in one another, helping each other reach success. Some players are even forming legacies like the woman from 2003.
One of the players is Abbx Schomers, since joining she has had the opportunltg/ to climb the rankings and break records as she is currently ranked number ten in career assists.
Reaghan Thompson and Avah Armour are other notable players from the 2025 season that have the opportunity to leave a mark on the program.

Even after joining the Big 12, the 2003 season built a legacy that players can look back on and learn from. They set records and goals that helped build the foundation that the

program stands on. Whether fans look back at games from 2003 or watch the 2035 season, one thing that people can count on'is the determination each squad has behind their
games.
