Head Coach Jesyka Burks-Wiley is heading 
into her sixth season as FIU’s head Women’s 
Basketball Coach, the second longest tenured HC 
in program history. The Panthers’ best season in 
the Burks-Wiley era came in the 2023-24 season, 
seeing the Panthers win 21 games and make it to 
the second round of the Postseason WNIT.

WELCOME BACK!	
FIU welcomes back 5 returners from the 2024-25 
campaign. Guard Parris Atkins and guard Fantasia 
James represented FIU on the 2025 CUSA All-
Conference awards. Parris Atkins was placed 
on the All-CUSA Second Team, while Fantasia 
James’ performance landed her on the CUSA All-
Freshman team.

2024-25 SEASON RECAP	
FIU is coming off a season that saw the Panthers 
end sixth in the conference, going 11-18 overall 
and 7-11 in conference-play. The team saw their 
season end in the quarterfinals of the CUSA 
Tournament to Western Kentucky.

LAST NAME: NDIAYE	
There are three women’s basketball players in 
the NCAA with the last name Ndiaye. FIU has two 
of them, with none of them being related to each 
other.

BAHAMAS BASH	
The Panthers have two players from Nassau, 
Bahamas in Denika Lightborne and Rhema Collins.

UNDERCLASSMEN HYPE	
The Panthers boast seven players that are 
sophomores or younger. The longest tenured 
Panther is redshirt-sophomore Fantasia James, 
now in her third year with the team. 

FIU HALL OF FAME CLASS OF 2025	
The Panthers’ longest tenured and winningest 
coach in program history, Cindy Russo, was 
inducted into the 2025 FIU Athletics Hall of Fame. 
Russo amassed over 707 wins in her 38 season 

career, 667 of which coming in her 36 seasons 
at FIU. Russo brought the Panthers to 6 NCAA 
tournament appearances with 3 victories. FIU also 
went to the Postseason WNIT6 times under Russo.

FEELING BULLISH	
Head coach Jesyka Burks-Wiley spent three 
seasons as an assistant coach at USF before 
accepting the job at FIU in the 2020-21 season. 
This season was the first time she coached 
against her former school since she became a 
head coach.

PENGUINS IN THE 305	
The Panthers will play against Youngstown State 
on December 19 for the FIU Christmas Classic. 
Assistant Coach Heather Karner is a Youngstown 
State Alum, playing 2 years for the Penguins 
(2006-08) and averaging 12.5 ppg, 36.1% from 
three, 3.9 RPG and amassing 126 assist and 64 
steals. She is also credited with 2 double-doubles 
and 2 triple-doubles in her time in Youngstown. 
This will be the first time Coach Karner has 
coached against her Alma Mater.

THAT TEAM IN BOCA	
This season will mark the first time the Panthers 
and Florida Atlantic Owls will play each other 
twice in a season since the 2022-23 season, the 
season before the Owls made the move to The 
American.

DOUBLE-DOUBLE TROUBLE	
Rhema Collins in her first game played of the 
season put up her first double-double of her 
career in a win over Bethune-Cookman. She had 
17 points and 10 rebounds in the game, and 
added on 3 blocks and 3 steals.

FIRSTS FOR EVERYONE	
The Panthers had three players who scored 
their first career division 1 points in the contest 
against Bethune-Cookman. Riley Burd (3), Adama 
Badjie Coly (9) and Astrid Mukulumpe (2) all 
scored in the matchup. Grecia Ferrer also scored 
her first points of her career this season in FIU’s 
first game of the season against USF.

STEALING THE SHOW	
With 19 steals against Bethune-Cookman, it 
marked the most takeaways for the Panthers 
since 2023 against Florida National when FIU had 
22 steals (11/6/23).
