- Mittie, the ninth head women's basketball coach in K-State his-
tory, owns an overall career record of 686-391 (.637), including a
232-156 (.598) mark in his time at K-State. He has won 19 or more
games in eight of his previous 11 seasons with K-State.

- Mittie is a two-time Werner Ladder Naismith Women's Coach of
the Year Watch List honoree, 2023-24 and 2024-25.

- His 686 career wins at NCAA programs ranks ninth among
active NCAA Division | head coaches and second among active
Big 12 coaches. Mittie registered the 650th win of his coaching
career, a 92-66 victory over DePaul on Nov. 27,2024

- With his 232 wins at Kansas State, Mittie ranks second for wins
at the helm of the K-State program.

- Mittie is the third-longest tenured head coach in K-State wom-
en’s basketball history and currently the longest tenured head
coach of any sport at K-State.

WILDCATS SOLID FROM THE ARC

- K-State continues to attack from deep in the 2025-26 season.

- K-State is shooting 344 percent (194-0f-564) from 3-point
range. The Wildcats have received 31.2 percent of its points
from 3-point field goals made and have buried five or more in a
game 20 times, including six games with 10 or more.

- The Wildcats set the school record for three-point field goals
made in a game with 17 against Columbia on Nov. 27

- K-State shot 654 percent (17-0f-26) from beyond the arc
against the Lions, which was the highest 3-point percentage
on 20 or more attempts since carding a 70.0 percent effort (14-
o0f-20) against UCF on February 15, 2025.

- K-State’s 3-point percentage of 65.4 percent is the highest by
any team this season that has made 17 or more 3-point field
goals in a game.

- K-State has continued to attack the lane in the 2025-26 season.
- The Wildcats opened the season with 48 points in the paint
against Omaha. The 48 points in the paint were the most since
scoring 54 against New Mexico State on Dec. 18, 2024.

- This season, K-State has registered 840 points in the paint (311
ppg) which is 451 percent of its overall point total. The Wildcats
have scored 30 or more points in the paint 15 times and have
held the edge in the lane 15 times.

- In the 2024-25 season, the Wildcats registered 30 or more
points in the lane in 28 games including a season-high 56
points in the paint against Milwaukee on Nov. 20 and DePaul on
Nov. 27 The 56 points were the most since scoring 58 against
McNeese State on Dec. 6, 2023.

- K-State averaged 376 points per game (1,352 points) in the
paint with 476 percent of its point total from inside the lane and
outscored its foes in the lane in 26 games. The 1,352 points in
the paint were the most scored in the lane under head coach
Jeff Mittie.

SPEED MERCHANTS

- K-State has taken advantage of its opportunities in transition
this season.

- The Wildcats have scored 279 fastbreak points this season
(10.3 per game) and are outscoring its opponents by a margin
of +139 (515 margin per game; 279-140).

- K-State scored a season-high 36 fastbreak points against
Omaha on Nov. 3. The Wildcats have scored 10 or more points in
transition in 11 games and have had the advantage in fastbreak
points in 18 games (10-8).

- The Cats have had a +10 margin in fastbreak points in six
games (5-1).

- A season ago, K-State outscored its foes on fastbreak points,
398-211 (+187).

BENCH BOOST

- K-State has received an offensive boost from its second unit.
- The Wildcats opened the season with 47 points from its bench
against Omaha. The 47 points from the bench were the most
since K-State scored 47 against McNeese State on Dec. 6, 2023




- K-State is averaging 255 points per game from its bench (689
points), which is second in the Big 12 and is 30th in the nation.
The Wildcats have had the edge in bench points in 19 games this
season (10-9).

- K-State has scored 20 or more bench points in 18 games.

- In the 2024-25 season, the Wildcats averaged 22.6 points per
game (813 points) from the bench and ranked second in the Big
12 and 50th in the nation for bench points per game. K-State had
the upperhand in bench points in 24 games last season (20-4).

- K-State's 813 bench points were the second time in the Jeff
Mittie era in which the bench recorded 700 or more points in a
season and the top mark under Mittie for a season.

SHARING IS CARING

- K-State picked up where it left off last season in its unselfish-
ness with the basketball.

- The Wildcats have handed out a season-high 25 assists twice
this season - vs. Omaha (11/3) and vs. Columbia (11/27).

- Over the last 18 years, the Wildcats are 119-8 (.937) when hand-
ing out 20 or more assists.

- This season, K-State is averaging 14.5 assists per game, an assist-
ed shot rate of 575 percent and an assist to turnover ratio of 0.92.

- K-State was unselfish in its play in the 2024-25 season, setting
a pair of school records.

- The Wildcats averaged 2119 assists per game and owned an
assisted shot rate of 70.3. K-State was second in the nation for
assists per game, second in the nation for assist/turnover ratio
(1.63) and third in the nation for assisted shot rate.

- The Wildcats dished out a school record 763 total assists last
season, which was second in the nation for total assists. The
763 assists were sixth in Big 12 history for a season. K-State
joined Baylor (8x) as the only programs in Big 12 history
(1996-present) with 700 or more assists in a season.

- Since assists became an officially tracked stat in 1981-82,
K-State has registered an assisted shot rate of 60.0 percent or
higher at the end of a season 25 times in its history.

- K-State continues to be a force on the defensive end during
head coach Jeff Mittie's 12th season on the bench.

- This season, K-State has held opponents to 65.6 points per
game on a 404 field goal percentage.

- During the last 22 seasons, K-State is 148-4 (.974) when hold-
ing an opponent to 49 points or less including a 67-1 mark in the
Mittie era. During Mittie's tenure, K-State has held 22 opponents
to 40 or fewer points including the 2025-26 season-opener
when the Wildcats limited Omaha to 35 points.

- Under Mittie, K-State is 152-18 (.894) when holding its foes to
60 points or less including a 72-6 (.923) record over the last
five seasons.

- In the 11th season of the quarter system in women'’s college
basketball, K-State’s defense has limited its opponents point
production for 10 minute durations.

- To open the 2025-26 season, K-State held Omaha to nine points
in the first half (5 pts - st qtr; 4 pts - 2nd qtr). The nine points in
the first half were the fewest K-State allowed since holding Clem-

son to nine points in the second half on Nov. 24, 2022.

« The Wildcats held Omaha without a made field goal in the first
quarter (0-of-12) and two made field goals in the first half (2-
0f-22; .091).

- This season, K-State has held foes to 13 quarters with sin-
gle-digits. K-State is 8-2 when achieving this in 2025-26.

- Kansas State is 122-31 (.797) when holding an opponent to
single digits in any quarter in a game.

- Last season, K-State held foes to 27 quarters with single-dig-
its. The Wildcats were 20-0 when holding an opponent to single
digits in any quarter in a game.

- Against USC Upstate on Dec. 5, K-State held the Spartans to
two points in two different quarters (first and fourth quarters).

WILDCATS PICKING POCKETS

- The Wildcats continue to swipe the basketball at a high rate.

- K-State pocketed 19 steals in the season-opener against Oma-
ha. The 19 steals were the most for the Wildcats since Dec. 7,
2022, against Kansas City when K-State pilfered 20 steals.

- The Wildcats pocketed 15 steals against Cincinnati on Dec. 31.
The 15 steals were the most by K-State in a Big 12 game since
Feb. 15, 2025, against UCF.

- This season, K-State has tallied 254 steals (9.4 spg). Of the 433
opponent turnovers this season, 56.6 percent have come from
a K-State steal. The Wildcats have registered 10 or more steals
in a game 15 times this season (9-6).

« In league action, the Wildcats are averaging 10.4 steals per
game which is second in the Big 12.

- In the 2024-25 season, K-State pocketed 307 steals (8.5 spg).

CATS SEND BACK SHOTS UNDER MITTIE
- During the Jeff Mittie era, K-State has dealt out rejection to its
opponents including a record total in 2024-25 season.

- Last season, K-State averaged a school record 5.7 blocks per
game and a single season record total of 206 blocks. The Wild-
cats ranked second in the Big 12 and seventh in the nation.

- The Wildcats have registered 150 or more blocked shots in
consecutive seasons for the first time since the 2014-15 and
2015-16 seasons. K-State has blocked 120 or more shots in each
of Mittie's 11 seasons, the longest streak of 120 or more blocks
in program history.

- K-State had a school record blocked shot differential of +105
last season (206-101). Since blocks became official in 1982-83,
K-State has 23 seasons with a positive blocked shot differential.
- K-State recorded a season-high 13 blocks against Kentucky on
March 23. This was a school record for blocks in an NCAA Tour-
nament game and tied for the most in the opening weekend.

« Under Mittie, K-State has blocked 10 or more shots in a game
17 times, including a school record of 14 at Tulsa on Nov. 13, 2015.
K-State is 16-1during Mittie's tenure when blocking 10 or more shots.
- During the Mittie era, Kansas State has sent back 1,795 shots
for 4,63 per game in the 388 games. The 1,795 blocks in the 12
seasons are the most in any 12-season span in program history.

- Head coach Jeff Mittie asked Serena Sundell, Gabby Gregory
and Ayoka Lee to make this their own and to embrace the three
straight defensive stops. Enter Gap Goat.

- Gap Goat, who can be followed on Instagram (@GapGoat7), is
hoisted aloft when the Wildcats register three consecutive de-
fensive stops. Gappy lives at the Ice Family Basketball Center and
comes to Bramlage Coliseum and on road trips to get gaps.

- Gap Goat's apparel includes a K-State jersey and gold chains
with one chain featuring a goal number seven pendant, which he
is awarded when the team gets seven “gaps” in a game.

- Gregory chose a goat because it is her favorite animal.

- In the 2025-26 season-opener against Omaha, K-State regis-
tered a stocks (steals and blocks) total of 21.

- K-State is 29-1 under head coach Jeff Mittie when achieving a
combination of 20+ steals and blocks in the same game.

- When combining blocks and steal totals in a single game,
K-State is 38-1 over the last 18 seasons when achieving a com-
bination of 20+ steals and blocks in the same game.

- K-State recorded 307 steals and 206 blocked shots in the
2024-25 season. This was the first time in program history
K-State achieved these marks together in a season.

- The Wildcats were the only team in the Big 12 and one of three
teams in the nation (USC and South Carolina) last season with
300 or more steals and 200 or more blocks.

- K-State has a 304-334 (.476) record in road games during the
program'’s 58-year history.

- In his career in road games, head coach Jeff Mittie is 180-214
(457) including a 55-77 (.417) mark during his time at K-State.

- This season, K-State is 5-5 in road games including a win at
17th-ranked Texas Tech on Jan. 17 This is the fourth time in five
seasons K-State has won five or more road games.

- In the 2024-25 season, K-State was 7-4 in road games includ-
ing two wins against an Associated Press Top-25 foes (22, Utah,
1/8/25; 13, Kentucky, 3/23/25).

- The seven road wins last season were the most since the
2019-20 season (7-5).

- The Wildcats are one of seven teams in the nation to feature
three or more freshmen averaging 20 or more minutes per
game (min. 25 games played by player).

- K-State is one of two schools from a Power 4 conference with
three or more freshmen averaging 20 or more minutes per game
(Wake Forest).

- Of the schools with three or more freshmen averaging 20 or
more minutes played per game, K-State owns the highest NET
rating at 58.

INTERNATIONAL CATS

- K-State's 2025-26 roster will have an international flair.

- The Wildcats feature four players from four different countries:
Nastja Claessens (Belgium), Gina Garcia (Spain), Tess Heal
(Australia) and Ivona Scekic (Slovenia). Claessens is the first
player in program history from Belgium, Scekic is the first play-
er in program history from Slovenia, while Heal is the second
player to play for the Wildcats from Australia and Garcia is the
third from Spain.

- Claessens helped Belgium win the 2025 FIBA Women's Euro-
Basket and was a member of the 2024 Belgian National Team
at the Paris Olympics.

- Garcia had a busy summer, as she helped Spain win the 2025
FIBA U18 Women's EuroBasket and the 2025 FIBA U20 Wom-
en’s EuroBasket. Garcia was named to the All-Star Five in both
events and captured MVP honors at the U20s.

-Inits history, K-State has had a letterwinner from five different for-
eign countries (Spain, 2; Ukraine, Canada, Australia and France, 1).

- K-State will have one of the youngest rosters in the country
this season, as 10 of the 13 players on the 2025-26 roster are
either true freshmen or sophomores.

- Entering the 2025-26 season, the Wildcats were voted sev-
enth in the preseason poll.

- The Wildcats have finished 19 of 27 seasons above its presea-
son prediction and own the largest single-season deviation in
league history from its preseason prediction and its final place
with a +7 by winning the Big 12 in 2007-08.

- In its history, K-State is second among Big 12 members in
exceeding preseason predictions, finishing on average +0.89
positions higher than its preseason prediction in the 27 polls
that have a preseason prediction and a final standing attached
to it.

TURN OF HEAL

« Guard Tess Heal continues to be an elite collegiate scorer and
has gone on a hot streak in Big 12 action.

« Heal has scored more points in the last 10 games (167) than
she did in her first 14 games with K-State (80).

« At Houston on Jan. 7, Heal tallied a K-State season-high 31
points on 9-of-15 shooting from the field and 11-of-12 from the
foul line. This was her fifth career game with 30 or more points.
« She became the 31st player in program history to score 30 or
more points in a game with her 31 at Houston. She was the first
Wildcat to score 30 or more points and make 11 or more free
throws in a game since Gabby Gregory tallied 35 points with
13 made free throws against Northern Arizona on Nov. 25, 2022.
«Heal was the first player in program history to score 30 or more
points after entering the game off the bench.

= The product of Melbourne, Australia, set the school record for
points by an international player in a game.

«Against Utah on Jan. 10, Heal carded her second straight game
with 25 or more points as she tallied a game-high 25 points on
11-0f-13 shooting.

« Her field goal percentage of .846 was a career-high on 13 or
more attempts. She was the first K-State guard and just the
fourth Wildcat since at least 1981-82 to register 25 or more
points with 11 or more made field goals and shoot 84.0 percent
or better from the field. Heal was the first since Ayoka Lee tallied
36 points on 15 made field goals and 882 percent shooting
against North Florida on Dec. 16, 2023.

« With her 7-of-8 effort from the field in the fourth quarter
against the Utes, Heal set the school record for field goals made
in a fourth quarter and tied the school record for field goals
made in any quarter.

«Heal was the first player in program history to score 25 or more
points in two or more games after entering the game off the
bench.

= Her four straight games with 15 or more points was her longest
stretch since carding a 10-game stretch in her sophomore
season at Santa Clara in the 2023-24 season.
