 The Big 12 ranks second in the NCAA’s conference non-conference and conference 
ranking reports.

	 Arizona’s Kez Lucas (co-freshman), Iowa State’s Sydney Malott (player) and Lauren 
Schurman (co-pitcher), Oklahoma State’s Ruby Meylan (co-pitcher) and Utah’s 
Danika Wilson (co-freshman) picked up this week’s honors. 

	 Lucas claimed the weekly award for freshmen for the Wildcats after driving in five 
runs that helped Arizona take the series against Arizona State. She had a .444 bat-
ting average. 

	 Malott recorded five hits, three of which were home runs, as the Cyclones earned 
their first home Big 12 sweep since 2019. She also went perfect on the defensive 
side, handling all 40 defensive chances cleanly.  

	 Schurman captured four wins and pitched 13.1 innings, only giving up two earned 
runs. She posted a 1.05 ERA and threw four strikeouts. 

	 Meylan pitched against Grand Canyon as the Lopes were handed their first loss of 
the season before she recorded a perfect game against BYU. The game was the first 
perfect game by a Cowgirl since 2021. 

	 Wilson picked up her second Conference honor this season following a week where 
she hit .444 and got on base at a .540 clip. 

	 Nine no-hitters have been recorded by Big 12 pitchers so far this season, outpacing 
the five that were thrown in the league last season. 

	 Heading into the fourth week of Big 12 play, 10 games have concluded with one run 
separating the two teams. Only two of these close Big 12 contests have gone into 
extra innings. 

 	 Arizona State head coach Megan Bartlett earned her 100th victory leading the Sun 
Devils during last week’s series opener against in-state rival Arizona. The 2026 
campaign is her fourth with the program. 

 	 In the series opener, ASU hit six home runs during the game, tying the third-most 
home runs hit in a single game in the NCAA this season. 

	 Led by 14 home runs from Maddie Hartley and Makenna Mitchell, Houston’s 50 hom-
ers have become the fewest number of games in program history that the Cougars 
have accomplished the feat. The duo leads the league in home runs hit and are 
ranked 12th nationally. 

	 The Red Raiders have scored 315 runs in 32 games to rank fourth in the nation in 
total runs. After seven weeks of play, only four teams have crossed home plate more 
than 300 times.

 A season ago, Texas Tech advanced to the Women’s 
College World Series final during its first-ever WCWS 
appearance. The program won the Lubbock regional, 
outscoring opponents 25-10 before taking a 2-0 series 
against Florida State in Supers. 

 To reach the national championship series, the Red 
Raiders outlasted Ole Miss, UCLA and the 2024 
national champion Oklahoma. 

 TTU’s NiJaree Canady and Mihyia Davis were named 
to the WCWS All-Tournament Team.

 Arizona, Arizona State, UCF, and Oklahoma State 
represented the league in the 2025 NCAA Women’s 
Softball Tournament.

 Utah’s Dumke Family Stadium was announced as 
the home of the AUSL’s Utah Talons as the league 
announced home cities for the six teams following its 
inaugural season. The Talons claimed the 2025 AUSL 
title.

 Chrissy Schoonmaker joins the Big 12 as Houston’s 
new head coach. She comes to the Conference after 
spending four seasons as George Washington’s head 
coach. 

Texas Tech claimed both Big 12 softball titles after a 
20-4 record during Conference play and shutting 
down opponents 26-0 in three games at the 2025
