The United Football League (UFL) is the premier professional spring football league, 
powered by the visionary leadership and investment of Mike Repole and Impact Capital, 
RedBird Capital Partners, FOX, Dany Garcia, Dwayne Johnson, and ESPN. Built on inno-
vation, accessibility, and competitive excellence, the UFL delivers the most engaging pro-
fessional football experience in the world—for both players and fans. The league features 
eight teams: the Birmingham Stallions, Columbus Aviators, Dallas Renegades, DC Defend-
ers, Houston Gamblers, Louisville Kings, Orlando Storm, and St. Louis Battlehawks. 

Four-Point Field Goal
Field goals of 60 yards or longer are worth four points instead of 
three.

Points After Touchdown (PAT) Options
	★ 1 point: 33-yard field goal
	★ 2 points: Run/pass from the 2-yard line

	★ Each team gets three attempts.
	★ If still tied, alternating attempts continue until a winner is decided.
	★ A coin toss determines first choice (offense or defense).

Coin Toss Procedure
	★ Used at the start of the game and before overtime.
	★ The visiting team calls heads or tails.
	★ The winner chooses possession or direction.

New Kickoff Rules
	★ Kickoff Line: The ball will be kicked off from the 30-yard line.
	★ Kickoff Team: The 10 remaining players on the kickoff team will 

line up at the receiving team’s 45-yard line (Previously, the 
	★ kickoff team lined up at the 40-yard line).
	★ Receiving Team Zone: The receiving team’s set up zone will 

stretch from its 40-yard line to the 35-yard line and must have at 
least nine players in that zone. (Previously, it was the 35-yard 
line to the 30-yard line.)

	★ Landing Zone: The landing zone will be from the receiving 
team’s 20-yard line to the goal line. The ball must reach the land-
ing zone or it will be spotted at the 40-yard line.

ABOUT THE UFL
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 UFL-TO-NFL SUCCESS STORIES
Overall, 65 players from the past two United Football League seasons, along with alumni from the modern era of spring football (2020–present), 
earned spots on NFL 53-man rosters or were added to practice squads during the 2025 NFL season. The continued presence of spring football 
talent at the next level highlights the UFL’s growing role as a legitimate developmental pathway to the NFL.

Among those success stories, UFL kickers have been particularly impactful, translating their spring league opportunities into standout performances 
on NFL special teams units. Several have quickly established themselves as reliable options at the professional level, with a few even emerging 
as breakout contributors for their teams.

Szmyt converted on 24-of-27 field goal attempts (5-of-6 from 
50-plus yards) this season.

Bates connected on 27-of-34 field goal attempts this past sea-
son and converted 54-of-56 extra point attempts, totaling 135 
points in 17 games. His 59-yard field goal marked his longest 
of the season, and he finished the year.

Bates also showed his range throughout the season, convert-
ing 4-of-9 attempts from 50+ yards while remaining perfect on 
all kicks under 40 yards.

JAKE BATES

Mevis was promoted from the Rams’ practice squad for 
Weeks 10 and 11 before earning a spot on the active roster 
in Week 12. He made an immediate impact, hitting field goals 
from 52 and 40 yards. 

Through nine NFL games, he has successfully converted all 
39 of his extra-point attempts and has gone 12-for-13 on field 
goals.

Aubrey connected on 36-of-42 field goal attempts this past 
season and was 11-of-17 from 50+ yards, which was tied for 
the most in the league.

Havrisik earned NFL opportunities after displaying 
a strong leg and consistency during his profession-
al stops, converting key field goal attempts while 
showing range beyond 50 yards. He demonstrat-
ed reliability on extra points and short-range kicks, 
providing stability in the kicking game. His leg 
strength and ability to handle pressure situations 
have helped him remain in the mix at the NFL level.

LUCAS HAVRISIKLUCAS HAVRISIK

Redmond translated his disruptive presence on 
the defensive line into NFL opportunities, using his 
quick first step and strength to impact opposing of-
fenses. He has shown the ability to generate pres-
sure from the interior while contributing against the 
run. Redmond’s versatility along the defensive front 
has added to his value as a rotational defender.

JALEN REDMONDJALEN REDMOND

Cannella emerged as one of the most productive 
tight ends in spring football, showcasing his reliabil-
ity as a pass-catcher and red zone target. He car-
ried that momentum into the NFL, earning opportu-
nities through his physicality and consistent hands. 
Cannella’s ability to create mismatches against 
linebackers has made him a valuable depth option 
at the position.
