
CATS AND GATORS SQUARE OFF IN MEMORIAL COLISEUM
	 No. 10/11 Kentucky returns to the friendly confines of Memorial Coliseum, looking to extend its home 
winning streak to 13 when it plays host to the Florida Gators on Thursday.
	 The Wildcats look to bounce back after falling at No. 1 South Carolina on Sunday, 68-60, and they’ll 
have to do it with their starting point guard, Janee Thompson. With 4:06 to play and UK trailing just six 
points,  Thompson dove for a loose ball and dislocated her left ankle which resulted in a broken fibula. 
She went through a successful surgery on Monday afternoon and will miss the remainder of the season. 
Thompson had nine points, five rebounds, five assists and two steals in the game before exiting the game.
	 The Cats are 48-17 under Matthew Mitchell in “bounce back” games (games following a loss). UK 
hasn’t lost two in a row since January of last season.
	 With Thompson’s absence, the Cats are hoping for the return of senior guard Bria Goss who has 
missed the last six games with a broken left thumb. She was averaging 7.4 points and 3.1 rebounds per 
game prior to her injury.
	 Leading the way this season has been the outstanding guard play of senior Jennifer O’Neill and sopho-
mores Makayla Epps and Linnae Harper. O’Neill, who has come off the bench in the last four games, is 
UK’s leading scorer with 14.8 points per game. She has scored in double figures in five straight contests, 
including a team-high 13 points at top-ranked South Carolina on Sunday. Epps and Harper follow 
with 12.8 and 10.7 ppg. 
	 Despite standing at just 5-foot-8, Harper is the team’s leading rebounder with 6.6 boards per game. 
She has pulled down a team-high 54 offensive boards and against Ole Miss grabbed a career-high 14 
caroms, the most rebounds for a UK player under six feet since Amani Franklin had 14 vs. Butler in 
2009. Senior center Azia Bishop, who ranks second in rebounding with 6.5 rpg, has swatted a team-
high 32 blocks and currently ranks second in the SEC in blocks per game (1.9). She had three blocks 
in UK’s last game vs. South Carolina.

•	 UK is 74-38 in SEC games under Matthew Mitchell, including 43-13 at home.
•	 UK’s 12-game home winning streak is the seventh-longest in school history and ranks 17th nationally.
•	 UK has compiled a remarkable 87-7 (.926) record at home over the last six seasons.
•	 This marks the 51st meeting between Kentucky and Florida. UK holds a 26-24 lead in the all-time 
series, including 13-10 in Lexington. The Cats have won seven of the last nine games vs. the Gators, 
after falling in both regular-season contests last season.
•	 UK has forced at least 21 turnovers in all but two games this season (vs. USF and USC). UK currently ranks 
11th nationally and second in the SEC (all games) in turnover margin (+7.0). In league games only, UK leads 
the SEC with +10.8 turnover margin.
•	 UK ranks third nationally in free-throw attempts with 498. That averages to 29.3 attempts per game.
•	 UK is No. 10 in the AP poll and No. 11 the USA Today Coaches’ Poll. UK has been ranked in the 
national polls for 94 consecutive weeks. UK is one of three programs (the others are Louisville and Texas) 
to currently have both its men’s and women’s basketball teams ranked in top 10 of the AP poll.

-More Quick Notes-
•	 UK is No. 3 in the current RPI poll. UK is the only school in the nation with both its men’s and 
women’s basketball team in the top 10 of the RPI. The UK men are No. 1.
•	 UK’s schedule currently ranks as the nation’s third-toughest. The Cats are 2-2 vs. ranked teams this 
season with wins over No. 8/9 Baylor and No. 7/7 Louisville and losses at No. 13/13 Duke and top-ranked 
South Carolina. The Cats are set to face five other teams currently ranked in the Top 25 AP poll, includ-
ing No. 1 South Carolina again and No. 7/9 Tennessee twice.
•	 The Wildcats earned a 3.335 grade-point average in the 2014 fall semester, the highest mark in the 
Matthew Mitchell era and the third straight semester with a 3.0 GPA or better. Overall, 10 of UK’s 
12 players had a 3.0 GPA or better, including two Wildcats, freshman Alyssa Rice and senior Jelléah 
Sidney who earned a perfect 4.0.
•	 Senior center Azia Bishop ranks second in the SEC in blocks per game (1.9) and has 132 in her career 
which ranks fourth on the all-time list. She needs 24 more to move up to No. 3 with Valerie Still (156 
from 1979-83).
•	 Two Wildcats are members of UK’s elite 1,000-point club. Senior Jennifer O’Neill has 1,212 career points, 
for No. 17 on the all-time scoring list, while senior Bria Goss has scored 1,140 career points for No. 23.
•	 UK is 33-0 in under Matthew Mitchell, including 3-0 this season when scoring 90 or more points.
•	 Kentucky’s 367-game streak with a 3-pointer came to an end vs. Illinois (0-of-6) on Nov. 27, 2014. 
The last time the Wildcats went without a trey was Nov. 29, 2003 against San Francisco. The current 
streak is now 12.
•	 UK ranks in the top five of four statistical categories in the SEC. The Cats are third in scoring offense 
(77.3), fourth in blocked shots (4.5), second in turnover margin (+7.0) and third in offensive rebounds 
(17.6).
•	 After 22,075 fans, the second-highest in school history, attended UK’s “Pack the House” game vs. 
Baylor in Rupp Arena on Nov. 17, UK currently ranks seventh nationally in average attendance with 7,132 
fans per game. UK Hoops has ranked in the top 25 nationally in average attendance 11 straight years.
•	 Head coach Matthew Mitchell is UK’s all-time winningest coach with a 184-74 (.713) record in eight 
seasons at Kentucky.
•	 Since 2009-10, the Wildcats have charted a 151-42 (.782) record, including an impressive 88-7 mark at 
home, won an average of 27.4 games per season, advanced to a school-record five straight NCAA Tournaments, 
including four Sweet 16s and three Elite Eights, won the SEC regular-season championship, played in four SEC 
Tournament championship games and defeated 26 ranked teams, including 12 in the top 10.
•	 Kentucky is just one of 10 schools in the country to chart 25-plus wins in five straight seasons, joining 
Duke, Baylor, UConn, Gonzaga, James Madison, Marist, Notre Dame, Stanford and Tennessee.
•	 A school-record tying seven high school All-Americans are on this year’s squad (Makayla Epps, Bria 
Goss, Linnae Harper, Jennifer O’Neill, Janee Thompson, Alyssa Rice and Alexis Jennings).
•	 UK inked its sixth straight top-20 recruiting class with the signing of Batouly Camara, Maci Morris, 
Taylor Murray and Morgan Rich.
•	 Rupp Arena and UK have been selected to host the NCAA Regionals in 2016, 2017 and 2018. It marks 
the first NCAA championship event for women’s basketball in Rupp Arena since the Final Four in 1986.

SCOUTING FLORIDA
•	 Florida enters the game at 9-8 overall, 1-3 in 
SEC play after back-to-back losses vs. Ole Miss 
(64-57) and Missouri (66-47).
•	 The Gators are looking pick up their sec-
ond-straight win in Memorial Coliseum. UF 
defeated the Wildcats last season in Lexington, 
83-73, to open UK’s home conference slate. The 
Wildcats and Gators played three times last year 
with Florida taking both regular season meetings 
and Kentucky winning in the SEC Tournament 
quarterfinals, 75-70.
•	 UF is led by sophomore forward Ronni 
Williams, who is averaging 10.2 points per game. 
She is the only Gator averaging in double figures 
but junior guard Cassie Peoples isn’t far behind 
with 9.9 ppg. After 11 rebounds in the Gators’ 
last game at Missouri, 6-0 forward Kayla Lewis is 
averaging a team-high 7.2 rebounds per game. She 
also needs just 57 more points to reach 1,000 in 
her career. Lewis is the only senior on UF’s roster 
this season.
•	 Former Gator Amanda Butler is in her eighth 
season as the head coach at her alma mater with 
a 149-103 record. She started at guard at Florida 
from 1990-94.

•	 UK holds a 26-24 lead in the all-time series vs. 
Florida, including 13-10 in Lexington. 
•	 The Cats have won seven of the last nine games 
vs. the Gators.
•	 UK lost both regular-season matchups against 
the Gators last season. The Wildcats fell, 83-73, 
in Lexington on Jan. 5 and lost, 86-80, in 
Gainesville on Feb. 9.
• The last eight matchups vs. UF have been 
decided by 10 points or less.

While coaching at Florida, he 
met his future wife Jenna, a 2003 UF graduate.

LAST YEAR VS. THE GATORS IN MEMORIAL
	 Florida snapped UK’s nine-game home win-
ning streak last season with an 83-73 win over the 
Wildcats in UK’s SEC home opener. Kentucky 
shot just 35.2 percent (25-of-71) from the field, 
while the Gators hit 49.1 percent (28-of-57), the 
third-highest field goal percentage by a UK oppo-
nent of the season. UF also outrebounded UK,
42-40. O’Neill led UK with 15 points.

	 For the past five seasons, Kentucky has been 
known for its up-tempo, trapping and pressing 
style of play, often dubbed “40 Minutes of 
Dread.” With 11 available players on this year’s 
roster, including seven former high school 
All-Americans, the Wildcats will vie to be the 
‘fastest and most disruptive team in America’ 
by pushing the ball on every UK defensive 
rebound and applying pressure defense on 
every made UK basket.
	 “We’re working on it really hard right now,” 
Coach Mitchell said. “We’re trying to be an up 
tempo and pressure defense, and it just takes a lot 
of work.

	 Since Coach Mitchell implemented the “40 
minutes of dread” style of play before the 2009-10 
season, UK has had quite a remarkable run:

	 Kentucky’s mantra this season could be the “Comeback Cats” as UK has had to battle back from at least nine-point deficits five times and dou-
ble-digit second half deficits in three games. The Cats are 74-43 (.632) in “close games” (games decided by 10 points or less) under Matthew Mitchell, 
including 6-2 this season. UK is outscoring its opponent 696-587 in the second half and OT periods.
2	  UK trailed Oklahoma by nine in the first half (11-2) and dug itself into an eight-point deficit (78-70) with just 1:20 to go in regulation before 
mounting what would be one of the most remarkable turnarounds in school history. UK outscored the Sooners 9-1 in the final 1:20 of regulation to tie 
the game at 79. The Cats went on to score eight of the first 10 points in extra minutes, outscoring OU 13-9 in the overtime period to hang on for the

	 Kentucky won the 2014 Paradise Jam Reef 
Division with wins over Oklahoma and South 
Florida over the Thanksgiving Break.
•	 Against Oklahoma, UK rallied from a 78-70 
deficit with 1:31 left in the game to pull within 
one, 79-78, on an Epps’ layup with 23 seconds 
to play. Junior Janee Thompson’s go-ahead layup 
with five seconds left rattled around the rim and 
fell out before OU’s Nicole Kornet grabbed the 
rebound and was intentionally fouled by Harper. 
Here’s where the drama ensued. Kornet was 
charged with a technical foul for slamming the 

ball in frustration, her fifth foul of the game. 
Epps, who hit 11-of-15 from the stripe for the 
game, went to the line for the technical foul free 
throws, missing the first, but tying the game with 
the second foul shot with just 1.1 seconds on the 
clock. Because Kornet had fouled out, Oklahoma 
chose Derica Wyatt to shoot the free throws for 
Harper’s foul but she missed them both. OU had 
one last chance to win the game as they inbound-
ed the ball, but Sharane Campbell’s jumper hit 
the rim as time expired in regulation.
•	 In overtime, UK scored eight of the first 10 
points to go up 87-81 on Azia Bishop’s layup 
with 2:42 left. Epps had nine of her 29 points in 
the extra minutes as UK held on the for the 92-88 
victory.
•	 Against USF, UK trailed for the first 32:45 of 
the game, and by as many as nine in the first half, 
before taking a 51-49 lead with 5:36 to play 
•	 Kentucky went on a 17-7 run to take its first 
lead and did not relinquish the lead the final 5:29.
•	 Epps, named MVP of the Jam, came off the 
bench to score 12 points, including 11 in the 
decisive second half.

With the 
game tied at 66 with 3:30 to go, junior point 
guard Janee Thompson hit a crucial 3-pointer to 
give UK a lead it would not relinquish. Overall, 
Thompson netted 16 of her season- and game-
high 19 points in the second half, while also 
grabbing a game-high four steals. Senior guard 
Jennifer O’Neill added 17 points, while soph-
omore guard Linnae Harper added 12 points, 
senior guard Bria Goss 11 and sophomore guard 
Makalya Epps 10.

Senior 
Bria Goss hit a 3-pointer with 7:29 to play, 
giving UK its first lead, 57-56, since early in 
the contest. Baylor would fight back to tie the 
game at 64 with 2:28 to go but senior Jennifer 
O’Neill, who had struggled from behind the arc 
all night at 0-of-10, hit a free throw and her lone 
3-pointer of the night to give UK a four-point, 
68-64, lead with 1:17 left. The Cats would hang 
on for the 10-point win in what would tie as the 
10th largest comeback in school history and the 
second-largest in the Matthew Mitchell Era.
