Kentucky Dominates in Exhibition Routs

Kentucky was simply dominant in its exhibition routs of Ottawa and Kentucky State, winning by an aver-
age margin of 56.0 points per game.

The Wildcats showed glimpses of their overall balance, winning the first game with a strong shooting
performance from the outside before rolling past Kentucky State with a powerful inside game. A common
thread in both victories was an uptempo offense and a smothering full-court press on defense.

Among the biggest takeaways from the two tune-ups:

e Four players averaged in double figures and nine players averaged 7.5 points or more

e UK shot a scorching 58.5 percent from the field in the two wins, including 43.2 from behind the arc

e The Wildcats averaged 10.0 steals per game, 9.5 blocks and 26.0 assists

e Freshman guard Jamal Murray was sensational in both games, averaging 21.0 points and 12.0 rebounds.

The freshman nearly posted a triple-double in the Ottawa game with 22 points, 12 rebounds and nine

assists

e Freshman forward Skal Labissiere was UK’s second-leading scorer in the exhibition games with a 20.0

average. He scored all of his game-high 22 points in the second half of the Kentucky State game

e Sophomore guard Tyler Ulis posted a double-double against Ottawa with 17 points and 10 assists

e Junior forward Alex Poythress, who is returning from a season-ending knee injury in 2014-15, appears to

be rounding back into form after averaging 10.5 points and 7.0 rebounds in the two exhibitions

e Junior forward Marcus Lee just missed out on a double-double against Kentucky State with nine points

and 11 rebounds

First of Four in Hoophall Miami Invitational

Kentucky is 93-19 in regular-season openers, including a perfect 6-0 mark under head coach John Calipari.

UK Starts Season at No. 1 in Coaches’ Poll

UK begins the season as the top-ranked team in the USA Today Coaches’ Poll for the third season in a row.

The Wildcats share the preseason top spot with North Carolina. The two teams both garnered 749 points
from the ballots of 32 Division | coaches. UNC had 12 first-place votes, compared with UK’s 11.

Four preseason coaches’ top-25 teams are on Kentucky’s 2015-16 schedule (No. 4 Duke, No. 5 Kansas, No.
19 LSU and No. 20 Vanderbilt).

Wildcats Tabbed No. 2 in AP Top 25

For the fifth straight season, the Wildcats are ranked in the top three of the Associated Press Top 25 to
begin the season, as Kentucky checked in at No. 2 in the preseason poll.

Kentucky picked up 10 of the 65 first-place votes in the preseason poll. North Carolina was ranked the No. 1
team in the country with 1,566 points, followed by UK (1,520), Maryland (1,487), Kansas (1,410) and Duke (1,350).

The Wildcats have been ranked in the preseason top five in six of John Calipari’s seven seasons in Lexington.

Kentucky Picked to Win SEC
A select panel of both SEC and national media members picked UK to win its 47th SEC regular-season champi-
onship in 2015-16. It’s the 11th time since the 1998-99 season the Wildcats are the overall preseason favorite.

Trio of Wildcats Tabbed Preseason AlI-SEC by Media

UK sophomore guard Tyler Ulis and freshman forward Skal Labissiere were tabbed to the six-man All-SEC
First Team alongside Danuel House (Texas A&M), Damian Jones (Vanderbilt), Stefan Moody (Ole Miss) and
Ben Simmons (LSU).

Senior forward Alex Poythress was named to the All-SEC Second Team with Dorian Finney-Smith (Florida),
Malik Newman (Mississippi State), Charles Mann (Georgia), Tim Quarterman (LSU) and Alex Caruso (Texas A&M).

Another Four Named Preseason AllI-SEC by League’s Coaches

Kentucky led the Southeastern Conference with four players on the coaches’ preseason All-SEC teams,
two more than any other school.

Sophomore Tyler Ulis and freshman Skal Labissere were named to the AllI-SEC First Team while senior Alex
Poythress and freshman Jamal Murray made the All-SEC Second Team.

Lee, Poythress, Ulis Among Returners

Despite losing seven players to the NBA Draft, Kentucky will return an explosive and talented nucleus in
2015-16. Scholarship players EJ Floreal, Dominique Hawkins, Marcus Lee, Alex Poythress, Derek Willis and
Tyler Ulis will return and join a talented recruiting class that’s ranked No. 2 in the country.

Ulis ranked third in the country and first among league competition last season with a 3.6 assist-to-turn-

Kentucky’'s NBA Footprint Continues to Grow

The nation’s most prolific NBA player-producing program
once again leads the country with 21 players on an opening-day
NBA roster.

Of the 446 players in the NBA to start the 2015-16 season,
approximately 4.7 percent played college basketball at Ken-
tucky. The Wildcats bettered any other college program by two
players as the NBA season opened.

Kentucky’s NBA dominance was best represented in Phoenix
and Sacramento, where a combined seven Wildcats started the
2015-16 season on the respective rosters. Eric Bledsoe, Devin
Booker, Archie Goodwin and Brandon Knight were all part of
the Phoenix Suns’ opening-day roster, while former UK stars
Willie Cauley-Stein, DeMarcus Cousins and Rajon Rondo started
the year in Sacramento.

Two other franchises — the Charlotte Hornets (Aaron Har-
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rison, Michael Kidd-Gilchrist) and the Minnesota Timberwolves (Tayshaun
Prince, Karl-Anthony Towns) — opened the season with two Wildcats apiece.

Wildcats Face Tough Nonconference Slate

A 13-game non-conference schedule will feature 10 games against teams
who advanced to the postseason a season ago for the 2015-16 season.

That list includes national champion Duke in the third game of the season
at the Champions Classic in the United Center in Chicago on Nov. 17. In all,
the Wildcats will take on six NCAA Tournament squads, two NIT participants
and two teams that advanced to at least the quarterfinals of the Collegeln-
sider.com Tournament. The average final RPI of the teams comes in at 105,
with five teams in the all-important top 50 of the RPI.

In addition to Duke, the Wildcats will also take on powerhouses such as
UCLA, Ohio State, Kansas and the annual rivalry game with Louisville.

SEC Announces New Scheduling Model

The SEC announced a new scheduling model for conference games that
will feature three permanent opponents. The change will take place begin-
ning with the 2015-16 season.

Kentucky’s new permanent opponents are Florida, Tennessee and Van-
derbilt. Each SEC team will play the other 13 teams at least one time during
league play. They will then play their three permanent opponents a second
time and the remaining two games will be scheduled on a rotating basis.

Success Rate Continues at 2015 Graduation

Four Wildcats -- Alex Poythress, Tod Lanter, Brian Long and Sam Malone -- all
received their undergraduate degrees during the university’s May 2015 com-
mencement ceremonies, continuing the remarkable Success Rate under Calipari.

All 14 players who have been eligible to graduate by the end of their
senior years in the Calipari era have received their degrees, including three
players (Poythress, Patrick Patterson and Jarrod Polson) who completed their
undergraduate degrees in three years.

Additionally, the team received an academic award in May for its Aca-
demic Progress Rate score. The Wildcats placed in the top 10 percent of Divi-
sion | men’s basketball schools. The APR provides a real-time look at a team’s
academic success by the progress of each student-athlete on scholarship.

Calipari, Dampier Enshrined in Naismith HOF
Kentucky Wildcats John Calipari and Louie Dampier were enshrined in the
Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in September. The fraternity of
basketball legends is considered to be one of the ultimate honors in the sport.
Calipari and Dampier were two of 11 basketball legends in the Class of
2015 and the ninth and 10th UK representatives, respectively, to join basket-

Three is Better Than Two

UK has the nation’s second-longest active streak of consecutive games
with a made 3-pointer, knocking down at least one form long range in 939
consecutive games.

The Cats’ last game without a made 3-pointer came against Seton Hall on
Nov. 26, 1988 a “three-point” loss in the Great Alaska Shootout.

UNLV holds the nation’s longest streak with 941 consecutive games with a
made 3-pointer.

In four of Calipari’s six seasons at Kentucky, the Wildcats have posted an undefeated record at
home, including a school-record 19-0 mark during the 2014-15 season.

Calipari’s 54-game winning streak at Rupp Arena to begin his UK coaching career was the lon-
gest winning streak since the arena opening in 1976.

Life on the Road Isn’t So Bad Either

As good as John Calipari’s team’s have been at home, they’re nearly as good in hostile environ-
ments on the road. Dating back to the 2005-06 season, Calipari has recorded a 76-27 (.738) record
on the road.

Calipari Unrivaled in Conference

John Calipari has won 13 league championships (including the 2010, 2012 and 2015 SEC cham-
pionships) six more than the next-closest coach in the SEC (Ben Howland has seven conference
titles). Calipari also has 12 conference tournament titles, seven more than his closest competitor
(Howland).

He’s tallied a 290-86 (.772) all-time record within conference play as a head coach and owns an
82-20 (.804) record since joining the SEC.

Calipari’'s Undefeated Conference Teams

John Calipari is believed to be one of three coaches, along with Frank McGuire and Jerry Tarka-
nian, to lead multiple teams to an unblemished mark in multiple Division | conferences. Calipari did
so at Memphis in Conference USA and Kentucky in the SEC.

John Calipari has 21 consecutive seasons of 20 or more on-court wins as a collegiate head coach.
He leads all active coaches with that streak, ahead of Mike Krzyzewski of Duke (19), Jim Boeheim
(17) and Bill Self (17).

More impressive, Calipari has nine seasons with 30 or more on-court wins. Only Mike Krzyzewski
(13) and Roy Williams (10) have more.

Calipari is the first coach in NCAA Division | history to record five straight on-court 30-win sea-
sons, notching 30 straight in consecutive seasons from 2005-06 to 2009-10.

The Success Rate

John Calipari has graduated 100 percent of the players (14 of 14) who have been eligiblie to re-
ceive their dipoma by the end of their senior years and exhausted their athletic eligibility. Of that
group, Patrick Patterson, Jarrod Polson and Alex Poythress completed their degrees in three years.

In the NCAA’s APR, which measures eligibility, retention and graduation, UK has posted a sin-
gle-year Academic Progress Rate of 979 or higher in every season under Calipari, including a per-
fect 1,000 in the last two reports. Kentucky’s four-year composite score in the most recent report,
which was released in May, was a 995, earning the team an NCAA academic award for finishing in
the top 10 percent of Division | men’s basketball programs.

Under Calipari, the team has also posted a 3.0 grade-point average or better in seven of the last
nine semesters.

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A “players-first” coach with a penchant for helping people reach
their dreams, John Calipari, a Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of
Famer, has guided six teams to the Final Four, led one to a national
championship and helped 38 players make it to the NBA during his 23-
year college coaching career.

Calipari guided Kentucky to its eighth national championship and his
first national title in 2012. In becoming only the second coach in NCAA
history to lead three different schools to the Final Four, he has racked
up over 600 victories, 16 NCAA Tournament appearances, six Final
Fours and numerous national coach of the year honors.

In 2015, Coach Cal led college basketball’s first ever 38-0 team, and
became one of just three coaches to make four Final Fours in a five-
year span. At the end of the season, Calipari became the 96th coach to
join the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame.

While building a program out of obscurity at Massachusetts, laying the foundation at Memphis
and restoring luster at the sport’s greatest program at Kentucky, he has totaled the second-most
wins in NCAA history in the first 20 years of a college coaching career.

Quite honestly, though, Calipari’s on-court success overshadows a much more significant
picture.

In his goal to lead a players-first program, he has helped 38 players realize their dreams and
guide them to the NBA, including a record five first-round draft picks in 2010. Two years later,
six Wildcats heard their names called at the 2012 draft, the most in the two-round draft era. UK,
with Calipari’s help, would tie those six picks again in 2015, including a record-tying four lottery
selections. His four No. 1 overall picks are twice as many as any other coach, and he’s had 25
players drafted during his six years at Kentucky, including 19 first-round picks.

Much like he did at UMass, where his players graduated at nearly 80 percent, Calipari has
stressed academics. Fifteen of his last 18 seniors at Memphis earned their bachelor’s degrees,
and all 14 players at UK who were eligible to graduate by the end of their senior years walked
away with a diploma in hand, including three players who earned their degree in just three years.
The Wildcats posted a 3.11 grade-point average for the 2014 fall semester, the seventh time in
the last eight semesters they earned a 3.0 GPA or better.

His foundation, The Calipari Foundation, has raised millions of dollars to help the lives of those
in need in the Commonwealth and across the country. In 2010, he used a telethon to raise more
than $1 million for victims of the devastating earthquake in Haiti, and he organized another one
in 2012 for victims of Superstorm Sandy. A year after helping raise $350,000 for charity during
the inaugural UK alumni weekend, Calipari was the driving force behind the more than $1 million
that was donated to local and national organizations during the second annual alumni weekend,
and then $1.5 million in 2015.

Author of the New York Times Best Seller “Players First: Coaching from the Inside Out” and
“Bounce Back: Overcoming Setbacks to Succeed in Business and in Life,” Calipari is a master of
communication and maximizing talent. He lives by the motto that “it’s never a matter of how far
you have fallen, but instead it’s about how high you bounce back.”
