Behind a career day from senior Alex Poythress, the fifth-ranked Kentucky Wildcats roared back from a road
loss to UCLA with an 88-67 victory over visiting Eastern Kentucky on Wednesday.

Poythress poured in 21 points and added a career-high 13 rebounds to chart his team-leading third dou-
ble-double of the season. The 21 points were just one off of his career high set during his freshman season.
He was 9 of 12 from the floor, which included four powerful dunks. The 21 points also marked the most by a
Kentucky senior since Julius Mays had 24 in a win over Missouri on Feb. 23, 2013.

Poythress scored the game’s first points with a layup 18 seconds into the game to lift UK to a 2-0 lead it would
never relinquish. The layup was also telling as UK’s first 16 buckets came in the form of a layup or a dunk en route
to 58 of the team’s points being scored from inside of the paint, tied for a season high.

Best in the Bluegrass

Kentucky’s meeting with Eastern Kentucky was the 14th game against an in-state foe the Wildcats have faced
in the John Calipari era. Impressively, UK is 13-1 against opponents in the Bluegrass State since 2009-10.

The Wildcats will face Louisville on Dec. 26, its second instate foe of the 2015-16 season. UK is 7-1 against the
Cards under Calipari.

Kentucky improved to 12-0 all-time vs. Eastern Kentucky, including 3-0 under Calipari.

Bounce Back

The Wildcats don’t lose very often during the John Calipari era, but when they do, they almost always bounce
back.

UK is now 28-6 under Calipari following a loss including the victory over Eastern Kentucky. Kentucky hasn’t
dropped back-to-back games since losing a pair to Arkansas and South Carolina on Feb. 27, 2014 and March 1,
2014, respectively.

Wildcats’ Regular-Season Win Streak Haulted at 38

In its first true road test of the season, the top-ranked Wildcats fell 87-77 to UCLA despite a career-high 20-
point performance from freshman guard Isaiah Briscoe.

Kentucky jumped out to a 2-0 lead, but consecutive baskets by the Bruins gave the home team a lead it would
hold for the remainder of the game. Freshman guard Jamal Murray added 17 points, including five made 3-point-
ers, while junior Derek Willis tallied 11 points.

The loss to UCLA marked the first regular-season loss for the Wildcats since the final game of the 2014 season
against Florida on March 8.

Against lllinois State, Briscoe took over point-guard duties for the injured Tyler Ulis (hyperextended elbow).
Briscoe was 7 of 13 from the field en route to a career-high 18-point performance. He also dished out a team-
high three assists and hauled in seven rebounds, which was the second most of any player on the team.

Playing in the first true road game of his career against UCLA, Briscoe was a team-best 7 of 10 from the field to
top his previous career high this time with 20 points. He is the fourth different player to top 20 points this season
for the Wildcats. For the week, Briscoe utilized a team-best .609 field-goal percentage of players who shot more
than 10 times.

Addi-
tionally, the game averaged 3,120,000 viewers, the second-most
watched Champions Classic game during the event’s history.

Kentucky Signs Super Six in 2016 Class

The Kentucky men’s basketball program has put together one
of the strongest recruiting classes of all time, signing six of the
nation’s top players during the early fall signing period. Highly
rated prospects Edrice “Bam” Adebayo, De’Aaron Fox, Wenyen
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Gabriel, Sacha Killeya-Jones, Malik Monk and Tai Wynyard have all signed with
UK.

All six players are consensus four- or five-star prospects, and four are ranked
in the top 10 by the major national recruiting services. In a class stocked full of
highly regarded players, national analysts are already calling this the nation’s
top signing haul for 2016.

Poythress Returning to Form

Not even a year removed from ACL reconstructive surgery, senior Alex Poy-
thress is quickly returning to the elite athlete that John Calipari expects him
to be.

Poythress posted double-doubles in back-to-back games vs. Wright State
and Boston University (the third and fourth of his career), the first Kentucky
senior to post consecutive double-doubles since Josh Harrellson in 2010-11.

He then broke out for a 21-point, 13-rebound effort in leading UK past EKU.
The 21 points were the most since his career-high of 22 set during his fresh-
man season, and the 13 rebounds marked a new career-best mark. It was the
first 20-10 game of his career, and the 21 points were the most for a UK senior
since his former teammate Julius Mays scored 24 points against Missouri in
the 2012-13 season.

The senior forward is 23 rebounds shy of becoming the 52nd player in pro-

High-Percentage Shots

Kentucky has scored a whopping 44.8 percent of its points on either layups or dunks, including 48 of the
Wildcats’ 74 points vs. No. 5/4 Duke. The Wildcats scored their first 16 made field goals against Eastern
Kentucky in the paint and finished with 58 of their 88 points in the paint against the Colonels.

Why such high-percentage baskets? It starts on the defensive end where UK is forcing 14.1 turnovers
per game. That’s led to an average of 17.0 points off turnovers per game, many of the fastbreak variety.

Triple Double-Double

Three different Wildcats tallied a double-double in the first five games of the season.

Guard Isaiah Briscoe had 11 points and 12 rebounds against NJIT and then junior Marcus Lee and senior
Alex Poythress pulled down 10 points and 10 rebounds in games vs. Duke and Wright State, respectivley.

Itwasthefirsttimesince 2009-10that three different players contributed adouble-doubleinthefirstfive games.
DeMarcus Cousins, Patrick Patterson and John Wallachieved the feat through the opening five gamesin 2009-10.

Forever Young

Kentucky began the 2015-16 season with two veterans in the starting lineup in junior Marcus Lee and sopho-
more Tyler Ulis.

However, Kentucky once again checks in as one of the youngest teams in terms of experience, according
to kenpom.com. UK ranks No. 342 out of 351 in terms of experience per minute.

Still Big, Still Dominant on the Glass

Though Kentucky isn’t quite as big and as long as it was last season, the Wildcats are still one of the tallest
teams in the country and still appear to be one of the best on the boards.

Against NJIT, Kentucky grabbed 31 more rebounds than the Highlanders, the best mark of the John Cali-
pari era. The 54 total rebounds ranked as the fourth most of the Coach Cal era, and the 22 offensive re-
bounds tied for the fourth most in Calipari’s seven seasons.

The Wildcats rank first in the Southeastern Conference in rebounds allowed per game (30.6), rebound mar-
gin (plus-10.8), offensive rebound percentage (.428) and second in total offensive rebounds per game (14.9).

Taking Care of Business

Kentucky’s 42-15 record vs. opponents ranked in the Associated Press Top 25 is impressive, but the Wildcats’
ability to beat all-comers can’t be overlooked. Under John Calipari, UK is 156-24 vs. unranked competition, a
.867 winning percentage.

The Wildcats’ loss to UCLA was its first loss to an unranked opponent since March 1, 2014.

Kentucky Picked to Win SEC
A select panel of both SEC and national media members picked UK to win its 47th SEC regular-season champi-
onship in 2015-16. It’s the 11th time since the 1998-99 season the Wildcats are the overall preseason favorite.
UK begins conference play Jan. 2 at home vs. Ole Miss.

Wildcat Trio Tabbed Preseason All-SEC by Media

UK sophomore guard Tyler Ulis and freshman forward Skal Labissiere were tabbed to the six-man All-SEC
First Team alongside Danuel House (Texas A&M), Damian Jones (Vanderbilt), Stefan Moody (Ole Miss) and
Ben Simmons (LSU).

Senior forward Alex Poythress was named to the All-SEC Second Team with Dorian Finney-Smith (Florida),
Malik Newman (Mississippi State), Charles Mann (Georgia), Tim Quarterman (LSU) and Alex Caruso (Texas A&M).

Another Four Named Preseason AlI-SEC by SEC Coaches

Kentucky led the Southeastern Conference with four players on the coaches’ preseason All-SEC teams,
two more than any other school.

Sophomore Tyler Ulis and freshman Skal Labissere were named to the All-SEC First Team while senior Alex
Poythress and freshman Jamal Murray made the All-SEC Second Team.

Another Historic NBA Draft for UK

A record six Wildcats were selected in the 2015 NBA Draft in June, tying Kentucky’s NBA record set in
2012. Also tying an NBA record, four Wildcats were selected in the NBA lottery (the opening 14 picks).
Karl-Anthony Towns was selected No. 1 overall, the program’s third No. 1 overall selection since 2010.

John Calipari has had 25 players selected in the NBA Draft since becoming UK’s head coach. Nineteen players
have gone in the first round, and he’s had three players taken No. 1 overall.

Calipari has had two or more players selected in the NBA Draft in eight consecutive seasons dating back
to his time as the head coach at Memphis. He has had at least one player selected in the top 10 of the draft
in each of the last eight seasons. No other school has even a first rounder in eight straight seasons.

Though Aaron Harrison went undrafted, he was signed by the Charlotte Hornets in the summer and made
the Hornets’ opening-day roster.

John Calipari hasn’t just signed the best talent in the country while he’s
been at Kentucky; he’s been the best at developing that talent and getting it
ready for the next level.

Of the 23 top-25 players Kentucky has signed prior to this season (accord-
ing to Rivals), 19 were drafted and 16 were selected in the first round. Those
draft numbers don’t include Marcus Lee, Alex Poythress and Kyle Wiltjer,
who are currently in college.

But that’s only half the story. Calipari’s players don’t just make it to the
pros; they’re better prepared than anyone else. The proof is in the numbers.

Over the course of his career, Calipari’s nearly 40 NBA pros have made
approximately $1.25 billion in NBA contracts alone, which doesn’t include
endoresement deals and overseas contracts.

Calipari’s Draft Picks

In 23 seasons as a head coach, John Calipari has coached 36 NBA Draft
picks, including 25 first-round selections, with 14 of those going in the top
10. He’s had four players draft No. 1 overall, twice as many as any other
coach, and two or more players selected in eight consecutive NBA drafts,
dating back to 2008 with Memphis.

A “players-first” coach with a penchant for helping people reach their
dreams, John Calipari, a Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Famer,
has guided six teams to the Final Four, led one to a national champion-
ship and helped 38 players make it to the NBA during his 23-year college
coaching career.

Calipari guided Kentucky to its eighth national championship and his
first national title in 2012. In becoming only the second coach in NCAA
history to lead three different schools to the Final Four, he has racked
up over 600 victories, 16 NCAA Tournament appearances, six Final Fours
and numerous national coach of the year honors.

In 2015, Coach Cal led college basketball’s first ever 38-0 team, and
became one of just three coaches to make four Final Fours in a five-year
span. At the end of the season, Calipari became the 96th coach to join
the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame.

While building a program out of obscurity at Massachusetts, laying the foundation at Memphis
and restoring luster at the sport’s greatest program at Kentucky, he has totaled the second-most
wins in NCAA history in the first 20 years of a college coaching career.

Quite honestly, though, Calipari’s on-court success overshadows a much more significant pic-
ture.

In his goal to lead a players-first program, he has helped 38 players realize their dreams and
guide them to the NBA, including a record five first-round draft picks in 2010. Two years later, six
Wildcats heard their names called at the 2012 draft, the most in the two-round draft era. UK, with
Calipari’s help, would tie those six picks again in 2015, including a record-tying four lottery selec-
tions. His four No. 1 overall picks are twice as many as any other coach, and he’s had 25 players
drafted during his six years at Kentucky, including 19 first-round picks.

Much like he did at UMass, where his players graduated at nearly 80 percent, Calipari has
stressed academics. Fifteen of his last 18 seniors at Memphis earned their bachelor’s degrees, and
all 14 players at UK who were eligible to graduate by the end of their senior years walked away
with a diploma in hand, including three players who earned their degree in just three years. The
Wildcats posted a 3.11 grade-point average for the 2014 fall semester, the seventh time in the last
eight semesters they earned a 3.0 GPA or better.

His foundation, The Calipari Foundation, has raised millions of dollars to help the lives of those
in need in the Commonwealth and across the country. In 2010, he used a telethon to raise more
than $1 million for victims of the devastating earthquake in Haiti, and he organized another one
in 2012 for victims of Superstorm Sandy. A year after helping raise $350,000 for charity during the
inaugural UK alumni weekend, Calipari was the driving force behind the more than $1 million that
was donated to local and national organizations during the second annual alumni weekend, and
then $1.5 million in 2015.

Author of the New York Times Best Seller “Players First: Coaching from the Inside Out” and
“Bounce Back: Overcoming Setbacks to Succeed in Business and in Life,” Calipari is a master of
communication and maximizing talent. He lives by the motto that “it’s never a matter of how far
you have fallen, but instead it’s about how high you bounce back.”
