BOWL-ELIGIBLE UK HOSTS OLE MISS FOR “SALUTE TO VETERANS DAY”

Coming off a final-minute, come-from-behind victory over Tennessee that made it bowl eligi-
ble for the second consecutive season, Kentucky opens the final month of the season looking to
improve its standing in the race for bowl positioning.

A win over Ole Miss would give the Cats seven regular season victories for just the seventh
time in the past 40 years, but make it back-to-back seasons the program has done so under the
leadership of head coach Mark Stoops. UK hopes to be 7-2 through the first nine games of a sea-

son for the first time since 1984.

The game will kick off at 4 p.m. ET at Kroger Field and air on the SEC Network. Saturday is UK’s
“Salute to Veterans” game. Salute to Veterans game-day activities will include a game-ball deliv-
ery by the Army Golden Knights parachute team. Jimmy Rose — the Marine Corps veteran from
Pineville, Kentucky, who finished third on America’s Got Talent in 2013 — will perform the national

anthem.

Veterans of the United States Armed Forces will be honored at the game. Veterans are eligible
to receive two complimentary tickets to the game by presenting valid identification, such as a
card issued by the Department of Defense or Department of Veterans Affairs or a driver’s license

with veteran’s status annotated.

QUICK NOTES

e Junior LB Jordan Jones and sophomore
RB Benny Snell Jr. earned SEC Player of
the Week honors for their play against
Tennessee. Jones was named Co-Defensive
Player of the Week, while Snell was named
Co-Offensive Player of the Week.

¢ In just his second game back after missing
four contests with an injury, Jones turned
in a game-high 13 tackles in the Wildcats’
thrilling 29-26 victory over Tennessee. He
added a pair of tackles for loss and a sack,
which was part of a possession where the
energetic linebacker recorded all three
tackles to force a three-and-out. It was his
fifth career game of at least 10 tackles. He's
currently on the watch lists for the Bednarik
Award and the Bronko Nagurski Trophy.

¢ In his last eight SEC games, Snell has 193
carries, 989 yards, 5.1 yards per carry and 12
touchdowns. Snell, who is on the watch lists
for the Maxwell Award and the Doak Walker
Award, currently ranks fourth in the SEC in
rushing (90.2 ypg).

e Snell’s season-high 180 rushing yards vs.
Tennessee were the most ever for a Wildcat
against the Volunteers.

¢ Snell needs 188 more rushing yards to
become just the ninth player in school
history with 2,000 in his career.

e UK is now 13-6 over the last 19 games with
Stephen Johnson Il as the starter (11-6) or

QB for the majority of the game in a relief
role (2-0). Johnson is on the top 20 list for
the Johnny Unitas Golden Arm Award.

e With his game-winning fourth quarter drive
against Tennessee, Johnson now has five
game-winning drives in the fourth quarter
or overtime in his career, the second-most
for a UK quarterback since 1955 (Andre’
Woodson, 7).

e The Cats have won 13 of their past 18
regular season games dating to last season,
including road wins at No. 11 Louisville,
South Carolina, Missouri and Southern Miss.

e QOver the last two seasons, Kentucky is 8-2 in
games decided by seven points or less.

e The Cats rank 37th nationally in rushing
defense, allowing just 133.5 yards per game.
It is good for fifth in the SEC.

¢ In allowing just 13 rushing yards to Eastern
Michigan, the Cats posted the fewest rushing
yards allowed vs. a FBS team since Vanderbilt
had -29 in 1996.

e A big reason for the defensive success is due
to the DE/LB duo of Josh Allen and Denzil
Ware (aka Blitz Bros.). They comprise one
of the SEC’s top pass rushing pairs, having
totaled 205 total tackles, 33.0 tackles for
loss, 21.0 sacks, 11 quarterback hurries and
six forced fumbles the past two seasons.

e Allen ranks second in the SEC in sacks (7.0)
and is third in tackles for loss (9.5). He ranks
12th nationally in sacks and was named
a semifinalist for the Butkus Award and a
midseason second-team All-American by the
AP and Sports lllustrated.

e Cornerbacks Derrick Baity Jr. and Chris
Westry and safety Mike Edwards are also
key components to the defense. They have
combined for 83 career starts, having each
started at least 20 of 21 games since the
beginning of 2016 season (only Baity has not
started all 21).

e Edwards currently leads the team in
tackles with 64. He also has seven career
interceptions, including three in 2017...

e which ranks 22nd nationally and is second
in the SEC. He’s on the watch list for the Jim
Thorpe Award.

e Senior wideout Garrett “Juice” Johnson
has caught a pass in 19 consecutive games
and ranks fourth on the school’s all-time
career receiving yards list (1,921). He needs
81 more to become just the fourth player in
school history with 2,000 in his career.

e Senior kicker Austin MacGinnis has a
school-record 318 career points. He
surpassed Lones Seiber (305 from 2006-09)
in the win over Missouri by scoring a career-
high tying 16 points, the second-most points
for a kicker in a single game at UK.

e MacGinnis was a semifinalist for the
prestigious 2017 Campbell Award, which
recognizes the nation’s best football scholar-
athlete.

e With two field goals against Florida,
MacGinnis surpassed Joey Worley (57 from
1984-87) to top the career list for field goals
made. He now has 63. MacGinnis is also on
the watch list for the Lou Groza Award.

e MacGinnis’ 13 field goals on the season are
the second-most in the SEC and ranks him
seventh nationally in field goals per game.

* Senior LB Courtney Love was named to the
Allstate AFCA Good Works Team, just one
of 11 FBS student-athlete named to the
prestigious award. He is also on the watch
lists for the Lott Trophy (quarterfinalist) and
Wouerffel Trophy (semifinalist).

e Junior TE C.J. Conrad is considered one of
the nation’s top tight ends. He has caught
nine passes for 195 yards and three scores
this season and is on the watch list for the
John Mackey Award.

¢ Junior defensive back Lonnie Johnson, Jr.
has blocked an extra point and a field goal
this season and is currently one of just 15
players who have blocked two kicks, tied for
most in FBS.

e The Cats have blocked three kicks (PAT, FG,
punt) total, which ranks fourth nationally.

e Kentucky leads the nation in punt returns,
averaging 20.8 yards per return.

SCOUTING OLE MISS

e The Rebels are 3-5 (1-4 SEC) and currently
tied for sixth in the SEC West.

e Head coach Matt Luke took over reins of his
alma mater in July of 2017.

e Luke, once a player for the Rebels, is enter-
ing his 10th season as a coach at Ole Miss. He
has served as a co-offensive coordinator, offen-
sive line coach, and tight ends coach.

e During his time in Oxford as a coach, Luke
has helped the Rebels earn a bowl bid in four
seasons, including a 10-3 record and Sugar
Bowl victory to cap the 2015 season.

e The Rebels offense has been explosive, scor-
ing at least 37 points four times. It averages
31.5 points per game.

e Ole Miss has the best passing offense in the
SEC, averaging 338.1 yards per game.

e Junior quarterback Jordan Ta’amu has
recently had to step up after Shea Patterson
suffered from a season ending injury.

e Ta’amu is a junior college transfer who has
proved that his run game is also effective in
addition to his passing. He is considered to be
a dual-threat QB similar to Patterson.

e Sophomore wide receiver A.J. Brown is also
a key component of the Rebels’ offensive.
Brown was added to the Biletnikoff Award
watch list in early October. During the season
opener against South Alabama, Brown broke
the school record for receiving yards in a game
(223), then he backed that with a two-touch-
down day and 156 yards in the UT Martin
game. Brown currently leads the Rebels and
the SEC in receiving yards.

e The Rebels’ defensive leaders include senior
defensive end Marquis Haynes and senior line-
backer DeMarquis Gates.

¢ Haynes leads the team in sacks and totals
21 solo tackles for the season so far. He cap-
tured the school’s all-time sack record with his
three sacks against in the Rebels’ victory over
Vanderbilt.

e Gates leads the Rebels defensively with 72
total tackles and 46 solo tackles.

SERIES VS. OLE MISS

e Ole Miss leads the all-time series 27-14-1.

e Kentucky leads the series 11-9-1 in Lexington.

e Kentucky has won two of the past three
meetings dating back to 2005, including a 30-
13 home win in 2011, the last time the two
programs played.

e The Cats have won three of the last four
meetings that took place in Lexington.

e The schools played every year from 1944
through 1971.

e Eleven of the historical meetings were played
in either Jackson, Mississippi or Memphis,

¢ The Cats’ seven fumble recoveries rank 25th nationally in fumbles recovered.

e The Cats rank 37th nationally in rushing defense, allowing just 133.5 yards per game.

e Perhaps most promising is the defense has been up to the task despite All-SEC linebacker
Jordan Jones missing four games due to injury.

e Junior WR Garrett Johnson has 1,921 career receiving yards and is fourth all-time on Kentucky’s
career receiving list. He needs 418 more receiving yards to tie Derek Abney for third.

e Johnson currently has 140 career receptions. He needs four more to move into a tie with
Randall Cobb (2008-10) for fifth.

e Junior kicker Austin MacGinnis is now UK'’s career scoring leader with 318 points, surpassing
Lones Seiber (2006-09) as Kentucky's all-time leading scorer. Seiber had 305 points.

e MacGinnis has hit 63 career field goals and is now No. 1 on Kentucky’s all-time field goals
made list, surpassing Joey Worley (57 from 1984-87).

e MacGinnis has attempted 81 field goals which ranks third on the career list. He ranks second
on that list behind Joey Worley (85, 1984-87).

e Sophomore RB Benny Snell Jr. has 1,812 career rushing yards and is ninth all-time on
Kentucky’s career rushing list. He needs 293 more to tie Artose Pinner (1999-2002) for eighth.

¢ One key to the defensive improvement so far this season is improved depth, which has enabled

the coaches to play more players than previous seasons. The Wildcats have played more than
20 players on defense in every game this season.

e UK’s “Blitz Bros” - rush ends/LBs Denzil Ware and Josh Allen - have wreaked havoc with their
ability to create consistent pressure on opposing quarterbacks, accounting for 12.5 tackles for
loss, 9.0 sacks, four forced fumbles, a fumble recovery and a touchdown.

MR. CLUTCH - STEPHEN JOHNSON RISING UP CAREER CHARTS

Kentucky’s starting quarterback, Stephen Johnson, has provided the Cats with a steady hand at

e Senior kicker Austin MacGinnis was awarded one of three “Stars of the Week” by college
football’s top kicking award, the Palm Beach County Sports Commission Lou Groza Collegiate
place-Kicker Award presented by the Orange Bowl for his play in the win over Missouri.

¢ MacGinnis scored 16 points in the 40-34 win, becoming UK’s all-time career scoring leader with
314 points. He also tied his career high for points in a game. He made a 53-yarder for the go-
ahead score in the fourth quarter and became the first player in school history with three field
goals in his career of at least 53 yards. He added makes of 35, 21 and 20 yards and was 4-for-4
on extra point attempts vs. the Tigers

e Overall this season, he has nailed 13 field goals, which is tied for second among all FBS kickers,
and leads the Wildcats in scoring with 57 points.

UNRELENTING SCHEDULE

e The Southeastern Conference is no place for the faint of heart and Kentucky will once again
have to march through an unforgiving schedule as it seeks a second straight bowl season.

e Only five teams in the country face more than the nine opponents on the Cats’ schedule who played
in a bowl last season: Notre Dame and Syracuse (11) and Duke, Ole Miss and South Carolina (10).

UK ADEPT AT HOLDING THIRD-QUARTER LEADS

e Kentucky has won 36 of its past 38 games when staked to a lead at the end of the third quarter,
dating back to a 2008 loss vs. South Carolina.

e UK s 19-2 in the Mark Stoops era when holding a third-quarter lead. The only losses were in
2016 vs. Georgia and 2017 vs. Florida.

BENNY IN THE RECORD BOOKS
Benny Snell Jr. earned All-SEC Freshman honors last season after rushing a team-high 186

times for 1,091 yards and 13 touchdowns, averaging 5.9 yards per carry.

e The 1,091 rushing yards is a school record for most ever by a freshman in a season for UK. Moe
Williams had 928 rushing yards as a freshman in 1993.

e With 13 rushing touchdowns last season, he broke Randall Cobb (2008)’s record for most
rushing TDs by a UK freshman (7) and most total touchdowns (9).

e Snell had the most rushing TDs in a single season (13) since Artose Pinner had 13 in 2002.

e With 152 yards against Austin Peay, he eclipsed 100 yards on the ground for the fifth time in
2016, setting the school’s freshman record for most 100-yard rushing games in a season.

e Snell is the first UK player with a rushing touchdown in three consecutive games since Derrick
Locke in 2010 and first freshman with a rushing touchdown in three consecutive games since
Randall Cobb in 2008.

e Snell was the first freshman in school history to have 100 rushing yards and a rushing
touchdown in three consecutive games.

¢ His career-high 192 yards rushing vs. Mizzou set a school record for most rushing yards by a
freshman in a single game. The previous high was Derick Logan’s 186 yards against Mississippi
State on Nov. 9, 1996.

e The 192 rushing yards tie for the ninth most in a single game in school history and the most
since Rafael Little rushed for 198 yards vs. Vanderbilt on Nov. 12, 2005.

e His 38 carries vs. Mizzou were the most since Derick Logan had 41 attempts vs. Mississippi State
in 1996.

¢ His five rushing TDs in the first four games of 2016 were the most by a UK player in his first four
games of his freshman season in school history.

e Snell had one of the best rushing touchdown-to-carry ratios by any Kentucky player since
rushing TDs were tracked at UK beginning in 1949 (min. 100 career carries):

Explosive senior wide receiver Garrett “Juice” Johnson found a connection with quarterback
Stephen Johnson, hooking up for three touchdowns of 40 yards or more over the final two
games of 2016.

Juice hauled in a 75-yard bomb on the Wildcats’ first play from scrimmage in the 41-38 upset
victory at Louisville. He later added a 63-yarder that looked nearly identical to the first score, as
he got behind the Cardinals’ defense.

Juice sparked the offense with a 64-yard scoring play from Johnson in the Cats’ 40-34 win over
Missouri on Oct. 7, 2017.

The duo connected on a critical 30-yard gain in the Cats’ win over Eastern Kentucky on Sept. 9
this season. He got his first TD catch of 2017 vs. Florida.

Juice led the 2016 team with 39 catches for 585 yards and a team-high five touchdowns on the
season. Through eight games in 2017, he has a team-high 33 catches for 371 yards and two
scores.

For his career, Juice has six touchdown catches of 40-plus yards. That ranks second only to Craig

Yeast’s (1995-98) seven.
Johnson now ranks fourth on Kentucky’s all-time career receiving yardage list with 1,921.

KENTUCKY OFFENSE

e Twenty letter winners return on offense from the 2016 season, including eight primary starters.

¢ Kentucky went through a remarkable transformation in 2016 under new offensive coordinator
Eddie Gran. Leaning more toward the passing game at the beginning of the season, an injury to
the starting quarterback and the emergence of an outstanding freshman running back led Gran
to remodel the attack.

¢ The result was 3,044 rushing yards, second-most in school history; 5.4 yards per carry,
shattering the school record by a wide margin; and a pair of 1,000-yard rushers, first time in
school history that had been accomplished in one season. And, the record-breaking ground
game set up an entertaining big-play passing offense that featured 14 completions of 40 or
more yards, 10 of which went for touchdowns. Kentucky scored at least 35 points seven times
in 2016, the most since the 2007 season (nine).

¢ This season, the Cats offense has again been balanced in its ability to run and throw effectively.

¢ The offense has done a remarkable job of taking care of the football, turning it over just 11
times (seven fumbles, four interceptions) through eight games. The Cats rank fourth in the SEC
and 49th nationally in turnover margin (+2).

Quarterbacks

¢ Senior Stephen Johnson stepped in as the Kentucky starter after an injury to quarterback Drew
Barker just two games into the 2016 season, and provided a veteran and calming presence.

* In 2016, Johnson went 5-4 as a starter in 2016, also winning two games in a relief role,
completing 145-0f-265 passes for 2,037 yards and 13 touchdowns. He also carried the ball 97
times for 327 yards and three scores.

¢ This season, Johnson has led the Cats to a 6-2 start, including road wins at Southern Miss and
South Carolina. He has completed 118-0f-198 passes for 1,401 yards and nine touchdowns and
only four interceptions.

¢ The 6-foot-2, 185-pound Californian will forever hold a place in Kentucky fans’ hearts in leading
UK to a thrilling upset of the 11th-ranked Louisville Cardinals in the regular-season finale (41-38).
Also guiding UK to a pair of come-from-behind wins in relief roles, Johnson led the Cats to their
best record in seven years and a bowl game for the first time since 2010.

e Barker is currently the backup along with redshirt freshman Gunnar Hoak. Barker has thrown for
731 yards and five touchdowns as a Wildcat. Hoak was a four-star prospect out of Dublin (Ohio)
Coffman High School where he threw for 1,798 yards and 14 touchdowns a senior. Also on the
roster is junior walk-on Luke Wright who earned a starting spot in the last year’s game vs. Austin
Peay.

Running Backs

e Despite the loss of big-play-maker Stanley “Boom” Williams to the NFL (366 for 2,511 yards and
18 TDs in his career) and senior Jojo Kemp (338 for 1,709 and 19 TDs in his career) to graduation,
running backs coach Eddie Gran is able to go three deep.

e Sophomore phenom Benny Snell Jr., burst on the scene three games into last season and never
looked back. Although he did not have a carry in the first two games of 2016, Snell went on to
break six freshman records on his way to being named a FWAA, ESPN and 247Sports Freshman
All-American and All-SEC selection. He finished with a UK freshman record 1,091 rushing yards
on 186 carries with a freshman-record 13 rushing and total touchdowns.

¢ Snell is proving his rookie season was no fluke, ranking fourth in the SEC with 90.1 rushing yards per
game through eight games in 2017.

e Don’t sleep on junior Sihiem King, who earned the No. 2 spot behind Snell in fall camp. King is
averaging 5.0 yards per carry through the Cats’ first eight games this season.

¢ In 2016, the Cats rushed for the second-most yards in school history with 3,044 yards and a school-
record 30 rushing touchdowns. UK also averaged 5.4 yards per carry, another school record.
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Wide Receivers

Second-year wide receivers coach Lamar Thomas has almost as many
receivers in his meeting room as he has Skittles in his pockets. Despite
the loss of senior Dorian Baker to an ankle injury during preseason
camp, UK has had nine wide receivers catch at least one pass this
season.

Starting WR Garrett “Juice” Johnson continues to climb the school’s
all-time receiving chart, ranking fourth in career yardage with 1,921
on 140 catches (13.7 per catch). He also has six catches of at least 40
yards in his career.

Senior Blake Bone had a career-high 93 yards receiving on three
catches vs. EKU, exceeding his season total of 82 yards last season. He
followed up with a TD catch vs. Florida.

Senior Kayaune Ross has caught 10 passes for 160 yards. He had his
best game as a Wildcat with four catches for 77 yards in the win over
Missouri.

Sophomore Tavin Richardson is the team’s second-leading receiver
with 168 yards on 14 catches. He caught a critical season-long 36-
yard pass from Stephen Johnson on the game-winning drive in the
fourth quarter, making the catch while dragging his toe inbounds at
Tennessee’s 5-yard line

Kentucky’s depth increased with addition of four impact freshmen in
Josh Ali, Lynn Bowden Jr., Isaiah Epps and Clevan Thomas. Bowden was
named SEC Freshman of the Week when he piled up 129 all-purpose
yards in the win over Missouri.

Tight Ends

The tight ends are led by junior C.J. Conrad, who has returned from
off-season shoulder surgery to look very impressive. He has nine
receptions for 195 yards this season. He is also averaging 21.7 yards
per reception. The valuable run blocker and pass catcher now has
totaled 43 receptions for 606 yards and eight TDs in his career.
Senior Greg Hart caught his first career touchdown with a 20-yard
scoring grab vs. Eastern Michigan on Sept. 30. Hart, who caught six
passes for 32 yards in his first season as a Wildcat after transferring
from Nebraska in 2015, adds depth along with sophomore Justin Rigg,
who saw his first action of the season at South Carolina, catching one
pass for six yards.

Offensive Line

Offensive line coach John Schlarman continuously puts together an
offensive unit that helps lead the Wildcats to high levels of point
production. The offensive line was named a semifinalist in 2016 for
the Joe Moore Award which recognizes the nation’s Most Outstanding
Offensive Line.

Once again, the offensive line is one of the most experienced positions
as it returns 68 career starts, including 47 from 2016.

Perhaps the biggest task for Coach Schlarman is replacing four-year
starting center Jon Toth. The All-SEC center started in a nation-high 48
consecutive games. Junior “Bunchy” Stallings earned a starting spot
at right guard in eight games last season and is seeing action at center
and right guard this season. Redshirt freshman Drake Jackson out of
Woodford County High School has also been waiting his turn to replace
Toth and began seeing extensive action beginning with the Eastern
Michigan game on Sept. 30. He has started the last two games.
Another big loss on the O-Line was senior left tackle Cole Mosier who
tore the ACL in his right knee during a preseason scrimmage. Mosier
played in 32 games with 13 starts at left tackle.

Senior Kyle Meadows now has 30 consecutive starts at right or left
tackle, while sophomore Landon Young is a gifted talent who returns
after starting at left tackle in three of 12 games played as a true
freshman.

¢ Junior George Asafo-Adjei can play guard or tackle and gives UK a

talented option in the line. He has started two games in 2017.

e Senior Nick Haynes started at left guard last season but has played

both center and right guard this season.

e Sophomore Logan Stenberg saw his role increase as the backup for

Haynes at left guard as the season went along. The true freshman
made quite the impression as he was named to the All-SEC Freshman
team along with running back Benny Snell Jr. In 2017, Stenberg is the
only offensive lineman to have started at the same position all eight
games.

¢ Redshirt freshman Luke Fortner provides depth in the rotation as does

sophomore Mason Wolfe.

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KENTUCKY SPECIAL TEAMS

New special teams coordinator Dean Hood brings a wealth of
knowledge to the program as he enters his 30th year of college
coaching.

Kentucky leads the nation in punt returns, averaging 20.8 yards per
return.

Special teams played a crucial role in the wins over Eastern Michigan
and Missouri. Against EMU, Josh Paschal blocked a punt that set up a
crucial touchdown in the 24-20 victory. In the fourth quarter of the
Missouri game, UK converted a fake punt and blocked a Missouri field
goal, both of which set up the two UK field goals that provided the 40-
34 win.

Hood'’s coaching was evident in the season opener at Southern Miss as
UK had several excellent facets in special teams.

o Matt Panton averaged 42 yards per punt, including five inside the 20-

yard line, two of which were downed at the one-yard line.

o Austin MacGinnis’ placement of kickoffs, and the subsequent

coverage, was outstanding.

o Between the kicking and tenacious kick coverage, USM’s average

starting yard line for the game was its own 17-yard line.

o MacGinnis made his only field goal attempt and all three extra points.
o Sihiem King’s 46-yard kickoff return (also drawing a desperation 15-

yard facemask penalty) set up a touchdown drive that only needed to go
37 yards.

Senior kicker Austin MacGinnis is Kentucky’s career leading scorer with
318 points, surpassing Lones Seiber’s 305 career points.

MacGinnis has also hit 63 career field goals and has passed Joey
Worley (57 from 1984-87) for No. 1 on the all-time field goals made
list.

He is the only kicker in school history to have at least three field goals
of 53 yards.

Junior Miles Butler can also step in at placekicker. He hit 4 of 4 field
goals in 2015 with a long kick of 46 yards and was 11 of 12 in PATs.
Punter Matt Panton, a graduate transfer from Columbia University, has
started at punter this season. He ranked No. 42 nationally in punting
(40.5 average) last season, and finished with 29 punts inside the 20-
yard line, four touchbacks, 13 fair catches and three punts of 50 yards
or longer.

Panton is currently averaging 42.8 yards per kick and had a career-long
71-yarder vs. Eastern Michigan on Sept. 30.

Sophomore Grant McKinniss, who was a candidate for the Ray Guy
Award as a freshman, averaged 39.2 per punt with 10 downed inside
the opponent’s 20-yard line. He boomed a career-long 61-yard punt
against Alabama.

Junior Tristan Yeomans handles the long snapping for punts, while
sophomore Blake Best is the snapper for field goals and PATs.

The kick returns are in the capable hands of senior Charles Walker for
punts and junior Sihiem King for kickoffs. Walker returned 15 punts in
2016 for 117 yards, good for a 7.8 average which ranked seventh in the
SEC. King is UK’s leading kick returner after averaging 21.3 yards on 10
kickoff returns last year and 30.3 yards this season. Freshman athlete
Lynn Bowden brings excitement to special teams as well, averaging 23.9
per return.

COBB INDUCTED INTO UK ATHLETICS HOF

The University of Kentucky Athletics Hall of Fame Class of 2017 was
announced, with Randall Cobb (football), Collin Cowgill (baseball),
Ralph Hacker (broadcaster), Sherry Hoover Bordner (cross country/
indoor track/outdoor track), Sarah Rumely (volleyball) and John Wall
(men’s basketball) were inducted during Hall of Fame Weekend, Sept.
22-23, in conjunction with the football home game vs. Florida.

RANDALL COBB, Football (2008-10)

Arguably the most versatile, dynamic playmaker in UK football history
as a wide receiver, quarterback, punt returner and kickoff returner
... First-team All-America as a junior ... Two-year first-team All-SEC ...
Set SEC single-season record for all-purpose yardage (2,396 yards in
2010) ... Set UK career record for touchdowns (37), although he played
only three seasons ... Clutch player who scored five game-winning
fourth-quarter touchdowns in his career, vs. Arkansas, Louisville and
South Carolina at home, also at Auburn and Georgia ... Left UK after
his junior season and was a second-round draft pick by the Green Bay
Packers ... Has been a star wide receiver during his six-year career with
the Packers, making the 2011 NFL All-Rookie Team and being selected
to the Pro Bowl following the 2014 season ... Returned to UK and fin-
ished his degree.

Senior kicker Austin MacGinnis’ had two game-winning field goals
in 2016, making him just the second player in school-history to have
two career game-winning kicks in the final minute of regulation.
Doug Pelfrey also has two (1990 vs. Georgia, 32 yards, and 1991 vs.
Cincinnati, 53 yards).

MacGinnis’ game-winning 51-yard field goal vs. Mississippi State

was his longest of the season. He was named one of three Lou Groza
Award “Stars of the Week” for his performance. The game-winning
field goal on the final play of the game was Kentucky’s first since Oct.
17, 1998 when Seth Hanson drilled a 33-yarder to defeat LSU in Baton
Rouge.

The Wedowee, Ala. native drilled a 47-yarder with 12 seconds left to
defeat Louisville in the regular season finale.

MacGinnis is now 6-0f-12 on field goals of more than 50 yards in his
career. He is the only kicker in school history to have at least three
field goals of 53 yards.

His 53-yard field goal against Missouri on Oct. 7 was the longest made
field goal by a UK kicker in an SEC home game since his 51-yard game-
winner against Miss. State on Oct. 22, 2016. Previously, Ryan Tydlacka
made a 51-yard field goal against South Carolina on Oct. 11, 2008.
MacGinnis’ 16 points against Missouri on Oct. 7 are the most scored
by a kicker in an SEC game since Oct. 31, 1992 (Doug Pelfrey) and Oct.
22,2016 (MacGinnis), both scoring 14 points.

MacGinnis is the sixth player in school history to reach 200 career
points (Lones Seiber, Joey Worley, Seth Hanson, Taylor Begley, Randall
Cobb), the third player to do so prior to their senior season (Randall
Cobb and Lones Seiber). He also tied Randall Cobb for the quickest
player to reach 200 career points in school history (29 games played).
He is once again on the watch list for the Lou Groza Award and he was
a semifinalist for the prestigious William V. Campbell Trophy®, which

recognizes an individual as the absolute best football scholar-athlete in
the nation.

KENTUCKY DEFENSE

e For the first time in the Mark Stoops era there is a new defensive
coordinator taking the reins of the defense. Matt House, who spent the
2016 season as the special teams coordinator and inside linebackers
coach, was named D.J. Eliot’s successor in January after Eliot left for
the same position at Colorado.

e Twenty-one letter winners return, including nine starters.

e UK opponents averaged 44.5 points in the first three games in 2016,
but in the last nine regular season games, which included top-ranked
Alabama, UK’s defense held the opponent to 27.0 ppg.

¢ The Cats have played well against the run so far in 2017, currently rank
ing 37th nationally in rushing yards allowed per game (133.5).

¢ In allowing just 13 rushing yards to Eastern Michigan the Cats posted
the fewest rushing yards allowed vs. a FBS team since Vanderbilt had
-29in 1996.

Linebackers

¢ The linebacking unit runs 14 deep and has a wealth of elite talent and
it all begins with All-SEC weakside linebacker Jordan Jones. The junior
is the SEC’s returning leader in tackles (109) and tackles for loss (15.5).

Jones has missed four games this season due to injury but returned to
action vs. Mississippi State. He had a season-high 13 stops in the win
over Tennessee and was named Co-Defensive Player of the Week.

At middle linebacker, senior Courtney Love was third on the team with
76 tackles through 13 games last season and was a proven leader on
and off the field. He’s currently second on the team in tackles with 58.
Strongside linebacker Josh Allen was also a force on the outside as a
sophomore last season, totaling 62 tackles with a team-high 8.5 sacks
and four forced fumbles, which ranked tied for 14th nationally. He
picked up where he left off last season, finishing with five tackles, three
of which were for loss (-12 yards), including a seven-yard QB sack at
Southern Miss. He also caused a fumble and had a quarterback hurry.
Allen currently ranks 12th nationally and second in the SEC in sacks per
game (0.88).

Freshman Josh Paschal has shown devastating pass rushing potential
this season and been taken under Allen and fellow “Blitz Bro” Denzil
Ware’s wings.

Also looking to continue contributing quality minutes are junior Jordan
Bonner and sophomores Eli Brown and Kash Daniel. Brown stepped

in to start four games when Jordan Jones was injured and he has 25
tackles on the season.

Jamar “Boogie” Watson is ready for action after redshirting the 2016
season. He has the size and speed to be a versatile weapon against SEC
offenses and recorded his first career sack vs. Tennessee.

He averaged a team-high 8.4 tackles per game and was a menace to Defensive Line
opposing quarterbacks with four sacks and nine QB hurries. e First-year defensive line coach Derrick LeBlanc replaced Jimmy

Brumbaugh in February after being named the co-defensive
coordinator at Maryland. LeBlanc, a former defensive lineman at
Northwestern State, is known for his toughness. His line features eight
returning letter winners, including starting at the weakside defensive
end position Denzil Ware, who was second on the team in tackles for
loss and sacks last season (70 tackles, 12.0 TFL, 5.5 sacks, 5 QBH). The
line also returns defensive tackle Adrian Middleton (35 tackles, 5.5 TFL)
and nose guard Naquez Pringle (39 tackles, 2.0 TFL, 1.0 sacks).

Late in the third quarter vs. Southern Miss, safety Darius West made

a jolting tackle that caused a fumble, which Ware scooped and scored
from 20 yards out. It marked Ware’s first collegiate touchdown but

his second collegiate score. He also had a fumble return for a 2-point
defensive PAT at South Carolina in 2015.

Ware also recovered a fumble in the first quarter that set up UK’s

first touchdown and caused a fumble at Southern Miss. He finished
with three tackles, featuring 1.5 for loss (-11 yards) and a 10-yard
quarterback sack.

Reserve nose guards Matt Elam and Jacob Hyde add depth and can

be counted on to eat up double teams, while junior defensive end
Kengera Daniel and sophomore defensive end T.J. Carter are looking to
be a productive part of the defense in 2017.

True freshman Quinton Bohanna has earned playing time at nose
guardand has eight tackles.

Sophomore Tymere Dubose got his first game action last season and is
another option at tackle. Two redshirt freshmen looking to earn a spot
in the rotation are Ja’Quize Cross of New Market, Alabama and Kordell
Looney of Springfield, Ohio.

DE Kengera Daniel and DT Adrian Middleton each recorded his first
career sack vs. Eastern Michigan (Sept. 30).

Secondary

Coach Steve Clinkscale is in his second season as the secondary coach.
In 2016, Kentucky ranked fifth in the SEC in pass defense for the second
straight season, allowing just 206.1 yards per game in the air. Four of his
returning letter winners were a big reason for that success, including two
returning starters in junior cornerbacks Derrick Baity and Chris Westry.
Baity had 42 tackles, three interceptions and seven pass breakups in
2016, while Westry had 43 tackles, one interception and three PBUs.
Also seeing time at cornerback and impressing the coaches with his
athleticism was freshman Jordan Griffin.

Two newcomers with size and speed who look to challenge for playing
time are redshirt freshman safety Davonte Robinson, a local standout
from Henry Clay High School, and junior college transfer cornerback
Lonnie Johnson Jr.

Junior safety Mike Edwards emerged as one of the league’s top
defensive backs last season, proving strong in run support while being an
adept pass defender. He totaled 100 tackles, 5.5 TFL, three interceptions
and eight pass breakups, earning second-team All-SEC honors. He
already has three interceptions this season (vs. EKU, South Carolina and
Eastern Michigan) and leads the team in tackles.

Junior Darius West has returned in full form after suffering a season-
ending knee injury during fall camp last season. In addition to causing

a fumble at Southern Miss, he made six tackles, including one for loss.
West currently ranks third on the team in tackles with 57.

Showing big-play potential last season at nickelback was Kendall
Randolph (15 tackles, 1.0 sacks). He looks to replace the experience
and leadership of senior Blake McClain (180 career tackles, 4.5 TFL,
3.0 sacks, 22 PBU, 3 QBH, 2 FF). Randolph recorded his first career
interception vs. Eastern Michigan on Sept. 30.

¢ Kentucky will once again face a challenging schedule as it includes
home conference games with Florida, Missouri, Tennessee and Ole
Miss. UK will travel to South Carolina, Mississippi State, Vanderbilt and
Georgia in league play.

e Mixed in the conference schedule is first-time opponent Eastern
Michigan at home on Sept. 30. That day, UK Athletics will host high
school bands from across the state of Kentucky as part of Band Day.

o After Eastern Michigan, the Wildcats will face seven-straight SEC foes,
hosting Missouri (Oct. 7) for Homecoming, along with the annual Ag
Roundup and Family Weekend celebrations. The Cats will travel to
Starkville, Miss., to face the Bulldogs on Oct. 21 and return home on
Oct. 28 vs. Tennessee to recognize former head coach Rich Brooks and
his three bowl championship teams (2006, 2007 and 2008).

e When the Wildcats play host to Ole Miss on Nov. 4, UK Athletics will
pay special tribute to veterans with its first annual Salute to Veterans.
Additionally, it will be Youth Football Day at Kroger Field.

o Back-to-back road games at Vanderbilt (Nov. 11) and Georgia (Nov. 18)
will conclude regular-season SEC play before Louisville visits Kroger
Field on Nov. 25 for Senior Day.

¢ Daniel, Pringle and Johnson were the only players who didn’t redshirt.
Daniel recorded 19 tackles, mostly on special teams, while Pringle
started in five of 12 games as nose guard and totaled 39 tackles,
including 2.0 TFL. Johnson became UK'’s primary starter three games
into the season after an injury to Drew Barker. He finished completed
145 of 265 passes for 2,037 yards and 13 TDs.

CWS RENAMED TO KROGER FIELD

e In May of 2017, UK, JMI Sports and Kroger announced a
comprehensive and unprecedented partnership that expands Kroger’s
commitment to UK Athletics and the University of Kentucky, including
the renaming of UK'’s football stadium from Commonwealth Stadium
to Kroger Field.

¢ In order to avoid any confusion and in consultation with the Newton
family, the football playing field will be renamed to C.M. Newton
Grounds at Kroger Field. The playing field was named C.M. Newton
Field in honor of the former UK athletics director in 2000.

e Through this partnership, Kroger also becomes the Official Fuel Partner
of the University of Kentucky and the Official Grocery Partner of Move-
In at UK while also providing additional engagement opportunities
with UK students in discussion now. Per the agreement, Kroger is also
the Official Nutrition and Pharmacy Partner of UK Athletics.

STATUE HONORING SEC TRAILBLAZERS UNVEILED

The statue honoring the four UK players who broke the color barrier
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in Southeastern Conference football — Nate Northington, Greg Page,
Wilbur Hackett and Houston Hogg — was unveiled at an event at the site
of the statue on Sept. 2, 2016.

The statue commemorates the playing careers and lives of the first
four African-American football players in SEC history. It is located on a
pedestal in the plaza between the Joe Craft Football Training Facility and
Kroger Field, positioned to remind fans, coaches and players of the incred-
ible contributions made by Northington, Page, Hackett and Hogg to the
University of Kentucky, the SEC and college football on a national level.

Cast in bronze, the statue features the four pioneers in uniform stand-
ing side by side. It was designed and sculpted by J. Brett Grill over the
course of a year and after interviews with the three living trailblazers;
Page’s brother, Melvin; and teammates of the four. The statue is to
scale, with the tallest figure standing approximately seven-and-a-half
feet tall. It is 11 feet wide at its base and four feet in depth, weighing
around 3,500 pounds.

Last year was the 50th anniversary of Northington and Page’s arrival
on the UK campus in 1966. Hackett and Hogg would join them a year
later. This year marks the 50th anniversary of Northington integrating
the SEC. He made his varsity debut on Sept. 23, 1967 against Indiana
before breaking the SEC’s color barrier a week later when UK hosted Ole
Miss on Sept. 30, 1967. Tragically, Page — Northington’s close friend —
passed away just a day prior on Sept. 29 after suffering a neck injury in
a practice accident. Hackett and Hogg would carry on Northington and
Page’s legacy, with Hackett becoming the SEC’s first African-American
team captain in any sport in 1969.

SEPT. 30 PROCLAIMED “NATE NORTHINGTON DAY”

Saturday vs. Eastern Michigan was the 50th anniversary of former
Wildcat Nate Northington breaking the SEC’s color barrier against Ole
Miss (Sept. 30, 1967). Northington served as an honorary captain and
also stood alongside UK’s captains for the pregame coin toss. Lexington
Mayor Jim Gray declared it “Nate Northington Day,” and over 100
student-athletes from UK came onto the field wearing No. 23 Nate
Northington t-shirts to read messages of thanks. UK players also wore
No. 23 helmet stickers to honor Northington.

NORTHINGTON NAMED UK’S SEC FOOTBALL LEGEND

The SEC announced its 2017 SEC Football Legends class, a collection
of former football standouts who will be honored at events surround-
ing the SEC Football Championship Game in Atlanta in December and
Kentucky’s legend is Nate Northington.

The class will be honored at the 2017 SEC Football “Weekend of
Champions” Dec. 1-2 in Atlanta, Ga. The annual SEC Legends Dinner
presented by AT&T will be held Fri., Dec. 1 at the Hyatt Regency in
Atlanta and the group will also be recognized prior to the SEC Football
Championship Game, which will be held at the new Mercedes-Benz
Stadium on Sat., Dec. 2.

Northington became the first African-American to participate in a
varsity football contest in the Southeastern Conference on September
30, 1967. 2017 marks the 50th anniversary of the year Northington inte-
grated SEC Football. He and fellow African-American Greg Page entered
UK in 1966 and were stars on the Wildcat freshman team. They were
expected to make major contributions to the varsity as sophomores;
however, Page sustained a neck injury in practice in August 1967, and
passed away in September. Northington played his first varsity game
against Indiana on Sept. 23, 1967; one week later, he made his debut
in an SEC game vs. Ole Miss. He eventually left UK but encouraged the
team’s African-American freshmen, Wilbur Hackett and Houston Hogg,
to stay at UK and continue his and Page’s trailblazing legacy.

DID YOU KNOW?

e This is the 127th season of intercollegiate football for the UK football
program.

e Kentucky is in its fifth season under head coach Mark Stoops, who has
energized the UK fan base with record-setting recruiting classes, facility
upgrades and an influx in talent.

e A picture of longevity, UK Equipment Manager Tom Kalinowski is in
his 40th season in that role. A group of former players, staff members
and current UK coaches pitched in this summer to surprise him with a
new Ford Escape.

e The Kentucky cheerleaders have won an unprecedented 22 national
cheerleading championships, including 18 of the last 22, at the annual
Universal Cheerleaders Association championships.

e Kentucky is one of only 10 schools that have won an NCAA men'’s
basketball championship while also having a claim on a national
championship in football.

e UK is one of only seven universities in the U.S. that have programs

in agriculture, engineering, law, medicine and pharmacy on a single
campus.

e The 2017 football roster is comprised of 18 different states and
Australia.

KENTUCKY ANNOUNCES 2018 SCHEDULE

e The 2018 Kentucky football schedule features seven home games,
including visits from Mississippi State, South Carolina, Vanderbilt
and Georgia, and five road games, the Southeastern Conference
announced Tuesday.

» Kentucky opens its season at Kroger Field with Central Michigan on
Sept. 1 before traveling to The Swamp to face the Florida Gators in the
SEC opener on Sept. 8. The Wildcats close out September with a three-
game homestand that includes Murray State (Sept. 15), Mississippi
State (Sept. 22) and South Carolina (Sept. 29).

e The Wildcats travel to College Station, Texas for the first time since
1952 to face the Aggies of Texas A&M on Oct. 6. After an open date
on Oct. 13, the Wildcats play host to Vanderbilt on Oct. 20 and meet
Missouri in Columbia on Oct. 27.

» Two of Kentucky’s four games in November are on the road. The
Wildcats cap off their conference slate at home on Nov. 3 vs. Georgia
before meeting Tennessee in Neyland Stadium on Nov. 10. UK returns
to Kroger Field on Nov. 17 for Senior Day vs. Middle Tennessee State.

On game day, Kroger Fleld often becomes the third-largest city in Kentucky.

e Since its opening in 1973, Kentucky has played 290 games within the
friendly confines of newly-named Kroger Field. UK has a 156-130-4 record
(.545), 20-14 under Mark Stoops.

e UK announced its first sellout since 2015 when 62,945 fans attended
the Florida game on Sept. 23, 2017.

e Since the 1999 expansion, UK has averaged 62,382 fans per game
and ranked in the nation’s top 30 teams in attendance in 14 of the last 16
season. Both the single game and season attendance record has been bro-
ken in recent years.

e The playing surface is named C.M. Newton Grounds at Kroger Field
in honor of the former UK Director of Athletics.

Kroger Field

Commonwealth Stadium was renamed to Kroger Field in May of 2017.
The agreement--which is between Kroger and JMI Sports, UK’s multimedia
rights partner-- begins at approximately $1.85 million annually with a term
of up to 12 years. With the partnership, Kroger becomes the Official Fuel
Partner of the University of Kentucky and the Official Grocery Partner of Move-In at UK while also providing additional engagement opportunities
with UK students. Per the agreement, Kroger is also the Official Nutrition and Pharmacy Partner of UK Athletics.

Kroger Field was transformed into a state-of-the-art facility after a $126-million reinvention which was completed prior to the 2015 season. The
project was handled by HNTB. The outside of the stadium underwent a dramatic external facelift, receiving a modern look, but one that remained
uniquely Kentucky. Inside, the capacity of Kroger Field was reduced over the course of the two-year project to approximately 61,000, but the value
of all remaining seats were increased, from the top of the upper deck to front-row seats at midfield. Concourses were revamped and widened
throughout the stadium with improved concessions, restrooms and security. Players and coaches reaped the benefits of the new Kroger Field as
well, as home-team facilities were built, and a multi-purpose recruiting room hosts future Wildcats on their on-campus visits.

Facts and Figures
Seating Capacity: 61,000, including the Commonwealth Suites. New bench-back seating has been installed in the South upper level of Kroger Field.

Playing Field: UK switched from natural grass to synthetic turf for the 2015 season. Other SEC schools with a turf surface are: Arkansas, Mississippi
State, Missouri and Vanderbilt.

Video Boards: Video boards by Daktronics measuring at 39 by 79 feet, each, bring a total of 6,162 square feet of video capability. The video boards
put UK among the nation’s leaders in video square footage. The interior seating bowl also has LED ribbon boards.

Sound System: Sportsound system delivers pounding bass energy, smooth mid- and high-range frequencies, and high-impact entertainment.
Components of the sound system include a main speaker cluster behind the end zone, under-balcony speakers and concourse speakers.

Game Day Experiences

The “Cat Walk” on Talbott Todd Way: With the unveiling of the new $45 million Kentucky Football Training Facility in August of 2016, the head-
quarters of the program have moved next door to Kroger Field. That means the Cat Walk presented by Chevy will still begin outside Gate 1 two
hours and 15 minutes prior to kickoff, but the team will proceed past Gate 1 and between Kroger Field and Nutter Field House which has been
dedicated to former Wildcat Talbott Todd (1963-65). Todd, who passed away from ALS in August of 2017, was an avid supporter of the program.
From Talbott Todd Way the team will walk to the locker room in the Joe Craft Kentucky Football Training Facility.

Pregame concerts: The Kentucky Football Pregame Concert Series has returned for the 2017 season. Concerts will begin on the stage outside Gate
12 immediately following the Cat Walk presented by Chevy and last until 30 minutes prior
to kickoff. The Cat Walk takes place two hours and 15 minutes prior to kickoff. TOP ATTENDANCES FOR

Stephen Johnson threw for 176 yards and a touch-
down and Kentucky’s defense recovered two crucial
fumbles in the second half to lead the Wildcats over
Southern Mississippi 24-17.

Kentucky was clinging to a 17-10 lead in the third
quarter when Darius West slammed his helmet into
Southern Miss quarterback Kwadra Griggs’ arm, forc-
ing a fumble that Denzil Ware scooped up and ran 20
yards for the touchdown.

Then with the Wildcats leading 24-17 in the fourth
quarter, the Kentucky defense killed another South-
ettt ern Miss drive when Chris Westry forced a fumble
that was recovered by Courtney Love at midfield.

It wasn’t a great day for the Kentucky offense, but
coach Mark Stoops refused to do too much complaining.

“It was a thing of beauty to me,” Stoops said. “I
know a lot of people are going to have their own opin-
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ions, but | loved it.”

Kentucky’s offense had some success during the first half over the middle of
the field on two pass plays from Johnson to tight end C.J. Conrad. The second
completion was a 23-yard touchdown that put the Wildcats ahead 14-3 midway
through the second quarter.

Johnson completed 11 of 20 passes and had no interceptions. Benny Snell led
the Wildcats with 67 yards rushing.

“As a whole team, we can fight for 60 minutes,” Johnson said. “If the offense
isn’t doing too well or the special teams isn’t doing well, the defense can pick us
up, which they did today.”

The Southern Miss offense improved significantly in the second half when
Griggs replaced Keon Howard at quarterback. Griggs hit Korey Robertson for two
touchdowns -- one in the third quarter and another in the fourth. The second
pulled the Golden Eagles within 24-17 with 12:42 remaining.

Griggs finished with 222 yards passing and two touchdowns, all in the second
half.

Kentucky’s upside while digging out of yet another
double-digit hole against Eastern Kentucky was hav-
ing time to get things right.

The Cats took nothing for granted though, and rallied
with an urgency that helped them finish better than
they started and remain unbeaten despite their flaws.

“We could’ve done much better at the beginning
of the game, but we picked it up eventually,” said
quarterback Stephen Johnson, who played perhaps
the most critical role in the Wildcats’ 27-16 win over
the FCS Colonels on Saturday after trailing 13-3 in the
second quarter.

Nearly two years after rallying late to eventually beat

W EKU 34-27 in overtime, Johnson and Kentucky (2-0)
sy certainly had their work cut for them overcoming in-

e @ effective play on both sides of the ball.

Johnson threw a 23-yard touchdown pass to C.J.
Conrad for Kentucky’s first touchdown before spinning and tip-toeing along the
right sideline for the final TD in the fourth quarter. In between was Benny Snell, Jr.’s
25-yard TD run late in the third for a 17-16 lead, a play set up by Johnson’s 43-yard
completion to Blake Bone.

Johnson - who was briefly replaced by Drew Barker in the second quarter in
what he and coach Mark Stoops said was a planned substitution -- finished 15 of
22 passing for 224 yards and rushed for 48 yards. He improved to 10-4 as Ken-
tucky’s QB and 8-4 as the starter.

Snell returned from bruising his ribs early on to rush for 103 yards on 19 carries,
a big improvement from his 67-yard debut last week at Southern Miss.

Kentucky’s defense meanwhile stalled the Colonels (0-2) with two second-half
takeaways, the last of which was Mike Edwards’ interception of Tim Boyle with
4:13 remaining that shut the door.

The Wildcats outgained EKU 436-318 in their home opener and scored the
game’s final 17 points. Most important, they showed signs of the team that’s
expected to build on last year’s bowl appearance.

It was better late than never, which coach Mark Stoops will take.

“We’re 2-0. That feels very good,” the coach said. “The nice thing is that we
know, and our players know, there are a lot of things we need to improve on. And
they’ll do that. We’'ll get better.”

Benny Snell, Jr. rushed for two touchdowns and
Kentucky’s defense held off South Carolina to win its
fourth straight over the Gamecocks, 23-13.

Snell, who's status was in doubt earlier in the week
due to bruised ribs, rushed for scores of 5 and 1 yard
in leading the Wildcats to their first 3-0 start since
2010. Two years ago, Kentucky snapped a 22-game
SEC road losing streak at South Carolina.

This time, the Wildcats left no doubt about who
was the better team in this one.

: It did not start that way, though.

. South Carolina electrified a sold-out stadium with
a 68-yard TD catch by receiver Deebo Samuel on the
opening play, then got an interception and a fumble
from the Wildcats’ first two drives. But Kentucky’s
defense held the Gamecocks to one touchdown
after that.

Kentucky coach Mark Stoops was proud of his players for absorbing South Car-
olina fast start and punching back. “Everybody wants to panic because you got to
look pretty all the time,” he said. “Winning is what matters.”

Snell and offense took over with two long, first-half scoring drives for a 14-6
lead. Snell ended a 13-play series with his 5-yard touchdown. He capped an 11-
play sequence with his second touchdown.

“This says we’ve got a little bit of dog in us, | guess,” quarterback Stephen John-
son said. “Everybody wants to do well on this team. We know what we can do.”

Kentucky made the critical plays when it needed. Facing fourth-and-goal from
the Wildcats 1 in the fourth quarter, Gamecock tailback Rico Dowdle was stopped
cold by linebacker Jamar Watson and cornerback Derrick Baity.

Then when the Gamecocks closed it to 20-13 on OrTre Smith’s 9-yard touch-
down grab with 6:26 left, Kentucky quarterback Stephen Johnson scrambled on
third down for a 54-yard run that led to Austin MacGinnis’ third field goal with two
minutes left that sealed the win.

Snell finished with 102 yards on 32 carries.

Samuel had five catches for 122 yards and his sixth touchdown of the season.
But he left the game in the third quarter with a broken leg and Gamecocks coach
Will Muschamp said he’ll miss the rest of the season.

Kentucky dropped its first %ame of the year, falling
to Florida 28-27 at Kroger Field.

The Wildcats had a chance to win on the game’s
final play, but Austin MacGinnis came up just short
on a 57-yard field goal attempt as time expired.

After the teams traded punts to start the game,
Kentucky got the scoring started on its second drive.
The Wildcats marched 75 yards in eight plays, culmi-
nating with a 14-yard touchdown pass from Johnson
to Blake Bone. MacGinnis nailed the point after to
give Kentucky a 7-0 lead.

The Wildcats took that lead into the second quar-
ter, but that’s when Florida scored its first points. The
Gators went 58 yards in just four plays, with Kadarius
Toney rushing 36 yards for a touchdown to tie the
score at 7-7 with 14:16 left in the second quarter.
(&2 UK regained the lead later in the second quarter,
when Johnson connected with Garrett Johnson on a
nine-yard fade in the corner of the end zone to make it 14-7 UK.

Florida answered later in the quarter when, on fourth down and three from the
45 yard line, quarterback Feleipe Franks found a wide-open Tyrie Cleveland to tie
the score 14-14 with 3:16 left in the half.

The Wildcats had a chance to take the lead into the locker room right before
the half, but MacGinnis’ 48-yard field goal glanced off the ri%(ht upright with 16
seconds remaining, and the score remained 14-14 at the break.

Florida received the second-half kickoff, but went three-and-out, as the Wildcat
defense forced a punt. Kentucky took over on its own 38 and went 62 yards in just
four plays. And when Johnson hit tight end C.J. Conrad with a 23-yard scoring pass,
the Cats grabbed a 21-14 advantage.

Kentucky extended its lead later in the quarter on a 42-yard MacGinnis field
goal, giving the Wildcats a 24-14 lead with 5:51 left in the third quarter.

In the fourth, MacGinnis added to the lead with a season-long 50-yard strike,
giving Kentucky a 27-14 lead with 11:33 left in the game. It was MacGinnis’ 58th
career field goal, breaking the Kentucky record of 57 previously held by Joe Worley.

But Florida was not done. The Gators took the ensuing kickoff and marched 80
yards in seven f)lays, ke(]led bgl a Toney end around pass to Cleveland for 50 yards.
Brandon Powell finished the drive with a six-yard rush out of the wildcat formation
to cut Kentucky’s lead to 27-21 with 7:58 left in the game.

After a Kentucky punt, the Gators mounted what turned out to be the
game-winning drive. Florida assembled a 13-play, 58-yard drive that ended with a
Luke Del Rio five-yard scoring pass to Freddie Swain.

Quarterback Stephen Johnson scrambled 11 yards
for a touchdown with 33 seconds left in the game, lift-
ing UK to a 29-26 win over Tennessee at Kroger Field.

Kentucky trailed 26-21 with 4:43 left in the game.
That’s when Johnson, who had been injured and forced
cenes | to go to the locker room in the third quarter, led the
Cats on what would be a game-winning drive. The se-
nior made a number of key plays on the drive, including
16-yard pass completion to Tavin Richardson and a 12-
yard rush to get the Cats inside Tennessee territory.

Sophomore running back Benny Snell, Jr. carried
the Wildcats’ offense, literally, for much of the night.
Snell rushed 27 times for 180 yards and three touch-
downs. Snell accounted for 33 rushing yards on Ken-
tucky’s game-winning drive.

Tennessee got on the board first, taking advantage

b of a UK turnover to grab an early lead. After Snell

take a 3-0 lead.

UK answered with a six-play, 60-yard scoring drive, capped by a six-yard TD run
from Snell.

The back-and-forth between the teams continued through the first half, as Ten-
nessee promptly drove into Kentucky territory, and it was Chandler scoring from
the one-yard line again, cutting Kentucky’s lead to 21-20 with 1:25 left in the first
half. That would be the halftime score.

UT punted to start the second half, but was able to pin Kentucky inside its own
10 yard line. Johnson got UK out of trouble with a 34-yard scramble, but the UK
quarterback was injured on the play. Backup Drew Barker entered the game and
fumbled on his second play from scrimmage, giving the Vols the ball at their own 44.

The Vols drove inside the Kentucky 10, but the Wildcats defense stood tall
again, forcing another Tennessee field goal. Cimaglia was good, this time from 30
yards, to give UT a 23-21 lead with 3:40 left in the third quarter.

Johnson returned during Kentucky’s next drive, but the Cats turned the ball
over again to end any threat. Johnson hit Garrett Johnson with a pass near mid-
field, but the ball popped loose, and the Vols recovered.

Using the short field to its advantage again, UT quickly moved into the red zone.
But an intentional grounding penalty stalled the drive, forcing another Cimaglia
field goal attempt. The UT kicker was good again, this time from 45 yards out,
giving the Vols a 26-21 lead with 13:24 remaining in the game.

UK was forced to punt again on its next possession, and UT drove into Kentucky
territory again. The Wildcats forced another field goal, but Cimaglia missed from
43 yards, giving the ball back to UK at their own 25 yard line with 8:22 left.
