» Florida wraps its regular season hosting Kentucky on Senior Day. The
Gators are looking for their sixth all-time sweep of the Kentucky series
after winning in Lexington earlier this season (1967, 88, 2006, 07, ’14).

» The Gators and Wildcats are part of a three-way tie for third place in the
SEC, along with Arkansas, heading into the final day of play. Missouri and
Mississippi State sit a game behind.

» A win Saturday would give Florida the 3-seed in the SEC Tournament.
The Gators can still receive a double-bye with a loss Saturday if Missouri
defeats Arkansas.

» UF leads the SEC in turnover margin (+4.3), ranks second in assist-to-
turnover ratio (1.3) and sits third in steals (7.0) and 3-pointers per game
(9.0, tied with Vanderbilt).

» Chris Chiozza’s 3.4 assist-to-turnover ratio and 6.1 assists per game both
lead the SEC, while his 1.9 steals rank second.

» Chiozza is on the verge of becoming Florida’s all-time assists leader,
entering Saturday’s game tied with Erving Walker for the UF record (547).

» The Gators topped 12th-ranked Auburn behind 24 points from KeVaughn
Allen and 19 from Jalen Hudson, while Chris Chiozza dropped 12 assists.

» UF blitzed Baylor to help the SEC to its first SEC/Big 12 Challenge victory.
The Gators opened the game 8-for-9 from 3-point range.

» Florida’s road win at #18 Kentucky came in spite of a cold shooting night
from 3, as the Gators shot 6-for-30 from distance but still outlasted UK.

» UF picked up the road win at Missouri behind Chris Chiozza’s last-second
pickpocket and fastbreak layup with :00.1 on the clock.

» UFhas four games this season with 15+ made 3-pointers, including the 17
made treys at Texas A&M to match a season high.

» Florida has nine top-25 wins under Mike White, including five this season,
UF’s most since tallying five in 2013-14.

» The win in College Station was Keith Stone’s breakout performance of
the season, tallying 18 points and shooting 4-for-6 from 3-point range.

» The Gators picked a gut-check 66-60 neutral-site victory in Newark vs.
17th-ranked Cincinnati as Florida forced the Bearcats into 21 turnovers.

» Florida topped 17th-ranked Gonzaga in the PK80 semis, 111-105, in double
overtime behind 35 points from Jalen Hudson, 26 points and 10 assists by
(hris Chiozza and 23 points from KeVaughn Allen.

» The Gators’ 17 3-pointers against Gonzaga and at Texas A&M are tied for
third-most in team history. Five of UF’s top 11 3-point performances in
team history have come under Mike White.

» UF opened the PK80 by hlitzing Stanford with a school-record 13 first-
half 3-pointers, also setting the Gator record (minimum 20 attempts) for
3-point percentage for the game at .682 (15-for-22).

» All three of UF's 2018 signees are in the ESPN 100: point guard Andrew
Nembhard (30), shooting guard Noah Locke (66) and wing Keyontae
Johnson (90).

UF set an opening-night school record with 116 points as Koulechov poured in 34 on 11/17 shooting (6/9 from 3).
The Gators eclipsed the 100-point mark in the first 2 games of the season for the first time ever.

Hudson scored 22 of his 26 points in the 2nd half...UF shot 31/38 from the FT line, including 11/12 from Hudson.

UF hit a school-record 13 3-pointers in the first half...Koulechov shot 5/5 from 3 as the team went 15/22.

Florida outscored Gonzaga 33-27 the OT periods...Hudson, Chiozza, Allen all went for 20+ points.

The Gators led by as many as 17 in the 2nd half, but Duke finished the game on a 21-6 run...Bagley had 30/15 for DU.

Florida earned a 66-64 win at #18 Kentucky, led by Jalen Hudson’s 17
points off the bench.

Keith Stone added 14 points, including UF’s first eight points of the game,
while Chris Chiozza scored 13 and dished eight assists with just one
turnover.

The Gators fell behind, 28-20, at the 5:05 mark in the first half, but finished
the half ona13-3 run.

Florida improved to 7-1all-time vs. UK when playing the Wildcats on the
ESPN College Gameday featured game.

Florida got two big stops at the end of the game while clinging to a
two-point lead, with blocked shots by Egor Koulechov and Jalen Hudson.
Kevarrius Hayes knocked away UK’s inbound pass with two seconds
remaining to seal the win.

ABOUT THE OPPONENT

UK’s four-game winning streak is its best stretch of the season, coming on
the heels of four straight losses. (The Wildcats had a seven-game winning
streak in non-conference play, but that included five games vs. KenPom
150+ teams.)

Kevin Knox has a team-best 15.8 points, and Jarred Vanderbilt leads UK
with 8.0 rebounds per game.

Knox (49/138,.355) and Quade Green (35/91, 385) are the Wildcats’ most
prolific 3-point shooters, but UK’s 5.2 3-pointers per game are the fewest
in the SEC.

Once a decision on your request is made, you will receive an email with further
information. Requests must be made by the day prior to a game (noon for afternoon games or 4:30 p.m. for evening games).

CREDENTIAL PICK-UP: Credentials will be mailed up until 10 days prior to the event or held at the Press Will Call window at Gate One of the 0’Connell
Center, which opens for pick-up 90 minutes prior to each game. Credentials can be overnighted at the expense of the media organization within 10 days
of the event (by request).

PARKING: A limited number of parking spaces exist and can be requested online with your credential application. Please note that if you request to pick
up your credentials at Press Will Call, we will be unable to provide a parking pass as you will have to park before visiting Press Will Call. Free parking is
available in the deck next to the 0°Connell Center and is generally still available 75-90 minutes before the game.
