Mark Stoops likes to challenge his team to 
do things that have never been done at the 
University of Kentucky, or, haven’t been done in 
a long time. His Wildcats are responding nicely 
to that challenge.

Since Stoops took over as coach of the Cats 
in 2013, UK is one of only two schools in the 
nation that has tied or improved its win total in 
each of the last five seasons.

That steady progression has culminated in 
multiple achievements:
•	 In 2016 and ’17, UK posted consecutive 

seven-win seasons, along with 4-4 records 
in the Southeastern Conference. It's the first 
time UK has won seven games and finished 
at least .500 in the league in back-to-back 
seasons in 40 years.  

•	 The Wildcats placed third in the SEC Eastern 
Division in 2017 and second in 2016, the 
team’s best back-to-back finishes since the 
league split into divisions in 1992.

•	 UK’s 2016-17 bowl appearances mark only 
the fifth time in school history that the 
school has earned bowl bids in at least two 
consecutive seasons.  

•	 UK won three road games last season, the 
first time that has happened since 2009.

•	 The Wildcats are 8-4 in games decided 
by seven points or less over the past two 
seasons.

The methodical advancement made by 
Stoops’ teams is a reflection of the coach’s rock-
steady work ethic, tireless recruiting, and ability 
to adapt. 

Stoops’ ability to adjust when necessary 
shone its brightest at the beginning of the 2016 
season. After losing the first two games of the 
schedule, and seeing his starting quarterback 
out for the season with an injury, and seeing 
his defense struggle in the early stages, Stoops 
didn’t retreat. The Wildcat coach chose deter-
mination over despair and went back to work.

Stoops re-tooled the offense with 
then-backup quarterback Stephen Johnson, 
going to a more physical, ground-based attack. 
With a history of success as a defensive coordi-
nator, Stoops returned to his roots by becoming 
more involved with the planning and play-call-
ing on that side of the ball.

The results? The Wildcats went 7-3 in the 
last 10 regular-season games, topped by a win 
at No. 11-ranked Louisville and their inaugural 
appearance in the TaxSlayer Bowl. Stoops was 
named SEC Coach of the Year runner-up by 
Athlon Sports.  

Returning the Wildcats to the bowl scene 
again last season, Stoops' progress at Kentucky 
continues his history of coaching success. 

HEAD COACH MARK STOOPS / SIXTH SEASON / IOWA, 1989
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Stoops came to Kentucky from Florida State, 
where he was defensive coordinator from 2010-
12.  He inherited a unit a unit ranked 108th in 
the nation in total defense and turned it into 
one of the nation’s best. In the 2012 season, 
the Seminoles were second in the nation in 
total defense, allowing 254.1 yards per game, 
and sixth nationally in scoring defense at 14.7 
points per game.  Playing well against the run 
and the pass, FSU was third in the country in 
rushing defense and led the nation in pass 
defense.  FSU led the ACC in seven defensive 
categories.  Stoops also coached the defensive 
backs under head coach Jimbo Fisher.  

Eight Seminoles on defense earned 2012 
All-ACC honors, including four first-team se-

lections, highlighted by one of the nation’s top 
defensive end duos in Bjoern Werner and Cor-
nellius Carradine, who combined for 24 sacks 
and 31 tackles for loss. Werner was a finalist for 
the 2012 Bronko Nagurski Award as the Nation-
al Defensive Player of the Year and was among 
the national leaders in sacks with 13. Stoops 
also coached cornerback Ronald Darby to ACC 
Defensive Rookie of the Year.

The Seminoles’ prowess was a continuation 
of the 2011 season, when Stoops’ defenders 
led the nation in fewest yards allowed per carry 
(2.3), ranked fourth in the nation in total de-
fense (275 yards per game), second in rushing 
defense (82.7 ypg), fourth in scoring defense 
(15.1 points per game), and eighth in tackles for 

loss (8.6 per game) and quarterback sacks (3.1 
per game).  FSU led the ACC in eight defensive 
categories.  

Stoops overhauled the Florida State defense 
in 2010, his first season as defensive coordi-
nator.  The Seminoles gave up 19.6 points per 
game, third-best in the ACC and 20th nationally.  
FSU ranked 42nd nationally in total defense 
that season; in contrast, the team was 108th 
nationally in total defense and 94th in scoring 
defense in 2009, the year before Stoops’ arrival.  
FSU improved its overall defense by more 
than 80 yards per game, primarily by limiting 
opponents to 75 fewer rushing yards per game.  
The Seminoles ranked third in the nation in 
quarterback sacks and were 21st in tackles for 

In just five seasons at the helm of the Kentucky football program, head coach Mark Stoops and 
his staff have been making noise on the recruiting trail. Kentucky’s five classes under Stoops have 
ranked in the top 50 by all four major recruiting services.

loss.  In the secondary, Stoops coached Xavier 
Rhodes to ACC Defensive Rookie of the Year 
honors and National Defensive Freshman of the 
Year accolades.

During Stoops’ three seasons, FSU went 10-
4, 9-4 and 12-2, including wins over South Car-
olina in the 2010 Chick-fil-A Bowl, Notre Dame 
in the 2011 Champs Sports Bowl and Northern 
Illinois in the 2013 Orange Bowl.

Stoops was defensive coordinator and DBs 
coach at Arizona from 2004-09, working for 
his brother, Mike, who was head coach of the 
Wildcats.  During Mark’s time there, Arizona’s 
records improved steadily, going 3-8, 3-8, 6-6, 
5-7, 8-5 and 8-5.  The Wildcats advanced to the 
Las Vegas Bowl and Holiday Bowl during the last 
two years.  Mark and Mike are also brothers of 
Bob Stoops, retired in 2017 after 18 years as 
the Sooners' head coach.  Mike is currently the 
defensive coordinator at Oklahoma. The eldest 
Stoops brother, Ron Jr., is special teams coordi-
nator at Youngstown State.

Stoops inherited an Arizona unit that was 
109th in the nation in total defense and 107th 
in scoring defense in 2003, the year before he 
arrived.  By the end of his term at Arizona, the 
Wildcats ranked in the nation’s top 25 in total 
defense his final two seasons and ranked as 
high as 33rd in scoring defense.    

Prior to Arizona, Stoops coached the defen-
sive backs three years at Miami (Fla.).  The 2001 
national champion Hurricanes led the nation 
in pass efficiency defense, scoring defense and 
turnover margin. That team also established a 
school record with 27 interceptions and 45 total 
takeaways.

Stoops’ 2002 secondary led the nation 
in pass defense and pass efficiency defense. 
Despite having to replace all four starters in 
the defensive backfield, the 2003 team led the 
nation in pass defense.  In his three seasons, 
Miami went 35-3, including the 12-0 Rose Bowl 
title campaign, plus appearances in the Fiesta 
and Orange bowls.  Ten Miami defensive backs 
who played at least one season under Stoops 
were eventually selected in the National Foot-
ball League draft – seven in the first round.

Stoops got his first experience in leading a 
defense as co-defensive coordinator at Houston 
in the 2000 season.  He coached the secondary 
at Wyoming from 1997-99 and the Cowboys 
notched three straight winning seasons.  A 
highlight of his time there was a school-record 
24 interceptions in the ’97 season. His first full-
time coaching job was in 1996 at South Florida, 
helping USF in the start-up of its program 
before the Bulls had their first kickoff in ’97.

Stoops has recruited and developed nu-
merous outstanding defensive backs, many of 
whom went on to National Football League ca-
reers.  Among the notables are Antoine Cason 
and Michael Johnson at Arizona, Miami’s Philip 
Buchanon, Kelly Jennings, Brandon Meriweath-
er, Ed Reed, Antrel Rolle, Mike Rumph and Sean 
Taylor and Wyoming’s Brian Lee.

Stoops was raised in Youngstown, Ohio.  As 
did brothers Bob and Mike, Mark played in the 
secondary at the University of Iowa for Hall 
of Fame coach Hayden Fry.  He participated in 
four bowl games as a player. Fry hired Stoops 
as a graduate assistant coach at Iowa in the 
1990 and ’91 seasons. The Hawkeyes won the 
1990 Big Ten title and played in the Rose Bowl, 

duplicating feats Stoops also achieved as a play-
er.  Stoops went on to coach four years in high 
school before entering the collegiate ranks.

Mark and his wife, Chantel, have two sons, 
Will and Zack.

Dr. Eli Capilouto became the 12th President of 
the University of Kentucky on July 1, 2011. Under his 
leadership, the $3.7 billion flagship and land grant 
research university has gained significant momentum 
in fulfilling its multi-faceted mission of teaching, 
research, service and health care.

To embolden the institution’s enduring legacy, Dr. 
Capilouto has led a process to enrich UK’s academic 
experience by increasing institutional investments in 
student financial aid, developing the Lewis Honors 
College, expanding Living-Learning Communities, 
and rebuilding academic and community spaces. 
Because of his priorities, the University has enrolled 
nearly 400 National Merit, National Achievement and 
National Hispanic Scholars in the last several years – 
tripling the number of incoming Scholars and putting 
UK in the Top 10 public institutions enrolling these 
students.

Under Dr. Capilouto’s leadership, the Universi-
ty of Kentucky is undergoing a significant physical 
transformation of its academic, research, residential, 
health care and community spaces. Through partner-
ship, increased philanthropy and effective financial 
management, UK is self-financing the vast majority of 
its more than $2.2 billion infrastructure development.

Over the last six years, the University has com-
pleted, initiated or authorized construction on: 14 
new residence halls; several dining facilities, including 
the 1,000-seat facility known as “the 90;” a $65 mil-
lion renovated and expanded Gatton College of Busi-
ness and Economics supported by donors and private 
philanthropy; a new $110 million Jacobs Academic 
Science Building financed, in-part, through a $65 mil-
lion partnership with UK Athletics; and a $125 million 
revitalized football stadium funded with Athletics 
revenue; a renovated and expanded Nutter Training 
Center financed by philanthropy; a $201 million ren-
ovation and expansion of the Student Center; $150 
million to continue the fit-out of Chandler Hospital; 
a new home for the School of Art and Visual Studies; 
a new $265 million multi-disciplinary health sciences 
research facility in partnership with the state; and 
the renewal of the College of Law in partnership with 
donors and the state. 

Research at the University of Kentucky is a 
dynamic enterprise encompassing a full spectrum 
of academic inquiry, including the humanities, social 
sciences, traditional scholarship and emerging tech-
nologies. UK’s research faculty, staff and students are 
establishing UK as one of the nation’s most prolific 
public research universities in the nation. In 2013, 
UK’s Markey Cancer Center was designated as a 
National Cancer Center by the National Cancer Insti-

tute; placing UK among an elite group of 22 research 
universities with the triple crown of federal research 
awards: NCI-designation, the Clinical and Transla-
tional Sciences Award and a federally supported 
Alzheimer’s Disease Center. 

Essential to the service mission of the Univer-
sity of Kentucky is the advanced patient care and 
outreach provided by UK HealthCare. As the flagship 
academic-medical center in the region, UK serves 
patients through a network of health care profes-
sionals around the Commonwealth while providing 
acute, sub-specialty medical care at UK Chandler 
Hospital. In 2013, UK HealthCare was distinguished as 
a Top Performer by the Joint Commission, the largest 
medical accreditation body in the nation, and won a 
Rising Star Award from the University Health System 
Consortium.

A native of Montgomery, Alabama, Dr. Capilouto 
previously served as Provost of the University of Ala-
bama-Birmingham (UAB) and Dean of the UAB School 
of Public Health -- a period of remarkable growth and 
transformation at one of the leading academic and 
health sciences institutions in the South.

Dr. Capilouto holds several undergraduate and 
graduate degrees from schools within the University 
of Alabama system, and a Doctorate in Health Policy 
and Management from Harvard University. He and 
his wife, Dr. Mary Lynne Capilouto (D.M.D.) a former 
Dean of the UAB School of Dentistry, have one 
daughter.

Dr. Eli Capilouto is enhancing UK’s multi-faceted mission of 
teaching, research, service and health care.
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MITCH BARNHART, DIRECTOR OF ATHLETICS

Singularly committed to the development of Wildcat 
students and to building the department he leads into one 
of the nation’s elite, Mitch Barnhart is in his 16th year as 
University of Kentucky athletics director.

Named NCAA Division I Athletics Director of the Year 
by his peers in 2015, Barnhart has cast a bold vision for UK 
Athletics and continually raised the bar as the department 
has progressed under his guidance. Most recently, UK 
completed a 2016-17 school year in which the department 
came in 11th in Directors’ Cup standings with 21 of 22 
teams contributing to the school record-tying finish, more 
than 100 students graduating and the department register-
ing its ninth and 10th straight semesters with a grade-point 
average of better than 3.0.

UK is currently in pursuit of Barnhart’s Elite 1-3-5 ini-
tiative, which directs UK Athletics to reach unprecedented 
heights once more. The aim is for each UK team to be No. 1 
by winning a conference or national championship, sustain 
a department-wide 3.0 GPA and rank in the top five of the 
Directors’ Cup standings by 2022. It’s an ambitious under-
taking, but UK students, coaches and staff have proven 
themselves capable of unmatched achievement.

The 2014-15 season marked the successful completion 
of the 15 by 15 by 15 Plan, which was set forth by Barnhart 
in 2008. The 15 by 15 by 15 Plan called on UK Athletics to 
rank among the nation’s top 15 athletics programs and win 
15 conference or national championships by 2015. At the 
same time, Barnhart set goals of a 3.0 composite grade-
point average for Wildcat students and an even greater 
commitment to community service. 

The academic goal was first achieved in the spring 
semester of 2010, with grades hitting a peak in spring 2014 
with a school-record 3.218 composite GPA. Community 
service has risen to more than 4,000 hours annually and in-
cludes outreach to the Lexington area, the Commonwealth 
of Kentucky and as far away as Ethiopia and the Dominican 
Republic.

The Directors’ Cup objective was reached a year early 
when UK checked in at a school-record No. 11 in the 2013-
14 national all-sports standings. Kentucky has a current 
streak of six straight top-30 finishes in the Directors’ Cup, 
including five of the top six rankings in school history. 

The final goal was reached when UK men’s basket-
ball claimed the 2015 SEC Tournament title, the 15th 
championship won by Wildcat athletes since 2008. UK has 
won three more championships since. In addition to being 
one of four NCAA Division I Athletics Directors of the Year 
in 2015, Barnhart also was one of four finalists for the Ath-
letics Director of the Year as chosen by the SportsBusiness 
Journal and he received the Sports Business Award from 
the Bluegrass Sports Commission that year.

In addition to attaining the 15 by 15 by 15 Plan, cham-
pionship performance also has been reached in other levels 
of measurement. In Barnhart’s term at UK, the Wildcats 
have won SEC titles for the first time in baseball, men’s golf 
and women’s tennis.  More league crowns have been won 

by teams that hadn’t done so in decades. National champi-
onships have been claimed in men’s basketball and, for the 
first time, in rifle.

With team success growing, individual accolades have 
naturally followed. Since 2013, at least one Wildcat has won 
all four of the SEC’s top individual awards – the Roy Kramer 
Athlete of the Year, Boyd McWhorter Scholar-Athlete of the 
Year, Brad Davis Community Service Leader of the Year and 
the SEC Sportsmanship Award. UK, Texas A&M and Georgia 
are the only three league schools that can make that claim.

The impact of Barnhart is recognized by the award-win-
ning Cats. In her acceptance speech for the SEC Community 
Service Leader Award, golfer Megan Moir acknowledged 
the inspiration provided by the UK athletics director.

“I would like to thank Mr. Barnhart for the opportu-
nity and the privilege of being a student-athlete at the 
University of Kentucky,” Moir said. “I have so much respect 
for you and you have shown me what it means to be a true 
servant-leader. You are a man of high integrity and charac-
ter and I have grown so much watching your leadership per-
meate throughout the entire athletics department. I think it 
is unique to find an athletics director like Mr. Barnhart – he 
can personally name each student-athlete and really takes 
the time to get to know us. It was not uncommon for Mr. 
Barnhart to stop and ask me about my family or for us to 
spend time talking about projects in the community we are 
involved in.”

UK Athletics has also had an athlete win the Elite 90 
(previously Elite 89) award in each of the last five years 
after Danielle Galyer won it in swimming and diving for the 
second straight season in 2016-17.  Previous UK winners 
include Chelsea Oswald (track and field, 2012-13), Sam 
Malone (men’s basketball, 2013-14) and Aldila Sutjiadi 
(women’s tennis, 2014-15 & 2015-16). Joining them in re-
ceiving prestigious national recognition is Paul Sime (men’s 
soccer), named the Arthur Ashe Jr. Male Sports Scholar of 
the Year in 2017.

The groundwork for recent successes has been steadily 
laid since Barnhart’s arrival, beginning by Barnhart began 
by providing funds for full coaching staffs and scholarship 
allotments for all 22 UK sports.

Staying true to his pledge to provide resources to 
match expectations, Barnhart has strategically invested 
in improvements to UK Athletics’ facilities. Investments in 
new construction and renovation to facilities total more 
than $300 million and include the Joe Craft Center; new 
stadiums for track and field, softball and soccer; the UK Golf 
House; and the Wildcat Coal Lodge dormitory. The home of 
Kentucky football, Kroger Field, underwent a $126 million 
renovation completed in 2015 and the $45 million Joe Craft 
Football Training Facility opened a year later, complete 
with an expansion of the Center for Academic and Tutorial 
Services. A new $49 million baseball stadium is set to open 
in fall of 2018 and work began on a new men’s basketball 
locker room began in spring of 2017. Next on the docket is 
a new indoor tennis facility.

Additional milestones have occurred under Barnhart’s 
guidance. UK athletes have set records for graduation rates 
and maintained a perfect mark in the 13-year history of the 
NCAA Academic Progress Rate.

Even with the department’s growth and the increas-
ingly competitive nature of college sports, UK Athletics has 
remained financially self-sufficient under Barnhart’s man-
agement, operating with a balanced budget and with the 
help of no state or University funds. Seeing pressing facility 
needs on campus as well, Barnhart has made a $65 million 
commitment for athletics to fund nearly two-thirds of the 
new Don & Cathy Jacobs Science Building on campus. He 
also directs an annual $1.7-million contribution to the Uni-
versity’s scholarship program. Millions more dollars from 
the athletics budget stay on campus each year through 
athletic scholarship payments, administrative support pay-
ments, merchandise royalties and other avenues.

Barnhart’s leadership extends to the national level. 
Already having served on numerous committees and boards 
for the NCAA and the National Association of Collegiate 

Directors of Athletics (NACDA), Barnhart completed his first 
year as a member of the NCAA Division I Men’s Basketball 
Committee in 2017, which brings responsibility for select-
ing, seeding and bracketing teams, along with administra-
tion of the NCAA’s highest-profile event.

With his extensive previous experience on the NCAA 
Division I Council, as chair of the NCAA Competition Over-
sight Committee and as a member of the NCAA Division I 
Baseball Committee, in addition to several other leadership 
groups, Barnhart has proven himself well suited for the 
task.

On a league level, Barnhart – the longest-tenured 
athletics director in the conference – has been active in SEC 
projects. Of recent note is his work with the SEC Compli-
ance Committee and the SEC Network Content Committee, 
which helped the highly successful launch of the largest 
new cable channel in television history.

Barnhart’s legacy at UK includes helping develop 
administrators who have gone on to become athletics 
directors at nationally prominent universities, including 
Greg Byrne of Alabama, Mark Coyle at Minnesota, Rob 
Mullens at Oregon, Scott Stricklin at Florida and John Cohen 
at Mississippi State.

Barnhart arrived at UK from Oregon State, where he 
served four successful years (1998-2002) as athletics direc-
tor. Before OSU, he worked in athletics administration posts 
at Tennessee (1986-98), Southern Methodist University 
(1983-86), Oregon (1983) and San Diego State (1982-83).

Barnhart is a native of Kansas City, Kan. He earned 
his bachelor’s degree from Ottawa University (Kansas) in 
1981 and a master’s in sports administration from Ohio 
University.

In addition to the extraordinary achievements of 
his work world, reaching new heights is also a theme of 
his personal life. An avid mountain climber, Barnhart has 
scaled Mount Kilimanjaro, the highest mountain in Africa, 
along with two of the most challenging peaks in the United 
States, Mount Rainier in Washington and the Grand Tetons 
in Wyoming. Impactful in community service, Barnhart has 
taken part in mission trips and was on the national advisory 
board of K-Love Radio.

Barnhart and his wife, Connie, also actively serve and 
support the Christian Student Fellowship and the Fellow-
ship of Christian Athletes on campus in an effort to minister 
to young people. The Barnharts have three children, Blaire, 
Scott, and Kirby Willoughby; Kirby’s husband, McKenzie, 
and grandsons, Cooper and Reece.

Mitch Barnhart has led UK Athletics to six consecutive top-30 
finishes in the Directors’ Cup national all-sports standings. 
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The 2018 football spring roster is comprised of 18 different states and Australia

•	 He also has served in a Skype mentoring 
program with area high school students, and 
has taken part in many events with the UK 
Children's Hospital, Read Across America, 
and Special Olympics, along with many 
other service activities.

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Stephen Johnson threw for 176 yards and a touchdown and 
Kentucky’s defense recovered two crucial fumbles in the second 
half to lead the Wildcats over Southern Mississippi 24-17.

Kentucky was clinging to a 17-10 lead in the third quarter when 
Darius West slammed his helmet into Southern Miss quarterback 
Kwadra Griggs’ arm, forcing a fumble that Denzil Ware scooped up 
and ran 20 yards for the touchdown.

Then with the Wildcats leading 24-17 in the fourth quarter, the 
Kentucky defense killed another Southern Miss drive when Chris 
Westry forced a fumble that was recovered by Courtney Love at 
midfield.

It wasn’t a great day for the Kentucky offense, but coach Mark 
Stoops refused to do too much complaining.

“It was a thing of beauty to me,” Stoops said. “I know a lot of people are going to have their 
own opinions, but I loved it.”

Kentucky’s offense had some success during the first half over the middle of the field on 
two pass plays from Johnson to tight end C.J. Conrad. The second completion was a 23-yard 
touchdown that put the Wildcats ahead 14-3 midway through the second quarter.

Johnson completed 11 of 20 passes and had no interceptions. Benny Snell led the Wildcats 
with 67 yards rushing.

“As a whole team, we can fight for 60 minutes,” Johnson said. “If the offense isn’t doing too 
well or the special teams isn’t doing well, the defense can pick us up, which they did today.”

The Southern Miss offense improved significantly in the second half when Griggs replaced 
Keon Howard at quarterback. Griggs hit Korey Robertson for two touchdowns -- one in the 
third quarter and another in the fourth. The second pulled the Golden Eagles within 24-17 
with 12:42 remaining.

Griggs finished with 222 yards passing and two touchdowns, all in the second half.

Kentucky’s upside while digging out of yet another double-digit 
hole against Eastern Kentucky was having time to get things right.

The Cats took nothing for granted though, and rallied with 
an urgency that helped them finish better than they started and 
remain unbeaten despite their flaws.

“We could’ve done much better at the beginning of the game, 
but we picked it up eventually,” said quarterback Stephen Johnson, 
who played perhaps the most critical role in the Wildcats’ 27-16 
win over the FCS Colonels on Saturday after trailing 13-3 in the 
second quarter.

Nearly two years after rallying late to eventually beat EKU 34-27 
in overtime, Johnson and Kentucky (2-0) certainly had their work 

cut for them overcoming ineffective play on both sides of the ball.
Johnson threw a 23-yard touchdown pass to C.J. Conrad for Kentucky’s first touchdown 

before spinning and tip-toeing along the right sideline for the final TD in the fourth quarter. In 
between was Benny Snell, Jr.’s 25-yard TD run late in the third for a 17-16 lead, a play set up 
by Johnson’s 43-yard completion to Blake Bone.

Johnson - who was briefly replaced by Drew Barker in the second quarter in what he and 
coach Mark Stoops said was a planned substitution -- finished 15 of 22 passing for 224 yards 
and rushed for 48 yards. He improved to 10-4 as Kentucky’s QB and 8-4 as the starter.

Snell returned from bruising his ribs early on to rush for 103 yards on 19 carries, a big 
improvement from his 67-yard debut last week at Southern Miss.

Kentucky’s defense meanwhile stalled the Colonels (0-2) with two second-half takeaways, 
the last of which was Mike Edwards’ interception of Tim Boyle with 4:13 remaining that shut 
the door.

The Wildcats outgained EKU 436-318 in their home opener and scored the game’s final 17 
points. Most important, they showed signs of the team that’s expected to build on last year’s 
bowl appearance.

It was better late than never, which coach Mark Stoops will take.
“We’re 2-0. That feels very good,” the coach said. “The nice thing is that we know, and our 

players know, there are a lot of things we need to improve on. And they’ll do that. We’ll get 
better.”

2017 GAME RECAPS
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Benny Snell, Jr. rushed for two touchdowns and Kentucky’s 
defense held off South Carolina to win its fourth straight over the 
Gamecocks, 23-13.

Snell, whose status was in doubt earlier in the week due to 
bruised ribs, rushed for scores of 5 and 1 yard in leading the 
Wildcats to their first 3-0 start since 2010. Two years ago, Kentucky 
snapped a 22-game SEC road losing streak at South Carolina.

This time, the Wildcats left no doubt about who was the better 
team.	

It did not start that way, though.
South Carolina electrified a sold-out stadium with a 68-yard TD 

catch by receiver Deebo Samuel on the opening play, then got an 
interception and a fumble from the Wildcats’ first two drives. But Kentucky’s defense held the 
Gamecocks to one touchdown after that.

Kentucky coach Mark Stoops was proud of his players for absorbing South Carolina’s fast 
start and punching back. “Everybody wants to panic because you got to look pretty all the 
time,” he said. “Winning is what matters.”

Snell and the offense took over with two long, first-half scoring drives for a 14-6 lead. Snell 
ended a 13-play series with his 5-yard touchdown. He capped an 11-play sequence with his 
second touchdown.

“This says we’ve got a little bit of dog in us, I guess,” quarterback Stephen Johnson said. 
“Everybody wants to do well on this team. We know what we can do.”

Kentucky made the critical plays when it needed. Facing fourth-and-goal from the Wildcats 
1 in the fourth quarter, Gamecock tailback Rico Dowdle was stopped cold by linebacker Jamar 
Watson and cornerback Derrick Baity.

Then when the Gamecocks closed it to 20-13 on OrTre Smith’s 9-yard touchdown grab with 
6:26 left, Kentucky quarterback Stephen Johnson scrambled on third down for a 54-yard run 
that led to Austin MacGinnis’ third field goal with two minutes left that sealed the win.

Snell finished with 102 yards on 32 carries.
Samuel had five catches for 122 yards and his sixth touchdown of the season. But he left 

the game in the third quarter with a broken leg and Gamecocks coach Will Muschamp said he’ll 
miss the rest of the season.

Kentucky dropped its first game of the year, falling to Florida 28-27 at 
Kroger Field.

The Wildcats had a chance to win on the game’s final play, but Austin 
MacGinnis came up just short on a 57-yard field goal attempt as time 
expired.

After the teams traded punts to start the game, Kentucky got the 
scoring started on its second drive. The Wildcats marched 75 yards in eight 
plays, culminating with a 14-yard touchdown pass from Johnson to Blake 
Bone. MacGinnis nailed the point after to give Kentucky a 7-0 lead.

The Wildcats took that lead into the second quarter, but that’s when 
Florida scored its first points. The Gators went 58 yards in just four plays, 
with Kadarius Toney rushing 36 yards for a touchdown to tie the score at 
7-7 with 14:16 left in the second quarter.

UK regained the lead later in the second quarter, when Johnson connected with Garrett Johnson on a 
nine-yard fade in the corner of the end zone to make it 14-7 UK.

Florida answered later in the quarter when, on fourth down and three from the 45 yard line, quarter-
back Feleipe Franks found a wide-open Tyrie Cleveland to tie the score 14-14 with 3:16 left in the half.

The Wildcats had a chance to take the lead into the locker room right before the half, but MacGinnis’ 
48-yard field goal glanced off the right upright with 16 seconds remaining, and the score remained 14-14 
at the break.

Florida received the second-half kickoff, but went three-and-out, as the Wildcat defense forced a punt. 
Kentucky took over on its own 38 and went 62 yards in just four plays. And when Johnson hit tight end C.J. 
Conrad with a 23-yard scoring pass, the Cats grabbed a 21-14 advantage.

Kentucky extended its lead later in the quarter on a 42-yard MacGinnis field goal, giving the Wildcats a 
24-14 lead with 5:51 left in the third quarter.

In the fourth, MacGinnis added to the lead with a season-long 50-yard strike, giving Kentucky a 27-14 
lead with 11:33 left in the game. It was MacGinnis’ 58th career field goal, breaking the Kentucky record of 
57 previously held by Joe Worley.

But Florida was not done. The Gators took the ensuing kickoff and marched 80 yards in seven plays, 
keyed by a Toney end around pass to Cleveland for 50 yards. Brandon Powell finished the drive with a six-
yard rush out of the wildcat formation to cut Kentucky’s lead to 27-21 with 7:58 left in the game.

After a Kentucky punt, the Gators mounted what turned out to be the game-winning drive. Florida 
assembled a 13-play, 58-yard drive that ended with a Luke Del Rio five-yard scoring pass to Freddie Swain. 
Eddie Pineiro nailed the extra point to give Florida a 28-27 lead with just 43 seconds remaining.

UK was able to drive the ball into Florida territory on its final possession of the game. And with three 
seconds left, MacGinnis’ attempt came up just short, ending the game.

A game that was tied at 14 at halftime began 
turning the Wildcats’ way when Tristan Yeomans recovered a 
muffed punt at EMU’s 42 and led to Austin MacGinnis’ 39-yard 
field goal.

Josh Paschal’s blocked punt early in the fourth was downed at 
EMU’s 12, and Snell busted through on the next play for a 10-point 

lead that stood just a week after Kentucky yielded 14 unanswered fourth-quarter points in a 
28-27 loss to No. 21 Florida.

“We found ways to win the football game when we didn’t play our best,” Kentucky coach 
Mark Stoops said. “There’s no excuse for not playing our best at home. I appreciate 4-1 
because it’s better than 3-2.”

Ian Eriksen’s 2-yard TD run got EMU within 24-20 and gave the Eagles one last chance, but 
Brogan Roback’s desperation pass was intercepted by Mike Edwards in the end zone in the 
final seconds.

Austin MacGinnis kicked four field goals, including two in the 
fourth quarter, and Stephen Johnson and Benny Snell each had 
two touchdowns as Kentucky outlasted Missouri 40-34 in a back-
and-forth marathon.

Kentucky led by double digits three times but allowed Missouri 
to eventually tie the game at 27 late in the third quarter and 34 
early in the fourth. MacGinnis’ 53-yard field goal with 9:40 remain-
ing provided a three-point edge before Lonnie Johnson blocked 
Tucker McCann’s 45-yard field goal attempt with 6:15 left, setting 
up MacGinnis’ 20-yard kick with 1:48 left that gave the Wildcats a 
cushion in a game that lasted nearly four hours.

“We’ve found ways to win and we’re responding to adversity,” 
said Kentucky coach Mark Stoops, whose five victories have come by a combined margin of 
38 points.

“We’ve got to find ways to clean those things up. But I’m proud of our fight, I’m proud of 
our effort.”

Before that Johnson threw touchdown passes of 14 and 64 yards while Snell ran for scores 
of 71 and 6 yards. Those scores merely provided breathing room as Tigers quarterback Drew 
Lock threw TD passes of 50, 58 and 75 yards, the last of which tied the game. Lock’s 48-yard 
completion set up his 1-yard TD run.

Lock’s final pass attempt to Al Okwuegbunam in the final seconds fell a few yards short of 
the end zone.

Missouri outgained Kentucky 568-486 but lost its fourth in a row.

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Quarterback Stephen Johnson passed for 117 yards and rushed 
for 54 more, but the Kentucky football team lost at Mississippi 
State 45-7.

Kentucky was only able to amass 260 yards of total offense in 
the game against a stout MSU defense.

After Kentucky punted on its first possession, Mississippi State 
marched 78 yards in 12 plays, capped by a three-yard touchdown 
run by quarterback Nick Fitzgerald. The extra point from Jace 
Christmann made it 7-0 MSU. That would be the score at the end 
of the first period.

Kentucky tied the game in the second quarter on a play that’s 
not seen often. Quarterback Stephen Johnson scrambled toward 

the end zone, but was hit inside the five yard line, forcing him to fumble the ball forward 
into the end zone where wide receiver Blake Bone caught it on one hop for the score. Austin 
MacGinnis nailed the point after to tie the game at 7-7.

MSU took the lead back with 3:14 to go in the half on a 31-yard field goal by Christmann, 
which gave the Bulldogs a 10-7 lead.

After Kentucky was forced to punt, MSU rallied for another score. On fourth-and-one from 
the Kentucky 40 yard line, Fitzgerald broke loose and rambled for a touchdown to make it 17-7 
just before the half.

Quarterback Stephen Johnson scrambled 11 yards for a touchdown 
with 33 seconds left in the game, lifting UK to a 29-26 win over Tennessee 
at Kroger Field.

Kentucky trailed 26-21 with 4:43 left in the game. That’s when Johnson, 
who had been injured and forced to go to the locker room in the third quar-
ter, led the Cats on what would be a game-winning drive. The senior made a 
number of key plays on the drive, including 16-yard pass completion to Tavin 
Richardson and a 12-yard rush to get the Cats inside Tennessee territory.

Sophomore running back Benny Snell, Jr. carried the Wildcats’ offense, 
literally, for much of the night. Snell rushed 27 times for 180 yards and 
three touchdowns. Snell accounted for 33 rushing yards on Kentucky’s 
game-winning drive.

Tennessee got on the board first, taking advantage of a UK turnover to 
grab an early lead. After Snell fumbled, Tennessee recovered inside the Kentucky 20. But the Vols could not 
do anything with the possession, gaining just three yards in three plays before settling for a 30-yard field goal 
from Brent Cimaglia to take a 3-0 lead.

UK answered with a six-play, 60-yard scoring drive, capped by a six-yard TD run from Snell.	
The back-and-forth between the teams continued through the first half, as Tennessee promptly drove 

into Kentucky territory, and it was Chandler scoring from the one-yard line again, cutting Kentucky’s lead to 
21-20 with 1:25 left in the first half. That would be the halftime score.

UT punted to start the second half, but was able to pin Kentucky inside its own 10 yard line. Johnson got 
UK out of trouble with a 34-yard scramble, but the UK quarterback was injured on the play. Backup Drew 
Barker entered the game and fumbled on his second play from scrimmage, giving the Vols the ball at their 
own 44.

The Vols drove inside the Kentucky 10, but the Wildcats defense stood tall again, forcing another 
Tennessee field goal. Cimaglia was good, this time from 30 yards, to give UT a 23-21 lead with 3:40 left in 
the third quarter.

Johnson returned during Kentucky’s next drive, but the Cats turned the ball over again to end any threat. 
Johnson hit Garrett Johnson with a pass near midfield, but the ball popped loose, and the Vols recovered.

Using the short field to its advantage again, UT quickly moved into the red zone. But an intentional 
grounding penalty stalled the drive, forcing another Cimaglia field goal attempt. The UT kicker was good 
again, this time from 45 yards out, giving the Vols a 26-21 lead with 13:24 remaining in the game.

UK was forced to punt again on its next possession, and UT drove into Kentucky territory again. The 
Wildcats forced another field goal, but Cimaglia missed from 43 yards, giving the ball back to UK at their 
own 25 yard line with 8:22 left.

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Ole Miss quarterback Jordan Ta’amu connected with wide 
receiver D.K. Metcalf on a seven-yard touchdown pass with five 
seconds remaining in the game, lifting Ole Miss to a 37-34 win 
over Kentucky.

Kentucky had rallied to take a 34-30 lead with 2:14 remaining 
on a Benny Snell, Jr. touchdown run, but the Rebels executed the 
two-minute drill to perfection at the end of the game. Ole Miss 
went 71 yards in 14 plays behind 8-of-11 passing from Ta’amu, 
who also rushed for 10 yards on the drive.

Ta’amu was 31-of-40 through the air for 382 yards and four TDs 
in the game. Metcalf caught two of those touchdown passes in the 
game for Ole Miss.

The Wildcats got a huge effort from sophomore running back Snell, who rushed 28 times 
for 176 yards and three touchdowns in the game. Quarterback Stephen Johnson was 19-of-24 
passing for 204 yards and a touchdown. He also rushed 11 times for 22 yards.

Kentucky would mount its best drive of the game late in the fourth quarter. The Wildcats 
marched 95 yards in 12 plays, a drive that lasted 6:22 and that ended with a one-yard Snell 
touchdown, giving UK a 34-30 lead with 2:14 to go.

Benny Snell, Jr. rushed for 116 yards and three touchdowns and Sihiem 
King added two rushing TDs, leading Kentucky to a 44-21 win at Vanderbilt.

Snell, who entered the game as the SEC’s leading rusher, became the 
ninth player in school history to reach 2,000 career yards. The 5-foot-11, 
223-pound sophomore also became the first Kentucky player to rush for 
consecutive 1,000-yard seasons.

UK’s Austin MacGinnis kicked three field goals and the Wildcats rambled 
for 428 yards in total offense.

Kyle Shurmur threw four interceptions and one TD, and was sacked five 
times. He is tied for second with Jay Cutler (21) for most single-season TD 
passes in Vanderbilt history.

Ralph Webb rushed for 70 yards and one TD for the Commodores. The 
senior passed Florida’s Emmitt Smith in career yards and moved into the 

top 10 in SEC rushing history.
Kentucky spotted Vanderbilt a 7-0 lead in the first quarter before rallying for 34 consecutive points to 

take control.
Vanderbilt struck first on Webb’s 37-yard run with 5:37 left. The Wildcats tied it at 7 on King’s 22-yard 

run to the right late in the quarter and went ahead 14-7 on Snell’s 22-yard TD run early in the second 
quarter.

Two Kyle Shurmur interceptions late in the first half set up a pair of Kentucky field goals by MacGinnis. 
Derrick Baitey’s interception and 44-yard return to the Vanderbilt 20 set up MacGinnis’ 42-yard field goal 
that increased the Wildcats’ lead to 17-7 with 2:09 left in the first half. Mike Edwards’ pick gave Kentucky 
the ball on the Vanderbilt 43 and MacGinnis capitalized with a 40-yard field goal that stretched Kentucky’s 
lead to 20-7 as time expired in the half.

The momentum remained in the Wildcats’ favor as Snell’s 2-yard TD run extended their lead to 27-7 
early in the third quarter. The Cats struck again when King’s 7-yard run gave the visitors a 34-7 advantage 
with 8:29 left in the third quarter.

Vanderbilt finally struck back on Shurmur’s 14-yard TD run that narrowed the deficit to 34-14 with 8:29 
left in the third quarter. But Lynn Bowden answered with a 93-yard kickoff return to the Commodores 6. On 
the next play, Snell’s 6-yard TD run extended the Wildcats’ lead to 41-14 with 3:53 left in the third quarter.

Shurmur’s 17-yard TD pass to Kalija Lipscomb narrowed the deficit to 41-21 with 13 seconds left in 
the third quarter.

Quarterback Stephen Johnson was 12 of 22 through the air 
for 138 yards, including a spectacular 45-yard connection with 
Blake Bone.

Kentucky scored first in the game, taking advantage of good 
field position set up by a Josh Allen interception of Georgia quar-
terback Jake Fromm. The Wildcats took a 3-0 lead on a 37-yard 
field goal by Austin MacGinnis.

Georgia scored on its next drive with Nick Chubb scoring from 
eight yards out to make it 7-3 Bulldogs.

Benny Snell, Jr. carried 29 times for a career-high 211 yards and two 
touchdowns, but Kentucky fell to Louisville 44-17 at Kroger Field.

For Snell, it was his seventh game this season with at least 100 yards 
rushing, and the 12th such game in his two-year UK career. He also 
became the first Wildcat to rush for more than 200 yards in a game since 
Artose Pinner did so against Vanderbilt in 2002.

Snell’s two touchdowns give him 18 for the season, breaking the 
school record for rushing touchdowns in a season. The record was pre-
viously set by Moe Williams in 1995.

Senior QB Stephen Johnson passed for 110 yards in his final home 
game, while Kayaune Ross and Tavin Richardson each caught three 
passes for the Wildcats.

UL got the ball first, and the Cardinals marched 75 yards in seven 
plays, ending with an 18-yard touchdown run by Reggie Bonnafon, 
giving the Cards a 7-0 lead.

After Kentucky went three-and-out on its first series, the Cardinals struck again. This time, it was 
a 69-yard drive, culminating in a one-yard touchdown run by Dae Williams to make it 14-0 U of L.

UK took the ensuing drive down the field on the legs of Snell and Johnson, who each had big 
rushing plays on the drive. Snell had a 41-yard scamper to get the Cats into Louisville territory, while 
Johnson had a 25-yard carry to get UK into the red zone. Snell capped off the drive with a two-yard 
touchdown run, and Austin MacGinnis nailed the extra point to make it 14-7 Cardinals with 2:30 
left in the first quarter. Snell’s 17th touchdown of the season tied the UK school record for rushing 
touchdowns in a season.

Louisville mounted another drive before the end of the quarter, ending with a 38-yard field goal by 
Blanton Creque to give U of L a 17-7 lead. That would be the score at the end of one period.

Kentucky took the opening drive of the second quarter 62 yards in 13 plays, but MacGinnis’ field 
goal from 32 yards out hit the right upright and bounded away, keeping the score at 17-7.

The Cards wasted no time taking advantage, using just four plays to cover 80 yards, ending with a 
Bonnafon touchdown rush from 11 yards out, giving U of L a 24-7 advantage. The Cards would score 
again before the half to make it 31-7, but UK got a MacGinnis field goal as time expired, making the 
score 31-10 at the break.

In the second half, Louisville extended its lead to 44-10 before Snell scored his second touchdown 
of the game from four yards out, cutting the lead to 44-17 with 5:12 to go in the game.
