QUICK NOTES
Kentucky is in its 45th season of with a 808-533 (.602) all-time record.
The Wildcats have had great success in Memorial Coliseum, sitting
at 446-156 (.740) overall in the historic building, including a 155-27
(.850) mark under head coach Matthew Mitchell.
The Wildcats started the 2018-19 season with nine straight wins,
which was its best start since the 2015-16 team went 10-0. UK won
its first two games by at least 50 points marking the first time in pro-
gram history UK has won back-to-back games by 50 or more points.
Kentucky won the 2018 Paradise Jam Island Division with a 3-0
record and wins over then-No. 17 South Florida, (rv) UCLA and UNC.
UK has been impressive from long range to start the season, av-
eraging 8.1 3-pointers per game. If that average holds throughout
the season, UK will hit over 243 3-pointers this season which would
break the school record for most in a single season in school history.
Kentucky has forced 266 turnovers this season averaging 24.2
turnovers forced per game and have scored 300 points off those
miscues. The Cats +10.8 turnover margin is first in the nation. UK
also ranks second in the nation and first in the SEC with 138 steals.
Three Wildcats are averaging 14 points or more per game this sea-
son paced by freshman Rhyne Howard at 17.9 points per game and
a team-best 6.9 rebounds per game. Senior guards Maci Morris and
Taylor Murray have been impressive, averaging 16.5 and 14.8 points
per game, respectively. Morris has hit a team-best 29 3s while Mur-
ray has a team-best 46 assists and 38 steals.
In 45 years, Kentucky has 89 wins over ranked opponents, including
48 of those wins coming under Mitchell.
Matthew Mitchell became the all-time winningest head coach in
Kentucky women'’s basketball history in March of 2013 and now has
266 career wins at UK. The win vs. Florida last season was Mitch-
ell’s 250th at Kentucky. Including the storied history of the UK MBB
program, he is the fifth Kentucky Basketball head coach to win 250
games with the Wildcats joining Adolph Rupp, Joe B Hall, Tubby
Smith and John Calipari.

e Western Carolina enters Tuesday’s game with a 2-8 record, including a 0-5 mark on the
road. The Catamounts have had 14 days off since they last played on Dec. 4 against USC
Upstate, earning a 68-64 overtime win.

e WCU is averaging 57.1 points per game this season, hitting 36.7 percent from the field and
28.2 percent from long range. The Catamounts are averaging 23.4 3-point attempts per
game and hitting 6.6 of those tries. WCU has a -5.7 turnover margin entering the game aver-
aging over 20 turnovers per game.

e Freshman guard Jewel Smalls leads the Catamounts this season by averaging 9.1 points per
game, adding 4.9 rebounds per game and team-best 20 steals. Senior guard Angel Allen
is averaging 8.4 points per game with 4.3 rebounds per game and 22 assists while Junior
forward Tess Harris is averaging 8.0 points per game and has hit a team-best 19 3-pointers.

Rhyne Howard and transfers Nae Nae Cole and Sabrina Haines. Cole and Haines will miss the
2018-19 season due to NCAA transfer rules. Green and Howard are going to have an immedi-
ate impact on the squad as both have performed well during preseason practice and in Italy.

e Howard and Green made up the 18th-best class in the nation according to All Star Girls
Report. Both players were named McDonald’s All-America Game nominees and Naismith
High School All-America Honorable Mention last season. Howard was tabbed one of 12 play-
ers to the Team USA U18 roster and was the 2018 Tennessee Miss Basketball and Tennessee
Gatorade Player of the Year. Green was a finalists for Miss Kentucky Basketball and was
tabbed first-team all-state by multiple media outlets.

HOWARD WINS GOLD, MVP HONORS IN MEXICO CITY FOR TEAM USA

e Rhyne Howard was chosen to play for the USA U18 Team in the 2018 FIBA Americas U18
Championship and helped lead the USA to gold and won MVP honors.

e Howard shined in every game of the tournament, starting with six points, two rebounds,
one assist and a steal vs. Argentina before seven points with eight rebounds, three assists,
two blocks and a steal vs. Chile. In the final game of pool play vs. Puerto Rico, Howard had
11 points with six rebounds, six steals and one assist. The guard continued to play well in
the elimination rounds with eight points, six rebounds, four assists, two blocks and a steal in
the quarterfinals vs. El Salvador before 14 points, including 4-of-7 from long range with five
assists, two blocks and two steals against Colombia. She locked up the top honor after five
points, four rebounds, four assists and two blocks vs. Canada.

KENTUCKY RANKED INSIDE TOP 20 IN BOTH MAJOR POLLS

e Following its impressive run through the 2018 Paradise Jam Island Division with wins over
three teams that have been ranked or receiving votes this season, UK entered the national
rankings week 3 and are currently ranked No. 18 (AP)/No. 20 (Coaches).

Combined the Kentucky women’s basketball staff has compiled over 80
years of experience at the Division | level, including coaching or playing
in a combined 38 NCAA Tournaments with eight Final Fours, four nation-
al championships and a WNBA Championship. Elzy and Butts are in their
second stint in Lexington after serving on Mitchell’s staffs before. Butts
was an associate head coach on Mitchell’s first staff at Kentucky before
Elzy joined the staff for four successful seasons. Amber Smith is in her
first year as an assistant coach but has been a part of the Kentucky
program for nearly a decade. Dunn, who is a Women’s Basketball Hall
of Famer, has over 40 years of coaching experience, including three
decades in the collegiate ranks. Dunn is now the special assistant to the
head coach after serving as an assistant coach the last two seasons.

RECAPPING THE 2017-18 SEASON

Kentucky did not have the success it was hoping for in 2017-18 as the
Wildcats hit a midseason lull that included an eight-game losing skid. UK
responded by winning six league games and was playing better as the
season concluded.

Overall, UK went 15-17, 6-10 in the league and missed postseason play
for the first time in Coach Mitchell’s tenure.

Under his leadership, 38 different players have been named to the SEC Academic Honor Roll, seven have
been All-SEC Freshmen honorees, three were named All-Americans, including just the second State Farm/
WBCA All-American in school history in Victoria Dunlap and one player (Chelsea Chowning) was named an
Academic All-American, the first in school history.

Five WNBA draft picks, including three in the first round - Dunlap was UK’s first WNBA first round draft
pick when she was chosen as the 11th overall pick in the 2011 WNBA Draft and A’dia Mathies was select-
ed 10th overall by the Los Angeles Sparks in the 2013 draft. Last year, Evelyn Akhator became UK'’s high-
est ever pick when she went third overall to the Dallas Wings before Makayla Epps went 33rd overall to
Chicago.
